Ac-
cording to their estimates, central
Africa contains a forest region not
less than 3,000 miles in length from
north tosouthandofvast, although not
fully known, width from east to west.

The. word “lunatic” was. first as-|
cribed to epileptics, wlzo seem to be
greatly affected by lunar influences.
And it has heen noticed that many
nervous maladies—such as vertigo,
hysteria and sleep-walking——are more
acute during the periods of the new
and full moon.

It is at the period of the month’s
change that these symptoms chiefly
occur. For instance, in several cases
it ‘has been proved that children sub-
ject *to convulsions usually suffer
most at the time of full moon, where-
as paralytics are subject to recurring
fits at new moon. It has also noticed
that in the case of epileptics who are
subject to lunar influence, it is al-
ways on the third day after the full
moon that the fit ends in intermittent

'

The moon’s influence on vegetable
life has long been recognized. Some
market gardeners insist that there is
a right time in the moon’s phases to
plant: certain crops to secure the best
resylts, while many old-time farmers
would net make a fence or cover a
roof unless it were done at.what: they
consider the’ proper time of: moon.

With: regard to this latter point ac-
tual tests have shown that wooden
tiles placed on a roof in the light of
the moon will curl up.and not:last
half as long as tHose put on when
the sky is dark. ‘

A further remarkable fact about
the moon’s light is its effect on. a
broody hen. It requires an average ofi
21 days for eggs to hatch. Occasional-
ly it“has been noticed that a hen will
bring out chicks a day or two earlier,
and this is said to be due to the in-
fluence of the moon. The proper time
to set a hen is when the moon is new,
or very close to that peripd, so that

“Stone of Destiny” in Westminster Ab-
bey, upep, which every English king

ﬁ ns are not upanimous

his' poin( one school holds that
.this stone is* the original “Lia Fail"”
from the hill of Tara, the ancient seat
of the Irish kings.

According ta one English tradition
fhe stone was carried to Ireland from
Betliel ag*/Jacob’s Pillow,” upon which
Jacob glept when he dreamed. In Ire-
land it became the pillow of 8t Col-
umbg at Teno, was removed to Scone,
Scotland, by Kenneth II. in the ninth
century, and them to Weatminster by
Edward I.

‘Some ~antiquarians dispute this,
however, alleging that the stone was
breought to Ireland by Tuathe do Den-
ann and his colony from Germany, and
subsequently placed upon the hill of
Tara. The stone was supposed ta
have supernatural powers, making &
creaking noise when a legitimate king
was being crowned, but maintaining
a stony silence when a usurper sat yp-
on it.

The Irish high kings who sat upon
it during the Tuathe de Denann col-
ony, came to Ireland about 1896 B.C.;
and the stone, according to this le-
gend, remained till the fifth century,
A.D., and when Fergus Macero, then
the high king left Tara on a con-
quering expedition he bore the stone
away to Scone for his coronation.
Bdward is saild to have taken it away
in the thirteenth century. A Scottish
trgdition spun around this stone has
it that:

“I¢# the fates go aright where this
stone is found,

The Scots shall monarchs of that
realm be crowned.”

which prophecy is supposed to have
been fulfilled when James VI, of
Scotland became James I. of Eng-
land. '
There are Irishmen, however, who
say that the real Lia Fail still re--
poses on the hill of Tara, and that
the most reliable Irish annals give
no hint that it ever was removed. The
stone which these persons assert is
the origindl now crowns the. great
central mound of the hill of Tara,
where some 400 men were killed by
English troops in the revolt of 1798.
The old Irish bards gave their na-
tive land the poetic name of “Innis-
fail,” incorporating the name of the
historic rock. One ancient verse
runs:
“From this strange stone did Innis-
fail obtain
Its name; a tract surrounded by the
main.”

