Conduction was when heat tra­
velled over or among the solid particles 
of bodies. All bodies were not - equally 
good conductors. As a general rule, the 
denser the material the better conductor 
it was. Metals were nearly all good con­
ductors, though platinum was an excep­

The Legislature had a short sitting 

on Saturday, when several bills were 
read a third time, and others advanc­
ed a stage, On Monday Mr. JMc- 
Kellar brought up his motion, pre­
viously before the House, “that in 
the opinion of this House, it would 
greatly conduce to the . general con­
venience and ^facilitate the business 
of legislation, if Parliament were con 
vened on or about the 1st of December 
in each year.” After an expression 
ot opinion from several of the mem­
bers in its favour, the motion was 
withdrawn. A motion made by Mr. 
Blake for a return of all moneys paid 
into the Courts of Queen’s Bench and 
Common Pleas was carried. The 
bill relating to the will of the late Sir 
Henry Smith was read a third time. 
When the bill to impose a tax on 
dogs, and for the protection of sheep, 
came up, Mr. Blake said that in or­
der to meet the views of a consider­
able unmber of counties who hold 
that providing indemnifications for 
sheep losses directly is not satisfacto­
ry, he proposed to move an amend­
ment, so as to give that amoUnt of 
protection to sheep which was involv­
ed by taxing the dogs—the money col­
lected to be the property of the muni­
cipality. The second amendment he 
proposed was one giving County 
Councils the power to re-enact. Af­
ter passing the by-law under the Act, 
they would in this way have power 
to pass such by-laws from time to 
time, so that there judgment on one 
occasion in the matter should not be 
regarded as final ; but that * they 
should have the power to deal with 
the matter from time to time as their 
judgment showed to be necessary. 
These amendments were agreed to, 
and the bill was read a third time and 
passed. In reply to a question, Hon.

The Alabama Claims.
The negotiations for the settlemen t 

of the Alabama claims between the 
American and. life British Govern­
ments have been brought to à close, 
and a treaty on the basis of the origi­
nal protocol has been signed by Rev­
erdy Johnson and Earl Clarendon. 
The articles of the treaty arc eight in 
number, and are substantially as fol- 
tows :—Article 1.—The two govern­
ments agree to the settlement of all 
claims and différences which have 
arisen sinçe the Convention of 1853. 
Article 2 provides for a commission 
of four persons—each Government 
being entitled to two representatives 
—this commission to agree upon a 
plan for settlement. Article 3 pro­
vides that a majority of the Commis­
sion shall decide the questions involv­
ed. Articled provides for cases of 
disagreement on the commission; in 
such an event the two,, Governments 
shall choose an umpire. The Presi­
dent of the United States shall act 
for the United States* but the um­
pire selected shall not be qualified, 
unless confirmed by the Senate. Ar­
ticle 5 provides that in the event of 
the refusal of the umpire to decide, 
the question shall be settled by lot in 
the presence oi the commission. Ar­
ticle 6 excludes from the jurisdiction 
of the commission, all cases arising 
fronf claims which have bcenadjudicat 
ed by Courts of Admiralty. Article 
7 provides that claimants shall have 
first proved that they arc British sub­
jects, that they preserved strict neu­
trality during the war, and did not 
aid the South. Article 8 says the ses­
sions of the commission are to be held 
in Washington.

On Friday last the President trans­
mitted to tnc Senate, on Friday, three 
treaties and protocols concluded*be- 
tween the United States and Great 
Britain, which were indicated in his 
annual message, namely:—1st. A 
protocol fully recognizing the natu­
ralization laws of the United States, 
and abolishing " the legal principles 
heretofore maintained in Great Bri­
tain of the "indefeasibility of native 
allegiance ; 2nd. Treaty referring the

The New Prime Minister of Eng­
land —It may not be generally known 
that the Right lion. William Ewart 
Gladstone, now "Prime Minister of Eng­
land, sits for the same constituency in 
the House of Commons as did Mr. John 
To-.vnaend (head of the Townsend family), 
during the years 1857 and 1858. In con­
junction with General Sir William Cod- 
ringtou, K. C. B., Commimder-iu-Chief 
of the British Army, (on the death of 
Lord Raglan, and the retirement of Geu 
eral Simpson,) in the Crimean war, Mr. 
John Townsend was elected for his native! 
place, the Borough of Greenwich, at the 
general election in March,1857, having a 
majority over the third candidate, Mr. 
Montagu Chambers, Q; O., (who «at for 
Greenwich from 1852 to 1857) of 719 
votes. During the period of his member 
ship, Mr. John Townsend always voted 
in favor of the extension of the franchise, 
vote by ballot,, the abolition ot Church 
rates,the admission of Jews to Parliament, 
the abolition of the property qualification, 
and all the popular liberal measures of 
the day,and resigned his seat ©n the 11th 
January, 1859, accepting (what is known 
in English Parliamentary language) the 

.“Chiltorn -Hundreds,” having been ap­
pointed Steward of her Majesty's Manor 
of Northstead—a purely nominal ap­
pointment, but which alone enables a 
member of the British House of Commons 
to vacate his seat.—Hamilton Times.
