The Warner Sewing Machine.
( From the Hamilton Spectator.)

It will be noticed that the Wanzer Sew­
ing Machine Company have not exhibited 
their machines at the Provincial or Cen­
tral Exhibitions, or indeed at any of the 
autumn fairs this year. The reason for 
this is that the manufacturers actually 
have not had time jto prepare machines 
for exhibition. They are no* working 
their large establishment to the fall ex­
tent of its capacity—working at night 
and day—and yet they cannot fiH orders 
as fast as they come in. They are now 
putting in a large amount of new ma­
chinery ; but at present, although they 
are finishing from one thousand to twelve 
hundred every week, they cannot supply 
the demand which flows in upon them 
from all quarters of the world.

There is not a machine made which is 
so widely diffused as the Wanzer Sewing 
Machine. The fur-dressed belles of SL 
Petersburg, and the less favored dames 
cf Norway and of Siberia use it ; it finds 
its way into the sacred privacy of Turk­
ish, Egyptian and Persian harems ; the 
almond-eyed beauties of China and Japan 
join their beautiful silks by its busy 
needle, even the dusky dames of Africa 
have learned the secret of its wonderful 
necromancy ; proud senoras of Castile 
and Lusitania set its light machine in 
motion, and their daughters in Cuba and 
Mexico, Peru and Brazil grow enthusias­
tic over its busy hum—while in France, 
Germany and Britain, it is amongst the 
most common of household articles.

The manufactory of the Wanzer Ma­
chine is situated on the corner of King 
end Catharine streets* Hamilton ; is 
about 100 by 160 feet, and four stories in 
height. On the ground floor are the ge­
neral office, the private office and the 
time-keeper’s office. Adjoining these 
are the repairing room and the packing 
room, whence all orders are shipped. In 
the back part of the building, on the 
same floor, are the engine and boiler 
rooms. A new machine has just been 
put in, manufactured by Nathan, Ben- 
ham <fc Co., of Hartford, Conn., and hav­
ing Woodruff & Beach’s variable cut-off 
attached. It is of a,hundred horse-power 
and weighs about fifteen tons. The 
boiler supplies power for this engine and 
heat for the whole building. 'Ihe fuel 
used is coal tar, which is blown into the 
furnace by a jet of steam, the latter 
mingling with the tar and aiding combus­
tion.

When the machinery now being intro­
duced is all in, the manufactory will be 
capable of turning out nearly two thou­
sand machines a week ; and even this 
great capacity will doubtless soon be 
fully tested, since orders are now coming 
in at the rate of fifteen hundred a "week. 
As we have indicated, the machines go to 
all parts of the civilized world, and to 
many parts that are not civilized. We 
were shown two orders received on the 
day of our visit—one from Constant!

Destructive Fire in Watbrdown.—On 
Sunday morning, at 2 o’clock, a fire 
broke out in Mr. Hiram Broadbent’s 
woollen factory here, which in a short 
time was all destroyed. Loss, about 
86,000; insurance, about 83,000.

Arm Lost in a Saw-Mill.—An accident 
occurred on Monday morning at the saw­
mill of Messrs. Allridge* Waterdown, by 
which a man named John Ripson lost 
his arm. It was amputated by Drs. 
Skinner and Henwood, and he is now do­
ing as well as can be expected.

Extensive damage has been done to 
vessels of all kinds by the fearful gale 
which prevailed on Sunday and Monday. 
The area affected includes all the lakes. 
The itijury done to vessels, the loss of 
cargoes, and the destruction of timber 
rafts will entail serious loss on the insur­
ance companies and on private owners.

A demonstration was made in Hyde 
Park, London, on Monday of railroad 
employes to the number of 5,000, and 
resolùtions adopted advocating a system 
of emigration to the United States, as 
vie best means of improving the condi­
tion of the workmen.

Falls.

Glifton, Sept. 80.
To-day, at half-past 12 o’clock, His 

Excellency the Governor-General drove 
down from the Government House, 
Toronto, to the Great Western station at 
the foot of Yonge street, accompanied by 
the Countess Dnfferin, Lieut.-Gover­
nor Howland, Sir C. Hastings Doyle,Col. 
Fletcher, Lady Harriet Fletcher, Captain 
Curtis, A. D. C., and Lieut. Coulson, A. 
D. C. His Grace the Archbishop of To­
ronto, accompanied by the Very Rev. 
Vicar-General Jamot, met his Excellency 
at the station, and accompanied him to 
the Falls. The Governor-General bade 
adieu to Mr Howland, Gapt. Curtis and 
Mr. McMaster, and took his seat in the 
ear. The tram consisted of an engine, 
two baggage cars, a Wagner oar, and the 
Directors’ car. His Excellency took his 
seat in the saloon of the Director’s car. 
Mr. W. K. Muir, General Superintendent 
of the G. W. B., met His Excellency at 
the station, and accompanied him to the 
Bridge.

