Charge of Obtaining Money Under
False Pretences at Rethsay.
The Rothsay correspondent of the
Elora Observer gives particulars of a case
which was tried before a magistrates’
court, held in the Anglo American Hotel,
Rothsay, on the 7th -inst., before A.
Hunt, Egq., with’ whom was associated
M. G. Miller and J. Landerkin, Esqgs.
The matter has created intense excite-
ment in this section of ceuntry from the
known respecfability and standing of all
the parties. Mr. Edward Vaughan, some
two or turee years ago, rented the toll-
gate north of Rothsay, Mr. John Ridd
and Mr. W. Gubb becoming securities for
the due payment of the rent, During
the time that Vaughan was lessee of the
gate he purchased and worked a farm in
the Township of Minto, but receiving a
lucrative situation in the State of New
York, rented the farm and disposed of
the stock and crops by auction, appoint-
ing Ridd as his agent to collect his out-
standing accounts and pay all his liabili-
ties, one of which was a sum cf $588,14,
due the County Treasurerfor rent'of toll-
gate on the departure of Vaughan %6 the
States. Ridd presented to the Couunty
Council in the last June Session a peti-
tion signed by himselt, on which also ap-
peared the name of W. Gubb, prayinz
for a reduction of the amount due by
reason that Vanghan had leftthe country,
not leaving enough in his hands to pay
the debt. The prayer of the petitioners
was granted, and the sum of $200 can-
celled in favor of Vaughan. 'his winter
Vaughan returned - and demanded from
Ridd an account of his stewardship, and
was perfectly astounded on learning that
Ridd went a begging from the County
Couneil on his behalf, roundly asserting
that he left, independent, of the rent of
farm, money and collateral security in
Ridd’s hands to the amount of $800,
moreé than sufficient to cover all his lia-
bilities ; and thereupon Vaughan made
complaint before Mr. Hunt, that the
aforesaid John Ridd obtained the sum of
$200 from the County Council of the
County of Wellington under false pre-
tences. James Robb and James Ogden,
Reeve and Deputy, W. H. Lowes, Esq.,
Mr, Wm. Elliott and Mr. W. Gubb, were
subpeenaed as material witnesses in the
premises. Mr. Lowes testified as to
drawing up the petition at the urgent re-
uest of Ridd. Wm. Elliott stated that
Ridd informed him in August last thathe
(Ridd) had $409 of Vaughan’s money in
his possession. Wm. Gubb stated that
he never signed said petition, and that
his name was placed there without his
knowledge or consent. J. Ogden,Deputy-
Reeva, was highly indignant to think that
he should have been made a tool to vic-
timize the County, while innocently
imagining he was performing an act of
benevclence in presenting said petition,
and seemed determined to push this case
to the bitter end. At this stage of the
case Vanghan was missing, and the Cadi
had to dispatch his scouts in all direc-
tions to hunt up the missing man. It
would seem that all Vaughan wanted was
to bring Ridd to a just settlement of hie
own private affairs, but on seeingthe
dilemma in which he had placed Ridd,he
wanted to back down. About midnight
the man.catchers arrived with him. He
at first stout'y refused o be sworn, but
on sober second thought and a large stone
building looming up im the distance, con-
sented. But it was like pulling teeth to
elicit the truth, which wes at last drawn
forth by the questions put by M. G.
Miller, Esq., which fully corroborated the
above statement. After sundry adjourn-
ments, Ridd was held in two sureties of
$500 éach, and Vaughan in his own bond
of $1,000, S0 appear at the next Quarter
Sessions to be held in Guelph.

He counselled
his supporters to elevate the black flag |9
and fight a bitter game. His remarks
will serve to unite even more firmly than
ever the friends of honest Government
in their purpose to return the Colonel
trinmphantly to his seat inthe Commons.

Ald. Dickey delivered a stirring appeal
to the electors, whicl was received with
much applause,

Cheers were given for the Queen, Co,l‘
Higinbotham, Dr. Landerkin, Hon.
Wood, and Mr, Dickey. Thus ended one
of the most saccessful political gather-
ings which has been held in this neigh-
borhood for many a day.
