- One of
the highwaymen walked to the further end

and the third remained at the end they en-
tered.

All were dressed indark clothes, over-
coats, black slouch hats and wore handker-
chiefs over their faces, with holes cut out
for eyes. They pluced their revolvers to
each passenger’s head and commanded him
to hold up hie hands, which he did. The
Pullman conductor and porter were also
robbed. As the robbery was going on, S.
J. Freedman, of Portland, eame in from the
next car to the one where the robbery was
going  om. As he entered, not
knowing what was going on,  he
was commanded to hold up his hands;
but not complying quickly enough, the
nearest robber shot through the side of the
car. Then Freedman understood what was
wanted. They did not molest the ladies, of
whom there were four, with two children,
telling them to keep still and no harm
would come. This they did. After rob-
bing everybody in this car, and without go-
ing to any other, they pulled the bell-cord,
giving the proper signals, and when the ear
had stopped they pulled the bell to start
again, and then jumped off and fled to the
woods, firing a parting fusilade as they
went:.

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EMIGRATION.

The question of emigration is eagerly dis-
cussed in Great Britain. There are many
there who seem to think that a young man

- who emigrates to one of the colonies, no mat-
ter what his education and habits may have
been, must necessarily do well. They ap-
pear to think that the virtues and the train-
ing that are absolutely necessary to ensure
guccess in an old country are not required in
a new one. It often hapﬁens that a young
man, altogether unable to ‘‘rustle” for a
living, is sent out, say to British Columbia.
When he arrives here he finds all the soft
berths filled, and, either unable or unwilling
to do rough work or face hardships, he
writes to his friends at home that he has
been deceived and that the country is noth-
ing like as good as it has been described to
be. This seems to have been the case with
a young Scotchman, who writes to his
brother that he is bitterly disappointed
with the conditions he found existing in this
Province, even though he brought over let-
ters of introduction to ‘‘leading citizens
here.”

A friend of British Columbia, the Rev.
Mr. Somerville, replies to the letter, and
says that he resided in the province twenty-
five years ago, that he visited it lately and
that the development during the last six
years has been amazing. ** Young fellows,”
he says, ‘“who were living in shanties
twenty-five years ago, are now large and
wealthy merchants, and a man who walked
across the mountains to it then, without the
proverbial half-crown, has just been nomin-
ated to a high position, and young fellows
that I knew here (in Scotland) a few years
ago are doing remarkably well. One of
them found a situation two days after
arrival, and is now a partner in the prin-
cipal shipbroking house in Vancouver.”
The writer of this letter did not say what
hardships the ‘‘leading merchants” hed to
endure, and what privations they had to
put up with before they got fairly started
on the road to prosperity. Many emigrants
in these days would be appalled if they
were required to face one-half the diffi-
culties which these successful men were
obliged to surmount. They would have be-
come discouraged, would . have written
home for remittances to take them out of
the country, and left it cursing both it and
their luck that brought them to such a
place.

In no part of this Dominion had the first
settlers an easy time. They had to work
hard and to live hard before they be-
camé even comfortable. The discipline
they underwent in the hard school of neces-
sity did them good, and brought out the
strength and the energy that enabled them
to succeed in spite of every obstacle.

But the men who come to America now,
expect everything to be done for them, and
a large proportion of them grumble and
growl if they cannot, immediately on their
arrival, find an easy way of making a good
living. A new country is not the place for
such men. They should stay at home and
get a living in some position in which
unusual exertion, of either body or mind, is
not necessary.

There are, however, gome emigrants, even
in these days, who do not expect to achieve
sucocess without earning it, but who are
ready to work at what their hands find to
do, with all their might. These men possess
true manhood and the best kind of courage.
‘They, if they persevere, will in time find
“their proper place. Men of brains and edu-

-cation and energy are wanted in every com-
munity, and hard work and hard living,
though they may harden the hands and

-darken the complexion, do not weaken the
.brain or lessen a man’s ability to get upper-
amost in the struggle for existence. Success
in a measure, according to endowment, is
not an uncertainty with men of this class.
They are the men to make a new country
and to direct its affairs after it is made.
The more of them we have in this province
the better for the province, and we firmly
believe the betfer for themselvess.

A PESSIMIST.

General Weaver, the Populist candidate
for the Presidency, is what they call in the
States ‘‘a calamity howler,” and in Canada
a ““blue ruin orator.”. He certainly does
not look on the bright side of things, and, if
the condition of the United States is as he
represents it to be, we, in Canada, have no
reason to envy our neighbors. This is how
he describes the country which some Cana-
dians weuld have us believe is the most
prosperous and the best governed under the
sun :

We have had the contrasts of bountiful
harvests accompanied by every existing des-
titution ; of penury following close upon
the track of industry; of vast armies of
homeless tramps wandering alongside of va-
cant land held for speculation; of employ-
ers building galncea in foreign lands out of
profits filched from toil and labor forced into
the malstrom of strikes, riots and lock outs;
of armed mercenaries usurping the place of
regular police ; of corporations crowding the
individual to the wall and trampling the
poor into the dust ; of one-half of every city
set apart for the abode of lazzaroni and the
other for the sumptuous palaces of the rich
and powerful.

1t must be remembered that the man who
paints this dark picture is not hated and
despised by his countrymen but is a popular
politician who is followed and believed in
by hundreds of thousands of United States
citizens. A majority in six states voted for
him, and considerablé minorities in other
states believe that his description of the
condition of the country is true to the letter.
This is why they have joincd the party of
which he is the head, and have faith in the
remedies which he prescribes.

It is indsed surprising that this modern
Jeremiah is heard gladly in what is usually
considered the most prosperous part of a

prosperous country. The. ¢ Great West "
has been long considered the land of promise
of this century. Millions have flocked to it
hoping to be able by industry and persever-
ance to free themselves and their children
from the cares and. ‘the anxieties of
the overpeopled East. Yet it is in this
Great West that the party of which General
Weaver is the leader and spokesman is the
strongest. How is this? Are- the people
of the United States less prosperous than
they are believed to be, or are the inhabi-
tants of the great plains.of the West born
pessimists ? Is there some influence in the
West which causes those who spend their
days in it to take a dark view of life and to
be blind to the advantages and the bless-
ings with which they are favored? It
would seem as if men .and women
of the West were born with a temperament
inclined to melancholy, or is their condition
80 hard and their surroundings so depress-
ing that they have only too many reasons
for the complaints they make?

FRENCH BOODLERS.

The boodler appears to be everywhere in
these degenerate days.

He said that a ‘‘certain
person” had asked the directors of the
company for five millions of francs, de-
claring that he could purchase with the
money all the necessary consciences in both
chambers of the national legislature. When
called upon for the name, he said that the
agent’s name was Arton and that he had
since fled the country to escape punish-
ment for embezzlement. M. Delahaye as-
serted that three million francs had been
distributed between 150 Deputies and a few
Senators. But this immense sum ($600,-
000) did not satisfy them. They asked the
directors for more money. How much more
they obtained he did not say, but he boldly
brought to light a transaction which, if it
did take place, can hardly find a parallel in
the history of electoral corruption. This
is it:

A committee in this Chamber charged
with the duty of examining the scheme
comprised five deputies favorable to the
scheme and five oppesed to it. The
eleventh “fhember before he cast his vote
offered his service# to the Company for
100,000 francs. As the Company refused
the proposition he formed a syndicate,
aided by a banker, and caused a fall in the
shares, compelling the Company to yield.
The scheme was then approved by the com-
mittee, but the banker was not warned in

time. The shares recovered and he was
ruined.

As might be expected in so excitable and
so demenstrative a body as the French
Chamber of Deputies, these revelations
caused a terrible uproar. A demand was
made for the evidence of such iniquitous
transactions. The reply of the orator was
that there were a hundred members present
who knew where it was to be found. He
added: ¢ There are two categories of

deputies, those who received the money and-

those who did not.”

It was also asserted that the newspapers
were among the boodlers, and. there appears
to be too much truth in’ this. For a long
time there was but one newspaper in the
whole of France that ventured to criticise
the Panama Canal project at all adversely.
This was ’Economiste. All the others backed
it up to the utmost ef their ability. Names
were not given by M. Delahaye at the time,
but an inquiry was demanded and if it
takes place and is honest, the world will
know more than it does now of the
hundreds of millions of francs that so mys-
teriously disappeared.

A CONCISE STATEMENT.

The two Presbyterian Professors who are
now on their trial for heresy occupy nearly
the same position. Both of them hold that
there are errors in the Bible, but they, at
the same time, maintain that these errors
do not affect its infallibility with re<pect to
matters of faith and morals. The new term
“‘inerrancy” seems to have been invented
for the purposes of this controversy on the
inspiration of the Scriptures. Professor
Briggs adds to his unsoundness in the
matter of inspiration some speculative
doctrines with regard to the part which
reason has in the work of salvation, which
is by the orthodox pronounced heretical.
The exact position which Presbyterians
generally occupy with respect to the inspir-
ation of the Scriptures, is stated very clearly
and - concisely in a 'speech made in
the Smith trial by De. Lowe.
That divine is reported to have said, among
other things: - *‘ The absolute inerrancy of
the Bible is the belief of the Presbyterian
Church, and not to rely upon it is to give
up the entire basis of the Church’s doctrine.”

It will be seen from this how the writings of
both Professor Smithand Dr. Briggs, who sub-
ject the Scriptures to the same criticisms and
examine them by the same methods as they
do the works of uninspired men, are re-
garded by orthodox Presbyterians.

Mr. Smith, we see, still complains of the
unfairness of his judges. He said that the
whole tenor of the argument indicated that
the committee proposed to make him more
guilty than he hgd been charged. ‘‘Suborn-
ation of hypocrisy was the best name he
could suggest for the offence which the com-
mittee had made in one of its charges.”

There are several bad points between the
present terminus of the road to the Pend
d’Oreille river, and they have to be got out
of the way at once so that the track may be
laid as far as the river, and the foundations
of the bridge built before the water rises.
Mr. Roberts, chief engineer, is at present
engaged in locating the railway bridge
across the mouth of the stream. It is ex-
pected that a contract will be let for the
grading on the whole road within two or
three months, and construction will be com-
menced just as soon as it can be carried on
continuously without obstruction from snow.

The C.-P. R. bave not, as seems to have
been generally supposed, abandoned work
on the Crow’s Nest pass line until next
spring. There are two gradiog camps in

the pass to the west of Garnet’s ranch;’

A- considerable forgé of
men is employed, and the grade is rapidly
being carried forward.

The steamer Nelson mysteriously lost one
of her passengers on her down trip last
Monday week. His name was Wm. J. Mec-
Cleary. He was last seen near Ball’s ranch.
Not lopg after it was discovered that he
was missing. He had a trunk on board, and
his overcoat was found in hisstateroom. He
was registered for Kaslo. Itis supposed
that he fell overboard and was drowned.

A. M. Johnston, acting, it is presumed,
for a Seattle syndicate, has bonded the Lady
of the Lake, the Mamie and the Sultan
claims, at Ainsworth, for $16,600. It is in-
tended to start wg:rk on them at once.  As
soon as the machinery, consisting of a steam
or electric drill, can be got in,a tunnel will be
driven from the lake shore. Ainsworth has
suffered, like all towns on the lake, from the
Slocan excitement ; that she has lots of life
left yet, however, is evidenced by the bond-
ing of these claims and by other signs which
indicate that she will Spend a winter more
lively than has been the past summer.

Before Captain Fitzstubbs, on the 11th
inst., R. F. Perry was charged by the
Davies-Sayward company with embezzle-
ment. J. Elliott for the prosecution, and
Messrs. Bowes & McLeod for the defense.
The accused was committed for trial and
released on bail.

Dr.. Hendryx, who was in town on
Friday, is as full of enthusiasm and con-
fidence abont West Kootenay as ever. He
thinks the Lardeau is going to be the equal
if not the rival of the Slocan. The grade of
the Lardeau gold is good, and there are un-
questionably bigger bodies of ore present
than in Slocan. ‘I had some assays from
the Lardeau country (float ore) in 85 and
’86 that beat the world,” said the doctor,
‘““and I have spent $700 looking for the
ledge. I have never found it and probably
never will.”

Whilst doing assessment work on one of
his propertiesnear Ainsworth, G. B. Wright
ia said to have struck a big ledge which
assays high in silver.

On the Centre Star 11 men are employed
in tunnel and shaft work. The face of the
tunnel is solid ore. Development work will
be continued all winter.

Lardeau Jack’s pre-emption, just outside
the Kaslo Townsite Co.’s land, has been
surveyed. It is Jack’s intention to put
some of it on the market.

The Gem mine, Wallace, Idaho, has been
sold for $1,000,000. This means the invest-
ment of much money in Kootenay by A. M.
Esler. Among other things it guarantees a
mill on the Dandy in the spring. And we
guarantee that miners in this country will
be too glad to see a mill to have any
thoughts of blowing it up.

Mr. Rockfeller, of the Standard Oil Trust,
has bonded the Great Northern in the Lar-
dean for $75,000. Mr. Rockfeller went to
look at this property in a sceptical frame of
mind, but came, saw and was conquered.

THE LARDEAU.
(From the Miner.)

Rumors have reached Nelson from time
to time, during last summer, of rich strikes
in the Lardeau or Trout Lake district.
We are now able to give our readers some
information which may be taken as authen-

tic. What may be called the latest, and
probably the richest discoveries, have been
made in a district discovered by Mike
Gainer and one or two others. M. Gainer
was one of the first prospectors in the
Cceur d’Alene, and was prominent there in
the first five or six years of its development.
Coming north 'to the Lardeau, he struck a
formation exactly similar to the Ceeur
d’Alene, only of a much higher grade, and
he is well pleased with his discoveries.
The richest district in the Lardeaw con-
tains what may be aptly christened the
Gainer Group, and consists of seven or
eight claims. The ledges are from 2 to 50
feet wide, and assay from 40 ounces {the
lowest) up to as high as 10,000
ounces silver. The ores are principally
galena, but on a few oclaims there
is. black sulphide, gray ocopper and
silver glance; the three last named,- of
course, being the highest grade. T. A.
Mills, of Nelson, is largely interested in the
Gainer group, and also has the handling of
one _of the geub properties in this group.

Most of these claims will bs tributary to
Trout lake, and ore can be conveniently
shipped from them either by Kootenay or
Arrow lake. It is evident that the rich
Slocan ledges continue on northward, and
apparently do not get any poorer as they
travel.

A STORM OF STARS.

Dr. Swift of Rochester, Predicts a
Rain ot Brilliant Meteors
Tkis Evening.

Heralding the Return of Biela’s Cele-
brated and Long Lost
Comet.

Dr. Louis Swift, of Rochester, N. Y., in
talking with a Post Express reporter the
other day said : ‘I predict that on the
evening of the 27th of this month as soon
a8 darkness falls, there will commence
a rain of fire which will be remembered for
years. This display is not one of the peri-
odic ones, but is connected with the appear-
ance of the new comet. As the whole mat-
ter is of great importance in astronomy, I
will explain the connection. Meteoric

showers used to cause terror on all sides.
As recently as 1833 the lower classes in this
country confidently expected the end of the
world had come on the appearance of a
violent disturbance of this sort. Now it is
known that meteors are closely connected
with comets and it is belicved that they
may be parts of comets.”

Dr. Swift produced the following tele-
gram :

¢ Berberich cables comet. Holmes pos-
sibly Biela’s. John Ritchie, jr.”

_That would be a puzzle to an ordinary
mortal, but Dr. Swift read anl reread it
with evident relish. Dr. Swift examined
Holmes’ comet on Thursday night with
care, and was struck with several-strange
qualities possessed by it. On Friday after-
noon the telegram came. The interpreta-
tion of the message is this : *“ John Ritchie,
jr., observer at Harvard University, sends
this notice to Dr. Swift to inform him that
a cablegram from the German astronomer,
Berberich, has been received at Harvard
stating that Holmes’ comet may be found
to be the famous Biela’s comet.”

¢¢ I believe that is the true solution,” said
Dr. Swift. *‘This is certainly the most re-
markable comet I have ever seen. In its
clean outlines and position there is some-
thing familiar. Biela’s comet is, perhaps,
the most interesting of the heavenly bodies.
We know that it-should be seen at certain
periods. Sometime when its season comes
it blazes fiercely, at others there is not a
trace of it, and again it appears in two div-
isiohs, separated from each other. In 1772
Montaigne discovered a comet; 33 years
luter Pond found another, and in 1826 Biela
gave his name to a new comet. Imagine
the surprise of the astronomical world when
it was learned, a few years later, that these
three comets were one and the same! Cir-
culators at once began to search out the
path of this heavenly tramp, and it was
proved that it should appear once in 6 6-10
years. The figuring was correct, acd some-
times the comet appeared when the glasses
were ready. At other times it would not
even show a tail feather. It was noticed,
however, that Biela’s comet came in sight
only on multiples of the time calculated for
its regular appearance.”

““Does the comet look the same at one
visit as at another ?”’ was asked.

*¢ No, indeed,” was the reply. ‘‘In 1846
Biela’s comet was seen to be divided into
two parts; in 1852 the division was more
prominent. When a detective is on the
track of a crook who has hitherto succeeded
in going into secure hiding places when hard
pressed, any clue is seized eagerly. The
phenomena of 1846 and 1852 gave us a clew
to the tracks of Biela’s comet. ¢Could it
be possible ?’ asked some one, ¢ that Biela’s
comet at certain times breaks up into pieces,
remains for a period in a chaotic state, and
that, after a time, the parts are again drawn
together by some strange force and the
comet formed again ?’ Then it was remem-
bered that the appearance of this comet had
often been connected with meteoric showers.
Biela’s comet was due in 1866, and that year’
marked the most wonderful meteoric shower
ever seen in Europe or Asia. We had only
a remnant of it here, and yet I counted 889
meteors during the night. I filled my pock-
ets with keys and pennies, and so forth, and
dropped one into my right pocket for each
meteor. On reaching 100 I put a penny in
the left pocket. Such a method would have
proved vain in Europe, where 200,000 could
be seen from one point.

