THE FORTY-EIGHTH CONGRESS.

The Work That Has Keen Aecomnlhhed'
in 234 Days.

Of the house
bills 350 have become Jaw with the ap-
proval of the executive, 5 bscame laws
without his approval, 24 have been  de-
feated by vote of thehouse,’9 have been
defeated by adverse reports from commit-
tees, one bill was defeated by veto -of the
president, and almost 0) passed by the
house in addition to those already enum-
erated failed of final action in the senate,
The majority of the remaining bills were
not acted upon by the committees, Forty-
five"house joint resolutions became laws
with the approval of the president. Six-
teen others which passed the house failed
of action in the senate. Four hundred and
fifty bills and thirty-five joint resolutions
have passed the senate. Of these 174
bille and 17 joint resolutions were acted
on finally by the house and became law
with the approval of $he house, and two
bills which passed both houses became law
without the president’s signature, The
senate acted adversely upon 521 bills and
18 joint resolutions introduced .in that

At
all events the battle for and against high
license is pretty g 1 over an extensive
region lying west of Lake Michigan. Five
hundred dollars for a license has been
carried, and a thousand dollars is strongly
advocated as being none teo much, Oa
this question the Chicago Tribune takes up
its argument somewhat as follows :

High license, if the law be enforced,
wipes out groggeries and *‘doggeries,” and
confines the business te fewer hands—to
the hands of safe and respectable men
mostly, The man who can keepa hotel or
saloon under high license will be sure to
keep his place at least comparatively clean
and comfortable, and to maintain some-
thing like decency and order on the prem-
imes. He istoa certainextent the holderofa
a practical monopoly, and he will take
particular good care not to endanger this
valuable property of his through any infrac-
tion of the law. But, it may be said, will
not his customers have to pay extra for
all this ?—high license, splendidly fitted-up
premises, and so forth. Not at all, says
the' Tribune; they will get their glass of
beer in a house paying & thousand dollars
license for just what they paid
for it when the document with
official )Lpenl and sigoature cost one
of two hundred dollars, But per-
haps the dealer will make up for extra
sxpense by supplyiog a poorer and cheaper
quality of drinks. Again ne, says the
Tribun@; with " licenses few and hxgh in
price, and confined to strictly respectable
houses, the drink supplied will actually be.

In theee days of *‘over-production,” so
called, when there are more manufactured
goods piled up than what the market wil
take, it does seem rather absurd that men
employed in shops sud factories should be
worked long hours, as if to pile up
still more goods snd aggravate the
evil, Suppose  that in a certuin
town where twelve hours’ work per day is
the rnle, there are six ‘hundred men who
make their living er want to making by
working in . factories. Suppose, furthm;,
that, owing to “over-production,” or what
ever you please to call it, only five hund-
red of them are actually employed, the
remaining one hundred being idle. Would
it not be befter to keep the whole six
hundred at work ten hours per day, than
to work five hundred men twelve houra,
leaving one hundred wita no wark at all?
Conimen sense says it would, but here the
employers’ objection comes in.

. With only ten hours’ work per day, rent,
intercst on cost of buildings and machin-
ery, superintendence, sad other itéms of
expense, cost awbout as much as with $welve
houis. And therefors a certain loss ac-
crues.{o the employer, even though the ag-
gregate week's wages peid to six hundred
ten hours’ men should be ezsctly $he same
a0 paid o five huadred twelve hours’ man,
To this it wighs be replied that the gen.

agitation for ten-hour legislation now
active in the Neéw Kogland states, The
fact that Massachusetts has had a ten-hour
law since 1874 is declared to furnish a good
arguthent why Rhode Island and other
states might try the effeet of such a law,
withdut fesr rof serious damage, The
viows put forth by tho Massachusetts
bureau of statistics ta the efiect that that
state, with & ten-haur law, produces as
much per man as the other states, with
eleven or more hours, and that wages in
that state are fully as high as in the states
working longer houts, woild seem to bean
argument ageigst the long-hour system
which the legislators of those states might
heed with advantage.

Mr, Meredivh protested against the
measure, contending phat the decision of
the supreme court on y concerned non-nav-
igable and non-tidal rivers. Ever since
confederation the right of dealing with the
fisheries was always vested in the do-
minjon, and Ontario could not assume it
without entailing considerable loss to the
rovenue. ° Last year the receipts were

" §11,345; the expenses for salariea of officials
§15,192, in addiion to $27,285 for fish
breeding and $1100 for legal and advertis-
ing expenses, If Ontario claimed the right
to deal with the fisheries of the province
the maritime provinces would claim the
far more valuable fisheries of the Atlantic
coast,

Mr. Fraser urged that irrespective of
any revemnue considerations the duty of
regulating the fisheries devolved upon the
government under the supreme court doci-
sion, and could not be ignored.

Messrs, Creighton and Merrick opposed
the bill mainly on the ground that it would
entail a loss of revenue. The latter thought
that Mr. Fraser should bring down figures
so that members could give an intelligent
vote on the matter, After Messrs, Car-
negie and Ermstinger had spoken in oppo-
sition to the measure Premier Mowat ro-
plied, asserting that means would be
taken to prevent the province sustaining
any loss, On s division being taken the
bill wasg read a #econd time by a vote of 41
to 27, Sy

It wae then proposed to go into commit-
tes of supply, but Mr. Meredith asked for
delay-until after recess and suggested that
they should *‘make it 6 o'clock.” The
hands of the time-piece pointed to 5 25,
but by one of those constitutional fictions
characteristic of parliamentary institutions
it was unanimously voted *‘6 o’clock” and
the house rose.

After recess Mr, Mbredith moved an
amendment to the resolution to go into
committee of supply, to the effect that it
was not in the interest of the province
that any increase in the subsidies from the
dominion should take place, and regretted
that the government had taken ground in
favor of such increase, as if it'were granted
it would render.the dominion government
leas'able to withstand the claims of other
provinces. He made a vigerous speech,
charging the government with unjustifi-
able extravagance,

Hon. A, M. Ross replied, defending the
government’s position on the ground that
special favors were given to other prov-
inces year after year withont any equiva-
lent being given to Ontario. The oppo-
sition leader, he said, was the advocate of
direct taxation, He reviewed the financial
situation and the frequent additional sub-
sidies and grants made in answer to the
importunity of the other members of the
dominion, and urged that Ontario should
yress for a readjustment of the financial
basis of confederation,

The debate was continued by Messrs,
Frager, Carnegie, Creighton, Young,
Clarke and Ferris, and on a vote being
teken the amendment was defeated on the
following vote : :
