A great deal has been said from time ta
‘time in regard to what has come to be known
as the Morality Department of the Toronto
Police Force. The criticism of its actions
and personnel has sometimes been sharp.
‘Neverthless, it may safely be admitted that
Inspéctor Archabold and his staff have ‘ef-
focted some good, There can be no doubt
that the officer named 'is actualed by good
motives, but the best results do not always

flow from . good motives, just as
the worst do not always flow from
bad motives. 'So far as we are con-
cerned we mever could see a good
and sufficient reason .why any portion
of the force shonld be set apart for -this
work. .The po\lco force as a whole is charged |
with the preservation of the peace and the
enforceient of the laws.” Every membe# of,
it is as distinotly charged with the enforce-
ment of the laws which Inspettor Archa-
bold takes peculiarly in his ows, keeping as
that officer is. They are a of laws
.whose consequences have engaged the atten-.
tion of the profoundest social philosophers
and legislators of the world. Their ultimate
effects, their utility and advisability are still
matters of discussion of students of ethics.
They are the very laws that itis dangerous
to hand over to a well-intentioned but over-
gealous and half-informed man to admin-
ister, ' The expression ‘“‘half informed” is not
used in any carping sense, but simply to
signify that the Inspector: sees but one side
of the far-reaching consequences of his
amiable intentions. He has set himself the
task of eradicating every evil passion and
tendency that beset his fellow-creatures.

We might look on at this attempt with
amusement if its consequences were not s0
grave. But apart from any considerations
of that kind we must look at the morality

ent from the citizen’s standpoint as
well. The Inspector and a smail staff are
_employed at considerable expense to the
city in work that is not particularly to the
advantage or benefit of the city at ‘large.
Moreover at times other members of the
force are put at special work in connection
with the supposed emforcemeit of the
morality laws. Now, the members of the
Police Commission should know that it is not
right to call upon the taxpayer at large to
contribute to keeping Smith in the straight
path or to compel Jones to live cleanly. : If
shese two cosmopolitan gentlemen will com-
mit sin, they must ¢'en commit. They are
* fit subjects for their own reflections and for
the services of priest or pastor. But to en-
deavor to reform them in or rather frighten
them from the practice of their amours by
the terrors of police surveillance at the ex-
of the citigens at large is
entirely contrary o public policy. < It
does not matter if half the old
wives of the town consented to be so taxed,
‘so-long as other ratepayers obj the im-
position would be improper, ot to say
illegal.

The objection to setting apart a special de-
partment of the police to enforce morality is
that they feel fx?upeusd to keep doing some-
thing, and 'in their desire to demonstrate
their capacity and utility the liberty and
bappiness of others is affected. A young
lady is maltreated by ® brute, The morality
department feels it incumbent on it to justify
its existence and - straightway arrests a
young man and claps him in jail. After he
has spent some time in that institution the

"“ inspeetor finds he is’ wholly mistaken and a

cruel wrong has been put on the young man,
for which there is no remedy.

_ The .morality department was instituted by
Ex-Mayor Howland during his term of office.
Heiwasstrongly imbued with the idea that men
can be made good by Act of Parliament. He
was not made good that way himself and
any attempts of that kind have alwdys fail-
ed. The present Mayor did not care to dis-"
turb the arrangements of his predecessor
and so the bureau of morals flourished. and
grew apace. Before Mayor Clarke goes out
of office he would do well to merge Inspector
Archabold and his staff in the general force,
to busy themselves in detecting the bold
burglar and sandbagger instead of shadow-
ing Messrs. Jones and Smith in their visits
to their other girl.

$23,000. They were creditors of P. Hemond
& Co. to about $4000, and also met with a
loss in the failure of the Sorel Boot and Shoe
Company.

A NUN CHAINED 4ND IﬂPnl!Oﬂlﬂ
FOR DISOBEDIEN ()

The Punishment of Ben Hur's Motherand
Sister Rivaled in a Cracowian Convent
—Barbara Ubryk’s Sad Case—Her Death
—Her Cruel Treatment By the Mother
Superioress.

