of the above. The purchase of the
chemical extinguisher at a cost of
$800 and the repairs of the old hand
pump extinguisher will be awarded
to the firm of R. Bickle, of Wood-
stock. The chemical extinguisher
will be mounted on two wheels, is of
light construction and can be drawn
by hand or with horse or auto to any
part of the village. The chemical
contents will be sufficient to exting-
uish any ordinary fire if too great
headway has not been attained, and
if necessary may be followed with
the other “Little Giant”, where wat-
er can be obtained, and also the lad-
der apparatus. Wyoming has been
fortunate in not having suffered any
loss by fire for several years, and if
the above outlined project is carried
out, the protection is all that can be

CHATHAM AS DEATH
STALKS THE CITY

Chatham, March 15.—The '/r:?lor-
ity of Chatham people sl¢pt—€arly
Sunday . morning . -oblivious to the
‘danger which stalked through -their
homes as a result of an obstacle
which blocked pipes leading from the
field end of the Union Natural Ghs
Company’s. gas main to Chatham,
causing such a low pressure that.fires
in furnaces. and heaters were ex-|
tinguished. With fires out, the whole
city faced the danger of asphyxiation
when the interruption was repaired.

The obstruction occurred shortly
after two o’clock. ‘Operators were
rushed to the scene of the trouble
and quickly removed the cause of the
interruption.

Alive to the danger created by the
resumption of the gas flow after the
interruption, officials of both the
Union Gas Company, and -the Chat-
ham Gas Company, the Chatham dis-
tributors, spent the rest of the early
morning arousing the city and noti-
fying consumers in sections where
the fires were likely to have gone
out.

The city fire bell was rung to
awaken the sleepers. Co-operation
of telephone operators was enlisted
and through them telephone sub-
scribers were warned to relight the
fires or close the valves before the
flow of gas was restored. Those
with telephones were requested to
notify neighbors who were not sub-

scribers.

SHARK-FISHING IN ARCTIC. |

Harvest Is the Oil From the Livers -
of Greenland Sharks.

A recent traveller in Norway de-
scribes a strange industry in the fol-
lowing manner:

Glance for a moment at the map
where the north of Norway looks to-
wards the Pole. A little to the west
of a line from the North Cape to
Spitzbergen the sea bed takes a dip
from about 200 to 1,000 fathoms.
This is Storeggen—the Great Edge.!
Except for an occasional sealer, or a
rimy collier from the Spitzbergen
coalfields, this is a deserted ocean.'
True, during brief weeks of summer
a tourist steamer may loom up, bear-'
ing within itself the comforts of a
continent. * But for the rest of the
year, fog, snow, ice, and misery reign.!

Here the Norwegian shark fishers
ply their strange trade. Their har-
vest Is the oil from the livers of
Greenland sharks. So large are these
livers that one will at times more
than fill a barrel such as is carried
for the storage of the catch. }

On the selected fishing ground the
vessel i8 anchored. Down in 150
fathoms may be the moorings, and
close by has bekn lashed a bag of not
over-fresh seal blubber. This acts by
way of ground bait. Then the hooks,
secured to a short length of chain,
are baited up with bit§ of seal. The
precaution of the chafn is essential,
for the teeth of the Greenland shark
are as the edge of a band saw.

Now, if the grgnnd has been well
chosen and luck’is in, the fun be-
gins. But if the treader thinks there
are now to be exciting contests, all
hands hauling against a ton of strug-
gling shark, digappointment will fol-
low. The gelentific designation of
‘‘Somniosus™ ‘was well chosen, for
surely no creature in the sea s so
sleepy - for its sizo as this Arctic
shark. When it is being hauled up
through 300 yards of icy water the
fish comes quite easily.

By means of a great hook jabbed
into his body the shark is heaved up
by tackles over the rail and on to
the deck. Here the coveted liver is
removed, but thé worthless corpse
must not be senfy back to the sea
bottom.

This sharkis a great cannlbal, and
to return the unwanted flesh to the
depths would be merely to attract all
the sharks in the vicinity away from
the baited hooks. To avoid this the
big vein near the backhone is clever-
ly inflated with air, and thus the body

is floated far from the fishing area.
Some of the flesh is retained for bait.
In the place of hand lines, some

ghips work a series of short long-
lines. Here as in hand-lining care
must be taken lest shark eats shark.
But it often happens that only an
ugly head remains on the hook.

