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—The strikes at Sydney and Halifax are
probably the forerunmers of troublesome
times in our industrial development. Hither
to we have watched from afar the shifting
of the storm centres in the world of labor
with & vague underatanding of the disasters
that follow the clash of organized labor and
capital and a great satisfaction that our own
province has been almost entirely free.from
these disturbances. Now our tardy indue-
trial growth is being forced by an appareutly
unlimhited capital that is seeking the higheat
possible dividend from the development of
the great natural resources of the province,
and labor has organized to force capital to
disgorge the highest possible percentage of
its unnatural profits, The strike invariably
follows the combiae, and it may not always
be said that the strikers are underpaid work-
men. The cause of the trouble is nearly
always that the laborer has knowledge ot the
extent of the profit he has earned for the
employing capital, and considers he has not
been sufficiently remunerated for his work.
Capitalistic combines disestablish competi-
tion in order that they may control the
markets and fix the price of their wares,
thereby inflicting a direct and unavoidable
tax apon the consumer, and perhape it is
only right that the laborer, who is the hum
ble agent of the extortioner, has a right to a
bigher wage than his brother who works ina
field where profits are regulated by competi-
tion and the ordinary laws of supply and
demand. Both the combinester and the
striker may very generally be regarded as
enemies of apy honest development of a
country’s resources. The one may furnish
ample money to establish and carry on a
great industry, but be is using his every
effort to make the people pay an unreason-
able bonus for his selfish enterprise; the
striking laborer, in suing for a higher wage,
is equally selfish. He does not care how
great a profit the combine can extract from
the people, provided he can obtain a satis-
factory wage from the combine. The inter
eate of the people are everywhero unwatched,

and yet it is on them that the burden of the

disaster iavariably fails. Tho tendency cf
capital to seek its profits in combination
rather than in compatition is alarming, snd
can only result in a great injustice to the
general public, so long as the modern trust
financiers are mere grasping shylocks whose
public epirit is subordinated toa selfish greed.
There is perhaps only one way for the people
to effectively fight this growing menace to a
general prosperity, and thab is to so regulate
it by the lawe of the land that it will be
powerless to work any general harm. In a
representative government the people have
& power to combst any national evil, & com-
bine greater than the greatest, but appar-
encly it does not know its strength, or else
Is contens to lec vhe uffairs of state drift to
the very verge of ocatastrophe. It is the
national government that must eventually
settle this growing quarrel between capital
and labor, and our Canadian legislators need
to take the work in hand now, before the
growing centres of indusiry become marked
by the bloodshed and riot of an open quarrel
between two factions, neither of which de-
serve the sympathy of the traly industrious
snd public spirited citizen.

Forestry.

At the last session of the Dominion Parlia-
meént some provisions were made for tree
cultare in the Northwest. The sum voted
was not very large, but it was sufficient to
pay for trees and the salaries of a few experts,
who will give instruction in the matter to
the farmers. Dariug the last twenty years
there was waste in the destruction of the
foreste, and now it ie necessary to counter-
act the evil results which followed. The
Scientific American, makicg note of this fact,
says Canads might well learn a lesson from
India. There was danger in India that the
country would become barren if the destruc-
tion of the forests were allowed to continue,
and something had to be done. The paper
says :

The work of protecting the forests was
begun in India in 1844 and gradually ex-
tended, but it has been placed upon a thor-
oughly scientific basis only duriog the last
twenty years. The service is divided into
two hundred and ten departments under the
direction of expert foresters, moet of whom

