Jumber valued at $3,406,406, duty free,
which by law was subjéct to a duty of
25 per cent, Nor did all this lumber
go to the western farmers by .any
means. Montreal took, $1,458,539 of it.
and Toronto $851,879 of it.

The U.8. tede-al eemlmport rzeently
issued, shows that during the last ten
vear$ the decrease in the rate of deaths
from -tubereular diseases - has fallen
18.7 per eent., or from 1969 deaths per

general death rate in the same perfod
declined 9.7 per cent., or.from 16,550 per
million to 14,950.

Thus it will be noted. that! the de-
crease in the death rate for tdbercular
digeases has .been twice as great . as
that .of the general death rate, which
irdicates that the..sp Sa.l and wide-
1y extended warfare against consump-
tion is having an appreciable effect. .

These figures correspond with thoae
issued by ‘the health authorities in
New Jersey. In the twenty-eight years,
from 1879 to 1907, the death-rate from
tubercular dlseaeea in this state was
reduced from 27.32 per 10,000 population
to 16.67, and for the past filve years this
rate has been driven downward slow-
ly but steadily. v

The law passed by this year's legis-
lature compels the “aglng of this war
more vigorously. and more extensively
than ever befare, ” Tt “compéls every;
county to providé for the isolation,
the care and the ‘treatment of all ‘tu-
bercular patients, and it requires the
removal of every centre of tuberculosis
contagion to some safe Place.

What effect this law will have re-
maine to be seen., but the reasonable
dunferencelis that if the crusade partial-
1y ecarried as during the past thitty
odd years has materially rediiced the
death-rate from this disease, a broad.
thoro - anergetic campaign will give
proportionate results.
