GANED BY BRI

Thirty-Seven ' German = Machines
Brought Down in Fights
Over Enemy Lines.

London, Sept. 16.—Sunday along
the British front in France was char-
acterized by vicious air fighting. The
weather had improved and the airmen
were up in large numbers. The Bri-
tish aviators brought down 87 hostile
machines, At least 28 of them were
totally destroyed. Sixteen of the Bri-
tish machines failed to return.

These .aerial’operations are. describ-
ed in an official communication to-
night as follows:

“On Sept. 15, with improving wea-
ther, there was a marked increase of
aerial activity. Enemy machines were
encountered in large formations on the
German side of the line and there were
manyicombats,

“Twenty-hine hostile airplanes were
destroyed in the air fighting during
the day and seven were driven down
out of control., In addition a large
epemy night bombing machine was
brought down after dark. Sixteen of
cur machines are missing, including
two night flying airplanes.

“Four. enemy airdromes were suc-
cessfully attacked and heavily bomb-
ed, one by day and three by night.
During the 24 hours, thirty tons of
bombs were dropped hy us.

“Our balloons took advantage of the
clear atmosphere to send down many
useful observations, and our airplanes
engaged in reconnoissance, photog-
raphy and observ ation for arnller')'
fire carried out much valuable work.

Indemnity Question,

It could not be more clearly set forth
thun it was by von Payer last week that
Germany intended to pay no indemnity
to Belgium, Balfour continued, He indi-

cated, the foreign secretary said, that
Germany did not belleve in the’ prin-
ciple of indemnities, and yet at the same
time she was squeezing millions of dol-
lars out of Russia,

“This,’ the speaker went on, ‘‘was for
the wrongs Russia. is suvpoled t have

e Germany, How can t ngs

compared with the dovuuﬂon and
ruln which Germany is wreaking on Rus-
sia now?’

Regarding the question of colonies, Sec-
retary Balfour said :

“The colonies are one question on
which there is no misunderstanding, We
st:nd on one side and Germany on the
other,”

Reéferring to the lack of - conecerted
effort by the central powers, as empha-
sized by the von. Payer speeches and the
Austrian note, the foreign seécretary
pointed- to the clumsiness of German
diplomacy,

“The (German,’”’ he added, ‘‘excels In
direct, simple brutality, but when he
tried\to dress in President Wilson's
clothes. or tries to act as Presldent Wwil-
son would act, he is clumsy."”

The foreign secretary continued : ‘Von
Payer made a Jong speech last 'veek. in
which he gave utterance to words which
were perfectly explicit and quite unmis-
takable, Take Belgium for example. The
phrase he use a very curious one, but
1 suppose it is intended to mean that
Germany feel¥ that ‘she really must re-
store Belgian independence. She does
not say what she is going to do to re-
store Belgian prosperity or that indemni-
ties are to be given to the coufitry she
wasted, brutauzed and ravaged.

No Justice to Belgium,

“But it seems that if Belgium will con~
sent to make certain modifications In
her internal arrangements she is to be
allowed to get back her independence,
“Explieit tho it be, it explicitly refuses
that which we think obviously. just,
namely, restoration of and indemnity to
Belgium, which has been so monstrously
treated.

“Von Payer stated that the German
boundaries should remain intact, which,
of course, means that Germany will keep
Alsace-Lorraine, How are conversations
going to’ set that right? There are no
misunderstandings petwoen the belliger-
ents on that score.

Balfour recalled that von Payer said
the Brest and Bucharest treaties should
stand, and declared :

““There i no misunderstanding there,

<+ WAR SUMMARY

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

On the front north of Salonica the
allies have declared an important of
fensive against Bulgaria. They have
launched their attacks in two seciors.
In the first, assisted by Frenca trdops,
Serbians have carried the powerful
Bulgarian positions of Vetrenik, ‘Dob-
ropolje, and Sokal, and in the second
sector British apd Greek trosps have
carried the first and second Buigarian
positions on a ten-mile stretch of
the Doiran-Vardar front. In this last
named operation, the allies 1pok 800
prisoners, showing th the Bulgar-
jans - had thinly “hel heir positiuns.
They have probably had to seud troops
to watch the Turks and also to help
the Germans and Austrians. The al-
lies are hiow seizing their opportuniy
for action and, according to A. J. Bal-
four, British foreign secretary, these
operations are a prelude to an impor-
tant offensive, bringing  greater
triumphs in which British and Greek
troops will take an equal and glorious
part,

