"The cost of necessaries of life is en­
hanced in many cases by the customs 
tariff. The tariff may be protective or 
revenue-producing. If merely protec­
tive it is a question whether an in­
crease in cost of necessaries thereby 
is in pressent circumstances warranted. 
If a particular duty is revenue-pro­
ducing, then it is a question whether 
that revenue cannot otherwise be 
raised and necessaries to that extent 
relieved. The board of commerce can 
inquire into all items making up cost. 
It is specifically authorized to see if the 
tariff is made use of to unreasonably 
enhance prices.

Telegrams were sent out tonight to 
the 4,000 locals of. the union by inter­
national officials of the mine work­
ers, instructing the men to return to 
work immediately, 
with regard to the agreement wl'l be 
sent out tomorrow morning.

Operators tonight predicted full 
sumption of operations Friday and 
shipment of coal from the mines oe- 
ginning Monday morning.

Miners, -operators “and "government 
officials alike 
over the settlement tonight, and ah 
sides appeared confident of a final 
settlement of the fight by the 
mission.

The action today ends a tie-up of 
the coal industry of more 
weeks’ duration and one winch 
more far reaching in its effects than 
any other -in the history of, the coun­
try. As a result of the dfrike the 
country was fast approaching a com­
plete shutdown of industry, anil wide­
spread suffering among its 100,000,- 
CuO inhabitants.

Reds Opposed Settlement.
The decision of the miners 

after many hours of debate in which 
the radical element in the general 
committee made incendiary speeches 
against the operators and others in­
terested in a settlement of the strike 
and for a third time threatened to de­
feat efforts to settle the striae at this 
time. . The conservative element, led. 
bv Acting President John L. Lewis 
and Secretary-treasurer Wn>. -Green, 
gained control ' of the situation this 
morning and succeeded in putting 
down practically all opposition by tne 
time the question came to a vote.

One concession was made to the 
radicals. The convention agreed to 
the calling of a general convention of 
the miners at a future date at which 
time the action of and reasons for the 
general committee will be fully ex­
plained. The opponents of acceptance 
of the president’s pian made their fight 
principally on the theory that only a 
general convention of the mine work­
ers had power to call off the strike.

Members of the general committee 
tonight steadfastly refused to make 
public the name of the delegate who 
cast the one dissenting vote.

•by Attorney-General A. M-tchell Pal­
mer, who first submitted the presi­
dent’s proposal to Acting President 
Lewis and Secretory-Treasurer Green

The Hydro-Electric Power Commis­
sion, acting under provisions in the 
power commission act, has instituted 
a plan for pénsions, insurance, sick 
benefit and saving arfiong its em­
ployes, according to a statement 
made by : Sir Adam Beck yesterday. 
The cost- of the plan will be borne by 
the commission.

A pension will be paid to a .man. at 
the age of 65, or earlier for permanent 
disability alter at least , fifteen years’ 
service. One-eightieth of the average 
last five years’ salary will be multi­
plied by the number of years’ service. 
At death the plan provides for pay­
ment to the estate of a deceased 
ploye of at least five per-cent, of *1» 
salary for each year he has been 
with the commission.

Women's Saving Plan.
The saving plan provides for a sav­

ings account for each woman employe 
of the commission as they do not 
come under the pension or insurance 
scheme. The women will receive when 
they leave, five per cent, of each 
year’s salary.

The sick benefit scheme provides 
for the payment of benefits to sick 
employee together jwith certain medi­
cal supervision and provision for the 
Increase In the amount paid under - 
the workmen’s compensation act plan 
to equal those under the sick benefit 
in the case of injured employes.

The whole scheme will come into 
operation, as from November 1, but the 
question ad to whether it will tie fur­
ther retroactive will come up for con­
sideration again. Heads of depart­
ments are not included In the bene­
fits.

The profits for the same period 
made by the company, while entirely a 
Canadian concern, are shown to be $1,- 
218,902, after all Interest, taxes and de­
preciation for the year had been allowed. 
This merger with a Chicago plant fol­
lowed closely on the Increasing of the 
capital of the Swift Canadian Company 
from $1,500,000 to $5,000,000, the absorp­
tion of the Matthewe-Blackwell plant 
with three branches in Canada by the 
Allied Packers Inc., and the working ar­
rangements recently made with Chicago 
interests by the Harris Abattoir and 
Gunns Limited.

