HOLDS THE WEST AS VASSAL.

One of the most extraordinary argu®
ments that have been advanced in favor
of the separate schools clauses of the
autonomy bill was the ingenious con-
tention of Sir William Mulock that
there could be no violation of a right|
¢l that right was created. This is
enuivalent to saying that the North-|
west Territories are vassals of the Do-
minion and must accept as much or as
little freedom of action as the federal
authority is pleased to confer on them,

The terms of the autonomy bill in &
large measure embody the spirit of Sir;
William Mulock’s remarls The new
provinces are stripped of their public
lands and compelled to submit to an
educational system, modeled under the
artistic direction of th‘,z Quebec hier=
archy. These are two serious inroads on
the TFights of provinces and quite in
harmony with the poetmaster‘gencral's{
theory that they have no rights ex-|
i:eptlng those which the Dominion in
its generosity may concede them. They
reduce the principle of provincial rights
{c an absurdity and substitute there-
for the whims of the Dominion govern-
ment.

'This assuredly is not either the spirit
or the létter of the British North ‘Ame-i
rica Act, which provides for & clearly
defined distribution of legislative pow=
ers as between she federal and the pro-
vincial authority. Sir William Mulock’s
argument, that there can be no violation
of a right till a right is created would
Justify any form of limitation cf the
powers of the legislatures of Alberta
and Saskatchewan. The territories will
naturally resent this estimate of their
power and dignity. They are assumed
to be a-vassal state living on the
sufferance of the Dominion government
and entitled to no consideration aside
from what the Dominion may find it
convenient.to extend to them,

The postmaster-general has fallen a
long way from the ideals that governed
him in former days, when he assumes
on the behalf of the Dominion govern-
ment to put up and tear down pro~
vincial rights as the humor takes it.
There are half a million people in thas
Northwest. Territories to-day who would

at Ottawa.

the distinguishing virtues of the Liberal
party in Britain is cledrly seen with
régard to those matters which have a
common interest. Take, for example,
the question of public ownership, which
finds its strongest and malin support
among British Liberals. Was the late
government characterized by any burn=
ing desire to protect provincial rights
and franchises from. the hands of cor-
porations? Did it, {ndeed, advance the
cause of public ownership in the least?
Everyone knows its course cf action
over the Niagara water power, which
might and ghould have been wholly con=
served for the benéfit of the province.
Even the fraction which was secured
for the citizens of Ontario was wrupg
from Premier Ross with the utmost dif-
ficulty and at the point of the sword.

One of the cardinal principles of the
Liberal party of Great Britain is the
right of the people to & free and fair
election. What were the exploits of
Premier Ross and his Iflberal party in
that regard? When he disfranchised
North Renfrew for eighteen months, be-
cause he feared the resuit of a by=-elec-
tion, he exemplified in a highly instruc~
tive manner the value he placed upon
progressive principles. Little wonder
that the electors looking to his past
achievements in that line declined to
permit him to make them the starting
point for still more gross invasions of
public liberties.

Politics in the British party sense
have no true place in the administra-
tion and development of a Canadian
province. There may be difference of
opinion about the wisdom and expedi-
ency of proposed measures having for

| theiy object the upbuilding of the state,

but to talk of reforms in a new and
rising community, as if they bore any
analogy to reforms in an ¢ld country
where the struggle between the privi-
leged classes and the mass of the people
is not yet ended, is wholly misleading
and unsound. If there are reforms
needed in Ontarip at this. moment, the
grievances are either due to the party
which, for more than a generation, held
the reins of power, or the failure to
remove them if they had an earlies
origin lies no less at its door. There is
absolutely no reason in the naturc of
things for the contention that Premier
Whitney is less likely to De a reformer,
if progress by way of reform be neces=
sary, than Premier Ross proved himself
to be.
