New York, Oct. 30.—The White Star Line
steamer Bovic, which arrived to-day from
Liverpool, brought a trotting mare known
as Bertie R., record 2.1214. She is by Wil-

Under the name of Adria she was taken
to France and was put in the slow classes
and won the eyes out of some of the French
speculators.

They
have withdrawn their forces from other
points which they consider, momentarily,
to be of less importance, The ease with
which they re-organizd the German corps,
which was almost annihilated at Elands-
laagte, and Gen. ‘Lucas Mayer's column,
shattered at Talanl Hill, show how great
are their recuperative powers and their fer-
tility of resource.

Admired by Their Enemies. '

The perseverance the Boers have shown
in transporting heavy ordnance and post-
ing it in commanding positions has forced
admiration even from their enemies. Unless
the present attack is merely a feint to oc-
cupy the British while the invaders are
cutfing off communication southward, the
battle which opened this morning may de-
cide the issue of the war, so far as fight-
ing in the open Is concerned, as, unless the
18,000 or 20,000 Boers about Ladysmith are
able to destror the 12,000 British there,
they can hardly hope to cope with Gen.
Buller's army corps: so it may be expected
that the Boers will return to the attack
of Ladysmith after they are beaten off, so
long as they have a gun in position and
men willing to face the British, for they
must be fully cognizant that the hews of
their snecess will bring thousands of sym-
pn&hlzers and adventurers to their stand-
ard.

“We burled him In the cemetery attached
to the English Church at 1 o'clock on
Tuesday morning. There was no coffin.
His body simply was enshrouded in. a
Union Jack, the emblem for which he had
fought so gallantly.

Burial Service Impressive.

“There had been a short burlal service
in the English Church, held an hour grevi-
ously, which was-attended by only a hand-
ful of us. The scene was impressive to a

degree.

“Meanwhile the Boery had established
some semblance of government for the
tcwn, and appointed guard patrols, who
moved around continuously. A proclama-
tlon was issued promising safety to the
well-behaved and ordering all the Inhabi-
tants within doors at 8 o'clock at night.

“The Boers also appointed a magistrate.
His first duty was to deal with some Kaf-
firs who had been arrested the previous
day for looting. Whatever was permis-
sible to the white man was certainly al-
lowable for the Kaffir, and accordingly
Boer justice was meted out to them.

“The Boer commander had been by no
means idle. He blew up with dynamite the
railway bridge close to the British camp.
Scouts were sent to General Lucas Meyer,
informing him of the turn of eveats, and
in response he brought the men who nad
been 'so badly thrashed on Friday back to
Dundee to reinforce General Erasmus.

"Thee‘xoers again came into town on
Tuesday afternoon in large numbers and
sceured more liquor. They became excited
and quarrelsome, and started parading the
streets, singing derisively and mockingly
*Soldiers of the Queen.’

‘“‘Having witnessed the occupation of the
town apd seeing no further good now in
remaining 1. started with two friends—
Dundas Simpson and David Crieg—to seek
more congenial surroundings. But this vas
much” more easily concelved than cariled
out.

GENERAL SIR GEORGE WHITE.

How Britain’s General in Command
at Ladysmith Won the Victoria
Cross — An Irishman,

Sir George White, who is in command of
the Natal forces, is an Irish officer, who,
like many of his race, did all his regimental
gervice and won his way to distinction in
a Highland regiment.- Like General Buller,
he wears that coveted “bit of bronze,” the
Victoria Cross. He won it in Afghanistan,
in the hard-fought battle of Charasiah,
twenty years ago, It is very seldom in
mcdern war that one sees reproduced in
actual fact the incident so frequent in ro-
mance, from the Iliad down to the stories
of chivalry and the modern military novel—
the chiefs of two cpposing forces meeting

in personal and deadly conflict.

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THE NEWS OF THE BOER WAR

Correspondents on the Field_ Not Per-
mitted to go to the Front
During Action.

OFFICIAL BULLETINS THE. RULE.

