PASSENGERS ALL SAFELY TRANSFERRED

Water Rushed 'n and Quenche
Fires - Exciting Scenes Aboard
Unfortunate Ship and in the
Lifc boats—Steamer of Donne¢l-

‘ly Wrecking Company Came
to Rescue—Details of Wreck
as Related by Eyewitnesses.

With nearly 150 souis aboard the

steamer Argyle of the l.ake Ontario
Navigation Co. ran on the rocks at
Stony Point, about twe miles west of
Oshawa, at 10.30 o'clock Saturday
morning and may be a total loss. She

is still there. The passengers were
with much difficulty safely transferred
to the steamer Donnelly of Kingston,
which came to the rescue from Oshawa,
The Donnelly, formerly the Eurydice,
went aground very near the same place ,
about nine years ago. |

The Argyle left Toronto at 7.45 Sat-
urday morning, having aboard the ex- |
cursion of the employes of the Toronto
Carpet Manufacturing Co., Limited,
who were bound for Prospect Park, '
Orhawa. It was a nasty morning, the
rain falling heavily and the sea was
rough. The bad weather deterred many
from going, and consequently three-
fourths of those who would have taken
advantage of the excursion #scaped al
thrilling and miserable experience, |

Out on the lake the boat encountered !
a heavy fog., but was making fairly |
good time,and Captain Manson thought
he was running inte Oshawa, which
is a difficult place to make. when the
steamer struck. There was a panic
aboard, which was fortunately quick- |
ly subdued thpu the efforts of
officers and the
agement. Some of the passengers rush-
ed for the lifeboats and others don~d
life preservers. The boat stuck fast,
and the people were made satisfied
with the assurances that there was no
danger of her sinking . before help
could be obtained, altho the water
rushed into her quickly from a hole in
the hull and quenched the fires. One
of the life boats was lowered with the |
purser, who gained land and was nbla |
to secure telephone communication |
with Oshawa, where the Donnelly was
engaged laying an intake pipe and!
was speedily steamed to thes rescue.

Don’t Blame the Captain,

The Argyle is valued at 340,000, and
is insured for $25,000. Some of the pas-
sengers who. were interviewed yester-
day did not attach blame to the officers
of the boat for the accident, and were
disposed to throw the blame entirely
upon the weather conditions. They
speak highly of the conduct of the
officers and crew, but the life boats
were in bad condition, and would have
been entirely inadequate had it been
necessary to vacate the boat ag soon
as the crash came.

City Agent Baker of the Lake M%-
tario Navigation Co. said last night :
“The captain- and crew thought that
they haq safely rounded the point ard
were opposite the town.

The Bolt Strikes Flagstaff and
Grounds in Crowd Sheltered
From Rain — Fifty Persons
Prostrated—Other Damage in
Neighborhood,

New York, July 30.—During a thune
derstorm of terrific intensity which
passed over New York this afternoon,
five men were struck by lightning and
instantly killed and nine were seriously.
injured at the Parkway baths at Coney

Island- At the same time one man
was killed and three were prostrated at
Gravesend Beach.

When the storm blew up from the
westward the Parkway beach was
thronged with bathers and spectators.,
As the rain descended in torrents hun-
dreds of men, women and children
sought shelter under thé big bath house,
which is elevated above the sand on
piles.

A few minutes before 5 o'clock &
bolt struck the flagstaff and grounded!
in the thickest of the crowd. Nearly
50 persons were prostrated, and the
rest, screaming with terror, rushed out
into the storm. Those who had res
mained in the water were also ice
stricken and fled in all directions, not
daring to enter the bath house, which
appeared to be on fire.

Ambulances were summoned from all
the nearest hospitals, and on their ar-
rival five persons were found dead and
nine unconscfous under the bath house.
The bodies of all were scorched by
the electric fluid. The nine injured
were removed to a hospital, where iti
was said that some probably will die,
Many persons less seriously gurt were
taken home by friends. A slight fire
iy the bath house was quickly ex-
tinguished by the rain.

About the sgame time Henry Ranswel«
ler was struck and killed while stand-
ing under a tree at Gravesend Bay,
and his son, William, with John Ap-
ple and Daniel McCauley, were ren=
dered unconscious.

Lightning struck at various points
in the city. A store in Flushing-
avenue, Brooklyn, was burned, and &
car in 60th-avenue, Manhattan, was
set on fire, but the occupants escaped
unhurt.

The clectric light and telephone wires
in Bellevue Hospital were struck se¢ve-
eral times, extinguishing ajl the lights
and causing much alarm among the
patients.

