Bank of England
Rate Cut to 4 1-2;

t Since 1914

The reduction of the Bank of Eng-
land rate was primarily made possible
by the recent large reduction in the gov-
ernment’s floating debt and currency
circulation, which contributed to the
plethora of funds in the money market,
permitting the placing of treasury bills
! at a lower rate and the suspension of the
' five per cent. issue.

For a long time the bank’s minimum
rate has been quite out of proportion
to the market rates, and as the advance
in New York exchange removed one of
the adverse conditions in the financial
situation, assisted by larger investments
of U. S. funds here, the Bank of Eng-

community this much needed relief of a
reduction of one half of one per cent. on
the official minimum.

Discount rates have been remarkably
weak during the last few days and only
a slight adjustment will be necessary to
meet thé revised miqimum rate.

The discount rate of the Bank of
England has been five per cent since
November 38, last, when it was reduced
from the five and one-half per cent rate
established on the preceding July 21.
Today’s action was forecasted in a
London despatch last night in which
it was pointed out that the treasury
had suspendel temporarily its issue of
five per cent treasury bonds.

The highest rate was reached in
August, 1914, after the outbreak of the
war, when it was set at ten per cent,
which had been equalled on only two
previous occasions, those of the panics
of 1857 and 1866. Since then the rate
has fluctuated, but the figure set today
is the lowest since the outbreak of the
war.

Fitzgerald was fold that the formgr of-
ficer pretended to snore until his son
left the room, and as soon as the door
was closed he pulled an old police re-
volver from beneath the bed, propped
himself up with pillows and gazing into
a mirror fired a bullet through his head.

In the
early days of his youth he served under
General Custer and fought in several
battles with Indians. While on the |
police force he caught several burglars
and highwaymen, One night he was at-
tacked by two robbers, one of whom
fired at his head.

“And whereas the whole tenor of said
article tend to threw discredit on the ad-
ministration of justice in the province
of Nova Scotia and particularly in the
County of Cape Breton.

«And whereas said article is false and
dangerous to the proper administration
of justice in Nova Scotia,

«“Therefore, be it resolved that this as-
sociation authorize the president to take
the necessary steps to see that the auther
and publisher of said article are prop-
etly punished as the law directs.

«And be it further resolved that the
attention of the Nova Scotia Bar Society
at Halifax and the Attorney general of
Nova Scotia be directed to the publica-
tion of said article and requested to take
immediate steps to deal with the offend-
ing parties as the interests of justice de-
mand.”

The article, “One Law. for Wealth,
Another for Poverty,” which appeared
in the Labor Herald, contained a vicious
attack on the courts of Canada 83 a
whole which it characterized as “abso-
hitely unjust.”
