Tiece of Food Dropped by Search

New York, Feb. 27—A cable to the
“T'ribune” from London, says:

A despatch from Sydney to the
“Daily Telegraph” says that the Aur-
ora, with Dr, Douglas Mawson and
party, arrived atAdelaide yesterday af-
ternoon, thus terminating work begun
in December, 1911, when Doctor Maw-
son started on his first Australian-An-
tarctic ‘expedition.

Two Lives Lost

Dr. Mawson’s arrival is undoubtedly
being received with intense pride and
gratification throughout ‘Australia. His
perilous journey in the frozen south, in-
cluding a heart-breaking inferval * of
thirty days spent in absolute solitude,
have not been undertaken without a
death toll, and while Australia mourns
the loss of two such worthy members
of the expedition and brave men as
Lieutenant Ninnis, and Doctor Mertz,
the fact of their tragic end merely adds

the sincerity and warmth of the
welcome home given to the other mem-
bers of the expedition.

Fuller particulars of the events cul-
minating_in the death of Ninnis and
Mertz,” indicate that the former’s’ end
and ' his ‘disappearance in a crevasse
must have been terrible in the extreme.

Doctor Mawsen’s dogged march of
800 miles, though nearly starving and
blinded by a blizzard, was one of the
finest acts of personal courage ever re-
corded in polar exploration.
emitine " following thrilling narrative was
told r. Mawson * himself in an in-
terview in, Adélaide:

“After picking up her party from its
base, the Aurora made an extended
cruise to the west, pushing into the pack
wherever possible, in attempts to dis-
cover new land, and at the same time
taking soundings and doing deep sea
dredging. * This work was most suc-
cessful, and most: pleasing. Indeed, I

m sure that this collection of biologi-
cal material is the best that has been
obtained from the Antarctic.

Delved Two Miles Deep

“Our operations extended as far
down into the sea as two miles, and
some very valuable information, as well
as animals of all kinds, were discover-
ed. Very little had been done in the
matter of deep-sea work hitherto, as this
difficult work did not prove much luck
in the first year, but Captain Davis,
who was in charge of the heavy and
cofnplicated gear, became a thorough
master of it, and the later results were
exceptionally fine, .

“The world is being worked out as
regards new spots for exploration, but
there is five times as much ocean as
land, and this affords a wonderful jop-
portunity for research and investiga-
tion.”

His Discoveries

Asked as to the character, of the dis-
coveries ‘he had made, Dr. Mawson
stated:

“Nearly everything we got is new to
science and, on the whole, it is, really
a splendid collection. I have no hesita-
tion in saying that the scientific results
of the expedition will not lose any-
<hing by comparison with any other
that has ever gone into the Antarectic.
When the British association meétings
take place in August, I shall give the
preliminary outlines of what we
‘achieved.

“*The work of properly marshalling
the voluminous results will be enorm-
ous. In addition to a large number of
animals, we secured hundreds of bird
skins, many of which have never been
known before. These specimens will be
distributed throughout the Australian
museums, and the Sydney museum has
undertaken this task.”

SACKVILLE BLOCK ABLAZE

Bridge Street Property Afire and
There Was Some Danger of Lieut-
Governor Wood’s Fiine Home Catch-

A disastrous fire broke out in Sack-
ville, N. B,, this morning at 11.80 o’clock
and it is still being fought by the fire
department. It is feared that the Music
Hall block will be almost destroyed.’
The flames were first seen in the base-
ment of the porperty of the Sackville
Music Hall Co., a large wooden building
in Bridge street, and they seemed to
have made considerable headway. Im-
mediately the alarm was given, but the
department up to the time of going to
press had been unable to extinguish the
flames, though the firemen had worked
with all possible egprgy and capebility.

