Interesting Legal Decision.

The court ‘above has
now . released her, and Lord Chief Jus-
tice Cockburn, in rendering the- opinion
of himself and colleagues, says that wo-
men are protected up to the age of 16
even from themselves, although ‘they are
often as much to blame as men, = As a
result of the decision the boy, although
under the ruling of ‘Justice, .Hawkins
the victim rather than the seducer, is
compelled to serve out a long term of
imprisonmeht while the 'girl goes free.

However, it is singular to find the pres-
ident . 'of a typical republic acting us
‘champion “of an’ injured’ queen, but it
is not easy to see what other ‘course he
could take with due regard to the honor
of America.
