A vigorous effort is now being made 
by the editor of the Globe and other 
anti Canadian persons here to show that 
we cannot ship the grain of our own 
North West, and the trade of the u|>- 
l«er provinces must go to New York and 
Boston.

York without first taking it almost to 
Montreal, for the only connexion their

RI Horses Boarded on Reasonable Terms.BUTTERThe rumor that the Grand Trunk 
railway company is interested in the 
proposed line from Edmnndston to 
Moncton, which is to make a new short 
line through Canadian territory from 
Quebec to tho Maritime Provinces, has 
been confirmed by a leading official of 
the Grand Trunk Railway who thus ex­
pressed himself in an interview with a 

.-representative of the Montreal Star:— 
“It is perfectly true that wo intend to 

have a short lino to the Atlantic coast, 
which, as proposed, will run from Levis 
to River du Loup, via the Intercolonial; 
from Riverdn Ixiup to Edmunston, over 
the Temisci’iiata road a distance of 72 
miles; then from there wo intend build­
ing an air lino, which will be 175 miles 
long to Moncton, ami then on to St. John 
and Halifax. We now have surveyors 
out on these latter connections. Of course 
wc shall have to bring tho matter before 
Parliament ut next session; and we can 
see-no reason why a charter should not 
be given us, for, aside from this lieing a 
purely Canadian line, it is about as 
short as the C. V. R. to St. John, N. U., 
and is shorter than their route to Halifax. 
Then again we shall have no customs 
surveillance, nor cun this route bo 
derod useless by complications with the 
United States, as we should he 
entirely free from them. As I have said,
