Simla, Oect. 22 —Dispatches froin
Kharappa say that it is impossible to
praise too highly the conduct of Gor-
don-Highianders at the storming of Dar-
gai rtidge.

Klondikers Over the Chiicoot Find
Very Hard Conditions—Mother
and Children Perish..

Provisions at Lake Linderman Are as
High as at the Klondike
Gold-Fields.

The story of this lit-
tle four by six sepulchre is particularly
sad, involving the obliteration of almost

'an entire family,

Five weeks ago a family named Card,
of Montana, started for the gold fields.
The journey from Dyea to Lake Linder-
man was easily’ made, but once this point
was reached their troubles began. One
merning the mether awoke to find her
baby girl dead im her arms. A few
days later the little boy, a bright-eyed
lad of seven, sickened "and died. Last
week the mother died. Those who saw
her during the last few days of life say
her heart was broken. Well, the husband
has gone on to the gold fields. He told
me that he might just as well die there
as at his former home.

The story of the three graves in one, by
the side of the trail that leads to the
headwaters of Lake Linderman, is re-
peated ‘in’' some way at every camping
ground this side of Dyea. On Tuesday
last a Seattle man died at Long lake.
At the foot of Deep lake is a rude grave
made of stones. On the headboard is
rcughly carved the following: “He was
known as Paul” I tried to learn his
name, but no one seemed to know it.

From Dyea over the Chilcoot pass was
not as bad as I expected. The spot
krown as the Scales is a piece of ground
probably 200 feet each way. I startea
with a seventy-pound pack, and I was
at Crater lake in just 55 minutes.

From the foot of Crater lake to Long |

lake, a distance of four miles, one travels
the roughest imaginable. Up and down
hill, over sharp-pointed rocks, across
weary wastes of 'snow and ice, and half
a mile through a mountain stream that
is more than icy.¢old. Add te this a

pelting rain and:a wind that not infre-
gquently blows. .oné downy-and: some idea -
of what je #6° be encountered may “be’

gained, At Long lake many of the pros-
pectors camp, pending the arrival of the.r
goods. The water. is bad, and, in con-
sequence, ‘there has been much sickness
and one death.

Most of the prospectors ferry their |

goods across the lake, the cost being $10
a ton if the wind is not blowing very
bhard, and $15 a ton if the water is
rough. There is a portage of 400 yards
from the foot of Long lake to Deep
lake, ferrying on the latter body of water
averaging half a cent a pound. From
Deep lake to this point there is a portage

of two and dne-half miles, over as rough :

a piece of trail as one would care to take
even a light pack.

I would not advise anyone to undertake
the trip at this season of the year with

less than $1,000 in cash. Expenses jump !

It is necessary now
for one to go up the canyon from two to
four miles in order to get suitable lumter.

fore winter sets in, though no one seems
to be the least discouraged. There at

As might be expected, everything is
outrageously high., Board is §10 a day
and mealg from $2.50 to $3.00.

REGULATION ACT

A Review of the Legislation and
Litigation Preceding the
Late Appeal.: ¢

IR o o M
An Act That Is Utterly Worthless
Because of the Incompetency
of Somebody.

The following ' resume of legislation
and litigation affecting the act ‘proHibit-
ing the employment of Chingse, under-
ciound in coal mines will assist our
readers to an understanding of the pre-
sent position of this ‘unfortunate act.
It is taken from the Nanaimo ‘ Free®
Press: SN 2

At the session of the provincial parlia-
ment held in 1890, an amendment was
passed to the Coal Miners Regulation
Act of 1897, which on the face, ap-
peared to. prohibit the employment of
Chinese underground in the collieries of
British-Columbia. Howeyer,. the uncer-/
tainties of.the law were soon made ap-
parent. On June 20th, 1890, M_r. A,
Dick, inspector of coal mines, laid an
information - before. Mr.  Jx P. Planta,

stipendiary magistrate, ¢ l;arging Mr.

The matter then laid in abeyance till
early in this year, when, at the solicita-
tion of the Miners’ Union, the provincial
government submitted the-question of
the constitutionality of this anti-Chinese
amendment to the full eourt of British
Columbia, -and the constitutionality was
sustained, as the following extracts from
the judgment clearly show:

“The question submitted to the court
is whether the restriction against the
employment of Chinamen wunderground
in coal mines is within ‘the legislative
authority of the province. The argument
against its validity was presented under
different heads: (1) as being.an inter-
ference with the rights of aliens; (2)
as an interference with irade and com-
merce; (3) class legislation, ahd (4) in-
fraction of British treaties.

