
Ferry BoatCAPSIZED FIvOATEXG DOCK.Five Negroes 
Hanged

Accident While the United States Trans­
port Ingalls Was Being Repaired.

DisasterNew York, June 14.—While the Unit­
ed States transport Ingalls was in the 
balance dry dock, owned by the John U. 
Robins Company, at the Erie Basin. 
South Brooklyn, at 3.30 this afternon, 
where she was about to undergo repairs 
she suddenly slipped from the blocks and 
capsized. Une man is known to have 
been killed and many others injured.

There were about 240 carpenters, ma­
chinists and other latnirers at work on 
the vessel and dock at the time.

It is supposed that the vessel was 

thrown from an even keel by ballast im­
properly placed, or by the shifting of 
the blocks on which she rested, causing 
her to list to starboard, driving the shor­
ing beams through the walls of the old 
floating dry dock in which she was 
cradled.

There is supposed to have been 25 
Italian laborers in the hold of the ship 
employed in shifting the pig iron ballast 
forward and astern.

While the terrorized and screaming 
workmen were trying to escape, the 
dock itself, overbalanced by the weight 
of the ship, turned on its side and sank 
in 50 feet of water. A number of the

New York, June 15.—The divers at 
work on the wrecked ferry boat North- 
field kept at their task up to G o’clock 
this morning without finding a human 
body in the boat’s cabins. It is not yet 
known definitely that there was loss of 
life by the collision. The official entry 
on the blotter of the harbor police says 
that no one was lost, but, according to 
the statements of tug boat captains who 
surrounded the sinking Northfield, it is 
thought that a number of persons must 
have perished.

Until early this morning there were 
many inquiries at the station of the 
harbor police for relatives and friends 
who are supposed to have been on the 
Northfield, and who had not returned to 
their homes at a late hour last night.

Capt. Johnson, of the Northfield, was 
arrested a few hours after the collision, 
but he refused to make any statement 
about the collision. He was locked up 
on the charge of criminal negligence and 
held without bail. Capt. Frank Griffin, 
of the Mauch Chunk, went to his home 
in Jersey CDty last night No effort 
made to arrest him as officials of the 
Jersey Central railway promised that he 
would be produced in court to-day.

The divers stopped work at G o’clock 
and rested until 9 o’clock. At that time 
they started to go through all the cab­
ins, the engine and fire rooms and other 
compartments of the ferry boat in order 
to make a thorough search. It is known 
that all of the crew' got ashore in safety. 
The body of a boy ten years old was 
found floating in the East river this 
morning.

The coroner's office attributed the 
death to the Northfield collision, and the 
police recorded it as the first known 
death.

Baltimore, Md.. June 12.—William 
Glen Taylor, of Washington, was to­
day convicted of the murder of his step­
mother, and sentenced to 15 years in the 
penitentiary.

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STOCK BROKER’S COMPLAINT

Leads to Arrest of Men Alleged to Be 
Dealing With Worthless 

Mining Shares.

They represented to 
him that St. Louis brokers were endeav­
oring to locate the stock and were ready 
to buy it at a big advance over the price 
per share at which it was offe:ed to 
Lewis.

When the men were searched there 
were found, besides the Ward Consoli­
dated certificates, a certificate for 5,000 
shares in the Czar Gold Mining Com­
pany of Denver.

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THROUGH TRAIN FROM SEATTLE

Arbitration Rumor That G. P. R. Will Run an Over­
land From That Point.

Court Local officials of the Canadian Pacific 
railway, says the Seattle Times, are of 
the opinion that the traffic agreement 
M-hich M'as recently entered into between 
the officials of that rotad and those of the 
Northern Pacific at St. Paul guarantees 
that in the near future probably the 
Canadian Pacific M'ill make up one.of 
its overland trains in this city and run 
it through to its Eastern terminals M'ith- 
out change, except to attach the cars 
which are run from Vancouver to the 
main line in the same manner as the cars 
from Seattle are now attached to the 
regular train.

This plau is known to have been long 
in contemplation and noM' seems to be in 
a fair way to being realized. If, as at 
first reported, the agreement between the 
tM'o roads goes so far as to allow the 
Canadian Pacific’s trains to enter this 
city over the tracks of the Seattle divi­
sion then there is little doubt that: the 
plan M'ill he adopted and put into execu­
tion at the opening of the next summer 
tourist season.

