The Department of Labour sends out 

another Bulletin to announce that the 
cost of living is still going up. The Re­

port says : ....
Wholesale prices in C mada.In March 

were on the same general level Aa n 
February, and only a little higher than m 
March list year. The Department of 
Labour’s index number stood at 13o.5 for 
March compared with 135 4 in February 
and 134.8 in March 11118 These numbers 
are percentages of the average price level 
of 272 commodities during the decade lo.tu- 
1899. A considerable decline in coke was 
offset by advances In furniture and, 
earthenware. Important increases also 
occurred in animals and meats, boots and 
shoes Iron and steel bare, picks, crow- 
liars, etc., gasoline and coal oil, ?°dJ"“’ 
her. Decreases were reported in grains 
and fodders, dairy products, fresh 
vegetables, brass, copper, silver and zinc, 
linseed oil and rubber. The feature of the 
month in retail prices was the general 
decline In eggs, and numerous advances 
in mkat* in eastern Canada.

It will then be seen that practically all 
the staples of life have gone up, and it 
must not be forgotten that the rise of retail 
rates has been considerably greater than 
wholesa'e prices. The cost of living has 
now reached what is probably the highest 
point ever icached in the history oj this 
country. To this has been added here in 
Halifax an artificial inflation of property 
value\ Certain it is that there is no 
promised industry or development in 
sight which can justify this sudden spasm 
of property speculation which has resulted 
in putting up rents paid by the poor man 
nod the man of average circumstances by 
from ten to twenty per cent.,thus adding to 
the already ruinous cost of living. To the 
man of wealth who is a renter It 
will not make much difference. To 
the man of wealth who owns his 
own residence and other property, 
it has added to bis foitune. The 

* poor man an$ the non property owner 
must pay the piper. With food and cloth­
ing at the highest price and-with rents 
t-pringing upward, there is early disaster 
facing the man without capital, and if 
some sort of relief does not come soon, it 
is difficult to measure just what may hap­
pen. Men have struck for higher wages, 
for shortèr hours and for many other 
things ; is it Impossible to conceive of the 
masses in a city making a concerted strike 
against exorbitant rents ? The individual 
owners of their residences in the city are 
already deplorably few, and they are likely 
to be eliminated altogether if the present 
conditions continue. Unable to eitherbuild» 
buy, or pay a fast increasing rental, the 
average citizen is placed between the upper 
and nether millstone With â vengeance. 
Will the boometers please tell us if there 
1b any prospect of tha erection here of 
Great Steel Works like Chose of Sydney, to 
provide ste*d> employment for four thou 
sand workmen ? Is theke any chance of 
the construction of a wood working and 
Car Building Establishment, employing 
ten times as many men as the N. S. Car 
Works 1 Are the I. C. R. works at Monc­
ton to be moved holus-bolus to Halifax ? 
Does the Massey-Harris Company contem­
plate bringing theirA-ast plant to our 
city ? Is the foundation of any great indus 
try or industries, which would transform 
this city into a tremendous workshop, in 
contemplation or about to be commenced, 
by which the poor man will get steady 
work at high wages, and the population 
of the city commence a rapid growth ? 
If there is an entire industrial transfor­
mation right at hand, why not let it be 
known ? Why not publish the fact instead 
of keeping up an alluring mystery until 
all availably properties have been bought 
up by speculators ?

To say thatlhe construction of the Gov­
ernment termtoale, piers and railroad 
branches is "adequate to explain the 
“boom” or sufficient to justify the balloon­
ing of values afld rents, is nonsense. The 
taking up of property in the South End 
for railway purposes will cause residents 
there to seek residences in other parts of 
the city, but this alone should not mean 
such an increase in rents. Not thirty-five 
millions are to be spent, as at first an 
nounced so pompously, but only twelve 
millions, and this to be distributed over 
ten or a dozen years. Under such 
circumstances the expenditure will hardly 
be noticed, for most of the materials will 
be purchased outside and the labour will 
come from abroad, Halifax practically only 
receiving the benefit of the limited ex 
penditure for board, food.'and cheap cloth 
ing. And even the completion of the pro­
posed terminals will bring about no revo­
lution. What have the construction of 
terminal facilities at great expense done 
for St. John, New Brunswick ?