Money To Go To Her
Two Husbands,

A complex situation has developed
in a will case at Winnipeg following
the disclosure in court that Mrs. Mabel
Tyler, who died in Winnipeg in 1918
leaving an estate of $7,600 to her two
‘children, had two husbands at the
same time. \The estate of Mrs. Tyler
was about to be settled when John Al-
lison appeared and claimed a share of
it, producing a marriage certificate
dated Chicage, Novemher, 1805, while
anether certificate was produced in
court November 22 showing she had
married W. H. Tyler in this city on
June 8, 1914, In March, 1920, the
Toronto General Trusts Company had
filed with it an assignment purporting
to-be an assignment of Joseph Allison’s
share of his Wwife’s estate in favor of
the children. Allisen elaims the as-
signment is a forgery. Tyler, the sec-
ond husband, who died some time ago,
left no will and no estate. The court
has ruled that the Tyler estate did not
control Allisen’s right to his wife's es-
tate, and the children’s guardian was
granted two weeks to ascertain if the
Allison assignment is gemuine.

HAS NOT RECOVERED FROM LAST
CONFLAGRATION.

Smma burn.d apd t.he world was
startled.

Constantinople jg partly burned—
but the world has forgotten about it.

“Traces of the fires that swept Bal-
timore and Chicago have heen obliter-
ated; byt mot- se - with = dissstrous
blazes that charred whole sections of
the Turkish city which just now i3
very much a centre of world atten-
tion,” says & bulletin from the Wash-
ington headquarters of the National
Geographic Society, based on a cow-
munication from Salita Solane.

“The devastating. fires that have
been working taward the destrugtion
of Constantipople caused the eity to
be built anew every 50 years, until a
law was passed prehibiting the con-
structien of wooden heuses on the
gite of burned ones; in fact, it was
provided that no houses at all should
be built until the - city government
planned new streets.

“Nothing has been done about the
planning, however, and the result is
that one-fourth of Stamboul—more
than 22,000 houses, burned during the
past 12 years—still lies in ashes,
Scutari, teo, has vast ruined sections,
So has Peru, on a much gsmaller scale,

“When a fire starts in Stamboul it
nearly always assumes frightful pro-
portions. In the fire . of 1908, 1500
buildings were destroyed; in that of
1911, 2463 houses; the following day
an entire Jewish quarter burned; in
1912 an immense area between Sancta
Spphia and the Marmora Wwas con-
sumed. The fire of June, 1918, burn-
ed 8000 buildings, clearing a space
from the Golden Hern through the
centre of the city. These fires are
enormously destructive because of the
narrow streets, wooden houses and
volunteer firemen who go to answer
the call on foot, carrying a pump on
their shoulders.

\"The firemen of Constantinople are!

worth a story in themselves. Unpaid
far their services, they reason like
this.

“If we don’t go to this fire, the owr-
er will lose all his belongihgs. If we
go and take some of them home with
us and leave some to him, is he not
better off tham if we hadn't ceme at
all? We give our serviees free of
charge; the owner must give us bak-
shish if he wants us to risk our lives
for him.

“‘We get to the fire a8 quickly as
we can run, and if the owner does not
consent to give us money at once, so
we can get to work, the fire will gain
headway; that is not eur fault,” but
his.’

“It was a cause for grief and ac-
cusations of injustice when the Brit-
ish installed their own fire gystem In
Pera. By the time the Turks come
panting down the street to bargain,
the British have the fire out and are
driving away.

“The walls that enclosed Byzant-
jum and saved civilization for 1000
years are still stapding and consti-
tute, with the exeeption of Sancta
Sephia, the mest interesting histor
ical momument in Turkey.

‘The impressien produced by these
battered and lonely ruins is ineradic-
able. The lines of walls and towers
still stretch out as far as the eye can
see, rising and falling, tinted from
dark brown to ocher and grey, some-
times covered with -vegetation. They
are barbarie, threatening, mournful.

“Modern Constantinople is fergot-
ten as ome tries to imagine
these barriers seemed like
hordes of barbarians who came ev-
ery few years, looked at those miles
of moated and turreted walls,
then turned back.

“New gypsies and refugees live
here and there in the ruins that ex-
tend for five miles across the isth-
mus, from the Sea of Marmera to the
Golden Horn, They robh the gardens
which are cultivated in the old
moats, and watch with gstopishment
the oKauional airplane that buzzes
high aover the walls of Theedosius
I1.”