The special train which had-hoen pro­
vided by the Great Western Railway 
Company left the Yonge street station, 
amid the cheers of those assembled, at a 
quarter to one.

Loss of Valuable Emigrants.
From the St. Catharines Times.

There were a few days ago on a visit 
to their co-religionists in the County of 
Waterloo, two gentlemen from a colony- 
in Russia. They belong to* the M«mo- 
nite religious persuasion,.and represent 
from fifty to sixty thousand people, many 
of them very wealthy, who purpose colo­
nizing in some portion of America. They 
do this on account of religious persecu­
tions which are becoming entirely intoler­
able in the country ruled by the Czar.. 
These two men are sent out by their 
people to look up a good, place to settle- 
in. They have been, all through the- 
Western States and took oopioue notes 
of the character of the soil and climate* 
as well as the inducements held ont by 
the different localities. So tar as these 
travellers are concerned^ we understand 
that their own preferences are for 
Minnesota as they are mostly accustomed 
to a Northern climate..

Now our object in referring to these- 
men is to show the utter inoompetenoy 
and inefficiency of out Dominion Immi­
gration Bureau. Had our Government 
taken the trouble to look after the in­
terests of the whole country instead of 
spending their time in the vain endeavor 
to secure the re-election of themselves 
and their demoralized followers, they 
might possibly have induced these fifty 
thousand honest and thrifty Immigrants 
to settle in some of the fertile and invit­
ing portions of the great North-West. 
So far as we can learn of the relative 
merits of Minnesota and tho Bed River 
Territory, the advantage seems entirely 
in favor of the latter, but we suppose our 
baker’s dozen at Ottawa has never heard 
Of the intention of a whole Russian col­
ony coming to America. For the sake 
of getting such a colony, it would be im­
mensely to the advantage of the Dom­
inion not only to make then, a free grant, 
but even hold out other inducements. 
From conversations with heie men we 
are satisfied that had they got •) up to our 
new Province and surrounding territory, 
they would have selected that in pre­
ference to Minnesota, and thus in conse­
quence of being afllieted with a set of 
sleeping nobodies as rulers, we miss such 
an excellent chance cf getting a colony of 
the best settlers the world affords. If 
any of onr readers have their doubts as to 
the superiority of the Mennonites, known 
in Canada as Pennsylvania Dutch, let 
them visit th<settlements of these people 
in the counties of Waterloo, Lincoln and 
York, or any part of Pennsylvania, Ohio, 
Indiana, or other States where they are, 
to be found, and see for themselves. We>. 
must say that we are extremely sorry 
that with all the money that is spent m 
sending mm of the Moylan stamp, to the 
old country to bring one dressmaker to 
Canada, we have to sqe a whole colony 
with any amount of wealth, industry, and

Tuesday Mousing.
There is every promise of propitious 

weather, and to-day there is on every 
hand signs of the utmost bustle and act­
ivity. The cattle, sheep and pig pens 
are ail well filled. The horse boxes are 
all let, and accommodation has had to be 
provided elsewhere for future applicants. 
There is likely to be a splendid display of 
Implements, fully occupying the large 
space between the palace and the sheep 
end pig pens.

Inside the palace things are assuming 
something like order and arrangement, 
but it is a pity that exhibitors will persist 
iu delaying te thé very last minute, what 
they intend to exhibit, as a very great 
deal of extra labor is thereby entailed on 
the various officials. Still, the trans­
formation since yesterday afternoon is 
wonderful, and by noon to-day the visitor 
will have realized somewhat of the 
beauty, taste and magnitude of this por­
tion of the exhibition.

The show of Field Roots, &c., surpass­
es the anticipations of the most sanguine^ 
considering the difficulties of the season, 
and the number of dairy-produce exhibited 
is already very creditable.

The number of visitors this morning is 
large, and when the noon trains arrive we 
may doubtless look for a \dfy consider­
able influx of strangers.

It will be remembered that this emi­
nent lawyer and statesman was spok­
en of in connection with the office 
when the Gladstone Government was 
formed ; but being opposed to the 
disestablishment of the Irish Church, 
a measure that the Government was 
organised to carry, he could not con­
sistently aid in the formation of the 
Cabinet. His late services as counsel 
on behalf of the British Government 
before the Court of Arbitration at 
Geneva have brought him into greater 
prominence that ever. He is one of 
the most thorough-paced but at the 
same time most reasonable champions 
of Church Establishment 
British House of Commons.