¢ The inféerence is plain,” continued the
astronomer. “‘ If this is Biela’s comet, as I
firmly believe, on the night of November 27
it will give us a great meteoric display. A
few sparks may fly on the night of the 25th,
but the main interest will centre on the
first-named date. A star shower is always
a fine sight, but if my prophecy come true
we shall learn more about this, the most
mysterious and nearest of all comets, which
has not been seen since 1852, although ex-
pected once in six years.”

« How far away is this cemet?” was
asked.

¢ In one of its vieits,” was the answer,
¢ Biela’s comet came 8o close to the earth-
that if the laiter had been delayed or ad~
vanced, I have forgotten which, one menth
in its course there would have been a col-
lision. It is quite within the bounds of
probabiiity that this comet will strike the
earth some time. Indeed, it may be moving
direetly toward us now. On Thursday
night my slide was so heavily weighted with
snow I could not move it, and only eaught
a glimpse of the new comet through a shut-
ter. Friday night was too foggy te give a
view. In clear weather the practiced eye
can see Biela’s without a glass, so we shall
soon know more about it.”

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POLITICAL NEWS.

Several rumors relative to Cabinet changes
are afloat. Very little dependence need be
placed on the greater number of them.
Thos® that are not guesses, pure and simple,
are conclusions which any man of common
sense must arrive at without the aid of the
télegraphic oracle. For instance, it is
rumored that Sir John Abbott has resigned
or is about to resigh the premiership. = This
is what the Irish call “piper’s news.” When
it was known that Sir John was seriously
il', and that he felt he was unable to stand
the work and worry of the important office
which he filled so well, it required no
prophet to see that his resignation in the
near future was a foregone “conclusion.
When it was known that he had taken a
trip to England the intelligent public v ag
prepared to hear vhe news of his resignation
any day.

Neither did it require the gift of pro-
phecy to name Sir John Abbott’s successor.
The man who has the best right to take the
Premier’s place by the position he holds, by
his services and by his proved ability, is,
without doubt, Sir John Thompson. - There
is, in fact, no one who has any claim
to be his competitor if he chooses
to accept the position. When, there-
fore, the newsmongers tell us that
the Minister of Justice is to succeed Sir
John Abbott as Premier, they give u8 as
news what has long been patent to every
one in Canada capable of forming an
opinion on the subject.

When the Ottawa news caterer goes a
step further and tells the world what
cabinet minister is to resign, who is to
be made governor of a province, whe is to
be transferred to the Senate, and who is to
be elevated to the Bench, he in ninety-nine
cases out of a hundred does nothing more
than guess. It is not to be supposed that the
First Minister takes the news gatherer into
his confidence and peurs into his attentive
ear all the secrets of the State. It is safe
to conclude that in all delicate matters that
are still unsettled, the Minister does the
very opposite of this, that he takes very
good care to keep his own counsel, and to
tell the eager reporter merely what it is
safe and politic to make public. So then
when political correspondents tell us of
what has been done and what is just about
to be done by & government he may be
relied upon; but when he dons the mantle
of the prophet and professes to be able to
see into the future, it is hardly possible to
place too liftle reliance upon his predictions.

There are some newspaper correspondents
who deal almost wholly in accomplished
facts, and who keep ‘their imagination
under the strictest control. The CoLONIST'S
Ottawa correspondent is one of this class
and our readers have no doubt observed
that he hardly ever makes a mistake, and
that it is perfectly safe to rely implicitly on
the news he sends. T would be well for
both the press and the public-of the Domin-
ion if all Ottawa correspondents were of
this class. Some of them are exceedingly
reckless and state as facts what are mere
rumors, and it is to be feared that there are
men among them who do not always wait
even for the rumor for the matter which
they telegraph to the wor'd as news. The
odium that ought to be borne enly by these
creators of rumors and inventors of facts is
often unjustly, but mnet unnaturally, at-
tached to conscientious men whose sole
object is to give the world reliable news.
It is to be hoped, however, that * the
‘Ottawa liar ” will soon become extinet, and
that the news from the Capital, and every-
where else, will be carefully collected and
sent to the world without any alloy of
fiction or political bias.

SENSELESS REJOICING.

The Opposition and the quasi-independ-
ent newspapers, for want of something im-
portant to comment upon, have made a
good deal of fuss about the -crude state-
ments made by the president of the Toronto
Young Men’s Conservative Association.
They take good care not to examine those
statements with the view of inquiring into
their truth or their reasonableness. It is
enough for them that a prominent young
Conservative has shown & disposition to
““kick.” They immediately jump at the
conclueion that this kicking is a sign that
there is deep discontent in the Conserva-
tive party, and that it will soon be weak-
ened by the loss of many of its young and
vigorous members. )

It may be that their glee is ill-timed, and

~ that their predictions will be falsified by
the very men in whose. expression of dis-
satisfaction they are now glorying. The
boys who are most impatient of control, and
who want to take the position of men be-
fore they see clearly what are manhood’s
duties and responsibilities, are not by any
means the least promising of their class. A
little  bumptiousness or conceit or
freshness in a lad is mnot by any
means & bad sign. It shows that
he has ambition and confidence in
himself, and perhaps force of character.
When he gets experience, which he is cer-
tain to acquire sooner than less self-confi-
dent boys of his own age, he will learn the
1 which it tel bes, and will, in_time,
settle down into a vigorous, forceful man,
who will fight energetically for the cause he
espouses, and who will be a rough customer
for his rivals or his enemies to tackle. The
men who are patting Mr. Armstrong on the
back simply because he is kicking against
the restraints of party may find in him one
of these days one of the most unbending
Conservatives of Toronto, and the greatest
stickler for party discipline.: The: trans:
formation of a young rebel into an old mar-
tinet is not by any means infrequent,
We trust that he has too much sense to

be puifed up by the complimentsand the en-
couragement he is getting from those whe
are trying to use him for their own pur-.
poses. If he is as sensible as he ought to
be to perform the duties of the position
he occupies, he will see through the men
who are now making much of him, and es-
timate them at their true value. -

It is not tothe disputesinthe Young Men’s
Conservative Association that the opponents
of the Government should look for signs of
decadence in the Conservative party. Let
them take a view of the country at large
and try to find whether or not it is losing
the confidence of the men who vote. There
have been twoelections in the Northwestlate-
ly, and so strong was the Government in both
constituencies that the Opposition did not
attempt to set up a candidate. In St. Johu,
N. B.—not considered a sure constituency
for the Conservatives by any means—the
straight Conservative candidate was elected
by a considerable majority over the candi-
date who ran as an Independent Conserva-
tive. The Liberals evidently did not con-
sider themselves strong enough in that
Eastern city to contest the seat. In the
East, in the West and in the middle of the
Dominion there is the same story to tell.
The Liberal party is weak and dirorganized
as well as discredited, while the Conserva-
tives enjoy the confidence of the people.
In the face of this evidence of the strength
of the Conservative party it is not a little
amusing to see the Opposition chuckling
over the bickering of the Conservative
boys in Toronto. .

AN IMPERIAL HONOR.

The unveiling of the bust of Sir John
Macdenald inthecrypt of St. Paul’scathedral
London, was a graceful and well-deserved
tribute to Canada’s greatest statesman. The
honor was shown, however, not to the col-
onial statesman as much as to the empire
builder. Sir John Macdonald is remem-
bered and honored by the public men of
Great Britain more asthe man who did
what in him lay to weld together the
vast Empire of Great Britain than
as. the politician who for the better
part of half'a century directed the affairs
of its greatest colony. It is this view that
Lord Rosebery took of the life’s labors of
the great Canadian when he said: * We
know nothing of party politics in Canada
on this occasion. We only recognise the
fact that Sir John Macdonald, whose mem-
ory we this day honor, grasped the central
idea that in the unity of the British Em-
pire we possessed the mightiest secular
agency for good. Let us this day remem-
ber~ our’ responsibilities and resolve
never to flinch from " nor fall
under them.” S8ir John Macdonald, no
doubt, did a great deal for Canada, It is
too soon yet to say with anything like ex-
actitude how much; but who knows that, in
the time to come, he willnot bebetter remem-
bered as one of the men who began the
work of federating the Empire of Great
Britain, than as the statesman who presided
80 long and so successfully over the destin-
ies of the Dominion of Canada? Who
knows that his bust in St.” Paul’s will not
be a more significant memorial of the work
he did for his age and for his conntry than
his statue in the Parliament grounds
in Ottawa? :

SOCIALISM IN GERMANY.

The growth of the Socialist party in Ger-
many is something remarkable. This growth
wus illustrated a few days ago by a state-
ment made in the Conggess of the party held
in Berlin. - Twenty-five yoars sgo, when the
Congress held its first meeting, the con-
tributions from the public were 500 thalers,
this year they amounted to 250,000 thalers.
Although the Socialists are discountenanced
by the Government, they have a regular
propaganda. They disseminate their views
and prineiples by means of printed publica-
tions of various kinds, tracts, leaflets, pam-
phlets, as well as by lecturers, who travel
from place to place. They have, too, as
many as seventy organs in the press, of
which twenty-two are daily papers.  Vor-
warts, their leading paper, has a circulation
of 37,000, and is & good paying property,
the balance in its favor last year being
39,500 marks. Herr Bebel, the manager,
was brought te book by his brother Social-
ists for paying what they considered exces-
sive salaries to his editors. He declared
that ‘as employes of the Socialist party
these editors had the same right as other
workers to obtain the best possible condi-
tions of living.” He could not get good
men without paying them good salaries.

The Socialists of Germany have a large
representatipn in the Parliament of the
Empire and in the deliberative bodies of the
different states. In Saxony four parlia-
mentary seats had - been won, ‘and the
Socialist vote had increased from 15,000 to
34,000. This alone.shows how influential
the men of this party have become in the
German Empire.

One of the principal subjects dizcussed at
the Congress was judicial oaths. The Social-
ist party are opposed to the- religious sanc-
tion being required to an oath. They say
they believe in telling the trutb, but they
regard it as a grievance that an odium
sbould attach to them because they deny
that reﬁigion has anything to do with testi-
mony given by a witness in a court of law.
The views of the Socialists on this subject
have laid them open to the charge of approv-
ing perjury. This accusation is preferred
against them not omly by their political
opponents only but by judgesand barristers,
They regard this as a grievance
and are looking for means “to_have

8o well known that the affirmation of a
Quaker came to be taken in the courts of
juatice quite as readily as the oaths of men
whose consciences permitted them to swear
to what they said. : :

The Socialist problem has become a very
serious one in Germany. How is it that in
England, where opinion is free and all men
are allowed to propagate views of all kinds
without restraint; Socialism has méade but
little progress, while in . Germany, where it
has always been discouraged by the Gov-

ernment, it has increased amazingly ? s

THE NEW PREMIER.

The accession of Sir John Thompson to
the premiership will not be a surprise to
anyone. He has, we suepect, been vir-
tually premier for some little time. The
illness of Sir John Abbott placed upon his
shoulders nearly all the burden of the pre-
miership, and it is only fair that he should
now enjoy the credit that -attaches to the
successful performance of its dufies and
that he should wear the honors as well as
bear the responsibilities of the position.

Sir John Thompson falls naturally into
the position of leader of the Government,
and we are sure that there are very few,
either Conservatives or Liberals, who have
any - serious objections to his becoming
First Minister. It is just possible that
there are some who do mot like the idea of a
Romaa Catholic being at the head of the
Government. But we are quite satisfied
that time will show that there are ne
grounds whatever for this objection. Sir
John Thompeon will become a greatly
changed man if anyone can tell from the
way in which he performs the duties of his
office to what religious denomination he
belongs. He has hitherto shown himself
to be in an eminent degroe -a fair-minded
man. Those who have had official rela-
tions with him* know that he is almost
painfully desirous to do the fair thing. He
does not decide hastily and he gives a
careful consideration to both sides of
every question presented to him, He is,
therefore, not- the kind of man that hot
partisans, whether . religious or political,
swear by. Having a judicial mind and a
strong sense of duty he will be careful not
to give either friends or enemies cause to
accuse him of favoritism. It would not at
all surprise us to find that after he has been
some time Premier he will be more popular
among Protestants than among Catholics.

The new Premier will, of course, pursue
the old line of policy. He is not the kind
of man who changes merely for the sake of
change. But when the time comes, if it
does come, that he sees a deviation from the
course hitherto pursued by the Conservative
party is best for the country, he will, we
have no. doubt, courageously and firmly
follow the course which in his judgment is
best for the general welfare. Those who
hope that he will do what he can to keep
the Government in its present track and
that he will resist all change, will, or we are
greatly mistaken, find that they have
formed an entirely incorrect estimate.of his
character. .- Men of Sir John Thompson’s
stamp’ do mot, in these days, believe in
finality in politics. He is for progress, but
it is a progress that is progressive. We
believe that Canada is to be congratulated
in having such a man as Sir John Thompson
at the head of its affairs,

WOMEN TO THE FRONT.

In no part of the world are women so
energetic in advocating what they believe
to be their rights as in the United States,
and in no country have they advanced so
far dnd gained so much: In Montana, some
six years ago, Miss Ella L. Knowles, a
Maine girl, and a graduate of a Maine col-
lege, worked hard to gain admission to the
Bar of the state. She, when she arrived
there, found a law on the statute book pro-
hibiting women from practising law. She
went to work and procured the repeal of
that law. ~ S8he was found qualified, and
was duly admittell to practise us a lawyer.
She found plenty to do, and gained a repu-
tation for herself as a pleader and a_winner
of cases. So popular did she become, that
she was at the last election, hav-
ing for her competitors old practitioners
of the male sex, elected Attorney-General
of the State. She, it is said, is the first
woman who ever filled that important
office in the United States and—it is safe to
add—anywhere else.

In the State of Kansas a woman, Mrs,
Lease, a successful political orator, is candi-
date for the office of United States Senator.
It is-said that her prospects are good.  She
had secured a week or two ago the promise
of the support of no fewer than thirty-five
members of the Legislature of the state,
and had a faif prospect of persuading a
majority of that body to send her to Wash-
ington. If she succeeds, she will be the
first female member of Congress. We pre-
sume that the Constitution of the United
States admits her being. elected to that
position, for no objection is, we believe,
made to the constitutionality of her elec-
tion; in fact, it is maintained that a woman
is legally qualified to become a United
States Senator. If Mrs. Lesse is elected
Senator and takes her seat in the Senate,

Between
those who are demanding that the Anar-
chista be put down with a strong hand and
those who would permit. them and all the
other enemies of society to have undue free-
dom, the Government of France appears to
be in a very unpleasant ppsition, but the
probability is that they will pursue a con-
servative course, and- will take such meas-
ures ag will show the advocates of dynamite
that they cannot have their own way in
France. .

The United States of America is repre-
sented in Europe as the ‘home of freedom,
and the men who find the governments of
that continent too restrictive are told that
in America speech is free, and that liberty
of action there has the widest possible
scope. But when the Anarchist of France
or Germany emigrates to the United States
he finds he is more dreaded, more det
and under greater restrictions than he was
in his ‘own country. : Although in the
United States speech is free the Anarchists
find that public opinion is- most unfavorable
to anarchy and the methods of Anarchists.
In that free country it is not the authorities
only that are opposed to anarchy.
The apostles of disorder and ontrage
find that the people are against them.
United States citizens are determined to
put anarchy down and to keep it down.
When, in Chicago the Anarchists attempted
to carry out their principles and to fight
against authority with dynamite, it was the
vengeance of the people they had to dread
rather than the prosecution of the authori-
ties, The storm which they then brought
about their heads must have appalled them.
The people were enraged and they cried out
for vengeance in a voice that the most apa-
thetic of governments dare not disregard.
If the authorities had hesitated the outraged
populace would have torn the Anarchists
limb from limb. They did not wait to
weigh the evidence against the bomb-throw-
ers nicely. They were convinced that the
men were guilty of a horrible and a coward-
ly outrage, and they were bound that they
should not go unpunished. The Anarchists
of the United States have not'since then at-
tempted to repeat the ontrage. They are
fully convinced that a repetition of the Chi-
cago massacre would be speedily and terri-
bly avenged. They find the people on this
side of the water sterner and more difficult
to deal with thah the déspotic governments
of the Old World. The consequence is that
anarchy in America is not furmidable, and
as long as public opinion with regard to. it
remains as it is it will net become formida-
ble. Those in France who hold that no
terms should be made with dynamiters, and
that anarchists, as soon as they attempt to
put in practice their principles, should be
dealt with summarily and severely, are not
only the mest judicious upholders of law
and order but the best friends of true
freedom. g

THE DEMOCRATIC VICTORY.

D
The exact result ‘of the presidential

election is not yet known, for the official
count has not yet been completed. But the
returns as far as received give the result with
sufficient accuracy to enable those interested
in the public affairs of ' the United States
to form a fairly correct estimate of the
proportionate strength of parties. - The
latest returns show that the vote of the
electoral college -will stand : Cleveland,
268 ; Harrison, 150; and Weaver, 26. In
this estimate both California and Ohio have
been given to the Republicans. It is now
generally conceded that the official count
will show a majority for Harrison in Cali-
fornia, but the vote of Ohio appears to be
still in doubt. The election in that State
was very close indeed, and it is supposed
that the difference will not be more than a
thousand either way. But the - official
count cannot make uny material dif-
ference in the general result.
majority for Cleveland is a sweeping one.
It is, we believe, unprecedentedly -great.

But the victory would be a barren one if
it left the Republicans with & majority in
the Senate. 'This'is, however, not the case,
““Of the Senatorial seats vacant on March
4, 1893, the Democrats will name the occu-
pants of thirteen, the Republicans of nine,
and the Populists of three, one being Sen-
ator Stewart of Nevada, who has flopped
from the Republican party.” According to
the New York Herald, from which the
above quotation is taken, the composition
of the Senate at the session of December,
1893, will be: Democrats, 44; Republicans,
39; and Populists; 5. This will give the

SOMEWHAT LESS CROWDED.