Sister Barbara Ubfyk, the Carmelite nun,
"who in the year 1860 was the innocent cause
of the riots at Cracow, says a writer in The
New York Tribune, has just died in the
lunatic asylum of tbat city; where she spent
the last twenty-two years of ‘her unhappy
life, Sister .Barbara: belonged t0.8 noble
family who had forced her to enter religious
orders, for the purpose of preventing ber
from marrying a young officer of Lancers
with whom she was violently in love, bug
who ufifortunately had neither rank, title or
fortdne. On entering the grim old ' conventy
of Cracow she ceased all communications
with ber family—by her express desire, as it
was believed at the time—and it was not
until more than twenty years had elapsed
that one of her brothers, idfjuiring from the
religious authorities what had become of his
beautiful sister, was given to understand
thav she was no longer on the list of the liy-
ing. Struck by the shiftiness of the answer,
he proceeded to the Archbishop of Cracow’s
Palace, and throwing himself at the yener-
able prelate’s feet, entreated him to find out
if Sister Barbara were really dead. The
Archbishop immediately took steps to dis-
cover the truth, but the Abbess of the Car-
melite Convent {n which Sister Barbara was
supposed to have died not only refused to
answer any questions about the matter, but,
availing herself of the inviolabihity of con-
vents, absolutely declined to ow any.
Government official to pass the portals there-
of. Archbishop Galecke, who was a just and
enlightened man, thereupon secured the
assistance of “the police, and, surrounded by
a battalion of gendarmes commanded by
Count Spaur, forced an entrance into the
convent, in spite of the d rate resistance
and invectives of the infuriated nuns. The
latter actually went so far as to_arm them-
selves with stones, and the military nar-
rowly escaped being {gnominiously repulsed
by thesé holy women, 8gainst whom they
dared not draw theteswords.

three times a week. No one else was let into
the dismal secret, and as the dungeon was
supposed to be haunted, the moans and cries
of the prisoner, if ever heard by _the com-
munity, were attributed to supernatural
visitors, and not one of the nuns ever dared
to approach the steps leading down to the
subterranean part_of the great building.

Lunatic
Asylum. When the #ory became knownt
the people of Cracow they collected around
the conyent where the Abbéss was imprison-
ed and’threatened to bura it down, ag weilas
all the other convents with which the town
abounds. The military had to be called out,
and the terrible riots which ensued lasted
long and caused much bloodshed. = Subse-
quently the Abbess and the nun who bhad
been her confldante and_helptate, are_said
to have been sevarely punished by the Pope,
although nothing was known for certain
about it.

In the year 1876, whilst on a visit to Cra-
cow, the writer was taken to see tHe lunatic
asylum where Sister Barbara had been
placed. The director of the asylum asked
me.whether I should like to see the -hersine'
of the riots of 1869, To this I readily
acquiesced, and 1 was soon ushered into a
large, ‘sunny room, brightened by flowers
and dgintily furnished. Near the window,
sitting in & large chintz-covered armchair
was Sister Barbara, her hands crossed in her
lap and ber large blue eyes staring vacantly
at a cage full of canaries which stood on the
window-sill. Could this placid, white-haired,
aristocratic-looking woman be the same who
had but seven years before been rescued
frdm an awful martyrdom, and who had
been then more like @ wild creature than a
human being? It wasso, Gentle treatment
and godd care had restored her health, but
peither her reason nor the power of speech,
Her attendants told me that she seemed to
have forgottén ail her past tortures, She
was now “ever quiet, and apparently in-
capable of feeling any kind of emotion.
Birds and flowers arrested her eyes dnd
sometimes brought a faint smile to her still
beautiful lips, but otherwise she was abso-
lutely _oblivious of’ her surroundings. . §
spoke to her, but she took mo.notice of what
I said, and after a few minttes I left her still
gazing at the little imprisoned songsters,
who, perchance, reminded her of the time
when she also. was a captive, though in a far
more dreadful cage.

Constantinople Newspapers are Polyglot
; Affairs, g

Constantinople is amply provided with the
means of disseminating news and informa-
tion. Even in this polyglot placs, the home
of -the dragoman,’ whom the Fower of Babel
would have left undismayed, no one man
can read all the newspapers. Ten languages
are required to give expression to the
industry of the reporter and the
reflection of the editor. If Turkish,
French, Greek, Hebrew and English do not
suffice, the ardent enquirer may quench
bisthirst in Armenian, Bulgarian, Italian,
German or Persian. There are published in
these languages 20 dailies, 10 weeklies, 1 bi-
weekly, 2 tri-weeklies,1 bi monthly and 3
monthlies. i .

The alphabet is not a sure guide in the lan-
guage employed. One Turkish paper is

rinted in Armenian characters and another
in Greek, while the two papers which use
Hebrew types are in the Spanish language.
Judged by the press one would suppose that
the miost important foreign languages in
Constantinople are French and English,
There is no newspaper published exclusively
in English, but the two most important dail-
jes are combined English and French.