Greenland sharks must be extreme-
ly abundant, for they will tell you in
Norway that filsh after fish can at
times be hauled upon the hand lines,
while on the long-lines there is hard-
ly a vacant hook. In its natural sur-
roundings the fish must have bursts
of vigor, for not infrequently salmon ;
have been found among the contents
of its stomach. f

The success of ghark fishing turns
largely on the fluctuating value of
oil. As In most fisheries exact state-
ments of earnings are hard to come
by. The season last from March to
September, and in one system of shar-
ing two-thirds of the net proceeds go
to the ship-owners and one-third to
the crew.

PENSIONS FOR POLITICIANS.

Fortunes Refused by Poor Cabinet
Ministers.

Many people are under the im-
pression that a British Cabinet Min-
ister, on reliquishing office, auto-
matically becomes entitled to a pen-
sfon for life, just as if he were an

ex-Lord Chancellor.

An ex-Cabinet Minister is not elig-
ible for a pension unless he has given
at ledst four years’ service or its
equivalent in an office of the first
clags,” glx years' service in an office
of the first class, six years’ seryice
in an office of the second 'class, or
ten years’ service in an office of the
third class, and unless he declares
that his private income is insufficient
to maintain his station in life. There
are, moreover, only twelve political
pensions in all, divided into three
clasges, the maximum rates of which
are £2,000, £1,200, and £800 re-
spectively.

So an ex-Minister may or may not
draw a pension. It was so in the old
days. The Duke of Newcastle refus-

It is instribed: ““Walter Kendall, of
Lostwithiel, was founder of this
house in 1638.

The rent of property held on a
lease of anything like this character
is calculated to produce tears of joy
rather than of grief. In some cases
it is one penny a year ‘“when legally
demanded,” and, as it is never de-
manded, legally or otherwise, no rent

+ at all is paid.

On another property, held on a
lease of 5,000 years from 1791, the
annual rent is one halfpenny, which
is duly. demanded and paid with a
halfpenny postage stamp. One farth-
ing a year is paid as the stipulated
rent of certain land at. Southwark
leased for 999 years.

Considerable property, too, is held
on a tenure similar to that, which
exists on Lord Wharncliffe’s York-
shire estate, where a certain tenant
(if he fulfils the condition) presents
‘‘a red rose at Christmas and a snow-
ball at Midsummer day.”

But perhaps the most curious ten-
ures are those of comparatively mod-
ern creation. One class is well repre-
sented in the.West-end of London,
where there are some business estab-
i lishments let at £5 or £7 a year, or

at least £1,000 a year less than
similar establishments alongside
them.

These places seem ‘‘gifts,” but the

! leases of them were granted for a
large sum in cash, plus the annual
rent, and the true. rent, when this
sum is taken into aceount, represents
the actual letting valu¢ of the
property.
Other peculiar tenures are similar
to those on which a number of York-
shire farmhouses are held.
condition that the occupiers of these
farmhouses shall entertain, free of
charge, travelllng preachers of the
Society of Friends, and on this ac-
count the rent is low. Of course, the
farmers’ tenure ‘is not particularly
onerous nowadays.

Small landlords, again, sometimes
make singular stipulations, for which
they allow in fixing the rent. A cur-
ious instance cropped out in a county
court case. Plaintiff, the owner of
some small property in a Welsh vil-
lage, stated that he let his cottages
on condition that the tenants went
to chapel regularly. He had found,
he said, that they would rather go
for a walk, and consequently he made
it an express stipulation, in letting
the cottages, that the tenants must
g0 to chapel. As a stimulus, he fixed
the rent at 2s. a week less than he
would otherwise have demanded.

A witness testified, further, that
when a tenant, having broken the
condition as to chapel-going and
fallen into arrears with his rent, was
served with an ejectment order, the
landlord promised to withdraw it if
the man would undertake to go to
chapel in fature.

Railway Built by Doctors!