D trained in Germany and France.
They are assisted by a number of subordin-
ate officials, many of whom are natives of
Iodia. A training school for these officials
has been established near Dehra, and it is
intended to have similar training schools at
all the local centres, as it is desired to have
none but expert foresters in the service.
Promotions are made according to merit,
and it is expected that in a few years about
twenty per cent. of the-superior positions
will be in charge of natives selected from
subordinate positione. The foresters have
to guard against fires, see that there is no
waste in cutting, and that the smaller trees
are not destroyed; aleo to provide for the
maintenance of seed bearing trees and the
re-forestation of sections denuded of trees.
In each province there are state forestry
reserves, and altoge:her these reserves cover
an area of 80,000 square miles, which will
eveniually be largely extended. Forest
revenue is raised by the sale of timber or
other products, and by the issue of permits
to graze cattle, cut timber, make charcoal,
and gather firewood, bamboos, canee and
other minor forest produce. These permits
are issned at special fees. In the Central
provinces, where the reserved forest area is
computed at 19,115 square miles, 1,950,000
cattle were grazing last year, and of these
oply 5,500 were allowed in the reserves
without payment of fees. A large revenue
is derived from the forests by the govern-
ment of India, and it is expected that it will
steadily increage.

Canada’s Flag.

(St. John Sun.)

Consequently the represen-
“tation of the Dominion by a flag of seven
arms is an snomaly in the first place.
.Moreover, it is technically incorrect. The
Dominion coat-of arms contains the arms of
the four original provinces which formed
confederation, viz.,, Ontario, Quebec, Nova
Sootia, snd New Brunawick. The three
remainipg proviuces joined an already form-
ed confederation, and did not need to be
represented upon the national flig, or at all
events, were not. Any British consul
would be justified in refusing to recogrizea

New Use for Cannon.

Washington, May 28.—The French agri-
culturists intend to fight frost and grasshop-
pers, as-well as hail storms, with canaon and
smoke, according to an interesting report
received at the State department from Mr.
Covert, consul at Lyons. It has just been
determined to- hold an international con-
gress at Lyons in November next and Mr.
Covert is authorized to extend an invitation
to Americans to take part. The success
that has attended the experiment of firing at
approaching hail storms to prevent their
ravages upon French vineyards has prompt-
ed steps for a still farther extension of the
usage of cannon in agricultural socie ies’
circlee. * The theory in some quarters pre-
vails that it is not the frost iteelf which dev-
astates the budding fruit but the sun’s
rays following a night of frost, which find
the grape, already sensitive from the cold,
an easy victim to the heat, Cannon fired
Lorizontally over a vineyard at Athis atsun-
rize produced interesting results. A prizs
vineyard, five hundred feet wide, over which
a smoke from two cannon had been spread,
was entirely protected from the effects of
the frost, while the vines on either side were
badly irjared. 0

Montreal Witness.

Catiadians have suffered o greatly by the
company promoters, who promised to make
them rich if they would purchase low-priced
shares in'mining prospects, that they are not
likely to bite at the same bait again, at least
jost immediately. As there is no chance of
catching the Canadian people in this way
any more, to any great extent, the bait has
been changed, and the ignorant is now in-
vited to make itself millionnaires by pur-
chasing twenty-five cent shares in immensely
rich oil fields’ properties—on paper. This
temptation comes from the Uaited States,
where they are not in the babit of giving
fortunes away for a song, or immense oil
fields for a bagatelle—even to poor, benight
ed Canadians. Concerning this matter, a
correspondent from St. Paul, Minn., sends
us the following timely comment :—

“The arrest of Letson Balliet, of Baker
City, Ore., for sending out misleading adver-
tising matter to boom his imaginary gold
mine, should serve as a warniog to the nom-
erous mining and oil companies which are at
present preying upon the iguorant people;
and at the same time it should open the
eyes of those who have caught the specula-
tive craze, and are likely to become victims
of the gaudy advertisements appearing in
thenewspapers. The sooner people abandon
the idea of getting something for nothing the
better it will be for them. Balliet’s offence
consisted of eending advertising letters
through the mails calling attention to the
White Swan gold mine of Baker City, Oce.,
stating that the mine had been opened four
hundred feet into the ground and that thou-
sands of tons of ore was ready to be taken
to the mill; also that the mine was ready to
be run and had produced more that $500,-
000 up to thay time, being simply awaiting
development for further riches; all of which
was absolutely false.”