The allies have made extensive pre-
parations for their offensive. Greece
has 200,000 ‘men under arms'a.nd will
add 100,000 to the number. . The Ser-
blans have reorganized and rsinforced
their army. Britain and France have
contributed powerful forces. The
French and Italian effort in Alhania on
the left wing of this lengthy front of
over 200 miles, has attracted the bulk
of the Austrian reserves in e near
east for a counter-offensive and the
enemy appears to have fallen into a
condition of easy confldence In regard
to Ris position north of Salonica. Thus
the .conditions are favorable for a
powerful atta,ck.‘ !

1t thus appears that the allies have
decided shor‘t)ley to eliminate Bulgaria.
This country, by casting in Her lot
with Germany, has stood in the way
of the allies in an important theatre
of the war. By controiling the Dan-
ubé, Bulgaria has debarred the allies
from direct communication xith
southern Russia, notably tne Ukra'ne,
and has given the Germans naval con-
trol of the Black Sea. The sudden
reduction of Bulgaria tfo impotence
would serve vastly to weaken Ger-
many in the east. It would assist the
allies materially in affording direct
support to Russia and would hand
over to them the control of Odessa.
It would also cut off Turkey from di-
rect communication with Germany
and induce her collapsé. In addition,
in order speedily to. win the war, it
is essentia] for_ the allies to strike
the enemy hard everywhere, Only
by vigorous actiop can a speedy and
lasting peace be, secured. These are
some of the reasons for allied action
jn this theatre of the war.

In Lorraine the Am-
ericans consolidated their newly won
positions before Metz and eéngaged
in patrol encounters with the Ge;

mans, In the Vosges the enemy
showed agitation or preparations for
an offensive by increasing his artil-
lery fire against the Americans. The
Americans, however, may' contemplate
an early attagk into Alsace to ac-
company their pressure against Metz.
On the British front, the British sec-
ond army under General Plumer in-
creased its pressure in Belgium
making !llgrt advances in‘the region
of Ploegsteért and Ypres.

In
this matter the United States Govern-
ment is acting, for obvious reasons,
as the spokesman -of ‘tHe'" otWer allied
governments. The promptness of the
American answer seérves to elimifiate
the proposal as a matter for general
discussion and to stop discussions in
allied pacifist newspapefs, tending to
encourage the enemy.

Hon. W. F. Massey and
Sir Joseph Ward
Speak.

A civic luncheon was tendered at
the King Edward Hotel yesterday to
Rt. Hon. W. F. Massey of New /Zea-
land and Sir Joséph Ward, attorney-
general. The ministers both proclaim-
ed the doctrine of impeyial federation,
the former being prepared to go even
further than most statesmen in this
direction. Mayor Church presided
and among thaose present were, Sir
Williamm Hearst, Hon, George §. Hen-/

, minister of agriculture; Hon. W.
D. McPherson, provincial secretary;
Mayor Church and the city council;
Hon. - Robert Rogers, Lord Nevill,
General Bickford; Archbishop Mathe-’
son, primate of Canada; the Arch-
bishop of Westminster; C. A. Bogert,
president of thé board of trade; Chief
of Police Grasett and Commissioner

"Richards of the Salvation Army.

Premier Massey in the course of his
speech, after urging a perpetual trade
tariff between the British Empire and
its Dominions, said:

“Now is the time, when this war
has brought out the iftherent and best
qualities, to bring about a patriofic
policy for the imperialistic, commer-
cial, industrial and’ social unification
of the empire for all time to come.

“Some politicians say that we
have not gone far enmough in our
imperial ‘policy. That may be; but
1 am confident that we are on the
right way. Constitutions are ™ not
made in a day,, Thé  constitution
of the British Empire has taken hun-
dreds of years to bring to its pre-
sent consistency. It will take many
years more to develop an impérial
constitution that will be perfect
and agreeable to all concerned.