For the past two weeks Mr. Lundy has 
been quietly gathering first-hand finan­
cial reports and" arranging question­
naires, and will thqroiy dissect these 
mergers and alliapces.

Controlled by Chicago,

F. W. Peasnali, manager of the To­

ronto Hydro-Electir system, was sub­
jected to considerable criticism at an 
animated meeting of the joint Wood­
bine Heights, Danforth Park and 
Eastdale Ratepayers’ 
held in Gledhill Mission, Gledhill ave., 
last night to discuss the delay in in­
stalling Hydro lights. W. Curtis oc­
cupied the chair.

“Class legislation,” “stalling” and 
camouflaging” the ratepayers and 
similar remarks were hurled at the 
Hydro representative by members, 
many bf whom were on their feet at 
the same time. An excuse made by 
Mr. Peasnali that there is a shortage 
of skilled linemen was contradicted 
by Wm. Miller, Woodbine Heights, 
who claimed on the authority of J. 
T. Gunn of the Electricians’ Union, 
that there are at present 25 skilled 
linemen walking the streets out of 
employment and that the Hydro will 
not pay sufficient wages.

Mr. Peasnali said “the sole reason 
the installation is held- up is the con­
struction work. The York township 
council put thru the request for thes 
installation hut there are a lot of 
details to be seen to and the poles 
have already been delivered.” (Laugh­
ter.) Continuing, Mr. Peasnali said: 
“Our linemen are paid as high as any 
other similar workmen in Ontario and 
I cannot make any definite promise 
when our men, wtfo are working at 
full pressure, can proceed with the 
work. We have not sufficient power 
at present owing to the heavy de­
mand and no satisfaction could be 
given with an extension to the put- 
side districts where the light would be 
of ' necessity very dim. 
some of the people in the district may 
foe supplied by Christmas. There are 
274 houses to be supplied in the 
Woodbine Heights district and the 
street lighting will have to remain 
until the dwellings are served.”

Waiting Six Years
T. Corlett pointed- out that the Dan­

forth Park district has been waiting 
for light for six years and that Mr.

even see the light of day at the board 
otf control meeting yesterday. It wi.l 
be presented in due form to the city 
council at their regular meeting on 
Monday next. The mayor, in the 
meantime, has “passed the buck" to 
the provincial board of health and 
put the entire responsibility on the 
government department, taking the 
ground that Dr. McCullough^ letter 
entirely removes the matter of adult 
compulsory vaccination from the hands 
of the pity officials and places the 
matter in the government jurisdiction. 
The mayor yesterday issued the fol­
lowing statement :

“The letter with regard to vaccina­
tion was addressed to the mayor per­
sonally, and he in laying it before the 
city council at its next meeting on 
Monday, the 15th Inst., as the act says 
the municipal council must pass the 
resolution.

“This is a matter entirely now for 
the provincial board of health, as the 
city council declined on two occa­
sions to pass a resolution, and are on 
record in this connection.

‘The city solicitor advises me that 
I have no power to issue a prodlama.- 

, tion. The resolution muet be passed 
I first by thé city council under section 

1 of the act.
‘The question of vaccination is not 

a municipal one, but is a provincial 
one. The law Is a provincial statute 
and not a municipal statute in th.la 
connection.

Society of Engineers, in reply to a 
statement alleged to have been made 
by Herbert Lewis in an evening paper 
in Toronto, states, that Mr. Lewis has 
misunderstood the real intention of 
the forthcoming convention ox the A. 
S. E. in England, and that it will not 
so sever its connection with America 
as to force the members of the A. S. E. 
in Canada and the United States to 
join the International Association of 
Machinists. The A. S. E., says Mr. 
Doolan, cannot force its membership 
in America to get out, because the 
Canadian members could still send 
contributions to England and receive 
benefits to which they are entitled.

“Evidently Mr, Lewis is not aware 
! that A. S. E. delegates from Toronto 
I were present at conference of the 
; I- A. M. In Washington, and that a 

verbatim report wag recorded of all 
statements made there,” he said.