Information Showing Just What
the “Special Cable” Fakirs
Get for the Publie,

London, Oct. 30.—The war correspond-
ents are not allowed to go to the front
when a battle is Impending in Natal. This
is the reluctant confession which is wrung
from Mr., Burleigh and his colleagues in the
field. The most rigorous censorship of press
despatches which has ever been known at
headquarters in the British army has pre-
vented disclosure of the preliminary man-
oeuvres and arrangement of forces. The

war has been in progress for many days,
but the intelligence walch the London jour-
nals have drawn from their ial corres-

ndents has been meagre and unsatisfae-
ory. Kvery despatch from Ladysmith
shows unmistakable signs of a sweeping
use of the official blue pencil. The cen-
sorship had disarmed the correspondents
before the battle, but they weres confident
that restrictions would be removed when
the contending armies were in line and
ready for action. 'Inis ‘illuslon was dis-
pelled when they were informed that they
must remain in the rear, where they could
not witness whnf)ewu going on in front.
The order may modified as time goes
on, but as it stands it is an embargo upon
the activities of the war correspondent.
it compels him to describe a battle with:
out seeing it, and to obtain his Informa-
tion at second hand from staff officers in

the rear.
The Number There,

The number of correspondents and press
agents now in South Africa is varlously
estimated. It cannot be less than 70 and
it may be as high as two hundred. The
London journals at t expense have
placed a full corps of. trained correspond-
ents in the fleld to describe the war day by
day, ‘and they have not recelved any infor-
mation of real importance which was not
‘anticipated ‘by the War Office bulletins.
They may succeed In securing spirited re-
citals from Mafeking and Kim ey, where
the garrisons are small and the conditions
of press censorshipycan be evaded by the
despatch of special ‘gouriers to the Cape;
but at Ladysmith, where.the bulk of the
British force is centered, they are at the
merey of the headquarters staff. If they
are not allowed to use thelr eyes on the
fighting line, but are compelled to remali
skulking in the rear, the value of thelr
work will be serjously Impaired. Such
descriptions of battle scenes as they are
enabled to give will lack those effects of
impressionist coloring and treatment which
are so conspicuous in the work of men like
Mr.,G. W. Steevens.

Cffice, that the editors of the London jour-
rals were warned in advance, that their spe-
clal representatives in the field would not
be left at liberty either to write or to go as
they pleased.

World...

A subject which is absorbing the atten-
tion of the National Courcil of Women
just now is the condition of the Doukhobor
women of the Northwest. There are in all
pomething like 5000 of these women, and
Mrs. ¥itzGibbcn, who has personally visited
and studied them, gives them a most pleas-
ing reputation. She says they are home
makers first of all, cleanly, scrupulousiy
honest, industrious women, who have as
great an abhorence of charity as men have
of killing their fellow-men. They do the
n:cst beautitul drawn work and embroidery
and weave a very fine quality of linen, and,
wheh neceéssity presses, as it ‘has done this
year, they can go out and break the ground,
till it and gather the crops. Canadians
have been particularly horrified at the idea
of women, yoked together like oxen, work-
ing in the fields, but it would seem that
their doing this was a credit to the Douk-
hobor wou:en. There is a surplus of woiuen
zmong the Doukhobors, owing to the fact
that the §frong young inen were preventad
leaving Russia, owing to the conscription,
which allowed only the unfit for military
service to leave the country. Then the
Lushands of a ldrge number of these
women are in Siberia, being punished for
their bellefs. And again, the Doukhobor
men who came to Canada this year took
what work they could get on the rallways,
so that the brunt of settling, attending to
the land and even the building of the lit-
tle cottages were all left to the women,
who, by the way, seem to be strongly made
and very robust. - .

for a northern winter. These Doukhobors
came from Cypress, and their clothing is
purely cotton, hence very unfit for the
rigors of a Canadian Northwest winter.

Joukhobor villages—forty-nine in all—are
very averse to receiving charity, preferring
to work for any helg that is given them,
and they have asked for no assistance. But
their reputaticn for sterling honesty has
been so vouched for by most reliable au-
thorities that the women of the National
Council have thought it expedient to nego-
tiate a loan for about $6000, the National
Council to become responsible for the money
and to be the negotiators between the
Doukhobors and the Canadian women. The
loan is for an indefinite period of two or
three years, and will be expended in the
purchase of bales of woolen cloth, blankets,
spinning wheels, raw wool, ete., for, the
Dcukhobor women, to put them through the
winter, and to give them the means of
work throughout the winter, Linen and
siiks will also be sent for embroiderad
work, and this work, when completed, will
be recelved by Mrs. FitzGibton, valued and
sold by the various local councils through-
out the Dominion; the moneys thus received
being forwarded to the treasurer for the
Dcminfon, Mrs. Dignam. It Is expected
that the money thus earned, together witn
the money refunded after the harvest next
year by the Doukhobors, will largely pay
off the loan. Mrs. FitzGibbon is sure that
ell the money will be paid off next year
by these Russian exiles, in whose Integrity
and industry she has unbounded faith. Her
warm espousal of the cause of these hither-
to persecuted people has met with the cor-
dial sympsathy of the women of Canada,