The politicians control the situation
to-day, the people will control the situ-
ation four years hence, They will then
be in a position to say whether the in-
creased emolument has brought with it
a better public service., If it has not,
then someone shall suffer, and it will
be the people’s own fault if recrsant
representatives escape. One good ‘ea-
ture of this public scrutiny will be its
freedom from party significance. 7The
salary grab, as it is called, was not a
party question. The two party organi-
zations as represented by four from
each side, sat down together and ar-
ranged the schedules binding each other
to a practically unanimous support of
their following in the house, Both par-
ties are therefore equally responsiple
before the people and the people’s only
chance is to judge individuals, not par-
ties,

A constituency will fail in its duty if
it does not demand to learn from its
representative at Ottawa what he has
done that he should be salaried to the
extent of $2500 for four or five months’
work. Members should not be allowed
to hide behind their parties and defend
themselves with time-worn party plati-
tudes. They should be held strictly to
account for what they have done them-
selves, If the people will subject “heir
representatives to an examination of |
this kind, there will be a weeding out |
of individual members at the next elec-
tions such as has never occurred in
Canada, and the public will benefit 1 e-
yond the possibilities of any mere party
victory.

Dunne of Chicago deliver an address
on “Municipal Ownership” at the an-
nual outing of the Tammany Club, a
local Democratic organization, in Cale-
donian Grove, West Roxburg.

Mayor Dunne vigorously defended
himself against statements that he had
recanted his faith in municipal owner-
ship and reviewed his recommandations
to the Chicago city council, saying:

“Since I have been inducted into of-
fice we have, by the vigorous action of
our law department, succeeded in dis-
solving an injunction which prevented
our taking possession of any portion of
the lines of the present traction-com-
pany whose franchises had -expired.
We have instituted quo warranto pro-
ceedings in the name of the people,
under which the traction companies
will be compelled to disclose all iheir |
rights, and which, in my judgment, will
be passed upon adversely to most of
their rights in the supreme. court of
the state within the next six months.
The transportation committee of the
city council has called upon the present
roads to name a price for their prop-
erty, and they have refused to come
down to definite figures, and we are pro-
ceeding vigorously to map out a muni-
cipal line running thru the heart of
Chicago, which, if built, will not only
furnish adequate transportation facili-
ties for one-third to one-half of the
people of the city within the next two
Yyears, but will, in my opinion, prove so
remunerative as to pay for its construc-

DEATH OF COL. MONTIZAMBERT.

Well-Known Artillery Man Dies in
Michigan.

Kingston, July 30.—(Special.)—The
death occurred at Ovid, Mich., on Sat-
urday morning of Lieut.-Col. Charles E.
Montizambert.

The late Col. Montizambert retired as
D. O. C. two years and a half ago, ne-
ing succeeded by Col. Buchan. Since
that time he has been in ill-health, A
couple of months ago he left for the
south in charge of Mrs. Hill, who prov-
ed a faithful nurse, .

One woman fainted and several were
on the verge of doing likewise. '"he
children aboard-—my little daughter was
one of them—saw the fright of their
elders and they were smitten with some
féar and panic also. My little girl ran
to me all atremble and it took some
time to restore her confidence so that
she was not on the verge of collapse.
The first five minutes seemed a century
with the dread death before us, with no
telling how bad our condition might be.

Cooler Heads Conquered.

“It was only a short while after-
ward, however, until word came
from the ship's officers that, tho
the position was grave, there was ‘ittle
to be feared, The captain had taken
his soundings and tho we were on a
rock—somewhere—even were the boat
stoven in at the bottom, we would set-
tle down without much fear of her turn-
ing 'turtle. This information I and
others quickly spread and as a result
the pagsengers quieted down and even
Joked over our experience,

“Members of the/crew were despatch-
ed landward in a small boat. They for-
tunately landed close to a farmhouse,
where tthey were given a horse 'and rig
and drove to the nearest telephone,
where navigation people - at Oshawa
were told of our predicament. {

Don’t Blame the Captain.

“As tp the blame that has been spoken

of toward the captain, I and all those

boat in haste, 'I have 'but little hope
that any of us would have reached the
shore alive.

Didn’t Know What to Do.

“The crew ‘seemed at a loss to know
Just what to do, and such fumbling o
the small boats was a disgrace. It is
providential that we did not 'have to
take to the shore, for in that case we
would have suffered ‘much. One curi-
ous thing is that 15 minutes after we
struck, the dense mist lifted, showing
the land ahead. Had it lifted 'a few
minutes before the accident would not
have happened.

“But with it ‘all I think we were for-
tunate in the accident. It was a serious
proposition and we escaped without a
fatality, tho I for one do 'not wish to
repeat the experience.”

Time und Compass Course.

It might be stated that the Argyle
was being run on 'a “time and com-
pass” course, instead of by land indlc_&-
tions. It is quite apparent frorn ihe
words of the captain to Mr. Laird that
in some wdy the speed of the boat had
been mistaken. The point where the
boat went upon ‘the rocks was some
distance from Oshawa and it is evident
that this grave miscalculation was the
cause of the disaster,