The 'building composing the black has
for years been one of the most promin-
ent in Sackville. Its upper portion has
been in use as an entertainment hall,
while the floor below. was occupied by
a chain of offices, including those of the
C. P. R., Dominion Express Co., West-
ern Union' Telegraph Co., the town
officials* - suite, F.J. Wilson, broker;
Misses F. and E. Duncan, milliners, and
John E. Fillmore &  Sons, hardware
dealers. Both Mr. Wilson' and the Mis-

ses Duncan-are former St. John resi-
dents. The building is owned by a
company of Sackville citizens. Herbert

M. Woeds, son of Hon. Josiah Woods,
is the chief' shareholder.

The fire. is believed to have started
from a furnace. The flames were first
seen in the basement, where Seward
Hicks conducts a bowling alley. The
wind was not very strong, but what lit-
tle- there was caused the flames to blow
threateningly towards the handsome
residence of Lieut.-Governor Wood.
Strong hopes are' entertained that the
fire will not spread any further, how-
ever, as the Powell block, which is sep-
arated from the, Music Hall by an alley
'a few feet wide, §s of brick and will prob-
ably prove ‘an obstacle in the path of
the flames.

The, Music ‘Hall' building was valued
at between $15,000 ‘artd $20,000, and was
partly covered by insurance. It was said
‘at two o’clock this afternoon that fears
were held for further danger because of
gun-powder and oil being stored in the
Fillmore hardware store.

FROST H GO 1P

City Water Employes Find Their

Problems Increased

The extreme and long continued cold
which has marked January and Febru-
ary has added to the problems of the
civic water and sewerage department.
During the average winter the “Irost does
not penetrate into the ground much more
than three feet, but this year the ground
is frozen to a depth of seven and in
sorbe cases eight feet. This has necessi-
tated constant watchfulness to prevent
the freezing of the mains especially in
the stretches at the ends of streets where
there is no continued flow. Such places
have been flushed each day and some-
times twice a day. The fire hydrants
also have received constant attention and
in addition to the daily inspection extra
men were employed at night during the
coldest weather to make the rounds and
test the flow. \

WHIE 30X WON
TOUR OF THE WORLD
Eaglish Papiny Give Lot of Altin

tion to Yesterday's Match at
Which King Attended

New. York, N. Y., Feb. 20/—Of the
world’s tour of the New York Giants
and Chicago White Sox, which came to
an end in London yesterday, so far as
competitive baseball is concerned, the
American league representatives return
home winners of a majority of the fifty
games played.

Since the tour began, in Cincinnati,
a little more than four months ago,
forty-six games have been |played be-
tween the teams and four with native
teams in Japan and Australia. The
White Sox won ‘twenty-four games
against the Giants; McGraw’s men won
twenty, and two' ended in ties, in Los
Angeles, on November 9, and in Cairo
on Feb. 1.

'In the games against native teams,
the Giants won twp, the White Sox won
one, and a combination of players from
both teams won the other. Of fifty
games played, thirty-one were played
in the United States and nineteen play-
ed abroad.

London, Feb. 27 —All the morning
papers devote unusual attention to yes-
terday’s baseball game between the
Giants and  the White Sox, printing
photographs of the players and pictur-
esque.descriptive accounts and criticisms
of the play. b

The editorial eriticism inclines to the
belief that baseball is not likely to dis-
place cricket or football as the popular
games in England. The Daily Express
says Englishmen have been shown the
game as it should be played.

“We may stick to our cricket,” the
newspaper adds, “but we shall not
make the mistake of despising baseball.”

Rain interferred with only three games
scheduled before sailing for Japan. Fin-
ancially the tour has exceeded the ex-
pectations of the promoters. It was an-
nounced when first arranged that an
even break would be considered satisfac-
tory, but the games in the United States
brought in almost $100,000 at the gate.

“OBEY" UNWARRANTED N

THE ENGLISH MARRIAGE
SERVICE, SAYS BISHCP

London, Feb. 277—The Bishop of Ox-
ford, as the result of researches in the
marriage service in the Christian
church of the east and west, says he
found the word “obey” is not contained
in any service except in that of the
Church of England, where, he says, it
first appears in the fourteenth century.

The bishop contends that this proves
that the use of the word “obey” in the
English service is unwarranted.