“It is necessary to examine the act in
which this restriction appears. The act
is one making regulations with respect
to coal mines and miners, -and‘is divided
into parts under different captions. In
the first part we find regulations regard-
ing the employment of "women, young
persons and children; then, regulations as
to the payment of wages; the construc-
tion of shafts, and so omn. The act is
strictly confined to regulating the man-
ner in which coal mines are to be work-
ed, in the interest of the employees and
their protection, as the occupation of a
miner is one, of danger and risk. :

“The first'pottion /of thg actiis the one
with which “we are éoncerned—section
prohibits: the Smiployreht of ‘boys under
12 years of age in or about a mine; sec-
tion 4 prohibits the employment of
women and girls, and also Chinamen be-
low ground; sections 5, 6, 7 and 8 regu-
late the hours of labor for boys, women
and young persons. HEvery one of these
sections in some sense affects trade and
commerce, but they are not thereby ultra
vires—the protection of women and child-
ren is a subject which every legislature
is entitled to control, until such time
as the Dominion parliament passes a law
spplicable to the whole Dominion. This
protection is of dual character; in one
sense it protects the women and children
from being employed in work unsuited to
their powers and sex, and.in the other ‘it
protects the miners from the risk arising
from the want of skill and knowledge
of persons employed with them in a dan-
gerous occupation.

HOW 'TO DBHORN CATTLE.

A Simple Plan Unattended With Pain—A
i ; Hint for Farmers. e

| A correspou 'sends . us_'a descriptiod
. of a simple process of de-horning as recom-
mended by a writer in Hoard’s Dairyman,
suggesting at the same time that it may
' be of interest to many readers of the Free
Press. We have no doubt it will be, if
only on account of itss implicity, and theree
fore give it in the words mentioned: ‘‘This
ilsthewnytodshom: The first day aftet
| the calf has sucked itself full it will lie
i down and sleep some, and then you can go
| to it, open the.hair where the little hori¥-
is to come, and you will find a little naked
spot where there is not any bhair). Just
| put 'a little common potash on the spot,
. and it won't wake it up and the horn will
. never -grow. By common potash 1 mean
common box lye that they make soap out
of. Take a soft wooden stick to put it on
. 'withj-don’t put on too much; just wet the
little button, as we call it, is all that is
needed. Then the next day go and feel of
it, and If the spot has a little dent there,
then it is dead, and in a short time a scale
will come off, and then the hair will grow
and be as smooth as a mulley can be. If
there is no dent there the next day, then
you must put on a little' more, but that is
seldom needed; and I think it is so much
better to have the horns off. Our dairy
cattle have no use for them now, and I
: think it is merciful to kill the horn when
the calf is so litfle and it can be done with-
out even waking the ecalf up out of its
| sleep.”

The advantages -of dehorning '« have
never been questioned, but when' it was
first proposed there was treméndous
outery against it because of its supposed
cruelty. In Ontario, as many of our readers
will remember, the controversy between
the advocates and the opponents of dehorne
i ing became 8o heated that the government
thought it expedient to appoint a commis-
slon to determineé by inquiry and investis
gation = whether the practice was either
cruel in itself or injurious to the subjects
1 of it. The judgment of the commission
was in effect a vindication of the advocates
of dehorning, and from that time the prac-
tice has been followed without exciting re-
mark, until now the dehorning of cattle is
; taken as much a matter of course as is the

shearing of sheep: What process is adopt-
ed, however, we do not know, unless it is
the old one of sawing off the horns at an
_early stage of their development. We have
not heard that their growth is prevented
by the extremely innocent application of a
little potash, "as recommended by this
writer in Hoard’s Dairyman, nor indeed do
we know that the potash will operate as a
preventive. The experiment is so easily
tried, however, that the question need mnot
remain in doubt, and if effective the pro-
cess has so much to recommend It that it
will no doubt be adopted wherever prac-
ticable. Under it there ¢an be no possible
question of cruelty, and there can be no
disappointment to the calf in losing what
it never had.