The Canadian Pacific has already plan­
ned to run an additional overland train 
next year, M’hieh M'ill give it tM’o trains 
daily from Vancouver to Montreal.

The present train M ill continue to start 
from Vancouver as at present, taking-on 
the tM'o cars M'hieh are sent north from 
here daily to be added to it, M-hile the 
new train M-ill serve Vancouver in the 
same manner as the present one serves 
Seattle, making it merely a jerkwater 
connection.

Once a through train is put on from 
this city. Seattle M'ill for all time to 
come be one of the Western terminals 
of the Canadian Pacific. Under this 
assurance the fear that the American 
roads entering this city M-ill come under 
a single management and that manage­
ment will some day become arrogant 
and dictatorial, is reduced to the mini­
mum, since -the new American combina­
tion will always have to make terms 
with its formidable rival.

The significance of this condition is 
more easily understood M'hen it is re­
membered that the Canadian Pacific is 
largely supported by American business 
; nd must continue to bid for the traffic 
from this side of the line in order to 
make the road profitable. While the 
business on the other side of the line has 
grown very rapidly during the past feM- 
years, it is far too small to enable the 
road co earn dividends from it alone.

The continuation of this probability, 
and there is every reason to believe it 
M-ill continue for several years at least, 
if not much longer, precludes the possi­
bility of an agreement between the Amer­
ican combination of roads on the one 
hand and the Canadian on the other 
hand agreeing that each shall handle 
only the business orig;eating in its own 
country.

Why the Transvaal Question Will 
Not Be Considered by the 

Members.

Peace Association Asks For Opin­
ions on Annexation and 

War Rules.

Berlin, June 15.—Mr. Hollis, United 
States minister at The Hague court, dur­
ing an intervieM' to-day iuformed the 
correspondent of the Associated Press 
that The Hague Arbitration court had 
ouly just been organized, by the ap­
pointment of the last of the 55 judges, 
but several international questions are 
already before the court. The Trans­
vaal question Mas certainly not one of 
these, because The Hague peace confer­
ence had decided that the Boer states 
were not sovereign" states.

The court M'ill not be in permanent 
session, but M ill only act when suitable 
questions are presented, "when the whole 
court M'ill select a bench to adjudicace 
each question.

Opinions Wanted.
London, June 15.—The International 

Arbitration and Peace Association has 
sent a letter to a number of European 
aud United States jurists of interna­
tional repute asking assistance to clear 
up questions of the law of annexation 
aud the rules of warfare. The commit­
tee having the matter in hand, M'hieh en­
closed the parliamentary return on farm 
burning iu South Africa, considers 
it desirable to obtain the collective au­
thoritative opinion of the leading jur­
ists of the M'orld on these subjects.

“Events iu South Africa and those 
which have recently occurred in Cuba 
and the Philippines,” writes the com­
mittee, “seem to call for such an expres­
sion of opinion of those who have de­
voted themselves to the study of the 
philosophy of law, as it may exercise an 
important influence upon both the peo­
ple and the government.”

The letter, which is signed among 
others by Felix Moscheles (chairman of 
the International Arbitration and Peace 
Association) gives M'hat it described as 
“A rough enumeration of the opinions 
of recent writers.” All those M’ho are 
quoted deny the right of annexation by 
force, except by the authority of the 
congress of the states or declared M-ill 
of the people.

The enclosure M'inds up with pointing 
out that the British nominal annexa­
tion of the South African republics is in 
direct contradiction of the abafo judicial 
opinions.

IMS TIMEWashington, June 17.—A Philippine 
mail brings to the war department the 
records of cases wherein Filipinos were 
tried by military commissions on charges, 
including murder, kidnapping, assault 
and battery, burglary and violation of 
rules of war.