1881 it had 41,353. Between 1881 and 1891 
the great Canadian Pacific terminals were 
eitabllshed there at great expense and ex­
cited high expectations, but despite all the 
high hopes and loud trumpetlngs, the 
emsua of 1891 showed a falling off in popu­
lation, the count being 39,179. During the 
sucaeeding decade Carlton was added to 
the city, but in 1901, the total population 
only rose to 40,711. During the latter part 
of the following decade, terminals for the 
Grand Trunk Pacific came under construe, 
tloo, the Canadian Pacific added greatly 
to theirs, and the I. C. R. also proceeded 
with considerable development, and 
everybody looked forward with magnified 
hopes to the census of 1911. They were 
disappointed, however, for it'was found 
that the city had gained only about 1800, 
and stood at 42,511. In other words, with 
all this terminal development, the city of 
St. John has practically not grown at all. 
The same is also practically true of Port­
land, Maine, where the Grand Trunk has 
its Atlantic terminals. Portland is scarce­
ly larger now than it was thirty years ago. 
On the other hand, Halifax has not been 
the headquarters of any railway or steam­
ship company, ^and what has been Its 
record î In the year 1871, our population 
was 29,952 ; In the year 1881, 36,100 ; In 
the year 1891, 38,437 ; in the year 1901, 
40.832 ; in the y err 1911, 46,619 ^ and 
Halifax has not annexed Dartmouth in 
the meantime. The proposed terminals 
will be welcomed by all, but it Is prepos­
terous for anyone to declare that their 
realization is going to result in any sud­
den and tremendous growth.

What would stimulate development Is 
the founding here of great industrial 
plants, of producing industries, factories, 
steel works, and above all, the establish­
ment of a steel shipbuilding plant. The 
growth of Hamilton, Ontario,is illustrative 
o' this contention. It is fast becoming a 
a perfect hive of Industry. In 1871 
It3 population was 26,880, less than 
that of Halifax. In 1901, it stood at 52,634. 
Two years ago it was 81,969, and at pre­
sent It claims over 90,000. It require» 
mor; thin the handling of freight* 
from car to ship and from ship to car to 
build up a great city or to warrant the 
oppression of the masses by means of sky- 
high rents.

The Alberta elections.
Tbe provincial elections in Alberta, >'ea­

ter day. resulted in a most emphatic vic­
tory for tbe Liberal party, led by P”™1” 
Sifton. The victory was emphatically a 
popular one in the highest sense, for tbe 
government has only recently passed an 
Act which offended tbe Big Interests very 
greatly, and gained their open and active 
antagonism. For some time certain big 
machinery companies have been making 
great sales of agricultural machinery to 
the farmers on what seemed very easy and 
tempting terms, securing a lien on the 
farmers' property and on the machinery 
itself. It the farmer was unable to meet 
his instalment, the companies had a 
fashion of seizing his Implements just 
when the farming season commenced, thus 
tying him hand acd foot, as it were.

Premier Sifton’a Machinery Act made 
such a lien unlawful, which, of course, 
pleased the farmers and mortally offended 
the companies. The result is partly seen 
in the fact that the cities, the centre of the 
Interests’ power, voted largely against 
the government, while the farming popu­
lation voted pretty solidly for the govern­
ment. A recent distribution bill con­
siderably added to the number of legisla­
tors in tbe Provincial Parliament, so that 
the Opposition is but little stronger pro­
portionally than before, although their 
in-tubersare larger. Liberalism Isas strong 
as ever in the West. This is Mr. Sifton s 
first general appeal to the psop’e since 
assuming the leadership, and the result 
has pi oven his strength.