1 come to ihe poultry house, which has 
been enlarged to double its former size. 
Leaving it,we come upon the cattle sheds 
which have been greatly extended both 
temporarily and permanently to meet the 
increased demands of exhibitors ; this 
range of buildings is carried out to the 
verge of the Society’s grounds, and pre­
sents a long vesta of sheds, most of 
which have, bad a great improvement ef­
fected on. them this year, in the shape of 
a three foot verandah, which is a- great 
protection from rain, and wind. After 
leaving the cattle sheds we come in a 
westerly direction to the sheep and pig 
pens, which are situate in the middle of 
the grounds,and to tile north of tho main 
building, a very fine new shed has been 
erected this year to the north of the for­
mer pens for the accommodation of sheep, 
and on a plan which it is t<r be regretted 
was not followed in the erection of the 
original ones. So much for the benefits 
cf experience. To tho east of the sheep 
pens is the building for grain, Ac., whilst 
on tho west side of the pig pens is the 
building for roots, Ac. Between these 
buildings and the Palace, implements, 
mowers, reapers, Ac. will be displayed, 
and pursuing ouï way, still westerly, we 
come on a long range of boxes where are 
comfortably' housed the spleudid speci­
mens of horse flesh with which the sight 
seers are to be gratified whilst promenad­
ing round the spacious horse ring which 
lies iu convenient contiguity.

Such a magnificence of radiance and 
physical purity George had never beheld 
in all his experience of city life. There 
the snow which fell upon the streets lost 

£its whiteness in an hour, and was trodden 
■-ito foul slush and mire ere the human 
"oui had time to drink in its marvellous 

beauty. To see it, therefore, in this 
solitude of nature, where nothing existed 
to dim its lustre, was to receive absolute­
ly a new revelation, and he could but 
stand at the window and gaze up the 
slope with silent wonder and thrilling and 
unutterable sensations. «It seemed as if a 
glimpse of heaven had been vouchsafed 
him—as if a vision of the “ white robes ” 
had opened to his view—and Le half ex­
pected to hear the soft rush of angels’ 
wings, and the soft music of the golden 
harps breaking through the morning 
stillness.

He stood there entranced, gazing as if 
he could never gaze enough on the sight, 
fearful that it would vanish ere he was 
satisfied with beholding it, and taking in 
its combined georgeousness, and now the 
individual perfection of some tree which 
stood upon the slope, complete in all the 
delicate tracery of branch and twig.

Flax-Raising in Canada.
There is a considerable quantity of flax 

grown throughout western Ontario etch 
year. Since the closing of the two chief 
flax manufactories a few years ago, one 
of which wasloaated at Streetsvüle and 
the other at Preston, many persons have 
been led to beheve that very little flax 
was now grown amongst us. But this is 
not correct. The writter recently passed 
through a considerable part of the west­
ern country, and was surprised to see 
such a large number of fields of flax,most 
of which were pulled and ready to be 
housed. This was particularly the case 
in the counties of Waterloo and Perth, in 
which there are quite a number of 
scutching mills, the owners of which gen­
erally supply the seed to farmers, and in 
some oases allowing the latter so much 
for the use and preparation of the land, 
doing the seeding and pulling themselves. 
Most of our flax at present finds a market 
in the United States, and the demand is 
said of late years to have been very good. 
Judging by the appearance of the fields, 
the crop of this year has been a good 
one, and we trust prices may be such as 
to return good profits to those engaged 
in this important branch of industry. 
The value of our exports of flax for the 
year ending 30th June, 1871, is set down 
at 1112,778 in the Trade and Navigation 
returns, and the value of the flax seed 
exported at $53,685. Most of the flax 
was shipped fcy “ land carriage,” but 
most of the seed in “ foreign vessels.” 
Nearly all the shipments, however, were 
made from the Province of Ontario, and 
found a market, as we have already re­
marked, in the United States. Of tho 
foregoing amount, the Province furnish­
ed $102,977 of flax and 852,838 of seed- 
being within $10,648 of the total amount 
of our exports.—Monetary Timet.

Too Anxious by Half.
Our Tory exchanges, great and small, 

appeared to be desperately exercised con­
cerning the fate of the Ontario Govern­
ment. All sorts of wild theories are in­
dulged in, and the anxiety they manifest 
concerning the probable action of the re­
tiring Premier, and other members of the , 
Cabinet, is truly touching.

The Reform party is quite capable of re­
gulating its own household, which in 
view of the present state of affairs is more 
than our apparently anxious Tory friends 
can boast of. If they have not already 
given up the unseaworthy party ship in 
despair, let them turn their attention to 
the demoralization that exist among their 
own leaders. With Sir John in one of 
his incapable moods again, Sir Francis 
retired in disgust, Sir George unable 
through serious illness to attend to State 
affairs, and Howe in his dotage, they 
have enough to do in casting about for 
their successors to claim their fullest at­
tention, with ont wasting their precious 
time in meddling with what does not con­
cern them.—London Advertiser.