The Chinese Quarter. is not so Bad
Now as as It Was a
Month Ago.

Were it not for the * Nanaimo Visitors”
There Would be Plenty
of Room.

A little over a month ago when some of
the city officials made a tour of inspection
of Chinatown they declared that the sleep-
ing quarters were far too crowded even for
Celestials, and a little later when Chief
Sheppard made a general.overhauling of
some of the worst places, the ‘‘inmates,
occupants and residents” began to realize
that they must make at least & slight change
in their system. They have done s0, and
the effect is noticeable. ]

Yesterday morning the CoLoNisT's
sanitary inspector and general preserver
of the public health made & private exam-
ination of some of the quarters of which
there had been tmost complaint. The alleys
and “‘streets” have not been improved to
any noticeable extent either "as regards
illumination or. perfume, except, perhaps,
that the latters has been variegated with
eaw de sewerage gas and vin de dead rais,
etc. In the quarters, however, there has
been rather a weeding out of the occypants,
who eeem also to be inclined to clean up,
some even going so far as to take a complete
bath and have a change of clothing. Little
rooms, with low ceilings and fairly alive
with bugs of almost every description, from
the gay and festive flea to his much more
developed acquaintance the cockroach,
were found tecontain ‘“‘beds” for from four
to pine mren.’ . But ot 8o many slept there.
John said,  when asked, four was the
limit ; the others were just visitors
who came from Nanaimo for a day or two,
and, judging from the number of these
tourists, the Nanaimo colony must be an
.extensive one.

The opium joints are still running in all
their glory and seem to be quite as well
patronized as in the days of yore. It is
presumed that the opiam smoke gets thick
enough to stupefy the insect inhabitants be-
fore the other occupants go to sleep.

LAST OF THE ERICSSON.

aptain Bennett  Tells the Story of
Friday’s Fateful Gale — The
Crew Go Home.

Arrival of the Thermopyle from Hong-
. kong—The Celebrated Iona—Re-
pairgng the Joan.

The tug Lorne, retarning from the. Cape
yesterday, brought as passengers Capt.
Bennett and the crew of the Ericsson—that
was; the old ship, as expected, went
to pieces soon after she was reported
by the Alert on the rocks guarding the
entrance to Barclay Sound. There is.
nothlng néw in .the story told by
the master of the ill-fated eraft; it for-
nishes only details of the talealready related.
Fair weather marked the trip up from San
Francisco to the Cape, and then the ship en-

countered a northeast blow, whieh veered
suddenly to the southwest ; the gale was so
terrific on Friday that every time the sails
were set in the effort to escape from the

dread shore on which the ship was being

driven they were immediately carried away.
Striking at 2 o’clock Saturday morning the
ship remained hard and fast on Entrance
Island till Monday morning, when she com-
menced to break up ; now all that is left of
her is debris scattered along the Barclay
Sound ghore. The sails that were left, part
of the rigging and the contents of the cabin
and forecastle were saved by the men. A
portion of the wreckage can also be utilized,
and it no doubt will be collected as soon as
word comes from the owners, W. A. Bull &
Co., of San Franciscy; to whom Capt. Ben-
nett wired yesterday. In connection with
the loss of the Ericsson, Capt. Dow, of the
barkentine Planter, called at the CoronisT
office yesterday to contradict the published
statement that he had seen the Ericsson
being driven in the direction of Barclay
Sound, and remarked at the time that her
master was acting like a crazy man. The
information which the skipper of the
Planter characterizes as untrue was taken
from the official report to the Collector of
Customs.
THE THERMOPYLA AT HOME.

The British bark Thermopylz, laden with
1,050 tons of rice and 216 tons measure-
ment of goods for the Victoria Flour and
Rice mills, arrived in port at noon yester-
day in tow of the Lorne. The Thermopylz,
Capt. Winchester, sailed from Hongkon,
for Victoria early in October, and although
some very rough weather was encountered
during the first bhalf of her voyage, the
passage was made from port to portin 45
days, which is considered quick time. The
best day’s sailing was made before the
meridian was reached, 345 miles being
covered. After passing' the meridian, the
average sailing was between 280 and 300
miles per day, the trip thence to Victoria
being made in 13 days. Capt. Winchester
says the passage was not an eventful one,
not & sail having been sighted until Race
Rocks were reached. About eight days

rior to the Thermepyla’s departure from

ongkong, two American ships, one of them
the Marshall, bound for San Francisco, left
that port.

When Chief Bill set
the potlach going, he may possibly have
counted on the benefits of reciprocation, but
he scarcely dreamed of such a prolongation
of the feast. He gave away 5,000 blankets,
2,000 boxes of biscuit and a couple of
thousand dollars worth of trinkets.  Since
this display of liberality, a reciprocity treaty
came into operation at the %we Mudge
settlement, and any respectable Indian to
whom Bill gave a tew hundred blankets,
gave a return potlach, and transferred at
least a fair percentage of the original gift.
The same set of Idankets and trinkets
which initiated the * hyou potlach,” have
been since undergoing the process of trans-
ference, until now they are nearly worn
out, having passed through a few hundred
hands and the coloring process of exposure
to Cape Mudge weather. Only afew of the
original boxes of biscuit are said to beatill
available for potlach purposes, but the
trinkets remain intact—or nearly so. At

that only 500 of the original blankets with-
stood the test of time. There is no com-
fort in a Siwash blanket, if the history of
those Cape Mudge comforters be a fair
criterion.

FIGHTING IN SAMOA.

Opinions in and About Washington as to ‘the
Correctness of Late Advices.

WasnineroN, D.C., Nov. 25.—The news-
paper reports of fighting among the inhabi-
tants of Samoa are all that the office of the
State department have seen. They recognize
the gravity of the situation as portrayed in
the San Francisco dispatches, but cannot
imagine why the news of the hostility had
not been received from the nearest tele-
graph station. While they do not doubt
the truth of the statements—in fact pre-
vious ' information led them to expect
trouble—they say there must be exaggera-
tion somewhere, else they surely would
have been advised of thesituatien.” The U.
S. has no vesssel in the Samoan waters at
present, as the Alliance has not yet reached
there. . The opinion is expressed that had
there been a gunboat on the scene
the outbreak would not have occurred.

SEATTLE, Nov. 25.—Two sailors to-day
told a story at the Seattle police station of

an outrage at Tacoma on Wednesday night.
About midnight a party.of union sailors
from Seattle %oardedp the bark Enoch Tal-
bot and at the point of the revolver forced
Captain D. Rice to give up eight non-union
seamen with dunnage. The men ,were
forced to leave the vessel in a boat and were
landed many miles away, at Port Blakeley.
Most of the baggage was retained by the
union sailors. The Tacoma authorities have
been notified toinvestigate.

80 NEAR AND YET S0 FAR.

Embezzler Waldeck Brought Up for
Extradition Before Mr. Jus-
¥ tice Crease.

The Absence of Telegraphic Instruc~
tions From San Franeisco War-
rant a Postponement.

Gloria Louis Waldeck, held in custody
here as an embezzler on the information of
the San Francisean tobacco manufacturers,
Mesars. Khan & Co., was brought, yester-
day morning, before Mr. Justice Crease
with the object of having the extradition
proceedings perfected. Waldeck was not
placed in the dock, and awaiting the arrival

of the judge paced the court room uneasily,
and had several conferences with Detective
Anthony, who comes from the Bay city to
take him back to the scene of his alleged
defalcations; with Chief Sheppard, and with
his lawyer, Mr. Irving.

The unhappy man was clean shaven and
donned in the best that his now limited
wardrobe could afford, but wore none of the
diamonds which he was 8o fond of sporting
a8 G. L. Wolffe, the name he adopted since
his arrival in Victoria some weeks ago.

His Lordship took his seat on the bench
at 11:30, and Mr. Irving opened the case.
He said that he represented Mr. Waldeck,
and on account of the difficulty of eommu-
nicating with San Francisco and the in-
definite instructions upon which he was
acting in these extradition proceedings he
would be obliged to ask for an adjournment
of the case for a few days. They had tele-
graphed to San Francisco some days ago,
but had not as yet received a reply. The
reply was expected every hour, and as soon
as it arrived they would be prepared to go
on with the case. He would %e
able to satisfy Mr. Mills, who

peared for the parties interested
i? the extradition proceedings, that Wal-
deck would respond and be present at the
wish of the court. He had.explained the
circumstances to Mr. Mills more fully than
he could to His Lordship, seeing that His
Lordship was to be judge and jury in the -
case. He would further ask that the pri-
soner be admitted to bail pending the fur-
ther hearing of the case.

His Lordship : I do not know about that.
There is always the difficulty presenting it-
self that a fugitive from justice may, in an-
other country, evade the law.

Mr. Irving : But my application is that
he be transferred from the custody in which
he now is to custody equally secure,

His Lordship : But this gentleman is evi-
dently a Tugitive. Whether the charges
against him can be justified or not I cannot

say. .
&r. Irving: There is nothing against
*him

His Lordship said that he wished it to be
understood that, on British soil, the prisoner
would be treated as a British subject, and
until his guilt be proven, would be held to
be an innocent man. But then he was
charged with a crime in another country,
and it was their duty to see that, if guilty,
he should not be allowed to escape so far as
they were concerned.

Mr. Irving said that if vhe alleged embez-
zlement had been committed in this country
the man would have been brought before a
Justice of the Peace, who would no doubt
admit him to bail. In his own city he was
well known, and would have no difficulty in
getting out on bail.

- His: hip + But you have not so high
an opinion of his ingenuity in making his
escape as I have.

Mr. Irving replied that he had a high
opinion of the man’s ingenuity and intelli-

ence, and that he considered him too intel-
figent, to att=mpt to escape under such cir-
cumstances. Waldeck, if admitted to bail,
knew well that his every move would be
watched. In justification of the prisoner’s
last attempt in this direction, Mr. Irving
said that a man might try to evade people
who were following him for an offence of
which he did not consider himself guilty.

His Lordship said he did not care for the.
ides of admitting the man to bail. It was
not the $3,000 or $5,000 bail that ought to
be. considered, but the principle at the back
of it. There was an alieged breach of trust
—an infraction of the law—which wasa
serious offence.

Mr. Irving: All I ask is his transference
from one set of custodians to another.

His Lordship considered the prisoner well
treated at present, and could not see the
benefits of a transfer. As to the question
of bail, his bondsmen might go for $3,000,
$4,000 or $5,000, and say to themselves
“We'll let him go. We'll get the money
back.” Or they might say; ‘“ We'll forfeiv
it altogether, and let him go.”

Mr. Irving : But he’ll be transferred to
the custody of Mr. Anthony. -

His Lordship under these circumstances
said he would consider the application for
bail, -and Mr. Anthony having been sworn
deposed that he was a police officer from
San Francisgo, issioned with the
necessary evidence and authority to arrest
and bring back the prisoner. ¢

His Lordship appealed to Mr. Mills to
suggest the amount at which bail should be
fixed. :

Mr. Mills replied that he would like that
his learned friend would make his appli-
cation clearer. i

Mr. Irving said that he had nothing fur-
ther to state pending the receipt of a tele-
gram from San Francisco.

At the time of his arrest
Waldeck was so disguised that his own
mother would not have known him.

A MARKET FOR FISH SKINS.

The Agent of the North Sea Fisheries Suggests
the Establishment of a New Industry
in B.C.

The following letter recently received by
Mr. R. T. Williams from Mr. Leon Bouil-
let, agent North Seas Fisheries, 162 High
street, Stratford, London, E. C., has been
handed to the CoronisT by Mr., Williams,
who remarks that it *“ appears to suggest a
market for much that is allowed to waste in
this part of the world. I will leave the let-
ter. to speak for itself, hoping it may be the
means of establishing an important indus-
try here” :

AN ERRONEOUS IMPRESSION.
The Quarantine Regulations are Still “On”
Notwithstanding Anything to-
the Contrary.

Yesterday's Seattle Telegraph contains
the following : ¢ Quarantine restrictions
at Victoria are off, and no more vaccination
business will be done between Seattle and
Victoria. The immediate cause of the sud-
den tumult and consequent strict quaran-
tine regulations at Victoria is explained by
the fact that it was reported in that city
last week that there was an alarming in-
crease in the number of smallpox cases in
Seattle. It was believed that the number
exceeded 217 cases, and that the influx of
Great Northern laborers would greatly
aggravate cenditions.

A passenger from Victoria notified the
local office of the Puget Sound & Alaska
steamship company that it was common
talk in Victoria that Seattle was afflicted
with more than 200 cases of smallpox;
that the number of cases was probably
underestimated and that _the disease was
spreading rapidly. © The health officet here
was notified of the false representations
and he promptly compiled a detailed state-

that the disease was in check and that con-
ditions had been ~grossly “misstated.  His
report contained a record of the cases- then
in the city. There were but seventeen
patients, all at the pest house, and no new
ones. -

““This statement was forwarded to Dr. W.
Macnaughton Jones, health officer at Vie-
toria, and on the strength of this the Board
of Health removed quarantine restrictions
against all Sound ports.”

The facts of the matter are that reports
of the condition of smallpox matters in
Beattle have been forwarded to both Dr.
Macnaughton Jones and to Dr. Geo. Dun-
can, but no action has been taken to stop
the inspection of the boats. Such sction
will only be taken when the health officers
have satisfied themselves that the danger of
contagion is past.

THE QUADRA AT WORK.

Sounding Off Saanich Spit—An Irregular
Service—For the Japanese
Coast.

Captain  Walbran, of the Dominion
steamer Quadra, reports that during her
recent cruise, ‘‘A series of soundings was
taken from Sidney Spit Leacon along Sidney
Island close past Whale Rock to Darcey
Island, and deeper water was found than
stated in the chart. A search was made
for the rock marked on chart 2,689, north-
ward of the three fathom patches, but with-
out success. DBefore leaving the neighbor-
hood a large spar buoy colored red was
placed on the S.E. edge of the easternmost
three fathom patch, marking a safe channel
between the buoy and Darcey Island.”

OFF FOR ENGLAND.

Bosron, Mass., Nov. 26.—The New Eng-
land ‘champion, Geo.

.ASKED FOR A NON-SUIT.

There is a Mystery in it—How Did
Certain Locuments Happen
to be Altered? -

For the past three days Mr. Justice Drake
and a special jury have been hearing what
promised to be a cause celebre, the suit of
Contractor McDonald v. the Trustees of the
Pandora Avenué Methodist Church, being
an action to recever the amount of a bill of
extras and $1,000 damages.

Everything went smoothly to all appear-
ances until yesterday, when the Court met
after luncheon, and Mr. E. V. Bodwell,
counsel for the plaintiff, moved for a non-
suit, which was granted, and the present

action, after all the hard fighting on both
sides, came-to a ¢lose.

The circumstances leading up to this sur-
prisipg result are briefly as follows: When
Mr. McDonald was in the witness box there
were produced, amorg a lot of other docu-
ments in the case, copies of the specifica-
tions from which the building was to be
erected. These were sworn to be the ones
on which the work was undertaken. Ex-
pert evidence was then introduced on behalf
of the plaintiff to show that the epecifica-
tions were not proper ones for the erection
of such a building, and later on Mr. W. H.
Burkholder was called to tell of his connec-
tion with the work.

This witness produced - a copy of
the ~ specifications, and afterwards, in
cross-examination, produced what is
claimed to have been the original. Com-
parison between this document and those
already in court showed thut some changes of
very considerable impgrtance had been
made in the copies. Xll the documents
were immediately ordered by His Lordship
to be held in the custody of the Court.

The examination of Mr. Thos. Hooper,
the architect of the building, revealed some
more surprises. In the course of his evi-
dence he stated that certain documents
which were his owa private property had
disappeared from his office. He did not
know what had become of them until some
of them were produced in court by the
plaintiff. -

During luncheon hour yesterday, Mr.
Bodwell had a consultation with Mr, J. P.
Walls, who appeared with him for the
plaintiff, and when the court met again for
the afternoon sessior, hs made his formal
request that the learned Judge would
allow a non-suit to be entered. He
said that a matter hid occurred just before
adjournment for lunch which occasioned a
good deal of surprise to all connected with
the suit. # There was a mystery here which
he hoped and believed could be cleared up,
but as it stood at present it was a thing
which he was unable to explain. How or
in what manner the missing page had
been taken out of the specifications,
no one, so far as he knew, could answer.
The specification had been bona _fide lost,
and had turned up only on Wednesday
night. What had bappened to that speci-
fication in the meantime he could not ex-
plain.. . There was one. man who might. per-
haps be able to give the desired information
—that was the attesting witness, who was
at present absent at Alberni. He con-
tinned : -

““In view of the position of affairs and
the turnjwhich has been taken by this change
in the evidence, I feel that it is only wasting
your lordship’s time and the * time of the
Jury to proceed with the action, and until a
mystery of that kind is explained, I, for
myself, would not wish to be connected
with the case. I do not wish to be in the
position at all of seeming to put forward
any evidence which is not genuine. _In say-
ing this, I havealso tosay that I have every
reason to believe there is some mistake—
something inexplicable about this affair—
and that I have no reason to believe that
anyone who has instructed me, either client
or witness or otherwise, has had anything
whatever to do with that change.. But I
would wish to ask your Lordship that, under
the circumstances, you should allow a non-
suit, without prejudice to another action if
it can be ascertained. exactly the true state
of affairs with reference to this matter.”

Mr. Justice Drake granted the non-suit,
which carries costs to the defendants. He
further instrycted that his order as to the
custody of the documents by the Court
should be continued.

The Court then adjourned.

Some Curious Instances of Mistaken Identity
—Between the Lines.