During a jour-
ney from Bath to London he shut
himself up in an inn at Marlborough
for some weeks, and very soon he
seemed to have an army of atten-
dants, his livery appearing every-
where. Curious travellera ¢wecovered
that he had insisted that during his
stay in the inn—one of the largest
in England-—his lvery should be
worn by all the waiters and stable
. boys.
| Disraeli, too, drew a pension
(£2,000) for years, though he was
not a poor man. Like both the Pitts,
he received much financial assistance
from friends. He bought Hughenden
out of money given to him by Lord
George Bentinck and his brothers.

In recent times there has been
. similar lack of uniformity. Generally
ex-Cabinet Ministers have not taken
a pension, and, if not wealthy, have
solved the problem of getting a live-
lihood in their own way. This move-
ment was strengthened by Mr.
‘, Asquith’s action after he had been
; Home Secretary in Mr. Gladstone’s
| last administration. He returned to
. his work at the Bar, thereby causing
. much eomment.

But some ex-Ministers have drawn
pensions for long periods. The most
tenacious was Mr. C. P. Villiers, who
died a few years ago at the age of
ninety-three. He represented Wolver-
{ hampton for about forty years with-
| out once, it is said, either setting
foot in that town or speaking in the
House of Commons. A statue of him
was erected in Wolverhampton dur-
ing his lifetime.

As an ex-Cabinet Minister he drew
a political pension for some forty
years on the ground of his small
means, and yet left £90,000.

Of late years, however, there has
been a change of opinion on political
pensions. Formerly it was consider-
' ed quite right and proper that a poli-
tician who had served a certain num-
ber of years should take one; but now
the propriety of such a thing is
questioned.

Public hostility to the system is
80 great, in fact, that not long ago
an ex-Cabinet Minister gave up the
| pension of £2,000 that he had drawn
for many years. It is known, too,
that when another ex-Minister sur-
rendered his pension he was really
in need of money.

CONSTITUTION AND VIGOR,

These Are the Points Which Should |

Recelve Attention and This Article
Tells What to Look For Under
Each of These Heads.

(Uontrbnted by Untario Department of
+ Agriculture. Torounto.)

When a man Is in need of dairy
cows and goes out to search for ani-
mals that are likely to be profitable
to him there are a number of things
to be kept in mind. A cow is a cow,
but comparatively few are real high
producing profitable cows. The pur-
chaser should depend on his own
judgment, and not on statements of
owners Janless such statements are
backed up by carefully kept records
of production.

Cows with
have thin necks, sharp withers, prom-
inent vertebrae, hips and pin bones;
thin ineurving thighs and a general
body conformation that is wedge-
shaped no matter from what angle it
is viewed. Dairy temperament is also
assoclated with alertness, marked ac-
tivity, and lack of all coarseness in
the individual.

Cows with “feed 'capacity” show
plenty of room or middle for the
storage of feed. They are long and
deep between the shoulder and the
hip, long faces, wide foreheads, broad
muzzle, and large jaw with full well-
developed salivary glands.

Cows with ‘“‘constitution and vigor”
are wide through the heart region,
have a big strong heart, a strong cir-
culation of blood to all parts of the
body. This condition is usually re-
flected in the healthy condition of
the hair, oily secretions of the hide
and well-developed, prominent veins
on the under side of the abdomen
and on the udder, face and neck.
Constitution and vigor is also shown
in large bright eyes, large nostrils
and a general alertness.

Cows with ‘““well-developed milk or-
gans” can boast of the following
characteristics:

Udder well attached- to the body
and not pendulous.

Udder tissue pliable and soft to
the touch, free from coarseness, hard
areas or lumps.

Udder of good size, extended well
forward and high up behind.

Large veins running from the'an-
terior attachment forward and well
along the abdomen.

The skin covering the udder is soft
and pliable, teats are of a good size
to fill the hand and are evenly
placed.

Don’t forget the producing dairy-
man is not likely to sell his best
cows. Those that have faults are
most likely to be offered for sale.
If you can see her milked so much
the better.—L. Stevenson, Dept. of
Extension, O. A. College.

Sweet Clover Butter.

The tests made in butter-making
during 1924 with milk from cows
pasturing on sweet clover was con-
ducted with milk from farms where
sweet clover was the only pasture.