Those Joint High Commissioners.

(Portland Argus.)

The joint high commission for the ad-
justment of differences between United
States and Canada has dropped out of public
sight and mind, but there is now talk in
Washington of an early resumption of its
sessions. As a result of the meeting itisan-
ticipated that Canada will receive a slice of
Alaskan territory, and that the flag will be
hauled down where it has been raised; that
trade reciprocity between the United States
and Canada will be dropped; that the fish-
eries dispute will be postponed, and that a
new Nicaragua Canal treaty will be negoti-
ated in which England will graciously aban-
don the Clayton-Bulwer convention, making
the canal a neatral waterway for all nations,
The programme is easily outlined, but judg-
ing from the past it will take a long time to
carry it out.

Russia Reaching Out.

(St. John Sun)

Russia is expanding as & commercial as
well as a military power. She is now pro-
jecting a ship canal from the Baltio to tLe
White Sea. Back of this canal is a railroad
system that taps the remotest parts of the
empire. The canal will give her what she
never before possessed—a port open all the
year round. While Kroonstadt and all the
rest of her ports are ice bound for months in
in the year, Ekaterina, the new outlet on
the cost of Lapland, is never closed. The
correspondent of the London Mail who has
been investigating this part of Russia’s de-
velopment saye :

““The magician of this strange freak is the
Gulf Stream, & wisp of whose beneficent tail
here carls round and warms the waters off
the Lapland coast; and here, at this favor-
able spot, in a landlocked harbor capable of
containing a formidable fleet, has been
founded the Russian naval port of Ekaterina,
Ruesia in Europe has always been paralyzed
by winter. Peter the Great opened a window
on Earope in Petersburg; but that window
is glazed with frost during four months of
the year. Today another window on Eur-
ope has been found in Ekaterins, and it is an
open window all the year round. In fite
quiet waters, sheltered by the high granite
cliffs of Lapland, a Russian fleet may safely
lie; and at any moment of the whole year
that fleet may suddenly issue, and on the
third day be belching fire and destruction on
the British coast.”

This is anew factor in the balance of naval
power. This sudden awakening of North-
ern Russia and this great ship-canal from tbe
Gulf of Finland to the White Sea begins to
have a wmeaning. The railroad from the
strategic and political heart of the empire
has been carried through s thousand miles
of swamp and forest for a commercial pur-
pose. It has been joined by an even larger
railroad from the great Siberian trunk line.

The railways have brought, and will con-
tloue to bring, the products of industry, and,
when needed, the munitions of war to the
great and growing ports on the White Sea
and to Ekateriua on the Lapland coast.
But—asks your naval oritic—how about the
ships of war themselves, and the maintain-
ing of a continous supply of them during a
winter or even & summer war with the Baltic
and the Black Sea blocked with ice or hostile
fleets 2 Where is her bolt-hole ?

Today Russia comes with her answer. A
great ship canal shall pierce the low-lying
areas—mostly composed of lakes and swamps
—between the Gulf of Finland and the
White Sea and Lapland coast. The canal,
too, is to be constructed on the model of the
Kaiser Wilhelm canal—eo as to allow the
largest warships to pass through. Any one
who knows this part of Ruesia, continues
the correspondent, as I happen to know it,
will see at once that there is no real physical
difficulty in the undertaking, and that in
consequence, a very short and safe cut in-
deed is to be made from the Baltic to
the new naval port on the Lapland coast.
Here, then, are her ways and her means of
supplying ships continuouely during a win-
ter war. Here ia the latest example of her
answering policy when once her mind is
made up.

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Practical Talks and Plain Precepts
for Farmers.

Edited for the Farmer readers

of the MONITOR by an Anna-

polis Valley Agriculturist.

Soil Cultivation.