“Hitherto the British Empire has
been kept together by sentiment. This
speaks well for the stren h of that
sentiment. But for the fufure some-
thing more than that is required.”

A perpetual tariff between the
mother country and the dominions and
dependencies would bring about in-
creased commercial strength, he claim-
ed.

The speaker had his doubts about
the present war being the last. Civil-
ization, it seemed, has advanced very
little during the past 2000 years and
therefore the empire must be cement-
ed together, so that if war did, as-
sail the world again zrita.ln would be
able to meet it arme

“The British constitution,” said the
premier, “has provided us with the
privileges we now enjoy. But we
must go further. While preserving our
autonomy, we must insist upon over-
seas representation in the jmperial
¢abinet. This 'we are entitled to. Some
oppositionists tothismay advance the
‘financial difficulties which would un-
“Woubtedly obtsrude were this to come
sabout, but 1 say to them that these
‘difficulties will be met and overcome
and that the overseas dominions will
gladly pay their just dues.”

Must Have a Voice,

Sir Joseph Ward, :-who followed, de-
clared that never more must a dozen
or twenty men in the heart of the em-
pire be allowed to say what the em-
pire shall do in time of imperial peril.
“Prom now on,” he said, “the over-
seas dominions must have a voice in
the policy of the empire in s0 far as
it affects them. We must have a voice
in matters of external defence and
foreign policy. At the present time
the population of Britain's overseas
dominions is over seyenteen and a
half millions. In the next twenty-five
vears the white population of these
dominions will be even greater than
the white population of the TUnited
Kingdom.”

Sir Joseph also expressed his doubts.
as to the sincerity of the “peace feel-
ers’ from Austria. He was inclined
to think they were put forward as
part of Germany’s propaganda of in-
trigue.

a move.

“Government - ownership of rail-
ways,” he said, “implies government
operation which is akin to political
operation which is /destructive finan-
cialy and morally.”

Speaking further of reconstruction
his lordship believes that it will be a
huge undertaking. He hoped that
long before hostilities ceased the Gov-
ernment of Canada would have made
complete arrangements for the de-
mobilization of troops and for the re-
habilitation of those now fighting.

The report as presented was
the final one, and included three new
services—national thanksgiving, fam-
ily and children’s services.

At the afternoon session, the time
was taken up in dealing with the pre-
face of the prayer book. On account
of the difficully many strangers had
to find the places in the prayer book
when attending service in the Church
of England, it was proposed to place
a set of directions in front of the book,
explaining how to find the places.

A lengthy discussion took place as
to whether the Canterbury lectionary
should be used in place of the table
of lessons now in use. The commit-
tee nded that the Canterbury
lectionary should‘be used and in so
doing started many amendments up to
the chairman’s One advantage
of it was said to be the use of the ec-
clesiastical year instead of the calen-
dar year, as is done in the ttish,
American and English churches. Other
reasons advanced for the use of the
Canterbury lectionary, were simpi-
city, completeness, continuity and
brevity. :

Rev. Dyson Hague brought in a
motion in regard to the lessons as
outlined in the lectionary. “The grea!
maJjority of church people, I am sorry
to say, only come to church once on a
Sunday and so only hear one lesson.
This lectionary goes on the assump-
tion that lessons will be read daily
in church, which in the average church
they never are. I therefore move that
permission be given the incumbent to
use an alternative lesson in the
;morning and any of the lessons for the
week days following. I think the elas-
ticity of the American church in this
respect is fine.”

High Church Loses.

A discussion arose over the use of
the words “mattins’” and “evensong”
in place of “morning” and “evening”
prayer. They were in use in England,
but the feeling was that many
in Canada  would not under-
stand them and pain would be caused.
“Why cause needless pain?”’ asked
Rev. Dygon Hague. “The terms
‘matting’ is an old monkish term, used
for a service held at one in the morn-
ing when the sleepy ecclesiastics roll-
ed from their unwilling beds to go
thru a servicé in Latin that had no
connection with our beautiful morn-
ing ‘prayers.’

The motion was made, after much
discussion, that the words “morning
prayers” and “evening prayers” be
used as the wording at the head of
the tables of lessons, in place of
“mattins” and “evensong.” It was car-
ried unanimously in the lower house,
but in the upper house a ballot had
to be taken and for a few minutes
the decision rested by a thread, but
in the end the low church party won
out.