“I was with the British delegation 
while they were in this city, and I 
can assure Mr. Lewis that those men 
were diplomats, and would not express 
an opinion on the subject at stake 
until they gave their report to the 
special convention in January.

“It Is time that the I. A. M. officials 
( understood the attitude of the A. S. E. 
I members on the question of assimila­

tion by the American union. A special 
A- S. E. convention is to take place 
in January af London, Eng., to deal 
with the report of the delegation which 
has recently visited this continent.

“Should that convention decide that 
the A. S. E. cease to operate as an 
indus trial organization on the i conti­
nent it cannot compel us to relinquish 
our membership In the organization, 
for our membership is a contract 
which cannot 'be broken by any con­
vention. Altho the branches here could 
be closed, we could still send our con­
tributions to England and receive our 
benefits from there when entitled to 
them. They could' not force us to 
join the I. A. M. and we shall not 
throw away the substance for the 
shadow. There Is no comparison be­
tween the British unions and the 
American Federation of Labor and 
affiliations. The I. A. M. has exposed 
its weakness during the past year.

“We will take the case of the metal 
trades strike in Toronto. The I. A. M. 
were the most active in calling for 
the strike In May, and before the 
strike was over they proved to be the 
weakest unit in 
During the early part of the strike 
the union did not meet its obligations, 
for the members did not get strike 
■pay when it was due. The result was 
that a large number went, back to 
work 'before the strike was over. The 
A. S. E. went out on strike in sym­
pathy with the I. A. M. and kept a 
clean record. In return the I. A. M. 
showed their ingratitude by refusing

McCullough relative to vaccination 
only because he was forced to do so 
thru the exigencies of the vaccina­
tion act and that when the new ses­
sion of the provincial house con­
vened in February, the new govern­
ment would consider amendments to 
the act, giving more personal liberty 
to the citizen.

An Enthusiastic Meeting 
The meeting while not latge was 

decidedly enthusiastic. Among those 
who spoke were James Simpson, who 
gave a resume of the movement gen­
erally, forecasting a psychological 
progress in favor of the worker in 
the municipal campaign ; Walter 
Brown, aldermanic candidate for 
Ward 8, who advocated assessment 
reform ; W. J. Storey, aldermanio 
candidate for Ward 1, who advocated 
a new hospital for the east end, and 
believed labor should be represented 
on the commission for thq civic street 
railway if appointed, and favored also 
both the Hydro radiais and the pro­
jected arena; R. C. Brown for the 
board of education, who takes defeat 
as he takes his breakfast and be­
lieves a more consistent policy should 
be adopted by the board respecting 
returned men; W. Beamish, who 
decided to run as an anti-vaccina- 
tlonist, and who believed strongly in 
increasing the -salaries of teachers in 
the public schools ; J. E. Fowle. for 
the board of education, who also fav­
ored large increases for the teaching 
staff, and H. Hines, for Ward 2, who 
believed that labor would make his­
tory for Toronto within the next three 
weeks. James T. Gunn spoke also and 
Roy Hughes presided.

No Liking, for Compulsion.
“I am in favor of vaccination my­

self, but I do not like compulsory 
methods. The law Is there as it is, 
and if the anti - vaccinationists desire 
a change they should go to Queen’s 
Park and the legislature. There, and 
there only, is the proper place to get 
any change made, as it is a govern­
ment bill and not a private bill.

“I am sending Dr. McCullough a 
reply, enclosing the action of the city 
council. The city council have power 
to reconsider * their former resolution 
if some member of the counc.l who 
voted in the affirmative asks for re­
consideration in the usual way.