Cheese, eggs,
butter and vegetables and bread form their
staple food. Just now they are living large-
ly on a soup made of flour, water, onions,
beets, ete., with coarse bread. Fhotographs
which Mrs. FitzGibbon has show these wo-
men to be' mest picturesque looking crea-
tures. Their clothing consists of a sort
of linen nightdress, with daintily hemstitch-
ed eollar and frilled cuffs. Over this they
wear two large gettlco&ts, one crimson, the
other green, a big apron and a sleeveless
jacket. Their heads are covewd with gay-
looking shawls, with fringed =dges. They
seem to be very strongly bullt and their
uncorseted figures make the wearing of
clothing snch ns our, women wear impossi-
ble. They are very robust and strong, in
spite of their vegetable diet, and are among
the most picturesque inhabitants of the
Dominion. .

In these days of tight-fitting skirts, when
the tiniest pocket is not permissable in
these skirts, it is interesting to hear of
scme suggestions for the disposal of the
handkerchief or any little oddment we like
to carry about with us. One which I have
just heard of is a pocket made of ribbon
fairly wide to fasten to the belt; it is made
of a strip of ribbon turned up and nicely
joined at the edges; a smaller pocket made
of narrower ribbon lies a little to the side
and on top of the lower one; a smart bow is
then made for the top and this pretty pocket
is attached to the Welt of one’s gown with
a safety pin; any sort of ribbon may bpe
used, and, if if is the same shade as the
belt, all the better.

UGLY NEWS FROM THE CONGO.

Teglegraph Expedition Under Oapt.
Mohun Had a Fierce Battle
With Cannibals.

London, Oct. 30.—Advices from the Congo
announce that Capt. Mohun, formerly Unit-
ed States Consul at Zanzibar, who is com-
manding the Belgian Tanganyika-Congo
telegraph expedition, has reacned the Cougd
Free State and was engaged, at the end of
July, in a flerce battle at Tangull, where
the force consisted of ten Europeans, with
Capt. Mohun commanding. Shortly after
the attack commenced Baon Dhamis, the
Belgian commander, despatched three com-
panies of soldiers to assist Mohun, and
the enemy, consisting of cannibals, who
hclrl'lel:,ly torture their wounded, were finally
routed.

Capt. Mohun did great execution with a
‘Winchester repeater. It is estimated that
the enemy numbered 1500 men and lost 300
kiiled and 600 wounded. The Belgian force
lost nine men killed and 47 wounded. The
enemy fled to Tanganyika.

GOLD PRODUCTION INCREASES.

/More Than One-Half the Supply ef
400 Years Has Been Produe-
ed in 40 Years,
Washington, Oct. 30.—Of the $10,000,000,-
000 of gold produced in the world since the

discovery of America, more than one-half
has been produced sin 2 1860, and more
than one-fourth since 1883,
other words, one-half of the gola product
of the ldst four Lundred years has be:n
produced within forty years, and one-fourth
within fifteen years. ‘T'he compilation pre-
sents the facts collated by Dr. Adolph Soet-
beer and the directer of the United States
mint, which show the gold prcduct of the
werld by decades and years since the dis-
covery of America, and, when summarized,
show that the grand total or gold prodac-
tion from 1493 to and including the esti-
mate for 1890 amounts to $9,853,059,600. An
examination of the figurestof annuai pro-
duction shows that of the $0,833,050,600
go!d produced since 1493, $5,341,855,600, or
considerably more than one-half, has been
produced since 1860, and $2,540,260,400, or
more than one-fourth, since 1885.

WASHINGTON WILL BE BESIEGED.

In an Effort to Get the Government
to Take the Erie Canal im
Hand and Deepen It,

Buffalo, Oct. 80.—The serlousness of the
rivalry promised the Erie Canal by the St.
Lawrence route, and the danger of diverg-
ence of the grain forwarding trade from
this ecity to Port Colborne and Montraal
are belng realized in Buffalo, and several of
the newspapers are publishing the fullest
pessible details on the subject and demand-
ing immediate actlon for averting, if pos-
sible, the destruction of the enmormous busi-
ness ‘done by the large colony of grain ele-
vators at this port. The alarm is general,
made so by'the published statements of
Hcn, Mr. Tarte upon the policy of the
Dc¢minion Government in the management
of the St. Lawrence route. Partlcumrlg Mr.