STRONG ADDRESS ON
- SUNDAY SCHOOL WORK

Relation to Community Discussed
by Rev. Mr. McCutcheon—
Institute  Executive on Boys’
Conference

In an address on The Sunday School
'9nd' the  Community before the City
I‘rm‘ning Institute last evening in St.
David’s church hall, Rev. M. F. McCut-
cheon emphasized the point of view that
the Sunday school should regard itself
as a force to build up the community
rather than to build up itself from the
community. In the fulfilment of this
function, the Sunday school should know
the_ conditions of the community to
vvl}xch it ministered, the home life of the
children, the child labor conditions of
the community, the existing laws against
the use and sale of cigarettes and the
measure of -their enforcement, the
amusements, the public playgrounds and
the prevailing morals of the commun-
ity generally. All this could be gained
only by a co-operative effort, but such
u}fotmaﬁOn as!/ necessary for. the prac-
tical and effective application of the
truth which was being taught, and for
the intelligent appilcation of the methods
of the school to the needs of the com-
munity.

:I‘hc Sunday school leaders, should, he
said, cultivate acquaintance with all the
helpful forces of the. community, such
as the boys’ work department of the
Y. M C, A, cor the girls’ department
of tt_le Y. M. C. A, where such exists,
t!lﬁ ‘Juve_nile branches of temperance so-
cieties, juvenile courts, public play-
ground association, the free kindergar-
ten, and any g'irls’ or boys’ clubs which
may be found'in the community.

Ih_e teachers should establish intimate
relationships with the homes of their
scholars and enlist the co-operation of
parents. The ministry to the home was
one of the best means of rendering ser-
vice to the community, and this could
best_ be done through the child. Ac-
quaintance should be cultivated with
the. classes through the week in their
social interests, companionships and
amusements. Much should be done to
promote the attendance of the young at
the regular services of the church. They
truths taught in the class should be
given a community application from
week to week.

Responsibility For
' Death of British
Subject

ARMING OF THE REBELS

Mexican Government Says Lifting
of . Embargo Led to Execution
of Benton--Examination of Body
Arranged For — Uhited States
Will Insist That It Be Given to
Widow

(Canadian Press)

Mexico City, Feb. 27—Blame for the
killing of William S. Benton, a British
subject, was indirectly placed upon the
United. States late last night, in a me-
morandum sent by the Mexican govern-
ment to Washington. Copies also were
delivered to the foreign legations here.

Hope was expressed in the memoran-
dum, that the United States would re-
cognize the evil following the act of per-
mitting the importation of arms by the
rebels and take steps to remedy it. The
memorandum continued: ™

*“The repeal by the government of the
United States, of that decree that pre-
vented exportation of arms from the
United States to the rebels, places the
rebels in a favorable situation for com-
mitting outrages and prevents the consti-
tuted government repressing as energet-
ically as it would desire, such excesses.

“This government, without discussing
the right that the United States may
have to observe the policy which most
interests its relations with Mexico, be-
lieves the time has come to rémind the
government of our neighboring country
that the rebels in all the regions which
they control, far from attempting the
establishment of any institution that
would characterize any governmental
functions, are giving palpable sigHs of
anarchistic tendencies and, of absolute
lack of respect of all interests. that

Washington, D. C., Feb. 27—The Ben-
ton case was again a subject for cabinet
council today. President Wilson and

THE DEMAND SPREADING

They Cost All the Way From
$15 to $100—London Society
WomenWearingThem at Coun-
try House Parties

(New York Herald)

Soon after the news of its appearange
in London had been flashed by cable
under the sea, the colored wig was ac-
cepted by New York. Men and wemen
of society and the stage have taken ad-
vantage of the bizarre opportunities
which it offers, and wig makers and de-
signers of coiffures are busy preparing
to meet the demand for brilliant head
coverings which promise to be a feature
of entertainments during the remainder
of the season.

An order for a colored wig for a fan-
cy dress ball in Washington, has been
given to William Hepner, wigmaker, of
this city, and he has between twenty-
five and thirty similar orders from men
and women of society in New York.