It Is not the purpose of the Free Press
i to Insist on the advantages of dehorning.
These are supposed to be familiar to all
| who are concerned in the raising of stock.
I Many an accident in the byre or barnyard

is prevented by it; the value of cattle in-
tended for shipment 'is enhanced and it is
claimed that the influence on the temper
and disposition s decidedly beneficial. Our
correspondent suggests that, following the
laws of evolution, it 18 quite conceivable
that in process of time the practice of de-
horning at birth may ultimately lead to
Nature adopting the plan a8 her own. This
might impair the majesty or wound the
dignity of a prize bull at the Winnipeg In-
dustrial, but in every other respect the
evolution to hornless cattle would be &
benefit.—Winnipeg Free Press.

CROW’S NEST LINE

Be Completed to' the Kootenay
River by ‘August.

It Will

John M. Burke, who i8 operating half
a dozen properties in the Fort Steele dis-
trict, was among the arrivals in the ecity
last evening. Mr. Burke says that there
is considerable activity at present around
Fort Steele, and he predicts a full-grown
boom next spring on the advent of the C.
P. R. Work on the road is already in
progress on this side of the Crow’s Nest
Pass, and about 100 miles of track have
been laid. The work is being done in five
mile contracts, and M. J. Haney, who has
charge of the oconstruction, says that the
line will be completed to the Kootenay
river by August 1, at the latest, and pos-
sibly a month sooner. :

The road will cross the Kootenay river
about half a mile below Wardner, and
then making a bend will pass through the
outskirts of the latter place. The real
town, Mr. Burke says, will be Cranbrooke,
about 12 miles rom the river. This site
has been settled upon by Colonel Baker,
minister of, mines, who owns the land, and
the C.P.R. At present the site of the fu-
ture metropolis of the district is a tremend-
! ous field of oats, occupied only by a raneh
! house, but it has been made a post office
and the headquarters of the mining re-
corder. -

THE STEEL BARRELS.
| The manufacture of steel barrels is @
new industry lately established near Lon-
don, England. The difficulty of giving
the steel sheet the ordinary barrel shape
is overcome by easing the curved rolls at
the ends so that they bear only In the
middle, thus stretching the metal at the
centre, and forming the barrel body com-
plete, with the exception of shearing the
ends  straight In a special machine and
welding the seam. The welding is done
by electricity melting pieces' of steel
over the opening and hammering them
down; the heads are cut in a circular
shearing machine, corrugated and dished
ip a 400-ton hydraulic press, and secured
in place by a ring of metal -which is weld-
ed both to the end of the barrel and the
head; the bung  bosses are also welded
on—no skilled labor being required for
the process, and- but moderate power is
needed -to supply the current.—New York
Sun.

Time Coming Over the Dal- v
ton Trail..

Several Days Without Food, With
the Exception of Owl and
Rawhide Soup.

Some Say the Reports of a_Short-
“age of Provisions Are

Exaggerated,

Administrator’s Party Lost a Large
Proportion of Theilj Pack
" Animals, 7

On the steamer Farallon, whic¢h arr{ved
from Skagway early yesterday mormng,
were thirteen miners who had come:out
from Dawson owing to the famine, and
& large number of would-be miners and
and others returning fr(_>m
Dyea, Skagway and Wrangel. The min-
ers who came from Dawson. were di-
vided into three parties,‘the last to leave
Dawson being a party of three, Charles
Fries, Butt Woods and Archi_e Burns,
who left the Klondike metropolis on Sep-
tenmiber 14th. They poled:up the l‘ukon
to the Five-Finger rapids in - thirteen
days, and, securing horses t‘here, tl_ley
pushed on over the Dalton trail, reaphmg
Haines' Mission, on Lynn canal, in 21
days. While on their way out they ex-
perienced a ‘heavy snow . storm, wh-lc_h
lasted several days and covered the tx:aul
with nearly two feet of snow. Dxuru}g
this snow storm four sout of the six
horses they secured at FveFingers
were lost, and had ‘it mot been for a
“chinook” wind which ‘thawed the.snow
they would have lost allitheir animals.