Au especially notable case arose out 
of the operations of a famous oath-bound 
band of Filipinos called the society of 
the “Sandathanans.” The principle of­
ficers of this society, next to a trium­
virate of chiefs, are a chief executor, an 
assistant and a requisite number of 
grove diggers who participated in the 
self-appointed work of the bands. The 
leaders select their victim, capture and 
carry him away in the night to a secret 
rendezvous on a sandy beach covered 
with very tall grass, where the diggers 
already have prepared the grave. In the 
presence of the assembled band, help­
less men and women from time to time 
have been stabbed to jieath and tortured 
in the graves. The l members of the 
band then disperse arid fl-ust to the rise 
and fall of the nearby waters to hide the 
evidence of their ghastly work. Ten 
members of the band, including two rf 
the chiefs, were tried before a military 
commission and eight of them were 
tenced to be hanged. ,

Possibly it is not necessary that the 
ratepayers should again be urged to give 
the by-laws upon which they are asked 
to vote on the 24th the fullest consider­
ation. There are circumstances connect­
ed with each of the schemes which ren­
der their approval imperative. As has 
been pointed out, we are compelled to 
build a new bridge at Point Ellice, but 
even if we were not, our most vital in­
terests are in danger of suffering—in­
deed we are suffering now—if we neglect 
this most obvious duty.

Objections have been raised to the 
High School by-law because cf the great 
cost of education. That is a subject 
worthy of discussion in its proper place, 
but it has no place here. The present 
High School we are ashamed to. po;nt 
out to visitors. It is utterly unsnited to 
the requirements of the city at the pre­
sent stage of our progress, and what 
relation it will bear to our position 
as a community in a few years from 
now if it be allowed to stand as a High 
School it ;s not difficult to conceive. It 
is a menace to the health of pupils and 
teachers iu addition to its other short­
comings, and there is no alternative but 
to erect a new building. More school 
accommodation is absolutely necessary 
in any event. With repairs and altera­
tions the building may be made water­
proof and habitable and capable of re­
lieving the congestion which has become 
so acute in many other quarters. We 
observe that in some cities of Canada the 
relations between the school trustees and 
the council are more severely strained 
than they have ever been in Victoria. On 
the question of suitable accommodation 
for scholars our trustees occupy an im­
pregnable position, and should be sus­
tained. Move school buildings are 
necessary and it is for the ratepayers to 
provide them. After that has been done 
other questions will be open for discus­
sion.

Many think the rec-lamaticr. of the 
•Joints Bay flats and the construction 
of a new bridge or causeway is the most 
meritorious of all the schemes at pre­
sent before the people. Seme of* the 
enthusiasts are under the necessity of 
crossing the bridge night and morning 
and do not relish the salutation which 
greets them from below. Others look up­
on the project as one that will pay, while 
"not a few hold that a new structure will 
have to be put up in a year or two at 
the most, and it might as well be un­
dertaken now and the merits of the un­
dertaking proved. If no cost be en­
tailed why should not the odoriferous 
hole be made in harmony with its beau- 
tious surroundings?

The paving of Government street Is 
the only piece of permanent improvement 
work of that character which will be 
undertaken this year. It is not as much 
as we should like to see done, but it 
will prove an incentive to greater efforts 
in the future. The property-owners on 
the thoroughfare want it and for that 
reason assent should be given. Others 
will be forced to follow their example 
for the preservation of their property, 
and in time we shall have Victoria 
dressed as she ought to be.

This morning a Times representativeThe Colonist was amused last night, 

ahd no doubt many of our other readers 
joined in its smile, at the important an­
nouncement telegraphed to the Times 
from New York that Croker’s collectors 
of blackmail—that is, the police—were 
to be adorned with gold-gilt buttons. 
Perhaps the victories of Tammany’s 
chief on the racecourses of England had 
something to do with this reckless ex­
penditure for ornamentation. The dis­
patch in question was a fair sample of 
many that are thrown away. Its publica­
tion brings up again the subject of gov­
ernment cables and telegraphs generally. 
The Ottawa Board of Trade is the first 
public body to take the matter up and 
make recommendations which have re­
sulted in action. A circular letter is now' 
on its way from the capital of Canada 
to all boards of trade and similar organ­
izations existing under the folds of the 
Union Jack, “urging the importance of 
state-owned cables connecting the Mother 
Country with other parts of the Em­
pire.” As w'e have already noted, all 
the land telegraph lines in the Austra­
lian Commonwealth, in New Zealand, in 
South Africa, in India avd in Great Bri­
tain are owned and operated by the gov­
ernments. All that is necessary to com­
plete the chain is for Canada to take 
possession of the systems in this country 
and for the Empire as a whole to gather 
in the cables. It is said that our gov­
ernment already has the first part of the 
programme under consideration. If such 
be the case—and it is not improbable, as 
Mr. Mulock, the Postmaster-General, has

ORIENTAL IMMIGRATION.