House of Commons.
The debate yesterday largely turned up­

on the charges, unde by Hon. Frank 
Oliver, that through the connivance of 
Hon. Robert Rogers, a homestead within 
the limits of the city of Prince Albert and 
now worth $374,000, was given to S. J. 
Donaldson, chief Tory Whip in tbe Sas­
katchewan Legislature, fer ten dollars. 
Mr. Oliver produced documents showir g 
up the entire transaction, and Mr. Rogers 
defence was that he had no personal know­
ledge of such transaction, and made alle­
gations that similar things had been done 
under the former Administration. He 
also refused to consider the suggestion 
sending the case to the Exchequer Court. 
Mr. Martin, of Regina, also made a force 
ful speech in criticism of Mr. Rogers' part 
in tbe transaction. Mr. Oliver's motion 
of a vote of censure was defeated 05 to 56.

The Standard points out that there are 
rarely fewer than one hundred and fifty 
people in the building, whose lives would 
be placed in imminent peril by the per­
petration of such an outrage.

HEALTH BOARD MEETS

Dr. MacAu)ay presents his re­
port in connection with the 
Dr. Freidmann treatment

General business transacted

The Board of Health held a meeting yes­
terday afternoon, when those present 
were Dr. M. A. MacAulay, chairman ; Dr. 
Morton^Ald. Hines. Aid. Scanlan, and G.
A. Wooten.

Chairman MacAulay made his report in 
connection with his visit to New York. 
The report is given below :

At the request of this Board I proceeded 
to New York to interview Dr. Friedmann,

' and take note of the results of his serum 
upon patients thus treated.

After some difficulty, and through the 
offices of his American associate. Dr. 
Sturm, I at length met Dr. Freidmann at 
his hotel. The doctor was a man of ner­
vous and impetuous manner, and speaks 
English but poorly, and always has an 
interpreter present. In reply to my ques­
tion as to whether he could come to Hali­
fax, he replied that his many engagements 
in the United States made that impossi­
ble. I next asked him. when his serum 
would be on the market, and his reply 
was, within six or eight weeks.

He stated that his serum contained 
actual living tubercle bacilli of non-toxic, 
noo-virulent character, and might be used 
practically without danger. I found it 
somewhat difficult to converse with him 
on account of his deficient knowledge of 
English, and hence some of his answers to 
my questions were of uncertain import.

Through the courtesy of Dr. John Bren­
nan, President of the Board of Commis­
sioners of Belview Hospital, I was permit­
ted to interview and examine the manv 
cases under treatment in that hospital, 
these included cases of tuberculosis in its 
varied forms, some of them having been 
under treatment for almost two months.

After careful observation and study of 
the cases, I have to confess that definite 
evidences of improvement were not easily 
perceptible, although almost every patient 
visited stated they were much better. 
My conclusion Is, therefore, that sufficient 
time has not yet elapsed to give a definite 
pronouncement upon the efficacy of the 
new treatment. ...

It is onfy fair that a period of some 
months should be permitted for the oper­
ation of the teat before any final pro­
nouncement can be made. I may here 
add that the newspaper reports which 
have gone abroad concerning the alleged 
unfair treatment meted out to Dr. hieid- 
mann by the profession of New York are 
without foundation. He has been given 
every opportunity to test his cure, but the 
medical laws of the State would not allow 
him to practice as a registered practition­
er, and I may also state that the profes­
sion of New York are not very sanguine 
*is to the outcome of the treatment.

The report was ordered to be filed. 
Commissioner Wooten brought up the 

question of an erysipelas patiênt being re- 
lused admittance into the Infectious 
Diseases Hospital. It was shown that the 
patient was afterwards admitted. The 
members of the Board did not see why any 
person suffering from any infectious 
disease should not be admitted without 
delay to the hospital. In consequence a 
resolution was adopted providing that a 
certificate from any physician, to the 
effect that his patient is suffering from 
any infectious disease, shall be sufficient 
to admit the same to the hospital, without 
first obtaining the City Medical Officer's
^Tbe Board also decided that a ward be 
prepared for erysipelas patients.