There is a saying among the Kgyptians
that ‘“if you travel far enough you will
find your twin brother,” and every man
who has knocked around the world a bit
will agree that there is more or less truth
in the saying. That a man whose name
is Jones, and who was born in California
and was never east of the Rocky moun-
tains, can so closely resemble a man
named Brown, who was born in Indiana
and was never west of Chicago, as to de-
celve friends, and even relatives, is a
strange thing, but not at_all impossible.
Three or four such cases have occurred
within the last fifteen years. There s
hardly a week in any man’s life that he is
not tuld he bears a resemblance to some
one else.

Army of the Potomac, then under Gen-
eral Hooker, lay at Falmouth heights,
opposite Fredericksburg, the cavalry had
4 busy time of it, above and below.

I had charge of all the
deserters coming in on our brigade front
for three months, and there were a good
many of them.. This particular deserter
1 speak of happened to be the first one
received for three or four days, and I
questioned him closely and secured what
was believed to be important information.
He gave his name as Wickham, and ap-
peared to talk frankly and honestly. He
was about twenty-four years of age, well
educated, and the excuse he gave for de-
serting his flag was that his captain was
down on him for some outside matter and
made his life miserable.

I don’t say that I suspected Wickham
of being a spy, but there was something
about him and his story which made me
feel uneasy. While he claimed to be only
a private soldier, I felt quite sure that he
had worn shoulder straps. Those who
deserted the Confederate army were not
men of his stamp, but quite the opposite.

.| At the time he came in I had seven other

deserters under guard, and after hearing
his story I put him among them for half
a day. He was then removed to a tent
by himself, and when 1 went among the
seven all of them agreed with me that his
excuse was rather flimsy, and. that his
general demeanor was that of an officer.
This determined me to keep an eye on
him, and I also dropped in on him pretty
often for a .chat. I tried my best to trip
him up, but he was too shaip for me. I
had him in charge for about ten days,
and then one night he escaped from the
tent under the very nose of the guard and
was not recaptured.

About the time Wickham came to us a
corporal ina New York infantry regiment
named Hinsdale crossed the Rappahan-
nock and penetrated Stonewall Jackson’s
lines as a spy. Through some careless
move on his part he aroused suspicion
and was placed under arrest. He would
have been tried by court martial and
probably convicted an® hung, but he like-
wise made his escape. Just before the
army made ready for the movement'which
ended 1n the disaster at Chancellorsville
I was one of five cavalrymen captured
while a force was making a reconnaissance
on Confederate territory. We had been
held ome day and were on the point of
being shipped off to Richmond when I
was separated from the others and con-
ducted to a guardhouse within Jackson’s
lines. I of course asked for explanation,
but none was vouchsafed for several
hours. I was the sole occupant.of a log
hut which would have held twenty men,
and after I had been there for a couple of
hours five or six soldiers came in with a
lieutenant. It turned out that they were
the men who had charge of Hinsdale sev-
eral weeks before. Each and every man
instantly and positively identified me as
Hinsdale. When I gave my name and
command they laughed at me. I was
Hinsdale, the spy, and as Hinsdale I
would be put on trial for my life.

Some of the northern newspaper corre-
spondents had a full account of the ad-.
venture at the time, and you may re-
member the salient points. I of course
denied that I was Hinsdale. It was to
General A. P. Hill that I owed my life.
But for him I would have been ** drum-
headed” within twenty-four hours. These
who had identified me were so positive
that my own statements found no believ-
ers. I asked that my four comrades be
interviewed on the matter, and General
Hill sent a courier to overtake them.
Three of them~were old schoolmates, and
all could testify to name, date of enlist-
ment, command, etc. This gave me a
fighting chance for my life, though the
Confederate witnesses were just as posi-
tive as before. I asked thatmy company
commander be communicated with and
my descriptive list secured. This might
have been granted -had not something
else occurred to clear me of the charge.
Hinsdale had been identified as belong-
ing to a New York regiment by a team-
ster who had deserted. This teamster
also identified me as Hinsdale.

While I was being conducted from the
guardhouse to General Hill's tent I met
Wickham face to face and called out to
him, and it was his story which released
me from the charge. He had been under
my charge for several days, talked with
me evéry day and could not be mistaken.
General Hill privately questioned him as
to the subjects of our conversations and
the little incidents of his detention, and
then questioned me and found we agreed.
It was called a strange affair, and I was
released and sent on to Richmond as a
prisoner of war. Hinsdale was. killed in
battle, and thus I never saw him, but a
year after I had heen exchanged I hap-
pened to run across four or five men of
his company, and they declared ‘that if
they had not seen him buried no words
of mine could convince them that he was
dead.

Morley, chief secretary for Ireland, has
taken to Dublin a draft of Gladstone’s Home

_ Rule bill, which will be submitted to the

Irish leaders. It is understood that the
measure provides for the retention of the
full strength of the Irish party in the Im-
perial parliament and for strengthening th’e
Imperial veto. Should the Goverx_m}e_nts
majority disappear on the first division,
which appears likely to be the case when
the vote is taken on the Uganda amendment,
the Government will be saved from col-
lapse by the Unionists, who support the
Government’s policy so far as Uganda is
concerned. The expected Radical deser-
tions will not overthrow the cabinet.

FOREIGN IMMIGRATION.

Considerable alarm has been created
among English working people by the re-
port that the United States is about to pass
a law stopping immigration altogether. It
is feared that as wages are higher in Eng-
land than on the continent the tide will
turn altogether in this direction.  Already
the influx of foreigners, and especially of
Russians and Poles, willing to work for
small wages has had a perceptible effect
upon the labor market, and many English-
men feel that they are out of jobs while the
Russians and Poles have found jobs. There
is also a large influx of Russian and Polish
women, who are gradually drifting into
employment as servants and in other domes-
tic capacities, the lower rate of wages paid.
them being a compensation to employers
for their

IGNORANCE OF THE LANGUAGE.

Thus both English men and English
women are being driven out of work by im-
migration. The ounly class that strietly
favors free immigration is the manufactur-
ers. They hold this over the operatives in
the textile industries as 8 menace of what
might happen if the operatives - are too per-
sistent in their demands for higer wages or
their opposition to the reduced wages. As
some of the newspapers are owned by or
published in the interest of the manufac-
turers, such  newspapers are _very
chary in dealing with the subject.
The  workingmen, however, are alive
to  this  issue, and  will press
it upon their Parliamentary representatives.
The growth of the social evil in London is
causing much anxiety—not to church peo-
ple but to the authorities—and it is signifi-
cant that many of the young women enlisted
in the army of outcasts are of good families
and training, but take their unhappy life,
it is said, under the pressure of extreme
necessity. General Booth is said to be giv-
ing particular attention to this clags of out-
casts, with a view of giving them an oppor-
tunity to resume an honorable career.

POLICY OF THE UNITED STATES.

There is considerable agitation among
the shipping compauies over the prospects
of stopping immigration in the United
States. Many believe that it will have the
effect of driving the smaller companies out
of the husiness, as only those carrying the
bulk of the cabin passengers will be able to
continue. The Pall Mall Gazette, comment-
ing on the subject, says that the United
States by stopping the immigration of
skilled labor, will frustrate the prime ob-
ject of its protective policy, which is to

foster the production of its own material.-

The Liverpool Post says that one of the
worst acts done under the name of pro-
tection, was stopping immigration.

THE FAIR TRADE CLUB

which advances a tariff for protection, has
given notice to the police of its intention to
hold meetings in Trafalgar square on-the
Saturdays of the month of December, Janu-
ary and February.

The
club replied that they bowed to the decision
of the Home Secretary, and will maintain
the discussion ot a reform of the fiscal
policy, with a view to solving the problem
of employment for thousauds of English
men and women. .

CANADIAN CONCERNS.

Sir Charles Tupper, in an interview, said
as a result of the discussion with the French
Government good progress was made in the
treaty negotiations. In reference to the
scheduling of Canadian cattle, Sir Charles
considers there is strong reason to believe
that the prohibition will be withdrawn at
the opening of the next season if Canada is
proveh to be absolutely free of the disease.
Cunada will make a great miitake if it at-
tempts to apply undue pressure to the board
of agriculture here, or- fails to credit the
hoard with a sincere desire to act fair-
ly. Discussing the special report of
the federation feague, Sir Charles holds the
report to be the most substamtial step
towards Imperial Federation that could be
expected. Eeeading between the lines it
endorsed the principles he had always
urged, namely, an’ imperial council with
colonial members, which must be a ‘diplo-
matic, not an elective body, and consulsive,
not legislative ; and further, the report in
no way approves of the idea that the
colonies should be required to contribute
towards imperial funds for pnrposes of de-
fence. He believes a step will be taken
shortly to bring the report under the notice
of the ministry with a request to summon
4n imperial conference as suggested.

CANADA AND NEWFOUNDLAND.

Lord Rosebery, British foreign secretary,
has announced to the French Government
that the present cabinet had adopted the
policy of Lord Salisbury with reference.to
the rights of France in ‘Newfoundland, and
completed a commercial treaty between
France and Canada, the manuscript of

which Sir Charles Tupper has taken with.

him, It includes a stipulation that Canada
shall grant a subsidy for steamship service
between the two countries. The Canadian
Government has consulted the Secretary of
State for the Colonies reinetding the pro-
jected commercial treaty between Canada
and Mexico, the former allowing free im-
portations from Mexico of raw sugar, cot-

tonand tobacco in exchange for free import-
ation into Mexico of Canadian wheat,
flour, cottons, woollens and machinery.

THE TIN PLATE INDUSTRY.

The Welsh Tin Plate Workers’ Union is
discussing measures to prevent black plates,
which are merely tinned in America, from
being palmed off on the American public as
entirely of American manufacture, so as to
enable the American who does the tinning
to get the protection of a heavy duty. A
meeting was called for to-night, when ‘it
will probably be resolved not to make any
more black plates for tinning in Americs,
and another resolution to be considered is
to restrict the output of finished plates to
34 boxes per mill.

MORE EAST INDIAN TROUBLES.

The Times Calcutta special says that Zul
Mulk, the reigning sovereign of Chitral, to-
gether with his younger brother, bas been
murdered by Sheer Afzal Khan, a brether
of the late ruler of Chitral. Sheer Afzul
Khan had been exiled from Chitral. He
gathered a small gathering, returned to the
country, and, after murdering the ruler and
his brother, seized the throme. It isre-
ported the Ameer of Afghanistan iss sup-
porting the murderer.
TROUBLESOME HUSSARS:

hussare. This morning it was learned that
six saddles and the harness had been so:

grumbled much about the strictness of the
officers and the excessively hard drill.

CARDINAL LAVIGERIE DEAD:

A despatch to Reuter’s agency from
Algiers says the famous French Cardinal,
Lavigerie, is dead. The death of His
Eminence removes one who is regarded as,
at the time of his death, probably the most
useful man in Africa in maintaining a good
understanding ‘bstween Europeans and
native Africans. His efforts to put down
slave trading have earned for him the
world’s admiration, and his taking away
removes from Darkest Africa, one of the
most potent influences for good.

A GREAT SENSATION

is brewing in the French Chambers in con-
nection with the scandal. It is claimed
that a former leading Ministgr of State
consented to be silent as to the gross frauds
that were being committed because his wife
received a present of five hundred thousand
francs. The wife soon after receiving the
present deserted her husband and went to
live with one of the Panama canal officials,
taking with her at the same time the five
hundred thousand francs. The Minister
did not dare to say anything on the subject
for fear of being exposed; but it is not*un-
likely that, besides the loss of his wife and
the money, he will be thoroughly exposed.

EXCITING SCENE.

There was another exciting scene in the
French Chamber of Deputies to-day. The
statement of M. Drumond, editor of La
Libre Parole, was read, in which he refused
to give testimony before the commissioner
unless liberated from the penalty which he
is undergoing. This statement aroused an
indignant discussion. M. Deboesserin and
other speakers excitedly insisted that the
commission be empowered to compel wit-
nesses to testify and to punish rebalcitrants.
Several speakers declared amid cheers
that if 1. Delahaye should not prove his
charges, he ought to be expelled from the
chamber. After the debate tha lobbies
were crowded with an excited throng who
eagerly discuss=d the situation.

BISMARCK’S POSITION.

The one question which eyverybody in
Berlin asks his neighbor is: *‘\Will Bis-
marck enter the Reichstag to answer
Caprivi’s accusation .of falsehood?” As
already stated, the possibility of the ex-
Chancellor following such a course isre-
moved. He is not a ready debater, and
would cut an especially poor figure if pitted
against Caprivi in such a military discus-
sion as would necessarily ba involved in his
reply to the present Chancellor. Caprivi
is perhaps the first military authority in
the Empire, and the general opinion is that
the Prince will find it more to his taste to
deliver his answer in the form of an anony-
mous broadside in the Hamburger Nach-
richten. )

r THE MONETARY CONFERENCE.

It is learned from high authority that if
the conference -is prolonged beyond three
weeks the leading English representatives
will return to Londop, leaving the less im-
portant members to watch proceedings.
Advices from Brussels show that opposition
to prolonged debates opened with the Eng-
lish delegation. They only finally consented
to a sitting on each alternate day on finding
that they stood alone. The majority of the
delegates evince every disposition to go
thoroughly into the matter until examined
to the bottom.

THE DEACON SCANPAL.

The Mother Superior of the Convent of
the. Assumption declines to take back
Gladys, the daughter of Mr. and Mra.
Edward Parker Deacon, whose custody is in
dispute, The Court of Appeal has ordered
that Gladys be returned to the convent

ending legal proceedings for divorce. The
R{other Superior says that she has bad
enough trouble in connection with the case,
and that the convent has been injured
thereby. Mr. Deacon insists that
the order of the court shall be
obeyed by his wife. Mrs. Deacon
now offers to give up Gladys to Mr. Deacon
and not oppose his suit for divorce provided
he will give up to her their child, Edith,
now in America. Mr. Deacon is inflexible
and has refused the proposition. Mra.
Deacon declares that she will shortly go to
America, where she thinks she will find
society more tolerant than in France.

SCHOOLS IN THE U. S.

Review of the Eate Meeting of Roman Cath-
olic Archbisheps and its Work.

New YoORk, Nov. 24.—In Roman Cath-

folic circles last week’s secret meecing of
| the archbishops of the country is still dis-

cussed. The Independent publishes what
purports to be a report of the meeting by
“ A Catholic correspondent.” - The writer
‘says that Archbishop Satolli, Papal dele-
gate,. mede an address to- the archbishops.
'‘OF this address the Independent says:
i“¢ Archbishop Satolli’s address at the meet-
‘ing of the archbishops, thouwgh de-
livered in the cumbrous Latin tomgue,
was besutifully clear. He spoke om the
school question. The address eovered
four leading points : Parochial sehools ;
the so-called compromise ;: the children at-
tending public schools, ane the right of the
State to educate. = Arcnbishop Satolli re-
ferred to the legislation of the Council of
Baltimore .on the establishment of parochial
schools. That legislation favors-the estab-
lishment of such schools, but ita encourage-
ment is of the unpliable and unreasonable
kind that it cannot accommodate itself to
varying circumstances. Parishes must
clearly be able to build and sustain these
schools before any such burdens-can be 1m>
posed upon them. These schools must be
equal to the competing public schools be-
fore pastors can compel children to: attend
them.

The most flagrant abuse in connection
with the question of parochial schools 15 the
denial of the sacrament to the parents of
children who went to the public scheols.
This practice is not very widespread, bus it
obtains in some dioceses presided over by
German bishops, particularly in the West.
It must stop. The compromise or Faribault
or Poughkeepsie plan was easily disposed of
by the delegate. It was none of the proper
business of the meeting, and exery effort to
introduce it was ruled out by the chairman,
Cardinal @ibbons. As long as the Pro-
paganda had pronounced uposn it, the lower
court would not be justified in re-opening
the case. The victory was clearly on the
side of the Faribault plan, which was
fully allowed by Rome.” The Papal dele-
gate’s reference to it was for the Fuvpose of
carrying out the will of his chief, namely,
that Pope Leo had allewed it, and that
peace must reign.”

THE PACIFIJ MAIL.

Rumors and Counter ‘Statements as to the
Transportation Peicilities of the
Futtre.

New Yorxk, Nov. 25 —Regarding the re-
port that the Panama Railway Company has
served a notice that on ‘and after February
1, 1893, no through bills of lading from the

Atlantic to the Pacific from the American
representatives of the company will be ac-
cepted and that certain traffic arrangements
will be terminated, Mr. Houston, secretary
of the Pacific Mail Steamship Co., said
to a reporter for the United Press:
¢“This is the work of French
schemers and speculators, and aims
at the ruin of our Pacific trade. The inten-
tion is to put all the through freight into
the hands of a new foreign steamship line
on the Pacific ocean. I cannot tell you
what the name of the new company will be,
but we have been looking forward to this
step of the French shareholders of the
Panama railroad for several months. The
Board of ‘railroads in this city claim that
they have no regular written contract with
the other lines from KEurépean ports to
Aspinwall.” In support of this statement
he showed a letter from Mr. Oppenheim,
Secretary of the Panama Railroad Co.,
which denied the existence of a
contract to carry through freight
over the Isthmus between the Ham-
burg line and the Paciic Mail
¢ This,” he said,” ‘‘meiely shows what
a confusion their affairs must be in, for we
have-the written contract here in our safe.
Even though we show our contracts, “the
French receiver will not hesitate to do all
he can to ruin the business of the American
lines, so that some other subsidized line
may profit.” Mr. Oppenheim, of the Pana-
ma railway, said: ** We have served such
a notice on the Pacific Mail line. It is free
to carry all the freight it wants, only not
on through bills. of lading. Undoubtedly
the effect of this will be the establishmeut
of a new steamship line on the Pacific
coast.”

The U. 8. Minister to Berlin Charged With
Having Made an Ill-Advised Public
Deliverance.