In a former issue we endeavored to show
that except in extreme cases we have no
virgin soil on which we may raise crops year
after year with little manure and no culti-
vation, except what is necessary to keep the
plants in sight among the weeds. Our soils
need fining as much as possible to bring them
into contract with sun, air, moisture, etc.,
%0 as to bring out into soluble form the
locked-up elements of plant food, ae It is
only in soluble form that the plants can as-
similate them. In this issue we are quoting
from two authorities, in explanation of the
above principles, Profe. Roberts and Bailey.

The Texture of the Soll.
The other day, I secured one sample of
sol! from a very hard clay knoll upon which
s beans had been planted buv in which they
were almost unable to germinate, anothér
sample from a contiguons eoil in which beans
were growing luxorisntly, and as a third
sample, I chipped a piece of rock off my
house which is built of stone of the neigh-
borhood. All of these samples were taken
to the chemist, Mr. Cavanaugh, for analy-
sls. The area from which I took the hard
and uoproductive clay (sample I), had no
beans in it, although the seed was drilled in-
to it at the same time as in the soil which
furnished sample 2. The area from which
eample 2 was taken is only twenty feet re-
. meved from the other, and is of the same
eriginal formation, but it differs in being a
slight depression or *‘draw ” and the soil ie
fn a fairly fine degree of division, It is
really a good bean soil. The rock (sample 3)
was hard limestone, known ‘to geologists ae
the Tally formation.
The chemist reports as follows:
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In other words, the chemist says that the
poorer soil—the cne upon which I cannot
grow beans—is the richer in mineral plant
food, and that the rock contains a most
abundant supply of potash and about half as
much phosphoric acid as the good bean soil.

All this, sfter all is not eurprising, when
we come to think of it. Every good farmer
knows that a hard lumpy soil will not grow
crops, no matter how much plant food it may
contain. A clay soil which has been pro
ducing good crops for any number of yeors
may be so seriously injared by one injudicious
plowing in a wet time as to ruin it for the
growing of crops for two or three years,
The injury lies in the modification of its
phyeical texture, not in ihe lessening of its
feriility.. A sandy scil may slso be seriously
impaired for the growing of any crop if the
humus or decaying organic matter is allowed
to burn out of it. It then becomes leachy,
it quickly loses its moisture, and it becomes
excessivsly hot o bright sunny weather.
Siwilar rematks may be applied to all soils,
Thac ix, the texture or physical condition of
the soil is nearly always more important than
8ts mere richness in plant food

A finely divided, me!low, friable scil is
more productive than a hard, lumpy one of
the same chemical composition because;

It holds and retains more moisture; holds
more air; presents greater surface to the
roots; promotes nitrification; hastens the de-
composition of the mineral elements; has less
variable extremes of temperature; allows a
better root-hold to the plant.

In all theee ways, and others, the mellow-
nees of the soil renders the plant food more
available and affords a congenial and com-
fortable place in which the plant may grow.

The reader will now see the folly of ap-
plying commercial or concentrated fertilizers
to lands of poor texture. He will see that
if potash, for example, were applied to the
hard lumps of sample 1, it gould pot be ex-
pected to aid in the growth of plants, be-
cause plants cannot grow on such soils. If
the same quantity were applied to sample
2, however, the greater part of it would be
presented to the roots of the plant at once,
-snd its effoct would no doubt be apparent in
the season’s crop. The reader will readily
‘nnderstand that it is useless to apply commer-
cial fertilizers to lands which are not in proper
physical condition for the very best growth of
erops.

The poor or lumpy soil contained a great-
er perceatage of potash and phosphoric acid,
no doubt because of the lack of humus in the
sample. As it contains less organic matter,

~1¢ (herefore has less nitrogen than the good
soil (sample 2). Probably becanse of this
less percentage of organic matter, this lumpy
soil also contains less moisture than the oth-
er. As a matter of fact, however, these dif
ferences which the chemist found in the or
ganic matter, pitrogen and moisture, are not
sufficient to account for the very great dif-
ferences in the productivity of the two soils

The chemical examination would have thrown

more light upon the value of these soils if a

determination had been made of the amount

of potasb and phosphoric acid which is solu-
ble; but even then, the chemist could not
have told from analysis alone, how valuable
this land might be for any particnlar crop.