A message from unofficial sources
reports the death in action of Major
George H. Musgrove, D.S.0., who want
overseas with the 48th Highlanders
from Toronto in 1914, He leaves a
widow and lttle son at Hanhover, Ont.
He was a veteran of the South Afri-
can war, and had heen wounded in
1915 ,at the battle of Festubert.

Lieut. H. M. Firstbrook, of 91 Ingle-
wood drive, Moore Park, reported at
the week-end as wounded in *hc ab~
domen, i{s doing well. A message giv-
ing this news has been received by his
father, W. A. Firstbrook.

Major F, A. McGiverin, M.C., cabled
vesterday from a London hospital
stating that he was wounded, but. not
seriously.

 Mr, Bgifour is the first statesman of
promingfice to comment on the Aus-
trian“note and he gives it scant con-
sideration.

Premier Massey of New Zealand is
a -vigorous speaker, and’ in his ad-
drm at the clvie lungheon yesterday
gpoke ‘in a downright way’ of certain
"problems with which' some other
statesmen are inclined to deal only
by intimation. He believes that there
must be a closer union between the
self-governing states of the empire
for wer, peace, trade and even finance.
Human nature, he fears, has not
changed a great deal in the last six
thousand years and the empire must
be better prepared for war in the. fu-
ture than she has been in the past.
At the same time he ind his colleague,
Sir Joseph Ward, were one in de-
claring that “fifteen or twenty men in
Downing street” should not havas the
power of ‘“plunging the empire into
‘war.”

Mr. Massey, however, is not in fa-
vor of an imperial parliament and a
federated empire right away. A con-
stitution, he sald, could not be made
in a day, but the past two'years had
seen great constitutional changes, The
sclf-governing nations were now| rep-
resented in a war cabinet, and he
would have them continue to be repre-
sented in an imperial cabinet., The
duties, functions and powers of this
cabinet he would no doubf leave to
peaceful evolution. But he more than
intimated that the various states of
the empire, while retaining their au-
tonomy in domestic affairs, must act
as a unit in determining the foreign
pollcy'ot the empire and the suprems
issues of peace and war. Both 'he and
Sir Joseph Ward are strong for an
intra-imperial preferential tariff, anad
Mr., Massey went so far as fo sug-
gest that all the ‘mations’ of the em-
pire must contribute to empire naval
defence.

The apparent conflict between the
statemen‘s of*Sir Robert Borden ahd
Mr. Massey as to the “constitutionai.
chn es” that have .been Lrought

it in the past two years may be
explained by the fact that no binding
action has been “aken by any of the
overseas nations in respect to the re-
cent inclusion of their prime minis-
ters in the war cabinet. The various
prime ministers from overseas, as a-
matter of fact, have taken their places
in such a. cabinet, but net as the re-
sult of any mandate from their re-
spective parliaments, They were ‘ree
to enter and they are freé¢ to with-
draw, and from “he standpoint of the
lawyer it is quite permissible to say
that no “constitutional change” hai
taken place.

On the other hand the whole Bri-
tisir Constitution has been evolved
from actually doing <¢hings rather
than by any, formal agreement to have
new institutions, An “imperial cab~
inet” without an imperial parliament
to which it is responsible may bte an
anomaly. But the British mind has
never been disturbed by anything of
that kind, and, as Macaulay puts it,
“never does away with an anomaly
because it is an anomaly.”

Perhaps Premier Masscy is “rave!-
ing faster than many would cave to
g0, but he proclaims himself as oc-
cupying a middle position between
the extremists who demand a feder-
ated empire with an imperial parlia-
ment, and the extremisls who favor
the immediate disintegration of “he
British Empire. Between these two
extremes, howgver, there is a gowd
deal of territory in which many may
find an abiding place. An imperial
cabinet with jurisdiction over foreign
affairs—war, peace, trade and finance
—would so closely approximate an
imperial pa-liament that one is sur-
|prised to find the New Zealand pre-
mier reluctant to take the last and
logical step toward the goal Aor which
he is headed. .