“I am not in the habit of attending 
the local board of health, nor do I 
attend any of the committees of coun­
cil meetings.’*

It is very unlikely the" council will 
on Monday order the proclamation 
issued, but will instead pass a resolu­
tion asking the government Imme­
diately. by an order- ln-council if 
necessary, to so alter the act as to 
abolish the compulsory clauses. Dr. 
McCullough, realizing all this, and also 
that the council are adverse to’ his 
views on vaccination, has placed the 
whole matter in the hands of the 
solicitor to his department, H. M. 
Mowat. It is not likely Mr. Mowat 
will take any action before or after 
the meeting of council on Monday and 
exactly what course he will pursue is 
very doubtful. He is up against a big 
proposition—to compel a city council 
to do something they do not want to 
do. The aldermen fully realize law is 
law, but titte majority of them simply 
dare not vote for compulsory vaccina­
tion, in view of the near approach of 
the elections. A mandamus would 
further complicate the situation and 
would not help matters. It would put 
up the backs of the aldermen and 
would undoubtedly be taken to the 
privy council on the ground that the 
act was ultra vires. Altho com­
promise is out of the question, there 
are elements at work trying to pre­
vent a serious break between the city 
and the provincial authorities. Dr. 
Hastings says he has washed his 
hands of the adult compulsion order. 
It’s a purely provincial business, he 
said, and the provincial authorities 
can settle it as best they may.

John Hallam’s Worthy Son.
Blackwood’s Magazine and The 

Times have introduced him to the 
reading world as P. I. X. and the 
Blackwood publishing house has sent 
forth a book of his sketches In the 
magazine and the newspaper under 
the title of “The Spider Web: The 
Romance of a Flying-boat W.ir 
Flight.”

He is the son of the late Aid. John

Library. He is the product of Lan­
cashire character and Toronto virility. 
One reviewer has already called "The 
Spider Web’’ an “intensely interesting 
book.” It is indeed—and infinitely 
more. You see a poignant or a funny 
scene in a play—intensely interesting, 
perhaps because true to life, or a gr 
tesque exaggeration of life.
Spider Web’’ is true to a phase of the 
war, as surely as a close-up is true 
to the passion, the beauty, the defect 
of a face. But, if a bull may be in­
voked, it is also a landmark of naval 
history as veritably as Nelson’s tomb 
in St. Paul’s it>, or the Drake mon li­
ment on Plymouth Hoe. Nelson ana 
Drake are dead. “The -Spider Web” 
and Hallam are very much alive.

What would lovers of the sea and 
students of sea power give for a vivid 
word-photograph of Drake's great days 
in the Pacific on the first voyage that 
mortal man made round the world ? 
Who would not be avid for the inti­
mate details of the chase of the Ar­
mada after the immortal game of bowifi 
was finished close to where the statue 
says : “He blew with his winds and 
scattered them’’ ? What would the 
historian grive for such a transcript 
of the living, breathing, speaking Nel-' 
son as you get in "The Spider Web’’ 
of the new alliance between ship’s 
afloat and ships in the air as the 
surest means of destroying the enemy 
hidden in the depths of the sea ?

Admiralty’s Cold Disdain.
If to • Drake and Nelson the sub­

seaplane had Been

to Felixstowe, the base of the flying 
boats that kept watch for and bombed 
Hun submarines in the middle of the 
North Sea. He commanded the Felix­
stowe force—but you scarcely see him 
in the great story, 
patrol operated mainly in an area of 
4,000 square miles, and their lines of 
activity were called The Spider Web.

The revolution in flyirig boats is 
indicated by the difference between 
the first one Hallam traveled in, a 
week before the war, and the Fe.lx- 
stowe Fury, hie last craft. The Ham- 
mondsport flyer had one engine, “al­
leged to develop 60 horsepower.” The 
Felixstowe Fury weighed 15 tons, had 
five engines, of 1,800 horsepower, and 
her wings are in three decks—reminds 
you of the three-deckers of Nelson’s 
time. The depth bombs used on the 
U-boats weighed" i$0 pounds each.

In The Spider Web you don’t merely 
read about the Felixstowe Patrol’s 
work—you live it. One would like to 
take many samples of the Hallam 
style, but one story must suffice, as 
a piece of writing, and incidentally as 
showing that in hunting Huns the new 
chaser’s mind is liable to the same 
mischance as the deer hunter of 
Georgian Bay is—he gets a sort of 
buck fever. Here is the account of 
the adventure which finally proved 
the excellence of the ideas which 
Hallam carried, apparently so futilely, 
to the admiralty.