Torte's statement that the Government had
spent $90,000,000 on canals and were pre-
pared. to spend millions more to divert trade
to the canals has forced upon the business
men of- Buffalo the full significance of the
competition to be expected by the St. Law-
rence route, now that a 14-root depth be-
tween Port Colborne and Montreal has been
attained. Local interest is intensified by
the knowledge that a Buffalo syndicate,
with undoubted power to divert the grain

tiating with the Dominiony Government ior
a concession which will enable them to
make the St, Lawrénce route the greatest
commercial highway on the continent. The
superiority of the St. Lawrence route is no
longer questioned. It is beyond doubt now
that Congress will be besieged this session
with demands to take over the Erie Canal
and make every possible effort to prevent
successful competition by the St. Lawrence
canals route.

STARVING IN BLEAK LABRADOR.

Fishing Crew of 30 Pecople on a

Desolate Island Who Will Die

if Not Rescued.

St. John’s, Nfid., Oct. 30.—The steamer
Labrador, which has just arrived here from
a trip along the Labrador coast, reports
that a fishing crew of thirty people are on
a desolate island off the morthern section
of the coast, where they have been virtu-

ally abandoned for some time owing to
the fact that the instructions for a vessel
to bring them down miscarried. A spe-
cial steamer must be sent promptly to
their assistance or they will perish from
cold and hunger during the coming winter.

CRUELTY TO SPANIARDS,

Filipinos Ill-Treat the Sick and
Prisoners Whom They Hold.

Manil Oct. 30—The Spanish Commis-
sion which entered the Insurgent lines a
month ago with money to relieve the wants
of several thousand military and civil
Spanish prisoners returned to Angeles to-
day. The Commissioners report that they
spent most of the time in rlac and the
vicinity, where there are some two hundred
sick Spaniards-in the hospital. The Fili-
pinos ill-treat and ill-feed them, refusing
to surrender them, as well as the other
Spanish prisoners, In the hope of compel-
ling Spain to recognize the independence
of ‘the islands.

There are 14 American prisoners, they
say, at Tarlac, all of whom are well treat-

TRADE WITH OTHER GOUNTRIES.

Wel, the Chinese Reformer-—
_Uruguay Treaty Revived.

~ Ottawa, Oct. 30.—Mr, Parmalee, Deputy

Minister of Trade and Commerce, has re-
celyed another letter from Kang Yu Wei,
who Is now at Vancouver, just retirning
to the Orient. The writer thanks Mr.
Parmalee for the kindness.shown him dur-

ing his stay In Canada, and hopes the day
is not far distant when China will awake
from her long slumbers and open her doors
to trade and commerce for the better aim
of her subjects. The Prince states that
he has formed an association called the
Chinese Empire Reform Assocliation, for
the restoration to power of the Emperor,
the protection of the Empire and the open-
ing of the\ Empire to trade and commerce,
The association includes in its ranks the
advanced thinkers of the Empire.

Great Britaln and Uruguay bave renewed,
ad foterim, the treaty of commerce and
nnvlFatlon of Nov, 13, 1885, which was re-
cently denounced.

Jamaica and Uncle Sam, .

The Department of Trade and Commerce
bave recelved a lengthy report from Mr.
G. E. Burke, commercial agent in Jamaica,
on the American reciprocity convention.
He goes Into the history of the negotia-
tions, and estimates the concessions given
the colony as being, on sugar 121 per
cent., and on rum, pineapples, oranges and
other eitrous fruits 20 r cent. This Is
subject to the ruling of the American Sen-
ate. The trade of the colony is, he says,
running American-ward. Regarding the
proposed development of trade between
Canada and Jamaica, he says It Is certain
that to achieve the desired end a serious
and determined effort will have to be
made not only by the respective Govern-
ments but by the Canadian traders, com-
mission houses and manunfacturers. He
suggests the establishment of a fast direct
line, with a six-day fortnlsghtl trip, from
Montreal in summer and St. John in win-
ter, He reports that a lively and appreci-
able trade could be done with dairy and
breeding cattle from Capadian ports, but
that excessive freight charges, in addition
to local rates, make it almost prohibitory.