Mrs. Herbert C. Harriman and Alfred
C. Bossam appeared at the ball of the
Society of Beaux Arts Architects in the
Astor Hotel on Friday night wearing
wigs of a vivid carmine, and everybody
admitted that the effect was highly dec-
orative,

Mr. Bossom believes the majority of
men will embrace the new departure,
glad at last to get away from the som-
bre tones that society has hitherto de-
creed they must wear.

“Men are at last to have an opportu-
nity to wear colors,” he said. “They’ve
never had the opportunity before. I was
discussing this thing today with De
Witt Lockman, who is a member of the
National Portrait Association and ‘he
agreed with me that the colored wig
would achieve great favor. Many men
with whom I have talked have express-
ed a desire to wear wigs of various col-
ors, if only enough other men will take
up the style, The result of this discus-
sion, I think, will be apparent when the

|next few costume dances are given.

Art in Selecting Wigs

The colored wigs must be selected and
worn with an eye to the coloring, pro-
file and costume of the wearer. Mr.
Hepner says. Unless they blend perfect-
ly or make a pleasing contrast the ef-
fect is likely to be so incongruous as
to be ridiculous.

“The color of the wig and costume
must merge or else the discord will be
startling and pronounced,” he _said.

| “The wigs never will be popular in the

daytime, because the effect, save under
the soft glow of’lights, is almost hide-
ous. While I am receiving numerous or-
ders from customers all over the coun-
try, I do not believe the fashion will be
forced to a quick death, because the
wigs are too expensive. The price varies
from $15 to $100, with the latter figure
the more common.” : .

Probably the first colored wig to ap-
pear in the streets of New York was
worn on ‘Saturtiay morning by & woman
who is at”the Claridge Hotel. - She was
so struck with a red wig which she ex-
amined at a wig maker’s-that she insist-

jed on wearing it to the hotel, several
i blocks away. Crowds in' Broadway halt-

ed and stared, smiled and hurried on,
save a small group of urchins who fol-
lowed e wig wearer with shouts of
laughter.”

Miss DeWolfe Approves

Miss Elsie De Wolfe yesterday said
she highly approved of the fashion and
that its artist possibilities were great.

“The fashion iz a most becoming one
for costume parties,” she said, “but I
do not think that it will ever be popu-
lar for general wear. American women
are too conservative to wear vividly
hued hair in the street. Abroad the fash-
ion is not so new, although it has only
recently seemed to meet popular favor.

Colored wigs were worn at the dinner
given by Mrs. George Keppel in Lon-
don scarcely a week ggo for the intro-
duction of her daughter to society. A
group of widely known men and women
agreed to wear hair of various hues.

ored wigs had been placed with New
York wigmakers.

Desirable Hair Scarce

Only with a full wig can the effect
desired be obtained say hair dealers. The
“transformation’ ’or interlaced braids of
hair, results in a discordance, and pow-
dering the hair is ruinous to it. To ob-
tain hair of the quality necessary to
make a soft, silky wig is the biggest dif-
ficulty now. The hair market has be-
come disorganized since the wearing of
false hair of ordingry shades went out
of fashion.

Just who was the organizer of the
new style it is *hard to say, but Paul
Poriet, of Paris, some time ago suggest-
ed and demonstrated the charming ef-
fects to be attained by wearing hair to
match the costume or the style and con-
tour of the wearer’s face.