Soon after leaving Five-Fingers-on the
way outward the Fries party fell in: with
a party headed by Ray Stewart, of New
York, who left Dawson six days prior to
the Fries party, and-soon after passing
Dalton’s post they caught up with a
party of six, composed-of John Frey, T.
L. and J. Trippe, C. Holden, J. O'Don-
nell and an Indian guide named Sewatka,
after the explorer of.that name. This
party had an awful experience on . the
way out. After leaving Five-Fingers
they ran short of food; and for five days
all were without food, save an owl, which
was shot, and somé soup made from a
raw hide strap Whi_g:_h'ithey were using to
pack their goods. . They.scraped off the
fur and chopped. it, up, into pieces and
made soup, which they divided sparingly
amongst the party.- When this party
started out they had thirty pounds of
food to the man, but lost their way in
the snow, and, notwithstanding the fact
that the food was meted out in very
short rations, it soon gave out. One of
the men went snow blind, and shortly
before arriving at Dalton’s post two of
the party sank down in thé snow from
erbaustion, and it was only with diffi-
culty that their companions, who still re-
tained some strength, forced them on.
Soon after this they arrived at an Indian
camp, where they secured a quantity of
dog salmon, which kept them alive until
they arrived at Dalton’s post, where food
was obtained for the rest of the jour-
ney. And in spite of all this each mem-
ver of the party announces his intention
of returning to the gold fields in the
spring.

The party tell the same old story of a
stortage of provisions at Dawson. The
price of flour is $12 a hundred and bacon
40 ‘cents a pound, but it is only sold in
small quantities. A claim owner went
ito one of the companies’ stores and p'ank-
ed down $13,000 in gold dust to buy pro-
visions for himself and his men. The
gold was pushed back tp him and he was
told that all he could buy was a month’s
provisions. News has been received from
down the river that there was no hope
of any steamers reaching Dawson before
spring, and, naturally, this caused many
men to make a start to get out of the
country.
the river, expecting to obtain provisions
at Circle City or Fort Yukon, but the
majority will attempt the trip over the
trails. That many will perish in the at-
tempt seems a foregone conclusion, for
the companies. will sell them barely
enough food for.the trip, and if they are
delayed they must run short, and delays
on winter” trips are almost inevitable,
especially on the Dalton trail, which is
dfaultlirely'obliterated after a heavy snow

all.

The
party’s only chance of success is to wait
until the snow packs and take ' their
goods over by dog train. ;

All told, quite a large amount of money
and gold dust came down on the Faral-
lon, several of the men from ‘Dawson
City being claim owners and brought out
censiderable dust, and others having. done
fairly well at £15 a day. The men who
*have been working for wages along the
trails also did well financially.

end. Swiftly but surely they hustled the
deer from southeast to the two narrow
points terminating in the sea, where ‘the
squaws awaited in canoes, and the shoot-
ing commenced. In ten minutes over
fifty . shots were fired, with the result
that they gathéred into their canoes
over a dozen deer; a majority of them
being does and fawns. , These car-
casses were taken to the: river and bar-
tered off among their friends, in Some in-
stances white men  purchasing from
them. This process was repeated by
cther bands of Indizans and every island
in the track of these marauders.opn their
way to.the river was made to contribute
to the imniediate use of these legal free-
booters. Thig has beéen going on for
years; and our deer will soonr be a
thing of the past. .
As regards our grouse: The other day
I came across a canoe on the south .shore
of Mayne island containing seven In-
dians on a hunting cruise for Viectoria
market. I took a note of what they
bhad; seven deer, two of them .fawis,
two does and not a mature buck.in the
lot; als> they had forty Dbrace .of
grouse, about. one-half of which was

Objections Sustained in the Steamer
Eugene Case.

Seattle, Oct. 24.—Judge Hanford yes-
, terday stistained ' the exceptions to. the
‘ libel brought against the steamer Eugene
by Gaston Jacobi .and othérs fer dam-
ages on aegount)of the failure- of -the
Portland-Aldska Trading & Transporta-
tion Company to land thé passengers of
the steamer at Dawson City.

*. Each of the libelants alleged that the
company, being at the time the -owner
of the steamer Eugene, entered into a
contract to carry them from Seattle to
St. Michaels on the steamship Bristol,
and thence on the Eugene to Dawson
City, for which he paid $300. A breaclf
of contract was "alleged in that the
steamer Eugene failed to go to St. Mi-

i chaels to receive the libelants, as agreed.

For loss of time and other damages, each
of the libelants claimed $1,000.