The Chinese question which has been 
troubling the people of Australia has 
not yet been satisfactorily settled. It 
is presumed that the increase of the 
head tax to five hundred dollars has ac­
complished that which was intend­
ed, but the yellow men who had arrived 
before this severe restrictive measure 
was enacted are still in the country, and 
the white men objeet to being compelled 
to compete with them in the ordinary 
labor market.

“An examiiiition of the bed of the 
river shows that tiie l>elt of schist in 
which the mineral of the Mount Sicker 
mines occurs extends across the river 
into Mount Brenton. The Victoria and 
Copper Canyon claims are to-day merely 
prospects, with great possibilities. The 
work done has been confined to running 
one tunnel 120 feet in the schist alongside 
of the lead, and at the face of the tunnel 
the lead vis crosscut, showing a thick­
ness of about 18 inches or two feet of 
solid ore; practically of the same char­
acter as the Lenora. Not having made 
any assays 1 cannot state as to the 
value. Besides this, some shallow sur­
face work has been done which exposes 
three parallel ledges of ore. It is re­
ported that the country west from the 
Chemainus river on this belt of schist 
is being prospected for a distance of 
some six or seven miles from the river.

“In developing claims in th<# district, 
of course the desire is to find ore bodies 
of equal thickness to those winch have 
been opened up in the Lenora, and tak­
ing that and the Tjhee as precedents, 
there is certinly every incentive for a 
thorough exploitation of all the claims 
located in the belt of schist in which oc­
curs the ore bodies of the Lenora and 
Tyhee. While the ore body exposed'in 
the drift of the Copper Canyon is nar­
row, there is no aparent reason why ore 
chutes equally as thick as have been 
worked on the Lenora should not occur. 
The Lenora railroad is running satisfac­
torily. and I was informed makes about 
four trips a day, bringing down about 
35 tons of ore at a trip.

No refer­
ence whatever was made by the court to 
the present capital punishment muddle. 
Boyce received his sentence with 
nosu re.

His attorneys made objection to 
tence being passed, on the ground that 
appeal had been made to the Supreme 
court for a new trial, thus taking the 
case out of the hands of the lower court. 
Before making another move the defence 
will await the results of the extra 
sion of the legislature, with the modifica­
tions which it may make of the laws re­
lating to capital, punishment.

In passing sentence the court briefly 
recited the facts surrounding its refusal 
to issue a death warrant in the case 
June (it!:, when Boyce was brought into 

sentence, giving as a reason 
that any day which he then might have 
fixed for the execution would be after

A nugget valued at the snug, small 

fortune of $1,020 and tipping the refined 
gold scales -at 034 ounces, was found on 
Frank Phjscator's claim, No. 2 Eldo­
rado, a few days ago. according to the 
Dawson News. The value given is 
reckoned on the basis of $10 to the 
ounce.

The ground from which the big nug­
get was taken was being worked on a 
lay by T. G. Edgar. Under a ruling in 
a case brought before the courts several 
months ago. the possession of the nug­
get falls to the owner of the claim. Mr. 
Phiscator was present when the nugget 
was taken out, and immediately took 
possess’on of it.

This is one of the largest nuggets 
ever found in the camp. One was 
found on Clieechaco worth something 
like $1,300. The one found yesterday 
is perhaps the second largest produced 
in the district.

The big piece of treasure is somewhat 
flat and has a little quartz in the sides. 
It was thrown in the sluice and not dis- 
c vered until the riffles were cleaned. 
The big piece from Cheechaco also con­
tained a small amount of quartz. Both 
pieces have an appreciated value over 
their iustrinsic worth as commercial 
quantities, because of the;r extraordi­
nary size.

On his not doing so, she asked him why lie 
had not come., and he replied that he did 
not want any medicine, as it was not doing 
him any good. On one occasion he was left 
without medicine for a short time while 
his bottle was being refilled. He was never 
known to offer to assist ini the hospital, and 
when the head nurse asked him to sit by 
the bedside of a delirious patient he re­
fused, was rude end was reported. The 
resident medical officer Informed us that 
this patient, though delirious, remained 
quiet in bed when anyone sat by him, and 
that Evans would not have to exert himself 
In any way in a atchlng him.