At the present time there are nine 
patients in the Infectious Diseases Hos- 
pltaL

Inspector Hayden reported on the con 
dition of two houses on Bloomfield St., 
which have no drainage to the sewer, and 
the occupants have to throw waste water 
in the yard. The Inspector reported that 
“one place is In a miserable condition, 
and the other is even worse." The owner 
will be summoned to the next meeting.

The Board’s inspecter reported that 
there were only two barber shops in the 
city that had not complied with the 
Board’s regulations In respéct to having 
running water. They will be notified to 
appear before the Board at its next meet-
in$ld. Hides called attention to the over­
loading of ash and garbage carts, causing 
some of the contents to be distributed all 
over the streets. The Board of Works’ 
attention will be called to the same.

Inspectors Burke and Hayden reported 
having visited the incineration plant on a 
couple of occasions, but could not detect 
the least odor, although they approached 
It when the smoke was being wafted In 
their direction. The surroundings have 
been cleaned up. On one occasion they 
went inside when the pit was filled up 
nnd steaming. There was a very bad odor. 
The furnace fires were in a bad condition, 
and only one man was in charge of the 
furnace. The report will be sent to the 
Works department. , _ ,

A GALLANT CONSUL.
Heroism of former officer of Hali­

fax Garrison,
For fellow-countrymen at Adrianople.

London, April 14.—A stirring story of 
tbe gallantry of the British Consul at 
Adrianople In the scenes of panic that 
followed tbe capitulation of tbe fortress is 
reported by Reuter’s correspondent in tbe 
fallen city.

The British Consul, Major Samson, 
states the correspondent, distlogulshed 
hitneelf by his ooolneae. vigour and gal­
lantry. He constantly ran tbe gauntlet of 
the shells of the bombardment in order to 
bring his fellow-countrymen and their 
wives and children into safety, and he 
contrived to obtain for them flour of good
quality when the rest of the population 
had no bread.

Major Samson established a hospital of 
fifty beds, where a large number of 
wounded were cared for free. His con 
duct was above all praise. Mai r Rhys 
Samson, the British Military Consul at 
Adrianople, is a native of Haverfordwest. 
He has been at his post in Adrianople 
throughout the historic siege, and has 
held the position since 1906. The eldest son 
of Mr. Louis' Samson, a prominent county 
magistrate, residing at Scotch well, Haver­
fordwest, he entered the Army in 1886,and 
he was gazetted to the Lancashire Fusil­
lera, with whom he served at home and In 
India.

In 1900 he accompanied the qth Militia 
Battalion to South Africa an& was subse­
quently appointed Deputy Assistant 
Director of Railways at Mafeking.

At the close of the war he was appoint­
ed to the Royal Garrison Regiment, sta­
tion at Halifax, Nova Scotia, being sub­
sequently transferred to the 4th King’s 
Own (Lancashire) Regiment.

Major Samson is a great reader, especi­
ally of French literature, aod held the 
position of French interpreter when ap­
pointed Military Consul at Adrianople.

Through the courtesy of tbe Turkish 
Commandants, Mrs. Samson, who, with 
her daughter, resides at Haverfordwest, 
on two occasions received wireless mes­
sages from her husband, forwarded by the 
British Embassy at Constantinople.

Major Samson was on excellent terms of 
friendship with Nazim Pssha.

The first great outrage was a ter­
rific explosion which occurred on,- 
March 15th. 1883, at the Local Gov­
ernment Board Offices in Whitehall. 
So violent was the report that it was 
heard over an area of three miles. 
In the House of CommbM, where the 
sound of the explosion was of a most 
alarming nature, the report, was ac­
companied by a shaking of - the .wh?*® 
building, and caused the moat liYtiy 
anxiety among the members. It -ws* 
at first supposed that .the explosion 
was caused by gas, but on examina­
tion the serious damage suffered by 
the Local Government Board Offices, 
as well as by many adjoining build­
ings soon satisfied the authorities 
that it must have been caused by 
dynamite or explosive of a similar 
nature.