WasHINGTON, D. C. Nov. 26.—The cable
dispatch from Berlin announciug that U.
S. Minister Phelps had created general as-
tonishment by making an  ill-ad-
vised speech eulogizing the policy
and present opinions of Prince Bis-
marck, by inference condemning the policy
of the Government of the German Empire
to which he is accredited, is received at the
State department with as much astonish-
ment as the alleged speech is said
to have caunsed in Germany. Secre-
tary of State. Foster openly ex-
pressed incredulity as to the truth of the
report. He did not believe that Mr. Phelps,
who prior to this' appointment to Germany

Six-
teen mules were in the stable when the fire
broke out and none were saved. When the
fire was discovered it was known that 100
men were at work in the sub-ways in entire
ignorance of their great peril, and shut off
from escape through an air shaft which was
likely at any m>ment to be cut off by the
flames. A messenger was at’ once dis-
patched to the mouth of this shaft, a dis-
tance of three miles over the mountains, to
notify the miners of their great danger,
and it is thought at this hour all have
escaped.

The town is wild with excitement.
Women and children whose husbands and
fathers are known to be in the mine are
panic-stricken, and the greatest consterna-
tion prevails. The Raton Hose Co. have
arrived on the ground, but owing to a
limited. water supply their efforts te ex-
tinguish the flames are of no avail. The
Blossburg mines are the largest in the terri-
tory, and are operated by the Atchison,
Topeka and Santa Fe railway, employing
about 500 men, who take out 50 cars of coal
a day. Itis thought the mine will be de-
stroyed. The erigin of the fire is unknown.
The loss to the railway company cannot be
estimated, as they depend almost wholly on
these mines for fuel on the New Mexico
division, but it is probable that should these
mines be entirely destroyed, the -output of
the Starkville, Colorado, mines, which are
controlled by the same company, will be
greatly increased, in which case nearly all
the Blossburg miners will find employment.

8o strongly favoring republican ideas, and
said it was a source of danger to their ad-
vocacy.

spite these representations to the Vatican,
these papers were devoted to the election of
Cleveland in articles highly sympathetic
with the United States.

THE LATEST COMET.

Scientists Give Numerous Reasons Why it is
Not Identical With Biela’s.

KiEL OBSERVATORY, Prussia, Nov. 24.—
The new comet discovered by Prof. Holmes
is not the famous Biela comet. Such is the
opinion of nearly all the astronomers who

have reported on the subject. For fifty
years the Kiel observatory has been the
central telegraphic bureau for the astrono-
mers of the entire world. Whenever an
astronomer discovers auyj new phenomena
in the skies, he at once flashes the news to
Kiel. Here, by an admirably arranged
code, the news is at once sent out to all the
observatories, even as far as Cape Town,
Madras, Melbourne and Rio Janeiro. Thus,
almost simultaneously, every astronomer
focuses his telescope to try to confirm or
further develop the value of the first obser-
vation made. Prof. Krueger is the director
of the Kiel observatory. With him are
Profs. Lampe and Kreuz, engaged in re-
ceiving and distributing astronomical tele-
graphic news and in editing the recognized
official astronomical organs. It was Pref.
Lampe who first saw the comet reported by
Holmes. It had got about in many quarters
wat Herr Berberich, director of the Berlin
observatory, made the observations. That
isnot g0, ~Prof. Lauipe said :

“Mr. Holmes, an amateur asironomer,
discovered 6h November 6 & bright comet
which was Visible to the naked eye. It was
in the constellation Andromeda. The dis-
covery was telegraphed by the Greenwich
observatory to this observatory. The news
was telegraphed in the afternoon. I was
very doubtful about it being the Biela
comet, becanse it was said to be bright. I
observed it through the clouds on the 8th
with a moderate-sized telescope having a
disc of only eight inches. On the same
date a comet was reported from Vienna
exact!y at midnight by Didschof. - On the
day following Herr Berberich, of Berlin,
telegraphed : ‘Can it be that the comet of
Holmes has any connection with Biela’s ?’
A rough calculation seemed fo confirm this,
but unfortunately that experienced com-
putator, Herr Berberich, was misled by two
observations out of three which he made.
The use of later observations made at Carls-
bad, Rome, Gottingen and other places led
Prof. Kueniz, of this observatory, to the
conclusion that there were climatic elements
in the new comet discordant with the ele-
ments of the Biela comet.

“ The. first observations. confirmed this
opinion ‘and yet there are still some
astronomers who opine that it may be
Biela’s. I certainly do not consider it to
be the Biela comet, but an entirely new
comet which has crossed the course of
Biela’s. The Biela comet appears once in
every six and a half to seven years. This
new comet was very big and has changed
very much in aspect. It is now much
weaker in light. That is very much
against its being Biel#’s.  Astronomers
expect the Biela about the 27th or 29th of
this month. Since 1852 the latter has not
been seen as a comet. It appeared in 1859
in the form of a meteoric shower. It ap-
peared again in the same form in 18686, very
weuk in 1872, and in 1885 was very- bril-
liant, especially in; Southern climes.”

BIMETALLISM.

The American Proposal to the International
Monetary Conference.

BrusskLs, Nov. 25,—At the meeting of the
International Monetary Conference to-day
Senator Allison and Senator Jones set forth
the American proposals and reviewed the

monetary situation in the United States.
They submitted a general plan of bimetal-
lism offered by the United States, showing
that the re-establishment and maintenance
of a fixed parity between gold and silver,
and continued use of both as coined money
of full debt-paying power, will be product-
ive of importaat benefit to the world. The
American delegates also submitted a reso-
lution declaring that in the opinion of the
conference it is desirable that means : be
found for increasing the use of silver in the
currency systems of the nations, A doca-
ment proposed by the American delegates
and presented with the resolution explained
that they wished an opportunity to consider
their plans. The English delegates make
no secret of their opposition to the Ameri-
can proposals and policy.

Defeat and Resignation of the French
Government—The Late Pre-
mier’s Difficult Task.

It All Arises Out of Panama Canal
Mismanagement and the Attend-
ant Seandals.

Paris, Nov. 28.—In the Chamber of
Deputies, to-day, M. Brisson, chairman of
the commission on the Panama investiga-
tion, demanded of the Government that an

(;» eutopsy be held on the body of the late
Baron Reinach. M. Ricard, minister gf
justice, replied that the law did not permit
it. A division was taken not sustaining M.
Ricard and the Government was defeated.
The resignation of the ministry was at once
announced. The cabinet came intp power on
February 28. It wasas follows: M. Lorret,
president of the council and minister of the
interior; M. DeFreycinet, minister of war;
\L Ribot, minister of foreign affairs; M.
Tourgeois, minister of public instruction;
M. Ricard, minister of justice and public
worship; M. G. Cavagnac, minister of
marine; M. Develle, minister of agriculture;
M. Jules Roce, minister of commerce; M.
Viele, minister of commerce and public
works. The new Cabinet was coldly
received. In his opening address, M.
Loubet said : *‘ The primary object of our
policy will be defence of all the Republican
laws. Inthe first rank among these we
place the military law, the law of patriotism
and equality, and the education laws—the
source of all the developments of the na-
tional spirit and a fundamental guarantee of
liberty of conscience. We shall continue
firmly to spply them. We shall ask fune-
tionaries and those who hold in any_way a
portion of the publie power to be not only
faithfully devoted to their professional duty,
butsincere servantsof the Republican State.”
Notwithstanding these patriotic statements
the cabinet from the first has had a most
difficult task, being assailed by Extremi
from both sections, although receiving the
half-hearted support of the Moderates.
The early downfall of the cabinet has
seemed a foregone conclusion since the
course of Premier Loubet, in respect
to the Carmaux strike; his wvacillation
during the strike, and his decision as
arbitrator offended both the aristocrats and
the Socialists and alarmed the substantial
middle class, which is the chief support of
the republic. = The prosecution of the
manager and beneficiaries of the Panama
fiasco has dispieased many, even of those
who suffered by the Panama failure, but
who were opposed to  holding up
to the world the spectacle of what
might be regarded as a great
national misfortune. Within the past few
days events have ripened rapidly in the
Panama affair, and there has been a grow-
ing feeling' that - the Government was de-
ceiving the country, and. the admission of
M. Ricard that no seal had been placed on
the papers of M. Reinach, although Baron
Reinach was virtually under prosecution

«when he  died, probably by suigide, cicited
both sstonishment and disgust. ﬁence,
whea the Chamber met, there was a general
disposition to exact more informatiom from
the government regarding Reinach, who is
supposed to have been the chief beneficiary

- of the alleged Panama mismanagement and
of the vast sums contributed by Frenchmen
to the undertaking.

The impending American consign-
ments for London are attributed partly to
the continuous large sales of American rail-
road securities on English account, and
partly to the absorption of gold by the
Austrian conversion of currency now in
progress in that country. Since November
11 the Austro-Hungarian banks have pur-
chased £4,000,000 worth of gold, chiefly in
the open market of London.

He has written a let-
ter to the effect that Lizzie Sunderlaud, a
young unmarried woman, plotted the maur-
der with him in order that he might be’
free to marry her. Miss Sunderland says,
however, that she did not even know that
he was married. She says that she taxed
him with living with & woman, and he re-
plied that he knew he had been wild and
had lived with a woman, but he never
would do it again. They had made no pre-
parations for marriage. ¢ Although,” says
Miss Sunderland, ‘‘I should have married
him had everything gone all right.

formed by Mrs. Blaine that her husband
was better yesferday than the day before,
and still better to-day than yesterday. She
assured them his condition had never been
80 serious as to alarm the family, and said
she was at a loss to account for the sensa-
tional reports appearing in several news-
papers concerning the case. Her bright and
cheerful manner more than her words in-
dicated the general encouragement she felt.

CANADA’S FUTURE.

A TLargely Attended Meeting at Montreal
Discusses and Votes on the
Issues Involved.

MonNTREAL, Nov. 29.—(Special)—A meet-
ing was held last night to discuss the Poli-
tical Future of Canada. It is estimated
that 10,000.people assembled at Sohmer
park, hundreds being unable to obtain ad-
mission. The speakers of the evening were:

Messrs. A. McGoun of the Imperial Feder-
ation League, R. Lemieux, a partner of ex-
Premier Mercier, who was in favor of Inde-
pendence, J. T. Cardinal for ths Colonial
system and Elgin Myers for Annexation.
Mr.’ Cardinal advoeated the maintenance of
‘the Colonial system as the best for the in-
terests of all the people, and for the French
Canadians in particular. Mr. Lemieux
spoke strongly for an Independent nation.
Mr. McGoun said Canada would be the
most tenefited by a closs connection with
the Empire, and denounced all who advo-
cated annexation, as traitors worthy
of being strung up to the lamp
posts. ne porylon of the gather-
ing cheered lyudly at this sentiment ; but
there were aisses from others. Mr. Myers
met with a bad reception from one portion
of the audience, which hissed him and
cheered for Sir Oliver Mowat. The chair-
man, Mr. J. X. Perrault, called for order,
but the hissing was renewed, and it was
only when some policemen were called in
that order was restored. . The ¢hairman ap-
pealed for British fair play, and was loudly
cheered. Mr. Myers then proceeded with
his speech ; but was frequently interrupted
by questions and shouts, which were
drowned in applause. He strongly advo-
cated the Political Union of Canada and

HOME RULE.

Objections to- Mr. Gladstone’s Pro-
posals and How They May be’
Surmounted.

Difficulties in the Way not Insuper-
able—Each Province to Have
a Governor,

NEw YoRK, Nov. 29.—The Times this
morning prints a complete outline of what
purports to be the plan Mr. Gladstone pro-
poses to offer to the British House of Com-
mons as a solution of the problem of Ire-
land’s self-government, which has con-
fronted the English Government for so many
years. The details, as they are presented,
the Times says, may - be accepted as au-
thentic. They were published on Monday
in the Baltimore Sun as the views of a lead-
ing thinker. The  Times has received as-
surance that they are Mr. Gladstone’sideas,
and that he will submit them in the Home
Rule bill which he is now framing. This as-
surance comes through a letter written by a
gentleman who is very close to the Prime
Minister, and the arguments to sustain it
are substantially as follows:

The right of Ireland to Home Rule has
been admitted by all political parties, and is
indeed based upon the fundamental princi-
ple of the British constitution. But what is
right may not always be expedient. This is
the only solid ground of opposition to Home
Rule. The alleged inexpediencies of Home
Rule for Ireland are:

First—That a Parliament elected from
the whole of Ireland would dominate Ulster
in an intolerable manner.

Second—That an Irish Parliament would
be the tool of the Roman Catholic hierarchy
and would be intolerable to the Protestants
in Ireland.

Third—That an Irish Parliament would
confiscate the property of the large land
owners. .

Fourth—Than an Irish Parliament would
mean the creation of a hostile and danger-
ous enemy on the very coasts of Great
Britain.

Fifth—That any contribution to the im-
perial exchequer would soon be regarded as
an intolerable tribute.

Sixth—That the relations of Ireland and
Great Britain have become so complex and
innumerable by.long continued fusion of
families and business affairs between the
two countries, that it will surpass the art
of man to dissever the nations in any just
and practicable manner.

That these are serious difficulties must be
coneeded by every calm observer. That
they are not insuperable is not so manifest.
Indeed, it seems possible to frame a measure
of Home Rule that will surmount them all.
For example, let the measure make of Ire-
land & dominion, divided into four provinces,
viz., Ulster, Munster, Connaught and Lein-
ster. Let each province have its own House
of Representatives, elected by manhood
suffrage and equal electoral districts, and
let each House of Representatives elect a
number (proportioned to the population of:
the province) of life senators to meet in
Dublin and there constitute an Irish senate.
Let each province have a governer appointed
by the Crown, and let the'governor ot Lein-
ster also be the president of theé Irish sen-
ate.  Let all the acts of a proviacial parlia-
ment have the full power of the government
of an American state, and let the Irish
senate have the full powers of the United
States Government with the following
limitations:

a. No armed forces, fortresses, arsenals
or ships of war to be created or raintained
other than such as may be created by the
senatorial parliament of Great Britain and
Ireland.

b. No relations with foreign powers to be
established except as arranged by the Im-
perial Parliament. .

¢. No taxes to be imposed upon com-
merce between Ireland and -any other
British country.

d. No legislation by either senate or pro-
vincial parliament to take place in violation
of personal liberty or personal religious
belief and the security of private property.

e. The constitutionality or otherwise of
any legislation, whether by the Irish senate
or any provincial parliament to be subject
to the adjudication of the judicial committee
of the privy council.

f. The sovereignty of the crown to be
maintained, and any decision of the crown-
in-council to be enforced by warrant ad-
dressed to the governor of the province.

g. Let Ireland be represented in the Im-
perial parliament by say eighty members,
twenty being elected by the people of each
province. "

This measure of Home Rule would dis-
pose of the before-mentioned objections.

HE SITUATION.

Opinions of the “Globe” and “ Mail” on the
Change of Premier.

ToroNTO, Nov. 28.— (Special) — The
Globe's Ottawa correspondent, discussing
the probable composition of the new Cabinet,
says it is an absolute necessity that Sir
John Thompson's place as Minister of Jus-
tice should be filled by an Ontario man of

high standing and great ability, and it is
hinted that overtures have been made to
Christopher Robinson, He adds, however,
that that gentleman I8 known to be wedded
to his legal praotice, and that it is doubtful
if a man who would not accept a seat on the
Bench would enter the Cabinet.

The Mail comments editorially on the
change of Premiership. Sir John Abbott,
it says, was not a brilliant and theatrical
Premier, but, added to his legal knowledge,
he had a marked capacity for business and a
great deal of sound common sense. With
this equipment he was able to keep his
forces well in order, and pass the Parlia-
mentary party over to his successor in as
good a shape ag that in which he found it.

As to the elevation of Sir John Thompsen
to the leadership, the Mail says it will not
be universally applauded other than by
those who acknowledge the party badge
which he wears, His conduct will be
jealously watched, and he will be constantly
in danger of precipitating defections, Many
Conservatives would accept from Sir John
Macdonald what they will agree to at the
request of no other man. At this moment
the Manitoba question looms up to try the
strength of the new Premier, and the
degree of attachment of his party to him.
One false step would bring his' Government
down.

GERMAN POLITICS.

§peeches of the Kaiser aud His Chan-
cellor—Coming Debate on
the Budget.

Defeat of the Army Bill and Resigna-
tion of Von Caprivi Pre-
dicted.

BerLiN, Nov. 28.—The opening of the
Imperial Diet on Tuesday is probably the
signal for general agitation throughout Ger-
many. There has been a great agitation for
months with Bismarck at the head of it.
What the Reichrath will really do to give
expression to the feelings of the country is
the question that stirs all German breasts.
The first two sittings supplied a sensation
of their own. The Emperor’s speech and

the Chancellor’s speech were both of the
most serious kind. There has been a dis-
pute as to whether the Emperor, who is a
soldier before all things, would assent to a
reduction of the service in consideration of
the large increase proposed in the effective
force of the standing army. It is very like-
ly that he hesitated at first, but his adhe-
sion to the move is now complete.  He ad-
vocates this increase on the only possible
plea, namely, the danger to Germany
from the growing military strength
of France and Raussia. He pames
neither of those powers. There is no
word of offense or menace to anybody,
though he has chosén a curious phrase when
he alleges that the duty of Germany to
augment her military forces has become im-
perative because of the development of the
‘‘ repressive” power of other European
states. The French are quick to infer that
Germany would attack them if France had
not grown too strong; an inferewce which
the Chancellor dispels. Caprivi’s speech on
Wednesday last was from every point of
view remarkable. It was able enough to
furnish of itself a good answer to Prince
Bismarck’s taunts at his spccessor’s in-
capacity; able, not merely as a speech, but
in its broad view of affairs, and in its vigor-
ous handling of the greatissnes. There was
a note of true statesmanship in his refusal
to appeal to a panic in order to earry his
bill. He would not, as he said, jingle his
sword. He declined to say that war was in
sight.

gWhen the debate on the Imperial budget
opens in the reichstag, Wednesday next,
some indication will be given as to the man-
ner in which the parties are likely to range
themselves on the army bill. The army
estimates prepared independently of the
increased expenditures, involved through
the new bill, amount to 585,000,000 marks,
12,500,000 marks over the amount contained
in the last budget. There is almost a un-
animous feeling among the members of the
reichstag against proceeding with the
Army bill until the government’s financial

rojects connected with the measure are
?ul]y disclosed. The house will compel
Chancellor Von Caprivi to make an ex-
plicit statement during the discussion of the
general estimates.