Analysis does not show how agreeable or

comfortable the land may be to the plants.

There is sufficient potash in the rock (sam-

ple 3), and even enough phosphoric acid, to

grow a orop of beans; and yet, even if I add
the nitrogen and water and make the min-
eral plant food soluble, I cannot hope to
grow a crop on the walls of my house. In
brief, a chemical analysis of soil is only one of
several means of determining the value of
land, and in the general run of cases it is of
very secondary importance.

How can the texiure of lands be improved?

In general, by three means,—by judicious

plowing and tillage, by the incorporation of

bhumus, and by the use of underdrains. The
value of simple tillage or fining of the land
as a means of increasing its productivity was
first clearly set forth in 1733 by Jethro Tull,
in his “New Horse Hoeing Husbandry.”
The premises upon which Tull founded his
system are erroneous. He supposed that
plant roots actually take in or absorb the fine
particles of earth, and, therefore, the finer
and more numerous these particles are, the
more luxuriantly the plants will grow. His
system of tillage, however, was correct, and
bis experiments and writings have had a
most profound influence. If only one book
of all the thousands which have been written
on agriculture and rural affairs were to be
preserved to future generatione, I should
want that honor conferred upon Tall's
“ Horse Hoeing Husbaodry.” It marked
the beginning of the modern application of
soicailfc metheds to agriculcure, and pro-
muigated a system of treatment of the land
which, in ite essentinl principles, is now ac-
dapred by every good farmer, and ihe appre-
siation of which muat increase to the end of

time. - These discarsive remnarks will, I

hope, emphasize the importance which simple

¢il'age hoids in agricaltural praotice,
Farmers 49 not appreciate the imporiance
of hamus as an amelistor of land. In farm
 fands, it is usually supplied in the form of

manures, When humus is absent, sandy
soils become too loose and leachy and het,
and clay soils bake and become lumpy. The
different physical characteristics of our
samples 1 and 2 are largely due to the great-
er amount of humus in the good soil, and yet
we have seen that the chemist pronounced
the other soil richer in native plant food

The writer has much of this hard unpro-
ductive land, like sample 1. What is to be
done with it? To cover it with commercial
fertilizer would be of little benefit. It muab
firat be put In a fit condition for the growing
of crops. A crop of clover ploughed under
would quickly improve it, but the land is
newly planted to orchard and he does not
care to seed it down. The next course Is
stable manure. Of this enough can be had
to cover - the hardest spots. For the rest,
catch or cover crope maat be nsed. Follow-
ing beans or potatoes, he can sow rye and
plow it under very early in the spring. Now
and then he can use a fall crop of sowed corn
or oats or something of the kind. Aftrer a
time, he may be able to get the land in such
a condition of tilth as to secure an occasional
stand of crimson clover. This practice, con-
tinued judiciouely for a few years, ought to
radicslly change the character of the land;
but all this will be of little avail unless the
ploughing and cultivation—which are now so
inadequate—can be done in a timely and in-
telligent way. All this will take time and
patience, He wishes that there wers some
short-cut and 'lazy way of improving this
land by making some application of fertilizer
to it, but there is not. The most he can do
is to slowly bring it into such condition that
it will pay to put concentrated fertilizers on
it. In short, the first step in the enrichment
of unproductive land is to improve ils physi-
cal condition by means of careful and thorough
tillage, by the addition of humus; and perhaps
by underdrainage. It must first be put in
such condition that plants can grow in it.
After that, the addition of chemical fertilizers
may pay by giving additional or redundant
growth—L. H. BAILEY, of Cornell Exp. Sta.