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VESSEL TORPEDOED
WITHOUT WARNING

Hundreds of Survivors of

Galway Castle Arrive
at. Plymouth.

Plymouth, Sept. 16.-<Heartrending
scenes weére witnessed here when
hundreds of survivors of the torpe-
doed steamer Galway Castle were
landed at 7 o'clock Thursday morning.
The passengers were mostly women

whole families have been lodt.

Among the survivors were little
tots scarcely able to walk, crying in
vain for their parents, Parents were
searching in all directions for news
of their children, and women were
seeking vainly for their lost husbands;
It mattered nothing that warm, dry
clothing was distributed to take the
place of the seanty attire the sur-
vivors snatched as they left the ship.
Their one thought was to get news
of their relatives and friends.

There seems 'no reason to doubt
the vessel was torpedoed without the
slightest warning. The explosion oc+
curred between the engine-room and
the stokehold, a fact which is takcn
to rule out any_possibility that the
ship struck a mine. ‘%ne explosion
caused comparatively little noise, but
caused the ship to buckle in a most
extraordinary manner. She was in-
jured at the extreme bottom and was
bent and torn clear to the upper deck,
and seemed likely to break in two at
any moment. b

MONSTROUS THING
T0 FLOUT PROPOSAL

Manchester Guardian Favors
Some Expression of
Views.

Manchester, Eng., Sept. 16.—The
Guardian, discussing the Austrian
peace note, asks if the central powers
would be willing to restore the coun-
tries they have over-run, reverse the
Brest-Litovsk treaty set Russia free
and leave Poland, Lithunia and the
Ukraine to detéermine their own des-
tinfes. .

“These are among the questions
which the allied governments are en-
titled to ask before consenting to en-
ter upon confidential negotiations,”
The .Guardian declared.

The newspaper considers, howevér,
that it would be a monstrous thing
to flout this proposali as proposals
have been flouted before, “and thinks
the allied governments should request
some expression of views as to the
possibilities of a settlement on suc
lines as those President Wilson and
Premier Lloyd George have laid down.

‘“The fact that dominates the mo-
ment,” adds The Guardian, “is that
the people of both Germany and Aus-
tria are wavering. As the Bavarian
minister of the interior said, many
have hecome faint-hearted and moral
firmness and the resolve to hold out
have waveréd. Let us, above all things,
be careful not te reply in such terms
as will give the waverers fresh resolu-
tion.

S UNABLE .
T0 CHECK FRENCH

Counter-Attacks of Enemy
“Fail; With Terrific
Losses.

‘With the ¥rench Army in France,
Sept. 16.—The sacrifices the Germans
are making to stay the slow and
steady advance of General Mangin's
force toward the Chemin des Dames
are made evident by, the large num-
ber of the enemy dead found on the
field of Saturday’s and Sunday’'s op-
erations. The number of prisoners,
which increased during the day to
more_than 3500, also is very larze for
the length of fromt attacked.

The dead are thickest around Laf~
faux mill and east of VauxaiHon,

where the enemy counter-attacked
violently today in a vain effort to re-
gain the positions he lost Saturday.

General Mangin’s troops not only
maintained all their gains, but push -
ed on from Vauxaillon and captured
the plateau to the southeast, which
gives them ,a vantage ground of grea:
importance. Extending the field of
battle to the south, the French also
made appreciable gains by occupying
Mennejean farm and ground consid-
erably to the east of that position.
Further south they Itook by storm
Hill No. 169, north of Celles-sur-Aisne.

The {Germans came hack repeatedly
in strong force all along this front
and fought stubborsly, but with no
‘other result than to increase their ex-
tremely heavy losses. While these
actions seem to be only details when
compared with the recent larger ope-
rations, their significance appears
clearly from the valiant efforts made
to stop them

‘|a mile. and in places, mgasuring 140

feet in width, hat been discovered east
of Michaud Townlhlp by L. B. and
M. R. Howéy. Two smaller outcrops
were also located,

The iron is located in one of the new
townships in the Lightning River du-
trict.

The finds on the Violet, made on
the 330-foot level recently, are stand-
ing up well according to information
received by The Northern Miner. It
is understood that the development
of the veins has been very satisfac-
tory, particularly the veins .found to
the north of the sh.ft.