Buck Fever of the Bombs.
“It was on the fourth patrol, on 

April 16, that BUliken Hobbs, boom­
ing along in the Web at the thous­
and foot level in Old ’61, sighted the 
first enemy submarine.

was gaily navigating along on the 
surface, fully blown, at a position 
twenty miles northeast of the North 
Hinder.

stock breeders at the Winter Fair 
directors' luncheon today because of 
the absence ot Premier Drury, who 
was to have been the speaker, but 
who was unable to come on account 
of illness. It Is possible he may come 
tomorrow.

The emphatic prediction that the 
Canadian draught horses would soon 
come Into their own and would speed­
ily replace the tractor machinery on 
the farms was the prophecy made by 
Hon. Duncan Marshall of Alberta, 
who' addressed the luncheon today, 
the other speakers being Mr. J. G. 
Cridlan, the noted English battle 
Judge, who placed the fat animais at 
the Chicago International Show last 
week, and also officiated this morn­
ing at the Guelph Show In awarding 
the grand championship for fat steers.

Greetings From Britain.
Mr. Cridlan brought greetings from 

the mother country to the live stock 
men, and in doing so stated he had 
greatly enjoyed his visit to Guelph this 
week. "At the Chicago show,” he said,
"I was greatly pleased with the splen­
did Hereford and Shorthorn animale 
shown, and here in Guelph the merit- 
able cattle on exhibition are certainly 
worthy of a f.ner building.” ■ /

tt was news to some present to' know 
that Ireland was responsible for tiie 
embargo on Canadian cattle. Mr. 
Cridlan, referring to Hon. Dr. Tolmle’e 
address yesterday, stated that the ques­
tion was a big*er one. “The British 
government put the embargo on in or­
der tb induce Irish breeders to compete 
for the English market and premiums 
were offered," said the speaker.

May Remove Embargo.
“At the same time I think our gov­

ernment will, in the course of time,- if 
better animals are produced hère, ra-, 
move the embargo. Personally such 
a move would benefit me, and I think 
it would be better for business for 
our great empire.”

The speaker said he had often heard 
of Guelph and the big show hero 
and had also received literature from 
the O. A. C, which he found very 
interesting, and was pleased to learn 
that thru this seat of agricultural 
learning such progress was being 
made to produce good farmers.

Marshall’s Prsdiotion.
Hon. Duncan Marshall paid tribute 

to the men who make the Guelph 
show and any other show, the men 
who breed and raise the animails that 
are shown. "They are the men on 
the job,” he said, "who deserve our 
thanks. I believe that the next tea 
years will see more progress made in 
the world in the breeding of live stock 
than In any other previous ten years. 
Every live stock association in the 
world is making efforts to breed bet­
ter animals than It was ever thought 
possible a few years ago. I also 
believe that the next ten years wi.l 
see a greater advance made in all 
departments of agriculture aad that 
more boys will be fitted for farming 
than ever before In a like period. The 
men and women of our country are 
waking up to the value of knowing the 
business of the land.’’

Continuing, he stated that he 
not very much alarmed for the future 
of live stock. “There is a world de­
mand for food and live stock,
Canada will have to begin 
march forward as she should 
make this country the most desirable 
place in the world for one to build up 
a home, and the place to build that 
home is out on the farm.”

Wili.li audience at Massey Hall listened to a 
distinguished daughter of France as 
she toid of the intimate things that 
enter into the life of her country people 
and summarized ideals which go into 
what she termed “the soul of France.”

Madame Cxemenceau Jacquemaire,
•who was introduced by the Hon. 
iLionel Clarke, the new lieutenant- 
governor of Ontario, established a pre­
cedent when she gave her address in 
the nature of a conference, remaining 
seated, and appealing to her audience 
as tho in a heart to heart talk in the 
home rather than delivering an address 
in a public halL' The lieutenant-gov­
ernor said he was glad to welcome the 
speaker .especially as the object of the 
meeting was so worthy a one. The 
Pranco-Canadian Society had already 
raised $33,000, which had been sent to 
France, and hoped to raise $60,000 for 
work in the same country. He wel­
comed Madame Jacquemaire on many 
counts—as a distinguished writer, who