The market
opened with a strong and animated tone,
and a large volume of outside buying or-
ders invited by the unexpected strength
of the Bwturda.( bank statement. The de-
mand was particularly large for the Grang-
ers and Southwestern and for some of the
Southern railway stocks, notably Louis-
ville, which was up 1% at ome time. " he
stock sted the later depression with
some success, but closed 7% below the best.
Even the much-hammered industrials
bhad some ‘share in ‘the early strength.
Sugar rose an extreme 2 golnts before yield-
ing to pressure, and the lron and steel
stocks had a s‘lort-lived period of vigor.
Pressure promptly developed against Steel
and Wire, and it was weak for the rest of
the day, affecting other members of the
group by sympathy, Federal Steel was ex-
ceptionally firm. The leather stock con-
tinued to be largely dealt in, but the gain
in the preferred was entirely lost before
the close. The International Paper stocks
were fiercely .attacked, and the common
was forced .down 8% and the preferred 4
wwints.

Paul had a discouraging effect on specula-
tors, showing as it did the large increase
in gross earnings obliterated by the heavy
increase in operating expenses, so (hat
the net ecrnln&.‘ for the month were over
$200, less n in September of . last
year. 'rn% effect was upeciallly marked
upon all the grain carrying roads.

Today’s events in the money market
showed that the extent of the recuperation
by Netv York banks was. grossly exagger-
ated; in the first enthuslasm over the
Saturday statement. The rate opemed at
8 per cent., and after dropping to 7l per
cent., rose violently in the late dealings
to 30 per cent. Bids were made for 40 per
cent., but the closing transaction was
at 20 per cent. It was a striking demon-
stration of the unfit condition of the money
market to maintain an actlv/e speculation.
In face of the stringency of/money to-day
and that of Friday the str statement
of the banks on Saturday remains as much
a mystery as ever. New York exchange
fell sharply at some southern and western
peints to-day, although it was harder at
Chicago and at Boston. It is evident that
the demands of the interior are not yet ex-
hausted. The sub-treasury has absorbed
a considerable sum from the banks since
Kriday, and some extra demand is coming
upen the market for November first set-
tlements. Wall-street opinjon upon the
money outlook fell quickly from extreme
ortism down into the minus figures of pes-
simism,

McIntyre & Wardwell say :

During the forenoon we had a very strong
market to-day, with a good deal.of cover-
ing of shorts and buying by commission
houses under the stimulus of Saturday’s
surprisingly favorable bank - statement.
The bull interests and various cliques took
advantage of this situation to mark up
prices, and the advances in the general
list ranged from 1 to 1% points. There
was very good steady realizing on the ad-
vance by prominent interests under which
the market turned easy, and in the after-
noon prices broke on increased pressure
from this source and withdrawal of bull
support on the large Institutions calling in
loans to the extent of $5,000,000,which caus-
ed a sharp rise in call money rates to
20 per cent. This movement in the money
market was a surprlse to man)¥ who bellev-
ed that Saturday’s bank statement meant
lower rates, and it forced a good deal of
liquidation. Disquieting rumors from Paris
and Berlin of a very serious reverse to
British forces in South Africa had a fur-
ther unsettling effect and the whole list
with a few exceptions reacted and closed
at about Saturday’s final prices.

The action of the market to-day-shows
that it is still in an uncertain position and
that money rates are still a very potent
factor. While the 20 per cent. rate for
money to-day was due to a great extent to
unexpected calling of loans and In an-
ticipation of November first payments, the
disturbance was to have been expected
from last week's Increased bull specula-
tion, and we think to-day’s flurry will be
repeated on freqent occasions before the
elections,

Bartlett, Frazler & Co., (J. A, MacKellar),
21 Melinda-street, received by private wire
the following despatch :

The good feeling created " Satur-
day by the bank statement car-
ried over to this morning’'s open-

ing. London was especlally buinsh; send-
mg opening prices ranging from 14 to 1
per cent. better than our closing, accom-
panied by liberal buying orders for our
market. This at once awoke the bears to
a vigorous scramble to cover shorts, re-
sulting in a further advance of a half or
more. After the first hour on liberal profit
taking, the market halted, reacting slight-
ly from the best prices of the day. Then
the rumor mill was started of an error in
the hank statement, unfavorable news from
South Africa, etc., all of which lacked con-
firmation.

The chief cause of the break made later
on was the high mgney in the long crowd,
opening at 7 per cent., quickly advancing
to 10 per cent. As the session advanced,
the rates grew stiffer, running up near the
close to the previous manipulated figure of
40 per cent.; curiously to relate, the break
in the market occurred before the money
rates showed any tendency to jump so high,
and closing prices, when the rate was 40
per cent.,, were firm and steady.