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COL. HUGHES IS AFRAID

Prompt vindication came to Hon.
Bydney Fisher in the Hopse of Com-
mons yesterday. When Mr. Devlin en-
deavored to bring before the house the
matter of the charge made by the min-
§ster of militia against Hon. Mr. Fisher
on Monday, the speaker ruled him out
of order. Sir Wilfrid Laurier promptly
took the floor and challenged the ruling
of the chair. and after a period of great
excitement the ruling was withdrawn.
Mr. Devlin made his statement and the
house waited for Col. Hughes to reply.
He remained silent and Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rvicr again rose and demanded that the
minister declare his readiness to say out-
side the house what he had said in it
concerning Mr, Fisher. Col. Hughes
finally responded to the taunts of his
opponents by making a violent speech
in which he repeated the substance of
“his charge, but had not the manliness
to say he would repeat it outside the
hduse, where Mr. Fisher could seek re-
dress by an action’ for criminal libel.
Col. Hughes has not hitherto been cred-
ited with being a coward, but he has
now fairly won the title, as well as the
title of a blusterer and the most extrav-
agant minister of militia Canada has
ever known. The reputation of Hon.
Sydney Fisher will not suffer anything
from the charges of a man who is afraid
to make them where they can be fairly
met by the man against whom they are

directed.

ST, JOHN IS INTERESTED

‘The citizens of St. John should not
overlook the fact that the Empress
_steamships were taken away from St.
John this season, and ‘that there is an-
other season coming. In Halifax the
board of trade is not only keeping up a
vigorous agitation in behalf of that city,
but is asking other boards of trade to
pass resolutions asking' that Halifax be
made the only mail port. -For example,
we find that at the last meeting of the
council of the Halifax board of trade a
resolution passed by the Truro board
was submitted. The Truro people ask
that, when a new mail contract is enter-
ed into, Halifax be: named as the port
for landing and embarking the mails.
This would cut aut St. John. The rea-
sons given by the Truro board of trade
are “that mail matter reaches its destin-
ation considerably quicker when landed
at Halifax, and that Halifax is safer,
more convenient and in many ways by
far the best port for Trans-Atlantic
mails during the winter months.” St.
John people know that these statements
are incorrect. It has been shown this
winter that the mails can be handled
more e\pedmouslv here than at Halifax
and the safety of this port has been de-
monstrated during many years-of winter
port business. Nevertheless, if Halifax
keeps up a persistent and well designed
agitation, whilst the people of St. John
do nothing, the interests of this port may
suffer, and when it is too late the citizens
may wake up to find that they have
been sacrificed for the benefit of another
port.

CO-OPERATION

The co-operative movement is stead-
ily gaining ground among the orchard-
ists of Nova Scotia. There are over
thirty co-operative companies combined
in what are called the United Fruit
Companies of Nova Scotia, Limited, and
the number is increasing. There is also
a central board representing all these
companies, to look after the marketing
of their products and the purcha.qe of
such supplies as are got on the co-opera-
tive plan. 'New companies were recent-
ly organized at Hortonville and Wolf-
ville, and others are in process of forma-
tion, as there is an organizer in the
field for that special purpose. The Ber-
wick Register says that the more the
fruit growers of the Annapolis Valley
know of co-operation the better co-oper-
ators they become. The United Fruit
Companies have held their annual meet-
ings, with a good éttendance, and the
reports submitted confirm the members
in their support of the general organiza-
tion. Indeed co-operation was one of the
chief topics of favorable discussion at
the annual meeting of the Nova Scotia
Fruit Growers’ Association. The latest
forward step is the decision of the di-
rectors of the United Fruit Companies to
establish a cold storage plant, and make
a practical demonstration of the value
of pre-cooling fruit. Twenty-three
companies were in favor of this move-
ment and only six against it. It has
been shown by actual experience that
through co-operation, and a central
board to look after the marketing of
fruit, more satisfactory returns have
been received than would have been pos-
sible under any other system. The cen-
tral board, through its personal repre-
sentatives on the other side, is constantly
advised of the condition of the different
markets, and it is thus possible to take
advantage of the best markets and
avoid shipping to those which are over-
stocked. The profits on the sales, in-
stead of going into the pockets of specu-
Jators, arc distributed among the grow-
ers. In a word, co-operation reduces the
cost of production and increases the re~
turn to the grower. Mr. A. E. Adams,

addressing the Fruit Growers’ Associa-
tion at its annual meeting said:—

“Given loyal membership and honest
management, there is no limit to the
good that can be accomplished by co-
operation.”