In the decision the court says that au-
thorities conflict on ‘the point as to

i whether suits in rem can be maintained

for breach of an' executory contract to
carry a passenger on board a particular
vessel, where the vessel has not entered
upon performance.

After quoting several authorities bear-
ing on this question, an excerpt from a
decision of the supreme court by Justice
Dayis is given, which is to this effect:
“It is a principle of maritime law that
the owner of the cargo has a lien on a
vessel for any injury he may sustain
by the-fault of the vessel or master. but
the Iaw creatés no lien on the vessel as
security for the performance of a con-
tract to transport a cargo until some
lawful contract of affreightment is made,
and the cargo to which it relates has
been delivered to the custody of the
master or someone authorized to receive
| i

Judge Hanford, in concluding, says
that the authorities were conclusive on
the point that the right to proceed in
rem for a breéach of contract does not
exist, unless the cargo or a portion of it
has bren ‘delivered to the master of the
vessel, or his aunthorized agent: The
weight of the authorities is found to bear
against the position of. the libelants. Ac-
cording to the authorities, it is nof the
naking of 'a “‘contract nor the pay-
ment of the consideration therefor which
renders the vessel liable. The lien mpon
twvhich the right to proceed in rem de-
pends does not attach until the goods or
passengers ‘are placed within' the care
and under the control of the ship’s mas-
ter, J :

The Skeleton of a Young Man Die-
covered in the Woods
- Near Sooke.

It Has Been Lwinz There for Many
* Years—Provincial Police
to Investigate.

In the provinecial police office are the
remains of what sole years ago was a
man. There are three’boxes, in which
is a large collection of charred bones, d
skull, also charred and blackened by fire,
some fragments of a pair of trousers
and & coat, which :have. been. eaten
tarough in places by fire, find are cove.ed:
with a thicg mattang of decayed ferus
and pine needles. How this unfortunate
man—for the skeleton is evidently that
of a man—met his death is one of those
mysteries which will probably never-be
unravelled. Perhaps he was taken sick
and died Dbefore assistance could be pro-
cured; or, again, he may have gone 1nto
the thick vegetation after having fully
discussed the question whether or not
life was worth living; and, coming to the

conclusion ‘that it was not, ended his ;

life; or, again, he may have been de-
coyed to this lonely spot, despoiled of all
be had, and murdered. ‘But theke ure
but conjectures, and how he did meet
his death will probably: never be known.

The remains were - discovered by a
hnnter, J. Armour, while beating around
Naylor’s Hill for grouse. They were
widely scattered, as if dogs, panthers or
some other ahimals had been pulling
them about. The skull and most of the
bones were lying amid a mass of burned
vegetation at. the foot of a high pine
tree, and all were badly charréd.. They
would probably never have Leen dissove:-
ed had it not been for the fire, and, as

Sir William Van Horne yesterday as-
sured the members of the Board of
T'rade that Victoria would not be ignor-
ed by the company in the matter of
the company’s steamship service to Al-
aska. They intended, he said, to put
on a lne of first-class steamers, two
of which had already been secured.
The steamers were very fine ones, with
good freight .and passenger accommodar
tion. The management had not talk-
ed over the details of the service, but
the embers could be assured that Vic-
toria would mnot be overlooked. He
hoped the feeling in Viectoria against
the C.P.R. had died out by this time.
The company had ne :evil intentions
against the city and never had.

Asked by President Kirk as to the
improvement of the  telegraph system,.
Sir William said he appreciated = the
feelings of Viectorians in this matter.
Last year the company had laid a new
piece of cable, but it was found that
this was not sufficient, so they had or-
dered, and it was now being manu-
factured, an entirely new cable, which'
hé believed would maintain a perman-
ent service. Anything that could be
done to protect the interests of Victo-
ria would be done. -

The president pointed out that much
of the trouble wad on the land lines,
particularly where they: crossed the : is-
lands, ‘the lineman being unable to go
out to repair them when the ‘eather
was rough.

Sir William said the new. cable would
extend direct from the Mainland to
Vancouver Island, which would do
awdy with the lines on the smaller
islands. The land wires would be put
in first .class condition. They intended
to cure the grievance, no matter what
it cost.

The gnestion of having a branch line
to Bsquimalt was brought wup by
President Kirk, who pointed out. the
convenience it would be. tc the naval
officers and the captains of merchant
vessels ‘at Hsquimalt.