Indeed, the late Sir Howard Vin­
cent, who was at that time head of 
the Criminal Investigation Depart 
ment, said that undoubtedly a con­
siderable quantity of nitro-glycerine 
had been deposited inside the balus­
trade of the Local Government Board 
Offices and ignited by a time fuse. 
Ultimately four of the conspirators 
were arrested and sentenced to penal 
servitude for life. According to Sir 
Howard Vincent, they had come from 
the United States in February of the 
same year, and, after visiting Glas­
gow, established a nitro-glycerine fac­
tory in a house in Jedsame street, 
Birmingham, from whence the explo­
sive was conveyed to Ixmdon in 
india-rubber bags,, the conspirators 
acting under the direction of Thomas 
Gallagher, an American medical man, 
who was one of four conspirators sent 
to prison.

In the same year some startling 
outrages took place in Glasgow, when 
various members of what was known 
as the Secret Ribbon Society, which 
had for its object the subversion by 
violence of the Government in Ire­
land, attempted to destroy, by means 
of dynamite, public buildings aim 
works in that city. They attempted, 
among other things, to blow up a 
gasometer and destroy the canal 
bridge at Fossil Park. Altogether 
ten men were arrested; five were sen­
tenced to penal servitude for life, the 
remaining five receiving sentences of 
seven years each.

First Man To Use Gas.
In 1792 a manufacturer of Redruth 

in Cornwall named Murdoch made gas 
to light his home and factory. Pall 
Mall in London, 1807, was the first 
street to be lighted by gas. ....

Gas is obtained from coal, which is 
heated in large retorts ; the heavy gas 
drawn off passes by a pipe, called the 
hydraulic main, through a number of 
curved pipes called condensers, in 
which process coal tar and ammonia­
cal liquor oomdense and fall into well. 
The gas passes to purifiers over slaked 
lime, which takes up sulphurated 
hydrogen and carbonic acid ; it is then 
headed downward to the gas holder, a 
large tank having its base resting on 
water, and from which the gas is dis­
tributed to the consumers.

Certain by-products are obtained in 
the course of manufacture which are 
more valuable than the gas itself ; 
these include coke, ammonia, aniline, 
phenol or carbolic acid, naphthalene 
dyes, various artificial drug» and basic 
perfumes.

Spoiled Their Game.
A curious fact about London sand- 

wichmen has been revealed in the 
working of the Insurance Act. The 
Act has spoiled a little game which 
certain sandwichmen used to play 
with great profit. A man would hire 
himself to one employer and go off 
with the boards. But he would mere­
ly deposit them in some secret corner 
and then go and offer himself to an­
other employer. In some cases this 
could be worked several times over 
without detection. In the evening 
the man would deliver up the boards 
in the order in which he had receiv­
ed them. But the working of the In­
surance Act gave the show away, for 
these pluraliste had to have an in­
surance card fo? each employer.

Tibetan Teamaking,
An Englishman while in Tibet was 

invited out to tea and learned the art 
of teamaking as practiced in that 
country. It appears to be somewhat 
as follows:

For six persons boil a te&cupful of 
tea in three pints of water for ten 
minutes, with a heaping dessertspoon­

ful of soda, £ut the infusion into the 
churn, with one pound of butter and 
a small tablespoonful of salt. Churn 
until the combination is of the con­
sistency of cream.