The Centrist and National Liberal organs
predict that the Army bill will be defeated
on the first reading, Caprivi will resign

within ‘a fortnight, and the Reichstag, Do s

dissolvedl, . The Government officials are
confident that:none of these predictions wiit
be fulfilled. It issaid by the Centrist party
that if the Government requires their sup-
port it can be brought about by the Chan-
cellor agreeing not to oppose the Centrists’

The electric light build-
ing was unroofed, the court house damaged,
and several outbuildings of the cities and
county were unroofed, but there are no fatal-
ities. The wind was blowing 38 miles an
hour at the time. The storm is reported to
'be heavy elong the Washington coast, but
there is only a lively wind in the Sound to-
night, causing trouble with the telegraph
lines. At Tacoma the barometer is reported
to be the lowest it has been for five years,
and a heavy storm is predicted.

SEATTLE, Nov. 29. — (Special)—The auction
sale of seats to-day was a great event. Bid-
ding was lively. The first choice of boxes sold
to L. S. J. Hunt, owner of the Post-Intelli.
gencer, for $325, the second to J. D. Low-
man for $725. The high price was occasioned
by the sharp competition between Mr. Low-
man and John Leary. Leary got the third
choice for $400. Jacob Farth got fourth
for $200. The Theatre company got
the fifth for $73; Mr. oard-
man sixth  for $110; P. V. Cewmsar
of Tacoma, the seventh for $100;
and Job P. L. Yon the eighth for
$75.  The other seats sold at from
a premium of $12.50 apiece down. This
is all in addition to the regular price which
on the seats is $§3. The auction was going
onall day and evening, the house being
nearly all sold out for the opening night,
Monday, with the Duff opera company.

The
complaint to be filed alleges that the de-
fendants negligently failed to guard the
train properly while it was passing through
a wild and sparsely settled diswrict, where
there had been a bank robbery ut Roslyn hut
a short time before; thau they failed to lock
the rear door of the car and to take other
precautions for the safety of the occupants,
and that the conductor and other men in
charge made no effort to defend the passen-
gers.

After watching his
struggles for a few seconds the mob fired
a volley into his body and ended his life.

It was poorly sustained and of no
importance, and has not been followed by
any executions. The adherents of General
Manignot claim that Hippolyte instigated
the revolt in order to have an opportunity
of suppressing it and thereby casting dis-
credit on the future revolutionary move-
ment of Manignot, which the latter proposed
to begin after the eoffee is harvested. The
Manignots say that the object of Hippolyte
was to shake public confidence in the oppo-
gition, but it is likely that the p'an will not
work.

GOVERNMENTAL CHANGES.

No one supposes that the changes which
are to be made in the personnel of the Gov-
ernment will have any effect on its policy.
The men who are to take office have, in all
probability, the same principles and favor
the same policy as the men who go out of
office. It is expected that the changes to
be made in the departments will have the
effect of improving them and making their
administration more effective. Creating a
department of Trade and Commerce and
making Customs and Internal Revenue sub-
departments will not necessarily make any
alteration in the tariff, but the change may
make it easier fof those who have business
to do or a grievance to complain of to have
the one more promptly attended to than
hitherto and the other more thoroughly in-
vestigated and more quickly remedied. Im-
provements in these directions, it is said,
are needed. Some people are so unreagon-
able as to complain that the permanent
officials of the departments are not some-
times as courteous and attentive as they
might be, that they are apt to regard the
whole world as created for their comfort
and convenience and look upon the men out-
gide the official circle as -poor
creatures who must to & certain extent
be listened to and put up with, but
who are really not entitled to the
respect of members of the civil service. We
do not know from experience how far these
complaints are well grounded, or to what
extent this estimate is correct, but we have
heard people say very hard things about the
way in which they were treated by Ottawa
departmental officials. Itis to be hoped
that the changes that are about to be made
will have the result of placing the public
and the permanent officials on better terms
with each other.

The creation of Under-Secretaryships is,

we think, a step in the direction of good
administration. The Under-Secretary will
have a seat in Parliament, but he will not
be a member of the Cabinet. He, however,
will go out of office with the ministry. The
office is very far from being a sinecure. The
person who holds it will have to make him-
gelf conversant with the working of the
department in order that he may be ina
Jposition to give both the Government and
Parliament any information either may
require respecting its affairs. The Under-
Secretaries will, we fear, find members of
Parliament very exacting and not disposed
to overlook carelessness or waut of obtain-
.able knowledge on their part. The
Solicitor-General, too, will take much of
the labor of the Department of Justice off
the shoulders of the head of that department.
‘With an able man for Solicitor General
8ir John Thompson might, perhaps, with-
out doing injustice to himself, retain his
position of Minister of Justice. To be both
‘Minister of Justice and Premier, as things
’have been, would be too much for one man;
‘but when the Department is reorganized,
rthe work, perhaps, can be so divided that
1the Minister of Justice who is also Premier
will not be overtasked. Two of the Under
:Secretaries will be the substitutes of what
have hitherto been the Minister of Customs
and the Minister of Inland Revenue, and
the third will take the title of Solicitor
‘General.

The Act which creates these offices was
passed in the session of 1887. This Act pro-
vides that the Departments of Customs and
Inland Revenue shall be placed under the
control and supervision of the Minister of
Trade and Commerce, or of the Minister of
Finance. The other officers are not called
in the Act Under Secretaries, but ‘¢ Con-
troller of Customs” and ¢ Controller of
Inland Revenue ” and each of them is to be
the parliamentary head of his Department
but acting under the general instructions of
the Minister of Trade and Commerce. The
office of Solicitor General is created by a
separate Act. His full title is Solicitor
«General of Canada. Either of these three
officials can accept a Cabinet .position with-
-out resigning his seat in Parliament. The
Act has been for nearly six years inoper-
ative, asjit can have no force or effect until
it is made effective by proclamation of the
\Governor-General. -

AN IMPOSSIBLE RELATION.

The leading Liberal newspaper of the
Doninion has peculiar ideas as to what
ought to be the relation between the
Mother Country and the Colonies. In an
-article on national self-reliance in the Globe
-of November 23, it says:—

Let us help ourselves, solve our own
problems, achieve our own destiny. Se,
while a reduction of the American tariff is
probable, and may be of great benefit to us,
it is idle for us to postpone the reform of
our jown tariff in the expectation of any
such measure. It is our neighbor’s affair,
mnot ours; he will help himself; he will re-
spect us'all the more if we help ourselves.
If he is willing to make a treaty with us, let
ais consider it solely with a view to our own
advantage. That is what the American
does; that is what the Englishman does;
and each will respect us for following his
own example. Anyone who has seen a
young man waiting for some relasive to die
and leave him a fortune instead of making
a career for himself will be able to compre-
hend the weakness that dwarfs the growth
of Canada and paralyses Canadian politics
into apathy.

This is -the Globe’s declaration of inde-
pendence, for it is only an independent
country that can take this attitude, a
country that can stand alone under all cir-
cumstances and can fight for its own hand
against every enemy. :

The Globe’s  illustration is not a very apt
one. The son in this case is not waiting for
the parent’s death to step into his shoes. and
to spend his patrimony. He is living under
his roof and enjoying the family protection
and taking the advantage of the family
<connection. Waenld it be right for the son

took was favorable or adverse to the wel-
fare of the parent from whom he was de-
riving so many and such great advantages?
It must be apparent that such a relation
would not be satisfactory, and could not
last long. To drop the metaphor,—it must
be apparent to every one capable of think-
ing that whenever Canada is determined to
pursue its own course, irrespective of the
interests and the claims of Great Britain,
the connection between the two countries
must be severed—the partnership of which
they are both members must be dissolved.

It seems to us that there is a better way—
better both for Canada and the mother
country. Instead of the two countries part-
ing company, each going its own way, would
it not be more to their mutual benefit to get
closer to one another, and te make the bond
that unites them stronger and more binding.
There are, we think, few, very few indeed,
who believe that Canada is at present in a
position to enter the great family of
nations and to work out its destiny inde-
pendently. Its independence, if it severed
its connection with Great Britain, would be
merely nominal. ' It would be nothing better
than an appendage to the United States
until it became completely united with that
country. It is just possible that the Globe
foresees this and is working to produce this
result. But Canada’s [position as part of
the United Stgtes would be very different,
indeed, from the independent country which
the Globe professes to desire Canada to be.
It would not then possess any individuality,
and could not act half as independently as

it does now. An intelligent American citi-
zen would laugh at the idea of any member

of the Union,claiming to assume an attitude
as independent as the Globe advises Canada,
a part of the British Empire, to take.

THE NEW OFFICIAL.

This is what the Canadian Gazette (Lon-
don) says about the newly appointed In-
spector of Fisheries for Canada :

We are glad to learn that the Dominion
Minister of Marine and Fisheries has ap-
pointed Professor E. E. Prince, professor of
zoology in St. Mungo’s College, Glasgow, to
undertake the investigation of Canadian
marine*biology under the direction of the
department. Canada’s fishing interests are
80 vast that no two opinions can be held as
to the importance of applying to them the
highest expert knowledge. Professor Prince
studied at St. Andrew’s University and
Cambridge, and for several years devoted
himself to researches on the development
and life histories of marine food fishes at the
St. Andrew’s Marine Laboratory. He was,
moreover, secretary to “the Committee on
Mussel and Bait Beds, presided over by Mr.
Marjoribanks, M. P., and has.written largely
on the whole subject of marine biology. The
work in this section of the Canadian Fish-
eries Department has hitherto been under-
taken by different officers, and nothing but
good can result from its concentration un-
der the guidance of so experienced an au-
thority.

A HARMLESS RESOLUTION.

The Opposition newspapers both here and
in the East have madea great ado abous the
address deflivered by the President of the
Toronto Young Men’s Conservative Associa-
tion and the discussion evoked by that
address. The young politicians appear to
have been somewhat excited, and, as young’
politicians are wont t6 do, expressed their
sentiments warmly and loudly. The fol-
lowing harmless resolution is, however, the
ouscome of their deliberations :

That, while we believe she policyof the
Liberal Conservative party of Canada is the
best policy at present advocated by any
?arty, we at the same time recognise the
act that any policy which may be proposed
may possess many imperfections; and we
desire to assert the right of this association,
and every member of it, %o criticise the
policy of the present governmens, or any
government or party.

The Globe praises this resolusion, and
says that ‘“‘though this note is sounded in
the name of Toryism it is & democratic nete
and a sound one.” We cannot see for she
life of us what there is either to praise or
to condemn iu the young men’s resolution.
It is the merest truism to say that aby
policy which may be proposed may possess
many imperfections, There never was yet
a policy proposed by fallible mortals that
was free from imperfections. No one
capable of thinking believes that a perfect
policy can be devised by the wisest men
living. The young men said enough to
justify their adherence to the Conservative
party when they affirmed that its policy is
the best at present advocated by any party in
the Dominion. It is the part of true
patriotism to support the best policy advo-
cated by any party. So in resolving to do
this the young Conservatives of Toronto are
on the right track.

When, however, they assert their right to
criticise the polisy of the present Govern-
mer t they are doing what, in our opinior,
is altogether unnecessary. They might as
well formally, by resolution, assert their
right to breathe. In Canada men are free
and have the right, either individamally or
in associations, to critieise the policy of any
Government, no matter by what name it is
called. We really cannot seeywhy any asso-
ciation of British subjects should go to she
trouble of drawing up a resolution to do
what every sane person knows they have a
perféct right to do and whas, under certain
ciroumstances, it is their duty to do.

We do not believe that there ever was a
Government in  Canada, at any rate since
confederation, that would think of attempt-
ing to deny any one, friend or opponent
the right to criticise ite acts. What is said
about the ‘‘czarism” of leading men by
some foolish and some malicious people
is the merest rubbish. These men, if they
had the will, have not the power so prevent
the free expression of opinion on political
subjects, and those who when there is rea-
son to speak out remain silent conviet
themselves of either cowardice or want of

capacity. But the truth is thut Canadians,

are not bullied into sjlence by their political
leaders. © Whenever they see cause to sy
what they think they find & way to give ex-
pression to their opinions. In many cases

it would be much better for them to have
remained silent, but no one has the power

to prevent people saying what is fool-
ish or injudicious or even mischievous.
If there were any Conservative young men
in Toronto who ‘thought that in giving ex-
pression to their opinions on political sub-
jects they were under any other restraints
than those suggested by their own modesty,
prudence and good sense, they must have
found out by this time that they were
laboring under a delusion.

4 PECULIAR STATEMENT.

When Watson C. Squiresaid, in the United
States Senate, that England is ereating an-
other Gibraltar at Esquimalt, we must pre-
sume that he thought he was stating what
wus undeniably true. The august body for
whose information he was speaking, would
have started with surprise and indig-
nation if they had been told that Mr.
Squire was practicing on their ignorance,
and that what he said about fortifying
Esquimalt is conspicuously and even ridicul-
ously false. A place more unlike Gibraltar
than Esquimalt, one of the most important
of Great Britain’s naval stations, can hardly
be imagined. It is Great Britain’s only
coaling station on the eastern side of "the
Pacific, and but for the ships of war that at
times lie at anchor there, it is almost wholly
defenceless. As Mr. Squire points out, its
position is commanding, as it is situated at
the msin entrance to Puget Sound, yet ‘the
Imperial Government seems to be wholly
blind to its great strategic importance.
What the English Commission, which Mr.
Squire quotes, said about the importance
of land defences should not be lost upon
the British Government. The Commis-
sioners said :

We - refer
Cronstadt,

to the sea defences of
where the allied fleets
of England and France were for
two years deterred from making an
attempt either to capture or bombard the
place or to destroy the fleet of Russia,
chiefly owing: to the toresight that nation
had shown in_eonstructing, during a long

ace, a formidable and extensive system of
ortifications.

If what Mr. Squire said is anything like
true, a considerable force would hesitate to
attack Esquimalt, but if there were no ships
of war near how long would it withstand an
attack? We trust that great Britain will
not have cause to regret leaving so important
a station open to attack. It-has been left
defenceless long enough. It is to be hoped
that before long the Imperial Government
will take steps to make Mr. Squire’s. words
true. It may not make that station a
Gibraltar, but it could with comparatively
small expense, and in a short time, be made
passably secure.

KILLED BY BOODLE.

Boodle has been the death of the French
ministry. There seems to be no doubt that
a large proportion of the money heartlessly
stolen from the small farmers of France
found its way into the pockets of members
of the Chamber of Deputies. From revela-
tions that have been made it appears that
men in authority have for some time had
evidence in their possession that gigantic
frauds had been- committed in connec-
tion with the Panama Canal, and
yet they took no measures to
bring the offenders to] justice. One of
the chief agents of the peculators was Baron
Reinach. He is said to have stolen an im-
mense amount of money for himself and to
have helped others to secure a share of the
spoils, He some time ago ‘‘died” under sus-
picious circumstances. It was said that he
committed suicide. This is doubted by
some, who declare that he is not dead and
that his funeral was a shamone. The story
goes that'he is still alive, and that he is
now in a foreign country, having taken with
him to it his share of the plunder. It ison
a question relative to the examination
of this man’s body that the Government
was defeated. This was the last straw.
The sins of the Government had been ac-
cumulating for some time, and its down-
fall had of late been daily expected.
Premier Loubet and his colleagues were out
of favor with men of all parties. The
lovers of order were disgusted with their
inaction and their timidity with respect to
the anarchists; the radicals were angry on
account of what they considered the Gov-
ernment’s attempt to muzzle the press; and
honest men, both in and out of Parliament,
were outraged at what looked almost like
their complicity with the heartless scoun-
drels who had conspired to rob the peasants
of their hard-earned savings. Very few of
the details appear in the papers, but enough
is published to show that political morality
in France is very low indeed.

THE INTERCOLONIAL.

The Times thinks it possible to run the
Intercolonial Railroad on business prin-
ciples. All that we can say is that if the
Government contrives tg operate it free
from political influenees, it will do what
has never yet been done. While the Liber-
als were in power, it was notorious that it
was operated in the interests of politicians.
Without political influence it was impos-
sible to get even the humblest position on
the road. Complaints were being contin-
ually made both in Parliament and in the
newspapers that the Grits were making the
road a political engine. Will the Times
pretend to say that the Liberals, and that,
too, under Alexander Macl}enzie, could not

In
reference to charge 7, Col. McCook said
Prof. Briggs’ answer was irrelevant, because,
although he had affirmed before the profes-
sors of Union seminary that he believed one
who died unpenitent was forever lost, he
had since promulgated his theory of pro-
gressive sanctification in his inaugural
address, and it was on this address that the
charge was founded. The fourth charge
coulg not be dropped, because Dr.
Briggs' denial of - the fulfilment of
the details of prophecy was a denial
of the truthfulness of the Bible
and an impeachment of the omnipotence of
God. After further discussion, Dr. Alex-
ander’s motion to strike out charge four was
taken up. Prof. Brown of Union seminary,
and the foremost of Briggs’ supporters, said
the committee had acted unfairly in quoting
a part of Briggs’ statements and taking
them out of their proper connection. ‘Any
minister,” he said fervently, ¢ could be
proven heretical by this course.”

Dr. Hastings, the venerable president of

the faculty with which the defendant is con-
nected, did not mince words in claiming
that the eharge contained new matter. Said
he: *‘The change made in the charge is
radical. It gives the lie direct to Dr. Briggs,
and there is no getting around it by casuis-
try.” A vote was taken, and the motion was
carried by the decided vote of 70 to 49. The
seventh charge suffered the same “fate by
about the same vote. Col. McCook asked
that the exception to the court of 'action be
entered on the records in behalf of the
prosecuting committee. Adjourned.