Although texture of the soil, by the latter,
is somewhat technical i* is written so inter-
estingly and simply that anyone can read it
with pleasure and profit.

Texture of the Soll.

““People talk of worn out soil. Thereisno
such thing as wornout soil. The parental
wealth of mother earth is almoet beyond
computation. Within eight inches of the
surface there are 3,000 Ibs. of nitrogen, 4,000
tbe. of phosporie acid and 16,000 ibs. of pot-
ash to the acre. And still, continued Dr.
Roberts, of Cornell, in an address before a
farmer’s institute, sarcastically, althaugh we
have this enormous amount of wealth there
in the soil, we go to Germany to buy potash
froms the mines. It is about as sensible as
it would be to go to town to buy condensed
milk while the cow in the stable is running
milk from the udder. But this does not
end the store of wealth. In the second eight
inches below the surface there are 4,000 lba.
of nitrogen, 1,800 of phosphoric acid and
6,800 of potash. We do not even have to
dig down to bring up this fertility. All we
have to do is to send the roots of the clover
iown into the soil. We can go and do
something else while the root does the work.

Why is it then that we do not get better
crope? It is because sufficient plant food is
oot iminediately available. The great factor
of improved farming is to make this food
available by breaking up the ground, separ-
ating the soil particles, smiting the earth.
We must smite and smite hard and persis-
tently and intelligently to make old mother
earth give up her riches.

There are three -principles in farming.
first, tillage; second, tillage; third, tillage.

Plow eo frequently that the plowshare will
get hot. Keep the hot plowshare going and
the end will be a mulch on the surface that
will make available plant food, there will be
a conservation of moisture and the plant
sced will be rendered comfortable.

To get humas in the soil is the most im-
portant element in crop production. If
there is anything that should be emphasized
it is this. To this end always have the
ground covered with some growing crop.
As soon as one crop comes off put another in
its place. Have two growing at once. In
our ccuniry we have practised growing
crimson clover in the corn with the last cul-
tivation, but we found that this clover drew
80 much pitrogen from the sub-soil that the
subsequent crop of oats was too rank in the
straw. We are now sowing rape with the
last cultivation of corn, as this plant does
not draw nitrogen but’it does bring up phos-
phoric acid. In any case keep the ground
covered with crop of some kind. Sow mul-
len geeds, anything rather than have the land
left bare.

The whole thing boiled down is this. Put
up the plow as the emblem of all that is
good in agriculture. Use the plow to thor-
oughly pulverizz the land. So many plows
are made as if they were intended to go
through eggs without breaking them. An-
other important matter is the proper appli-
cation of manure. Apply thinly on the sur-
face where plants are growing. If it is too
dry wet it. Finally see that there is a clov-
er crop everywhere and all the time, Get
an abundauce of humus into the surface of
the soil, and have the surface thoroughly
pulverized.

In Case of Fire.

In case of fire, if the burning articles are
at once splashed with a solution of salt and
nitrate of ammonia an incombustible coating
is formed. This ie a preparation which can
be made at home at a trifling cost and should
be kept on hand. Dissolve 20 pounds of
common ealt and 10 pounds of nitrate of am]
monia in seven gallone of water. Pour- this
into quart bottles of thin glass, and fire gren-
ades are at hand ready for use. Theee bottles
must be tightly corked and sealed to prevent
evaporation, and in the case of fire they must
be thrown near the flames so as to break
and liberate the gas contained. At least
two dozen of these bottles should be ready
for an emergency.

In this connection it is well to remember
that water on burning oil scatters the fiame,
bat flour will extinguish it. Sait thrown
upon a fire if the chimney is burning will
help to deaden the blaze.

If the fire once gets under headway, a
covering becomes necessary. A eilk hand-
kerchief moistened and wrapped about the
mouth and nostrils prevents suffocation from
smoke. Failing this, a piece of wet flannel
will answer.

Should smoke fill the room, remember that
it goes first to the top of the rotm and then
to the floor.