The United Fruit Companies apply
the principle of co-operation in pur-
chasing some of their supplies. For ex-
ample, they have already placed orgders
for fertilizer for this year to the amount
of six thousand tons. New Brunswxck
fruit growers will be interested. in the
progress of, the co-operative movement
in Nova Scotia.

red to under single tax, both in build-
ing operations and population, while the
rate remained the same, even under the
impetus and expense of much civic im-
brovements.

"Trail Too Hard ‘for Horses

It is the statement of Sergeant C. 8.
Harper, who was in charge of a patrol
sent from Lake Saskatoon in the early
part of Novemher to effect the arrest of
Asa Hunting, a trapper, charged with
abducting a fifteen-year old girl named
Mildred Shaw. Hunting hgd fled=with
the girl in the "direction’ of the moun-
tains, through an almost trackless wild-
erness covered with deep snow and in-
tersected by half frozen streams.

Sergeant Harper started in pursuit on
November 4, taking with him Constable
Stevenson, and a packer Richard - Har-
rington. They had a pack train and three
horses and a montha’ provisiops. After
travelling for a week, they found it nec-
essary to cache most of the provisi
owing to the difficulties of travel. Ha f
the pack train was left behind at thlb
point, and the party began the ascent of
Nose Mountain “which is about 2,500
feet high” and “is very steep and dif-
ficult owing to snow, especially the last
500 feet. One of the pack horses lost its
footing and rolled; down about fifty feet
until caught by a “tree.”

The ascent of this mountain took over
a week, the party encountering snow and
extreme cold. On the mountain top the
snow was waist deep in places, ahd the
last of the oats were fed to the horses.
Descending into Porcupine Valley, the

{patrol rested for two days to rest the

horses “who were nearly all in.” On De-

.| cember 8 the party came to one of the

'fugitive’s hay camps and learned that
Hunting had gone on two months be-
fore.

Four days later the man’s tracks were
found leading over the ‘mountain to
Grand Cache, a trading post in the main
range of the Rockies, and difficult of
access.

says Harper, “and he returned with a
sackful. This is what we lived on till
December 12. The more you boil it the
harder it sems to get.” On the 12th the
party reached an encampment of In-
dians who were living on lynx and rab-
bits. There was feed for the exhausted
horses here, and Harper dectded to leave
them behind with Constable Stevenson.

Going on for two more ' days, the
officer and packer crossed the Swmoky
river three times on foot and reached
Grand Cache. “The water took us about
the waist and then froze our clothes
and we were all in when we' got there.”
Here there was fresh news of the fugi-
tive. Constable Stevenson was sént for,
and the party pushed .on for Muddy
river on foot.

Then they sighted the smoke of Hunt-
ing’s camp fire. Harper . approached
through the bush and found the girl
cooking in a tepee built of poles and
spruce boughs, Hunting was visiting his
traps. He was arrested on his return
and the long’return journey began.
Hurdting and the girl had lived on rab-
bits caught by the girl in snares. Travel-
ing back to Nose Mountain, the party
again ran out of feed for the horses and
almost out of feed for themselves.” The
horses were almost exhausted.

“We camped in the open’“says the re-
port, ‘Unaking windbreaks of the tent
end Hunting’s canvas and spruce boughs
the girl having one for herself.” One of
the police had to keep awake all night to
keep the fires going and watch the pris-
oner. At the foot of the mountain the
party lived on “dead lynx, tea and two
cupfuls of tapioca per diem.” After three
days of this they arrived at their cache

and met a party sent in search of them |

who had arrived only a few minutes be-
fore.

Harper says in his rcport “T should
like to note the loyal support given me
by Constable Stevenson and Harrington
as there were times on the trip when
things looked black.” He adds: “I am
very sorry for all the anxiety I have
put everybody to owing to our continu-
ed absence, but I could not send word
before I did, and it was no good com-
ing back while the man was in the
country.