The Tibetans prize butter for its 
age. The best is often forty, fifty 
or even sixty years old.

son’s) Eskimoan diaccverea 'that they 
spoke a similar dialect, and peace was 
secured;, and introductions to all the 
tribe—men, women and children—en­
sued. Intellectually these Eskimos 
v^ere on-a level with the inhabitants 

Great Britain 10,000 years ago. ylt 
was on Victoria Island that he came 
across the blonde Eskimos, whom he 
preferred to call bronze or copper. 
They eyes were blue, their eyebrows 
and whiskers fair^-ftnd the formation 
of the head and lace akin to Euro­
peans. Sir John Franklin had re­
corded that he saw one such Eskimo 
in 1824 in the Coppermine district, 
and Stefansson said he l ad come to 
the conclusion that they were descen­
dante of an ancient race of settlers 
who, originating in Scandinavia, had 
traveled to Mackenzie by way of Ice-

Gave Wolseley Raspberries.
Now that the British nation is la­

menting the loss of one of her greatest' 
warriors of modern times, it is inter­
esting to meet with people who ac­
companied Lord Wolseley op the Red 
River expedition, which made fiis 
name a never-to-be-forgotten one to 
the Canadian people,

Such an one is Alexander Ritchie, 
of North Toronto. Mr,r Ritchie, more­
over, a* far as he i* a^kre, enjoyed 
the unique distinction of being the 
youngest member of the volunteers 
who took part in repelling the Fenian 
Raid in 1866, 1

Mr, Ritchie was boro at Kingston 
in 1860, and at the age of 14 he joined 
the volunteers. When the Fenian 
Raid took place in 1866, Mr. Ritchie, 
then only 16 years old, was sent with 
his regiment to Cornwall, where it 
was stationed till the trouble blew 
over. ■ ; /

In 1870 the Louis Riel rebellion, 
which led to the Red River expedi­
tion, broke out, and Private Ritchie 
was one of the members-of the ex­
pedition. Mr. Ritchie recaRs how one 
day, at a wild spot âway beyond Rakç 
Superior, he and Some of his qom- 
panions-iP-wma were pl<*mg rasp­
berries when Col. Wolseley rode up on 
horseback. Mr. Ritchie, vho had his 
linen hat'cover full of the berries, 
offered them to his commander, and 
the colonel helped himself.

Asked about the expedition, Mr, 
Ritchie described .bow they went by 
boat to Prince Arthur’s Landing, noW 
Port Arthur, but at that time an jan- 
setiled wilderness, and of the arduous 
journey from'there to Fort Garry.

Specially prepared boats, manning 
six oara^and about 30 feetjqng, were 
used for transporting the men and 
supplies up the Red River. The first 
boat set off on the 4th of July and 
i| was the 27th of August before the 
last boat readied Fort Garry.

^ r Hair Turned Grey.
Two-thirds of the survivors of the 

Antarctic Polar Expedition, which was 
beaded by the late Cept, Scott, have 
either their hair turned gray or be­
come bald as a result of the hardships 
endured on the trip. In a letter just 
received by his father from C. 8. 
Wright, the Toronto physicist, who 
was a member of the party, this tale 
is told:

“Came through the expedition un­
scratched, except for a few gray hairs. 
(Two-thirds of the expedition have 
turned grey or bald.)”

Though the letter does not state the 
reason foy the men's^iair turning grey 
or falling out, hair specialists in To­
ronto think it to have been caused 
by the excessive C6ld weathef and 
not from the hardships suffered by 
the party. Intense cold often causes 
catarrh In the hair, which has the 
effect ol turning it grey, 07 of loosen­
ing it at the roots, so that it falls 
out.

Antediluvian Monsters.
The Government explorers, who 

spent last summer in the Canadian 
west, looking for fossils, » returned 
With tons of specimens.

Tiro monstrous skeletons 0# the 
dinosaurs, one 32 feet long and the 
other 40 feet long, were discovered in 
the hope beds of the Bed Deer river, 
Alberta.

The remains of a horned ptiaqtieat- 
ing dinosaur and of the flesh-eating 
dinosaur were found.

These interesting specimen* will be 
mounted and placed on exhibition at 
the museum in Ottawa.