CixcinNNaTI, Nov. 30.—The entire fore-
noon session of the Presbytery was spent in
discussing the sufficiency in ?otm and legal
effect of the third charge and 'specifi-
At the afternoon session a vote was taken
on the third charge. It was sustained, 40
to 22, but the vote showed that two mem-
bers of the court, Rev. H. Gilchrist and
Rev. C. E. Walker, had come over to the
side of the accused.

DEATH IN THE STORM.

Last Sunday’s Gale Claims Two Young
Vietorians as - Its
Vietims,

W

A Second Party of Four Also Re-
ported to Have Been &
Drowned.

The little steamer Alert was employed
the greater part of yesterday in the neigh-
borhood of Peddar bay on a mission fraught
with peculiar sadness to many in the city
who anxiously awaited her return, and
when she did arrive back in port only had
their worst fears confirmed. John Wilson
and F. E. Marshall, the former driving for
the Phenix Brewing Co., and the latter a
brother of Mr. P. H. Marshall of the Doug-
las house, and himself proprietor of the
Point Ellice boathouse, furnished the ob-
ject of the trip. They left home on Satur-
day morning in a good stout Columbia river
boat, intending to enjoy a little shooting
and be back the following evening. Sunday
and Monday passed and nothing was heard
from the young sportsmen. Yesterday
word was received from Peddar bay that a
boat answering the description given of their
¢“ trailer ” had come ashore there,

Then the Alert was engaged to visit the
bay, where the boat was found and identi-
fied. On the further side of the bay the
sloop also was located where she had
gone ashore. Her mast had broken
clean off, probably in Sunday’s 'gale,
and the supposition is that Mar-
shall and hig companion finding her un-
manageable took to the small boat, only to
be swamped and doubtless swept out to sea.
Of course, there is a chance that they may
have been picked up or that they may be
ashore somewhere on this or the other side.
The probability is, hoewever, the other way.
Neither of the missing men leaves wife or
relatives dependent upon him. Marshall
was a young Canadian, about 30 years of
age, and came to British Columbia three or
four years ago. Wilsonis somewhat younger,
and also a son of the Pominion. A third
young Victorian is said by some to have
formed one of the party on the unfortunate
trip, but the report lacks confirmation.
William McLaughlin, who with James
Wishart and a few ether friends was at Es-
quimalt on Sunday, preparing for a shooting
expedition, also reports what may prove a
second tragedy of the same storm.

Captain Budd, on the other band, explained
that he was not responsible for the lively
turn the biscuits took, and that upon his
arrival in port he had obuained a fresh sup-
ply of the staff of life. Some bread baked
on board was shown to the court. Its color
was between dark sea-green and umber,
and the odor emitted would puzzle a sani-
tary officer to describe. The magistrates
sat up to 9 o’clock last night hearing, see-
ing and smelling the evidence adduced by
Mr. Walls for the mate, and listening to
the eloquence of Mr. S. Perry Mills for the
captain, and ultimately decided to reserve
théir decision until to-day at 2 o’clock.

INDIAN RISING APPREHENDED.

Cause—Starvation the Result of Economies of
the Départment at Washington.

New York, Nov. 30.—Prominent army
officers on duty in the East are receiving
alarming private advices from the Indian
territory, which point to an early uprising
of. the Cheyenne and Arapahoe Indian
tribes.

It was moved by Mr. Flumerfelt and
seconded by Mr. Helmcken that in future
all business of the Board be conducted on
strictly parliamentary lines, and that mem-
bers be kept to the rules,

This brought out some discussion, and
the motion was carried with the striking
out of the first clause, re ¢ strictly parlia-
mentary lines.”

“The reading of communications was then
taken up. :

Court Vancouver, A.O.F., stated that one
of their members, Mr. Horne, now in the
hospital, was allowed $10 per week, and
that Dr. Richardson had informed them that
the fee was $§15. Could they have a reduc-

ion?

The court was informed that a patient
occupying & private ward must pay $15 per
week. If they could not pay over $10, the
patient must occupy a public ward,

Mr. McCallum asked for $20 as payment
for hisservices as an expert on heating in the
hospital, the time spent being ome day.
Some objections were entered. The opinion.
was expressed that as the gentleman was
then endeavoring to sell a heating plant to
the board, he was not entitled to remuner-
ation.

The letter was received and filed, and a
check for $5 forwarded as pay ment in full.

A communication from the city clerk, re-
draining, was next received and filed.

The report of Dr. Richardson, stating
that he had discharged one assistant and
hired another in his place, was also received
and filed. Reports- from Dr. Richardson
and the steward, regarding the disposal of
fresh eggs furnished for patients, were read.
Some discussion followed, and, on motion,
the reports were declared satisfactory.

Some further minor matters were dyieposed
of and the report of the committee of the
month was taken up. It treated of the
conduct of affairs in the hospital, and was
received and adopted.

The course to be taken with incurable
patients was discussed at length, and on
motion, the Visiting committee were in-
structed to investigate the discharge of an
incurable patient, consult with the medical
staff, and if found desirable, reinstate the
patient in the hospital.

The treasurer’s report on salaries for the
month, was next read, and an order asked
for the amounts required to eover all ac-
counts due to date. The amounts were
ordered paid.

The arrival of the ambulance, so kindly
donated by Major Dupont, was announced
and an offer read from the Transfer company
to take charge of the same, furnishing men
and a team, when required.

The following resolution was then put
and carried :

¢ That the thanks of this board be con-
veyed to Mr. Holden for the interest he has
evinced and the trouble he has taken to for-
ward the ambulance to Victoria ; that the
board heartily endorses his action in exhib-
iting the same at the Toronto exhibition ;
and further that Major Dupont be informed
of its arrival and requested to present the
same to the hospital in due form.”

The arrival of Miss McMillan, the new
matron, who comes from the Toronto ‘hos-
pital, was announced and on motion the

1 resident was asked to go to the hospital

this afternoon and introduce the new mat-
ron to the staff,

The president then spoke of the collec-

tions from the subscribers and - thought it
advisable: to have these made in future
by the seécretary., - A ‘motion to” this “effvcc
was laid on the table.
-+-On motion, Mr. Teague was. tendered a
vote of thanks for a plan furnished for a
resident medical officer’s residence, and the
meeting adjourned.

STATISTICS FOR NOVEMBER.

An Interesting Collection of Figures,
Showing the Work Done in Vari-
ous Civiec Departments.

Customs Returns Evince Satisfactory
Progress—Fire and Police, Births,
Deaths and Marriages.

“ November statistics,” as complete as
they could be made Iast evening, ars here-
with presented for the use and benefit of
those who enjoy reading the record of cur-
rent events in the figures compiled at the
end of each month :

THE POLICE COURT.

There were 29 drunks brought before the
police magistrate during the month and dis-
posed of according to regulations. Ten
persons were fined for breaches of the city
by-laws. There were five assault cases dis-

osed of, and five vagrants were dealt with,
lS)ix destitute persons sought temporary
lodgings in the lock-up, and eight cases of
larceny appear on the register. In one of
these instances. (that of McLean), the ac-
cused was found guilty and sentenced to
four years’ imprisonment. There were three
Indians up for the possession of intoxicants,
and in one’case the party who supplied the
stuff was convicted. One.man was held as
of unsound mind ; ten were convicted of
selling lottery tickets, and three for malic-
ious injury to property. For fighting in
the streets there were two convictions, and |
two were charged with presenting revolvers
with malicions intent. There was but one
case of threatening language, and ome
breach of the Sunday Closing Act. Two
rowdies were pulled up for fighting on the
public streets and one for indecent expos-
ure.

MARINE.

During the past month 70 deep sea ves-
sels entered port, and 58 cleared out. Of
coasters, there were 110 inwards and 128
outwards.

BIRTHS, MARRIAGES AND DEATHS.

There were 28 births registered during
the month, 18 marriages and 19 deaths. The
infant mortality was above the average, six
deaths being, registered. Four Chinamen
vassed away since the first of November.
Nine males (white) and four females make
up the total.

THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

There were but two fire alarms sounded
during the month. Inthe first instance the
loss was $350 to the tenant of the house, 23
Frederick street. The second alarm was
sounded from box 61, which brought the
brigade to the Refuge Home, on Cormorant
street. The chimney on fire was soon put
out without loss.

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AULD SCOTIA HONORED.

The Scotchmen Celebrate St. Andrew’s
Day by a Banquet at the
Driard.

Song, Spgech and Minstrelsy—Lieut.-
Governor Dewdney Honors it
with His Presence.

St. Andrew’s Day, the world over
‘“wherever Scotsmen be,” was celebrated
right royally yesterday, but nowhere did
the ‘“brithers a’” enjoy themselves more
thoroughly than in Victoria, -where they
gathered around the festive board of mine
hosts of the Driard. There it was that the
St. Andrew’s and Caledonian society held
their annual dioner, and to say that the
event was a complete and undivided success
is but to use the mild and unsophisticated
English for the more extravagantand ex-
pressive French, which, being translated,
meaneth  they did it well.”

‘President Geo. Bishop occupied the chair,
with Vice-President Geo. Walker and
Second Vice-President John Coltart in the
vice chairs. Amongst the distinguished
guests were His Honor Lieutenant-
Governor Dewdney, His Worship Mayor
Beaven, U. S. Consul Levi Myers, members
o.f the board of aldermen, representatives of
sister societies, and many others who made
it their pleasure, as well as their con-
venience, to attend. The dinner itself was
one of the most generous and sumptuous
ever served in thecity. It was well cooked,
well served and well enjoyed—this last not
by any means the least of the requirements.

It was 9 o’clock before the long T shaped
t9bles were sat down to, and from then un-
til 11 o’clock was one long session, unin-
terrupted except by the universal chit-chat
and the change of courses. Then came the
toasts, Asin honor bound, Her Majesty
was first on the list and it was with the
most sincere emphasis that the national
anthem, ¢ God Suve the Queen,” was sung.

After drinking to H. R. H, the Prince of
Wales and other members of the Royal
family, the orchestra playing ‘ God bless
the Prince of Wales,” Vice-President Geo.
Walker proposed the President of the
United States, to which U. S. Consul Myers
responded in a happy speech, in the course
of which he referred to the increasing num-
ber of Scotsmen in Canada and the United
States, as was evidenced by the recent
gathering in Louisville, Ky., of the dele-
gates of the International St. Andrew’s
Society. He expressed the pleasure he felt
at being present, and in feeling terms re-
ferred to the recent loss sustained by Presi-
dent Harrison.

His Excellency the Governor-General was
toasted by Vice-President John Coltart,
and was heartily drunk.

Mr. John Robertson, in most felicitous
language, proposed His Honor the Lieut.-
Governor, Hon. Mr. Dewdney replying.
The new Lieut.-Governor made a brief
speech which at once popularized him with
those present, not, only as an after-dinner
speaker of much merit, but also asa thor-
ough British Columbian. He tendered
his most earnest thanks for what he called
the compliment tendered him in being
asked to assist in the  celebration of the
annual festivities of the St. Andrew’s and
Caledonian society. He referred to the
early history of the province, when he
had been one of the pioneers, as a
land surveyor, a minef and a prospector,
while he bad also carried out many of the
public works which at that time were con-
sidered important.. He felt himself, and he
wished his friends to feel, that he was a
British Columbian in heart and soul. (Ap-
plause.) Having served the Dominion for
some years in a capacity which removed
him from immediate residence in the Prov-
ince, he bad now returned . with
the expectation of ending his
days here. (Applause.) He was
satisfied this province was the ome which
stood at the head ; it was unequalled in the
Dominion, and to the Eastward and North-
ward of it were large tracts ot country
which only wanted people. One particular
portion of this, Berkley valley, he had had
actual experience of some 25 years ago, and
from his knowledge of that section of the
country, all he would have to say was that
it needed only its actual resources and ad-
vantages to be known to bring in the
gettlers which were so mnecessary. (Ap-
planse,) In conclusion he said that for
himself, he had passed the ornamental
stage, and though having arrived ata stage
when he was supposed to be in . an orna-
mental position, he was only anxious te be
useful, and, when he could be of use, would
zladly place his services'at the disposal of
those who desired them. (Applause.) He
knew of the country, of its wants and its
capabilities and so far as lay .in
his power would endeavor to assist
in its development and progress. (Applause.)
Once more ne thanked the Scotchmen for
their kindness in permitting him to be
present, and expressed the esteem he felt at
the honor done both to himself and to the
office he held. (Applause.)

Messrs. Wm. Templeman and A. 8.
Potts responded for “The Press,” and after-
wards letters of regret were read from
Admiral Hotham, C.B.; Capt. Lambton and
Lieut. Graham, of H.M.S. Warspite: trom
Jro. Reid, president of St. Andrew’s
society, of New Westminster; and from
A. 8. Mclotyre, president St. Andrew’s
society of Winnipeg.

W. A. Robertson proposed the Army
and Navy and Volunteers, to which Mr.
Calhoun of the Albion Iron Works, an old
¢« yeteran ”’ himself, replied. The Dominion
Senate and Commons were toasted by Vice-
President Coltart. . The chairman then
proposed the ¢ Local Government and
Legislature,” Mayor Beaven and Dr.
Milne responding. Hon. Mr. Beaven
was in especially good fettle and made
a brief, sensible and felicitious speech,
which was much appreciated. Dr. Milne
spoke at some length, devoting himself to
matters political.

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ABOUT PLUMBING.

" The business of the plumber is one of
very great importance to the community.
When it is considered that the health of
the inmates of a house in a very great
depends upon the way in
which the plumber does his work,
it will be seen 'that it is in the
interest of the public that he should be
qualified not only to do it well meechanic-
ally, but effectively from a sanitary point
of view. The plumber should have both
skill and intelligence.

The plumbing of a house is not a matter
in which the builder and the plumber are
alone concerned. In fact, the probability
is that neither of them will suffer from the
work’s being stupidly or ineffectively done.
It is those who are to live in the house for
years after it is built who will suffer from
the bad workmanship and the unscientific
plumbing. The comfort, the health, and
even the lives of persons who.cannot pos-
sibly see how the work is done will be
affected by it—whether it is done well or
All. Who is to look after their interests ?
Who is to see that the house, either
through the ignorance of the plumber or
the greed of the contractor, is so built as to
be unsafe to live in ? Evidently the com-
munity, and in this case the community is
represented by the City Council.

The City Council should therefore take the
necessary precautions to have the plumbing
of every house built within the city’s limits
properly done. For this purpose an in-
spector of plumbing should be appointed to
whom the plan of the plumbing of every
new house should be submitted. He should.
have the power of either approving or con-
demning it. He should also be authorized
to inspect the work as it goes on in order to
see whether or not it is done according to
plan. Important parts of the work, too,
should be so situated that it would be easy
to inspect them at any time. It would be
the inspector’s business to check either
hiding or scamping.

As a further protection to the public,
every master plumber and every journeyman
plumber should be obliged to undergo an
examination as to his fitness to carry on the
business or to do the work. No competent
plumber will be opposed to an examination
of this kind, and such an examination is
absolutely necessary to keep incompetent
men from going into the business,

There is hardly a householder in the city
who does not see the necessity of plumbing
being done by competent men under effi-
cient inspection. The slovenly and un-
gkilful way in which much of the
plumbing has been done is a matter of con-
tinaal complaint. The drainage is often
shamefully insufficient. The work of lay-
ing the pipes is sometimes done as if it
were & mere form, and that it is a matter of
no importance whether the sewerage is
drained off or whether it is ‘permitted to
soak into the ground under and around the
house, The apparatus for preventing the
escape of sewer gas into the house is often
very defective, and; no doubt, much of the
sickness in some households is due to thein-
mates of the house breathing night and day
air tainted with sewer gas that proper
plumbing would have conducted to where
it could have done no harm. This is
not a trifling matter that the City Council
can afford to overlook. The preservation of
the public health is one of the principal
duties of the Corporation, and the preserva-
‘tion of the public health requires that the
plumbing of the city be skilfdlly and intel-
ligently done.

A COMPARISON.

‘We see a great deal in the newspapers
both of Great Britain and America about the
unhappy state of the British farmer. We
are told that American competition has
well nigh ruined agriculture in Great
Britain. The English farmer, who is
obliged to cultivate his land scientifically
and spend a great deal of money upon it
before he can raise a crop of grain, or
fatten a herd of cattle, cannot compete
. with the farmer of the prairies, who raises
heavy crops on the virgin soil without
spending a dollar for manure, and who has
unlimited pasturage for his cattle. The
British farmer pities himself and envies his
more fortunate fellow agriculturist on the
other side of the Atlantic. But if what
Mr. William Maitland says in the November
number of the Nineteenth Century istrue, the
British farmer is, in spite of all difficulties
and drawbacks, in a much better position
than the farmer of the prairies, who enjoys
what appear to be such great advantages.
Comparing the condition of farmers in
America with that of farmers in England,
Mr. Maitland says :

There are some (American farmers) who
from exceptional circumstances have done
well ; but I speak of the great majority of
farmers in " both countries, and I
have no hesitation in saying that the
position of the English farmer to-day
is immeasurably superior to that of his
competitor in America. As regards rent,
the difference between them is rather ap-

rent than real. - It is true that the Eng-
E:h farmer pays rent, but it is equally true
that no landlord can afford (to put it on no
higher grounds) to see his farmers ruined,
and in bad years, whether he wishes it or
not, he has to take his share of the loss by
making some abatement in the rent, while
any permanent reduction in the prices of
agricultural produce must be borne alto-
gether by the landlord, who has to make an
equivalent permanent reduction of rent. In
the meantime the English farmer lives well,
perhaps too well, all things considered ; he
pays only his fair share of taxation, and. he'
pays his laborers rather under than over
what may be considered fair wages, as
gauged either by his own expenditure, or
by the wages paid in other industries,

Mr. Maitland then speaks of the way in

family, and the position of his wife and
daughters, showing that, on the whole,
the lives they lead are as pleasant and as
free from care as could be expected in these
days of struggle and change. He then
turns to the American farmer and says :

1t is true that the American farmer pays
no rent; but as a rule he pays a much worse
thing—interest on his mortgage. ‘In every
State in the Union mortgages are increasing
with amazing rapidity, and, fast as they
are increasing, they are not keeping pace
with the necessities of the farmer. Ordin-
ary lenders, who require a regular income
from their investments, are beginning to
get rather shy of farming land as a security
for their money. Farmers are too often un-
able to pay the interest when it is due; and
too often it has to be added to the principal,
and then wiped out by a further loan at a
higher rate of interest. In bad seasonsthe
American farmer has no landlord to share
the loss with him. The mortgagee cares
nothing about him er his Jand as long as he
receives his 10, 12 or even 18 per cent.,
which if not paid at due date runsat com-
pound interest until payment is made.
When there is a permanent reduction in
prices, which naturally affects the value of
land, thre is no landlord by whom the loss
must eventually be borne. When such a
fall takes place, the mortgagee either calls
in his money at the first opportunity, or, if
he is still satisfied with the security, pro-
bably contents himself with raising the rate
of interest. If the former course is adopted,
it generally results in foreclosure; if the
latter, it as often as notleads to the same
thing at a later period.