“Another thing, T looked on it a3 a
matter of life and death to catch Hun-
ting before the cold weather struck us,
as the people I met stated that they
were very poorly clad and had very lit-
tle food, which was true. Qur opinion is
that they would have frozen to death if
we- had not gone for them.” Harper and
his prisoner reached Lake Saskatoon on
December 20th.

MAWSON NEAR DEATH; TWO

COMRADES LOST N WILS

(Continued from page 1)

“Although our stay was prolonged,”
said Ddetor Mawson, “we had a very
trying time at Adelaileland. There is no
place in the world with a climate as bad,
yet not even the terrific storms which
occurred, stopped our scientfic study.
Still, there is not one man who came
back after that long and sensational so-
journ there who would commit suicide
rather than not have participated.”

Thirty Days Alone in Wilds

Asked for particulars of his achieve-
ments when after the death of Ninnis
and Mertz, he traveled for many lonely
and hungry weeks, Mawson replied:

“I would rather not say too much
about that. I was for thirty days abso-
lutely alone and had a most marvellous
escape. In the end I was reduced to
the last stages of starvation and was
snow,
when I noticed something black in the
front of me. It was a bit of food that
had been dropped by the search party
sent to ascertain my whereabouts. By
the luckiest accident I saw it, and at the
time was within twenty miles of the
hut, a- place to which né previous ex-
peditions _had ever bee: That was the
big point about this undertaking of ours.
We were, for the most part, traveling
over new country. S

“On that occasion I had the closest
shave I have ever experienced, and, com-
ing after the death of Ninnis and Mertz,
it was a most melancholy journey even
apart from the sufferings I was called
upon to endure.

“] managed to get my wireless going
very early. I heard of Captain Scott’s
disaster before the ship returned, and
it was, of course, very depressing news,
yet in a sense, we expected it.

“With. the exception of the death of
Ninnis and Mertz, the expedition was
very fortunate. Those two died like
heroes. Nobody ever lived a braver life
than either of these two men. Taking
into account the number of deaths and
the number of men in the field, no expe-
dition suffered fewer losses than ours
except two that came through without
loss of life at all, those of Shackleton
and Amundson. When you come to con-
sider the risks which men take in these
regions it is not surprising that disaster
and death occur.

“The health of the whole party was
remarkably good, indeed, wonderfully
50. Our experience in Adelideland -de-
monstrated emphatically the need of
strengthening and revising our equip-
ment there. There was very nearly some
loss of life at the start on this account.”
Wind 200 to 300 Miles an Hour,

Doctor Mawson said thgt he purposed
to visit England soon in connectionwith
the scientific results of the @
Regarding the winds in the Antarctic.
he said they were terrific, adding:

“Very little sledging was undertaken
this year. In the first place, it was late
in the summer after the ship left, and
I was in poor condition and could not
have done the job myself. Theén there
was always the possibility that the Au-
rora might return, as Captain Davis left
word that he would try to come again
with her.

“The winds had a velocity, in one
month, of sixty-three miles an hour for
every hour of the whole month. On one
occasion we recorded 116 mile an hour.
There were_ also puffs the velocity - of
which was from 200 to 300 miles an
hour. .If .one of these winds struck Ad-
elaideland, it would knock every build-
ing over. By the instrument we made
down there, the winds recorded more
than 200 miles an hour.

Nugent who lives near the bridge. A
stone weighing about seven pounds was
produced in evidence. Mr. Nugent said
it was found inside the house after the
blast. Mr. Swain and Arthur W. Hol-

land, also employed on- the work, said
that every precaution which they
thought nccessary had been taken.

The magistrate said that sufficient pre-
cautions could not have been taken.
With all the building operations going
on in the city, those in charge should be
as careful as possible in handling ex-
plosives,

Mr. John Briggs, Whitewood,

Ottawa, Feb. 26—The remarkable
methods followed by the government in
connection with the establishment of the
New Brunswick experimental farm were
under review in the house today by F.
B. Carvell, of Carleton, who showed that
an unsuitable property had been pur-
chased at Fredericton for some $18,000
or $14,000 and that A. D. Thomas, a
partisan supporter of the government,
had been paid a commission of no less
than $1,000 for engineering the transfer
of the land.