So much for the financial condition of the
American farmer. Now as to his manner
of living. Do he and his family enjoy life ?
Do they get as many of its comforts and
luxuries as the family of the English farmer,
and is, their position in other respects as
comfortablé and as free from cares and
anxieties. This is what Mr. Maitland says :

The American farmer certainly does not
live well, unless a diet of salt pork and
beans nearly all the year round can be called
good living. This diet he shares with his
workmen, who, as a rule, live with him.
The meals are cooked by his wife and family,
who do all the washing, baking, etc., and,
hard as the American farmer works, I ques-
tion if the women of his family do not work
harder. He himself labors. with his men,
and generally harder than any of them, for
he has the impending mortgage ever before
his eyes.

This is a sombre picture, certainly, but is
it true fo thelife? There is reason to believe
that it is too true, the American farmers
themselves being witnesses. The descrip-
tion which they and their friends give
of their condition, is even darker than that
painted by the English Reviewer, and we
may infer from the agitation which has been
for some time rife among them'and the
desperate remedies that are prescribed for
the evils from which they suffer, that they
themselves are far from being satisfied with
their present condition, or hopeful when
they contemplate their future prospects.

THE RIGHT RING.

The tone of the press in the- United
States with respect to the Homesteall
strike, and the violence with which it was
accompanied, is healthy. They all now
condemn violence. They say that the re-
sort to arms to enforce claims for continued
employment and for increased pay is not
justifiable. Workingmen, like men of every
other class, in asserting their rights, it is
held, should keep within the law. It is a
pity that some of them who take the right
stand, now that the election is over, did not
condemn’ the resort to physical force with
the same vigor and earnestness while~ the
election was going on. This isa subject on
which the words counselling moderation and
respect for the law should be uttered in sea-
son. Good advice given after the mischief
has been done, and the suffering con-
sequent upon it  endured, comes ra-
ther late. There are many who say that
the Homestead strikers were justified in
resisting the Pinkerton men by every means
in their power because they were not regu-
larly appointed officers of the law.  This is
what the St. Paul Pioneer-Press, which
from the first took the right s*and in this
matter, says about the Pinkerton phase of
the struggle :

The Homestead workmen were beaten,
irrevooably beaten, from the day they opened
fire upon the Pinkertons. It makes no differ-
ence whether the Pinkertons had any right
to be there ornot ; the fact that the strikers
were ready for violence, and willing to take
life itself if they deemed it necessary, deter-
mined the conflict. There can never be any
end but one to an issue like that until this
country ceases to be governed by law, and
goes back to the primitive anarchy where
there is no right but the will of the
strongest.

A NEW SOURCE OF PROFIT.

The letter of Mr. Leon Bouillet to Mr.
R. T. Williams, of this city, contains in-
formation that may be, and probably is, of
great importance to this province. The skins
of the fish caught in the waters of British
Columbia are considered useless, at any rate
no use is made of them. If a goed market
could be found for the skins a new industry
would be established and some industries
already established would be made much
more profitable. The dogfish, for instance,
is exceedingly plentiful off the coast of
British Columbia. Cousiderable numbers of
them are caught for the sake of the oil
which their livers yield. The skins of these
fish are thrown away. If they can be sold
for $400 a ton the dogfish fishery will be-
come greatly more profitable. The skate-
fish, too, is abundant in the waters of the
province. The fishermen cannot help catch-
ing them. Generally no use whatever is
made of skate. They are regarded as a
waste product. But if the skin of the skate
can be sold for a fair price it will no longer
be looked upon by the tishermen as a nuis-
ance, but will be highly prized. And so
with the skins of the other fish mentioned.

The fish may not be caught for their skins
alone, but the fact of their skins being valu-
able may add considerably to the profit of
catching them. We have reason to know
that the publication of Mr. Bouillet’s letter
has already done good, has set men inquir-
ing, and we trust and believe that the in-
quiries will result in making the valuable

which the English farmer brings up his

tisheries of the province still more valuable.

THE INTERCOLONIAL.

A telegram from the East tells us that the
proposition to hand over the Intercolonial
railway, which for the last twenty years has
been run at a loss, to the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company, has = created wide-
spread  alarm. One would suppose
that the people of the Lower Provinces, as
well as the rest of the Dominion, would be
glad to get any one te take a white elephant
like this off their hands. It is said that it
cost $50,000,000 to build the Intercolonial.
What if it did? It has been a burden on the
people ever since it was constructed, and it
matters little to them, it seems to us, what
the first cost of the load theyhavehad tocarry
was. If they can get rid of it on anything
like decent terms they will be so much, the
richer.

It is not to be supposed that the C. P. R.
is going to run away with the road. If it
takes it off the hands of the Government
it will no doubt enter into obligations to
run it and to keep it running. Thg people
will, therefore, get all the good out of the
road it is capable of conferring, and they
will not have to pay its running expenses
every year and one hundred thousand dol-
lars besides. If theroad is run intelligently
and on sound commercial principles the
country is sure to ges more good out of it
than they have ever since it was built.

We are not surprised that the small poli-
ticians and the lazy place-hunters of the
provinces through which the road runs do
not like the idea of its being placed in the
hands of a company which will run it on
business principles, for it has been a kind
of bonanza to them. The patronage of the
road has been a handy thing to buy votes
with, and according to Mr. Schreiber, the
general superintendent, influential politi-
cians have been able to get freight carried
over the road on pretty much their own
terms. A good place on the road, where
there was not a great deal to do and the
superintendence was not very exacting, was
a soft thing for the young Nova Scotian or
New Brunswicker who had . influential
friends and was not too fond of work.
These people, when they find that politics
is to have nothing to do with the running of
the road, may have some reason te complain
of its transference to the C.P.R., but those
who want a business road through their
country will find the change, instead of be-
ing an injury to them, will be a benefit.

It is a hopeful sign shat the C. P. R. is
willing to take the road. Its president
must see that there is money in it or he
could not be paid to take it off the hands of
the Government. The Intercolonial being
made a paying road means a development of
the resources of the provinces- through
which it runs, of which there is but little
sign at present. Everyone in the Eastern
provinces is complaining of stagnation.
The country is not going ahead, they de-
clare, and is not likely .to go ahead. But
in order to make the Intercolonial pay
business must be created for it, and in the
creation of that business good will be done
to the people of all classes of the popula-
tion. There must be a shaking of the dry
bones in that eastern country, and a revival
of business there will be of infinitely more
value to the people than the political benefits
which the people are now deriving from the
Intercolonial.

PROFOUNDLY IGNORANT.

When Ald. Humber, with childlike sim-
plicity, esked his Worship the Mayor
¢ What is & -hospital for ?” the guide,
philosopher and friend of the City Fathers
replied ‘“ Don’t ask me too difficult a ques-
tion.” S

One would suppose that the worthy
alderman’s question would not be considered
at all “difficult” by a man of Mayor
Beaven’s age, experience and intelligence.
He, of course, would be above the clever
device of endeavoring to convey an im-
pression which he knew to be a wrong one
while apparently declining to answer a very
simple question.

The matter under discussion was the dis-
posal of an indigent man who is so far gone
in consumption as to be pronounced incur-
able by the hospital physician. It must be
evident to every man gifted with the
smallest share of common sense that a hes-
pital is not the place for persons who are
afflicted with incurable disease. If incur-
ables were allowed to remain in the hospital
it would soon be so full of them that there
would not be room in the wards for curable
patients. To permit one patient known to
be incurable to remain in the hospital would
be a precedent for allowing another to re-
main in it for an indefinite period, and
then another and still others. A
hospital, the Mayr~ shonld have told
the alderman seeking morma.ion, is
an institution to which persons ill of curable
diseases are taken for treatment. In many
diseases, as long as there is life there is hope,
but there are others which the skilled phy-
sician soon discovers are absolutely incur-
able. All that can be done for such per-
sons is to make them as comfortable as pos-
sible while they live, and this can be done
in other places better than in a hospital.

It is therefore really no hardship to re-
move & person for whom the physicians and
the nurses can do nothing, from the hespi-
tal. The duty which the directors of the
institution owe to the sick and the suffer-
ing of whose recovery there is some hope
requires them to send incurables to their
friends or to the care of charitable persons
whose duty it is to make their pathway to
the grave as smooth as possible. When,
then, Mayor Beaven professed not to kmow
what a hospital is for, and permitted the
hospital directors to lie under a reproach
which is altogether undeserved, he did what
was unworthy of a man in his position.

VANCOUVER.

Vaxcouver, Nov. 28.—There is a propo-
sition before the council to build a million
and a half dry-dock, provided they give a
bonus of $200,000. It was referred to the
Finance commitlee.

' The chairmen of the different committees
will investigate the charges of irregularities
in the Health committee, whose officers are
alleged to have wrongly signed wage
cheques.

The dyking contract for Maple Ridge
was awarded to T. W, Patterson, Victoria.

Ministers denounced the Prohibition com-
mission and the coal combine in the pulpits
on Sunday, the former as a farce, and the
latter as wholesale robbery.

The officers of H. I. J. M. ship Kongo
sang their national anthem at the Market
hall on Saturday night. So far, the munici-
pality has not publicly done honor to the
war representatives of a friendly power.
This is in contrast to Tacoma, who will
demonstrate in their favor.” To-night the
Mayor, Aldermen, prominent citizens and
the press repaired by invitation to "the
Japanese warship at anchor in the inlet,
and were thoroughly pleased at the novel
apd most interesting entertainment pro-
vided for them.

The Great Northern railroad and Van-
couver & Westminster tramway have formed
a free traffic alliance.

Apgus Fraser, a C. P. R. foreman at
Cherry Creek, was found dead in his bed
shortly before neon. The deceased was
well known throughout the province, hav-
ing been in the C.P.R. employ for the past
three years. He has been ailing for some
time back of heart disease. He had re-
ceived a telegram from Dr. Tunstall that he
would meet him at the Junction. His non-
appearance at the usual hour excited sur-
prise, and shortly before 12 o’clock Road-
master McDonald and another man named
Smith entered his room through the window,
and found him dead. He is supposed to
have been worth about $25,000. Twenty
dollars were found under his pillow. The
deceased was 47 years of age, and a native
of Scotland.

. WESTMINSTER.

New WEesSTMINSTER, Nov. 28. — Rogers,

the vile character who escaped from the

penitentiary on Wednesday last, where he
was serving a 15 years term, was captured
late on Saturday night in a swamp. He
made a desperate resistance and attempted
to stab, but was overpowered.

The schooner Lulu has arrived from Mud
bay with 500 sacks of grain.

Five thousand cases of salmon await ship-
ment to Victoria. The Princess Louise took
2,000 cases to-day.

The barometer fell to 29.02 to-dsy, the
lowest reading in thirteen years. There is
no sign of a storm yet.

Another man is missing. Dick Williams,
the popular amateur oarsman, went out
boating on Wednesday last and has not re-
turned. It is feared he was drowned.

The steamer William Irving had a rough
experience up the river on her last trip.
She left on MNaturday, intending to run to
Popeum, but meeting rough weather and
snow she tied up at Kitchen’s landing for
the night. Yesterday morning she made an
attempt to get to Popcum, but the water
was toe low and she was forced to abandon
the attempt. Floating ice was met in the
river, and in Chilliwack slough she had to
break her way through the ice. The snow
at Chilliwack was quite deep and people
were enjoying splendid sleighing.

Petcr Adair and Jack MecCabe, charged
with stealing liguor from the Bell-Irving
Paterson bonded warehonse came up before
Judge Bole to-day. They elected to be
tried summarily. The trial will be fixed
later.

Two carloads of canned salmon from the
northern -canneries were shipped East vo-
day by the Canadian Pacific railway.

1t is reported by passemgers over the
Great Northern railway that the Provincial
health officer at Blaine has allowed several
trains to pass through without inspection,
and the Customs office have been obliged to
do the examination work.

Collector of Customs Chantrell made the
seizure of a team of horses8 and wagon and a
quantity of goods at Douglas, on Saturday
afternoon, the property of a well known
Surrey rancher named J. L. Walworth. The
Customs officers say Walworth has been
smuggling more ot less extensively for some
time. They did not interfere with him in
trifling matters, but when his operations in-
creased to considerable magnitude, some-
thing had to be done. It is probable that
further seizures will follow in connection
with this case. The team is a fairly valu-
able one, and the value of the whole outfit
will aggregate $500.

Reportsfrom Ashcroft say that there are 18
inches of snow on the ranges and the thermo-
meter is down close to zero. If these con-
ditions continue there is great danger of
heavy cattle losses. '

A case of smallpox developed here yester-
day, and twenty men have been placed in

uarantine in consequence. The name of
the victim is Goodmornsen. He worked
with a gang on Poplar Island making mat-
tresses for the mouth of the river improve-
ments. - Poplar Island was used as a quar-
antine station for smallpox patients for
years, and it was thought the buildings were
burned some time agp. He, no doubt, con-

tracted the disease from germs long hidden.

The whole gang has been quarantined and
the patient with his comrades placed in the
civic hospital.

New WESTMINSTER, Nov. 29.—Justice
McCreight stated to-day that he had not
decided when he would deliver judgment in
the Vancouver railway bonus by-law case.

A heavy gale prevailed here last night
and no steamers ventured to leave the
river after 3 p.m. The storm was not se
severe as on the 19th. Three tugs with
booms of logs have been lying in Mud Bay
waiting mild weather for three weeks.

Two Chinamen, about to skip the country
leaving many debts and taking big wallets,
were arrested here on capias last night, is-
sued at the instance of a wealthy Chinese
merchant,

The steamer Delaware left for Vancouver
this afternoon. She will be sold there to-
morrow at mortgage sale.

The suspected case of smallpox has not
been fully proved yet ; but two men work-
ing with the patient are still quarantined.

It is thought that the seizure of J.
Walworth’s team and wagon for smuggling
on Saturday may cause trouble. Walworth
denies the charge and says he will take pro-
ceedings to recover. X

At a
meeting of stockholders held on Saturday,
satisfactory arrangements were made.

The Good Templars have challenged Mr.
Pawson to give the names of the members
who, he told the Liquor Commission, had
said to him they were allowed a special dis-
pensation to drink.

The steamship Chilcat arrived from
Alaska brings a load of salmon from Astoria.
She reports three feet of snow at Chilcat
and the thermometer 10 deg. above zero.

Mrs. Donald McLean died last evening of
inflammation. She will be buried to-mor-
row. She was a native of Scotland. '

The present month has been most re-
markable for unfavorable weather. Chief
Constable Steward, in his weather report,
states that there have been 20 rainy days
and five overcast days, leaving so far only
two clear days for the month.

Real estate in Nanaimo is very slow at
present, and very little is stirring. Every-.
one appears to be holding on for better
times, and even outside property is at a
standstill,

Although many miners are being taken
on in the New V.C. Co. mines, there remain
a large number of idle men, as much out-
door work has been stopped.

A supposed attempt was made to take a
scab crew off the ship Glory of the Seas last
night, but &’ shot from the’mate’s pistol
prevented any further attempts. '

Nanamvo, Nov. 29.—A light explosion
occurred at the Hamilton Powder Co.’s

Works, Northfield, at 11:30 o’clock last
evening. Though the distance is three miles
the report was heard in this city. The
cause of the explosion is not definitely
known, A man employed there was taking
a hand barrow load of mixed powder from
one part of the house to another, a distance
of 200 yards, when an explosion took place in
the whole house, shattering the roof. About
ten kegs of blasting powder was the amount
exploded. No one was hurt. The damages
to the building are comparatively light, the
amount being probably $100, besides delay-
ing the works.

TRAJL CREEK.

Work on most of the claims will be con-
tinued during the winter, and much devel-
opment'work has been accomplished during
the summer.

On the Le Roi 13 men are at work, eight
of whom are in the shaft and the rest em-
ployed in the tunnel. A contract has been
let for & continuation of the shaft for 120
feet, giving it a depth of 200 feet. A lack
of roads has prevented the introduction of

machinery, but a ‘‘common-sense” whim
has been built' over the shaft, which will
answer all purposes until next spring, when
the roads will be completed and all the nec-
essary machinery for rapid development
work and milling will be carried in. The
ore at the bottom of the shaft is looking
nicely, and is fully as rich as that found on
the surface. Two shifts are driving in a
tunnel 320 feet, and the ledge is expected
any day. The character of the rock through
which the tunnel passes is porphyritic
syenite.

On the Centre Star 11 men are employed
in tunnel and shaft work. The face of the
tunnel is solid ore. Development work will
be continued all winter. .

D. C. Corbin and E. J. Roberts, presi-
dent and chief engineet of the Spokane &
Northern Railroad, have lately acquired
two properties in the Trail creek group.
They are the Yellow Jacket and the Stan-
dard, and will assay as rich as the Le Roi.