In discussing the matter, Mr. Carvell
declared that the farm purchased was
not very much better than a sand heap,
and entirely unsuited for the purposes
for which it was supposed to be pur-
chased. While the minister of agricul-
ture had stated that an official of his de-
partment had reported favorably upon
the property, Mr. Carvell declared that
it was understood that the same official
had reported more favorably in regard
to other pieces of New Brunswick pro-
perty.

As for the payment made to. Mr.

Serious Charges.

Dealing with the matter of New
Brunswick property suitable for the ex-
perimental farm Mr. Carvell declared
that the Charles Smith farm near Wood-
stock would have been admirably adapt-
ed for this purpose and had been in-
spected by officers of the department.
For this property Mr. Smith had wanted
$20,000 but the offer made to the de-
partment was $80,000.

“The difficulty was,” said Mr. Carvell,
in touching upon this point, “that an-
other gentleman, this time the post-
master at Woodstock, Mr. J. N. W.
Winslow, was the medium; he was the
commission merchant in this case and,
as he stated, Mr. B. F. Smith, my op-
ponent in the last election, had to have
$10,000 as a rake-off. Therefore if the
farmer wanted to sell his farm he would
have to put the farm at $80,000 so that

the politician could get 810,000 as a

rake-off, he himself would get but- $20,-
000 for his farm.”

Mr. Carvell also drew attention to the

fact that as matters are now the gov-

ernment has an experimental farm at
Fredericton while part of its grant to

New Brunswick for agricultural educa-
tion goes toward the maintenance of the
agricultural branch of the provincial gov-

ernment’s vocational school at Wood-

stock. At the school there is po agricul-
tural farm of any kind, so that while

agriculture is supposed to be taught there

it is done at a distance of sixty miles
from the farm.

Hon. Mr. Burrell, for the government,
defended the Fredericton urchase on
the ground that the prope was suit-
able and the rice reasonable. As for
Mr. Thomas, Mr. Burrell said that his
work had been attended by considerable
difficulty.

Hon. Mr. Hazen denied that he had

MR. BURDITT'S LEGTURE
~ ON HQUSING PROBLEM

W. F. Burditt, president of the Natural
History Sociefy, gave an illustrated lec-
ture on Our Housing Problem in the
museum yesterday afternoon. This, the
final lecture in the free course in con-
nection with the ladies’. association, was
a fitting close to a highly 'instructive as
well as interesting series on different
phases of the social question.

In conclusion, the lecturer gave the
following suggestions as to measures
which should be undertaken to grapple
with: this problem:

First, a thorough and systematic sur-
vey to ascertain the facts; second, the
enactment of a housing code and effec-
tive building regulations with authority
for enforcement; third, adequate appro-
priation for inspection and enforcement
of the law; fourth, the formation of co-
partnership or other form of - building
company, to engage in the building of
suitable workmen’s homes at the lowest
possible cost on the basis of a net return
tolcapital’ not exceeding six per cent.

'At the close of the lecture Mrs. G. F.
Matthew tendered Mr. Burditt a hearty

Halifax was losing $25,000 a year;

true” .

That Mr. Gutelius did make such a
statement is positively asserted by St.
John business men - who ‘attended the
meeting with the general manager of the
1. C. R.'in the board of trade rooms in
this city on Saturday, February 7. The
following is an extract from the Even-
ing Times’ report of .that meeting and
its correctness is vouched for by busi-
ness men who were present.

Mr. Gutelius:—“We are apart
_only on two matters, the noon train
and the night train. I do not want
to work a hardship and all I want
to know is what is the unusual need
for these trains which are not cus-
tomary on other roads. This dis-
trict, Number 3, is fosing on the
passenger business about $25,000 a
year, a larger proportionate foss than
on any other. !

Harry Gilbert:—“What is includ-
ed in District No. 3.7 :

Mr. Gutelius:—*St. John to Hali-
fax., Every night train between St.
