The Fish Exehange.

The fishermen of Gioucester and some
f the dealers, also, showed a bold front
wgainst the recently organised Fish Ex
change that it has been dissolved. A
N. Y. Herald despatch of 21st says,—

‘“ A unanimous vote for dissolution was
adopted this afternoon by the Boston Fish
Exchange. Fach of the thirty.six firms
of wholesale fish dealers belonging to the
Exchange was represented at the meeting,
and it was the coucurrent judgment of all
that it was inexpedient to continue the
organization auny longer.
stored to their old basis. Dealers are free
to buy of whomsoever they please; fisher-
men coming in with their fares can sell for
whatever price they can get. Wholesale
tish dealers claim that the Exchange was
for the advantage of the fishermen more
than of any other class, by assuring them
more regular prices than have hitherto
been paid. The Exchange was not organ-
ized to control or monopolize trade, they

say, but to regulate it so that it would not
Great

suffer such severe ups and downs,
hostility to the Exchange has been mani
fested on the part of the retail dealers,

owners of the Commercial Wharf and they

fishermen, with the result above stated.”

A Gloucester, Mass., despatch of 23rd
inst., says,—

An indignation meeting of those opposed
to fish monopolies was held in the City
Hall this evening. The audience was
largely made up of fishermen and masters
of vessels. Resolutions were presented
and unanimously adopted setting forth
that an important crisis has arisen in the
principal industry of Gloucester; that for
mutual protection it is absolutely neces-
sary that some action be taken to retain
it; that the Boston Fish Exchange has
been broken by the manly action of one
tirm sustained by the determined co-opera
tivn of the fishermen; that the New Eng.
land Fish Company is fully as dangerous
and obnoxious, having a monopoly of the
halibut trade, so that no party could buy
a load of Halibut in Gloucester without
the consent of this company and its allies.

The resolutions closed with a resolve
that a committee of twelve be chosen, to
be known as the “‘Committece of Protec-
tion,” to take into consideration this state
of affa.rs, devise some proper remedy and
secure therefor a pledge of suppourt and
in-: rsement. of the entire fishing industry
of Gloucester.

It seems that those who undertook to
organise the late Fish Exchange have
brought about a reaction which threatens
to leave them in even a worsd position
than they were before. In a recent arti-
cle on the subject the ADVANCE showed

The Late Rallway Disaster.

When the Coroner’s inquest at New-
castle adjourned on Monday evening
last, we were under the impression that
the statements of Express train passen-
gers, which seemed to place the blame
of the terrible accident of last Satur-
day morning on indulgence in intoxica-
ting lignors, were unfounded. Disap-
pointment was, no doubt, felt by many,
that party politics—in the lowest sense
of ‘the term—had seemed to be pushed
even into the presence of death in the
awful form it assumed on that occasion,
and political interest, official fears and
a falve and hypocritical sentimentality
seemed to 1ise like a mist between the
facts and a legitimate public desire to
grapple with and thoroughly sift them.
It was known that an accident involving
human agony and death in one of their
most terrible forms, the injury of a
number of passengers who had entrust-
ed their lives to the care of railway
managers and officials, the providential
escape of others and the destruction of
much valuable public property had
taken place. All this could not be re-
called, but in view of a long roll of
mishaps of late on the same railway the
public mind became thoronghly alive to
the necessity of ascertaining, if possible,
the causes of such a state of things.
A paper published at Railway head-
quarters has just stated- that on 13th
October it published an article cslling
attention to the fact that there had hap-
pened “‘five serivus accidents, several of
“*them sccompanied by loss of life, and
““al) occurring within a few days of that
“‘date.” To that article it added on
Monday last, the following:—

It was but two days after the above was
published when we were called to record
tbe death of Breer, brakeman, killed at
St. Flavie. On 19th October, by a brake
giving away,brakeman Devine was thrown
upon the track and two flat cars and the
engine passed over him. The same issue

tained tion that brak Trites
was {:;med between two cars and had his
arm badly injured at Canasn, on the 20th,
while another brakeman named Lockhart,
got one of his hands badly bruised while
coupling cars at Bathurst. There was
then for some weeks an ahatemeut of the
accident boor till the 11th, when brake-
man Caren was killed at 8t Charles. On
the 12th one of the Minister of Railways’
new recruits in engine driving ran his
engine through the Round House at
Riviere du Loup, but, fortuuately, did not

hllln‘ibody.

On the 14th at Thompeon’s station, N.
8., a passenger nwmed Nickerson had a
foot crushed so badly that it had to be
amputated.

On the 24th November there was an-
other smash up and the wrecks of eight
cars piled upon one another alongside of
the torn-up track. And, finallv, on Fri-
day about midnight, occurred the fatal
collision in which three persons were
killed !

We know, as everybody knows who
is properly informed on the subject,
that the rolling stock of the Intercolo-
nial Railway is not adequate to meet
traffic requirements, and that the men
whose duty it is to do the practical
work of controlling, running and man-
sging the trains are hardicapped there- |
by, while their mouths are shut, so far
as the public are concerned, because
they know that if they were to express
their views freely and openly to the
public, whose servants they really are,
they wonld soon find their places filled
by other and, perhaps, less capable
men. Every engine. on the road is
worked np to its full capacity, while
the men are, also, at times, taxed to
the full measure of their endurance,
and it is not a matter of wonder that
many of them are said to resort to
stimulants to sustain their vital ener-
gies and that some of them drink more
than is good for themselves or safe for
the travelling public. So far as we
have heard those who run passenger
cars are free frum any charge of indul-
gence in intoxicants, but it matters
little to injured or delayed passen-
gers, wheu a collision occurs, on which
train the carelessness, recklessness or
misnnderstandings blameable therefor
take place. It is important that men
responsible in any way in the actual
work of running trains—whether they
be working, special or passenger trains
—should, at Jeast, abstain from the use
and be free from the effects of strong
liquors when on duty.

When Saturday morning’s calamity
was announced there were rumors of
liquor being blameable, to some extent,
forit. The St. John Globe published
the statement of a passenger named
Morrison as follows,—

I believe that liquor caused the accident;
my reason for saying this is because when
the doctor who was attending the fireman
before he died offered him some liquor, he
put out his hand as if to put it away from

bim and said: *‘No, ruam did it all.” I
am certain he said that.

The Moncton Times said,—

With the construction train ruoning
tender foremost in a storm, it 18 very
easy to see how the slightest relaxation
of the precautluns that should' bave been
vbserved by the men on the engine, might
result in the fearful accident just recorded.
The poor fellows have, however, paid a
greater penalty than the most rigid inves-
tigation could require of them, and the
public can afford to the current re-

rts and suspend ju gment awaiting the

ecision of the coroner’s jury. One thing
that should b2 inquired into, however, 18
the extent of the use of ardent spirits on
board construction and all other trains.
If there is one railway rule that should be
more strictly observed than another, it is
that of prohibiting the use of strong drink
among railway men.

Some members of the Coroner’s jury
appeared to us, on Tuesday, desirous of
learning what foundation there was for
the statement of Mr. Morrison, and
they questioned Dlstrict Superintend-
ent Price and the doctors on the sub-
ject. The latter gentlemen agreed in
stating that so far as their knowledge
went the poor fireman had not made
the remark quotel by Mr. Morrison,

llision, did not notice any appearance
of liguor upon him. When these three
witnesses showed that neither of them
could corroborate Mr. Morrison’s state-
ment one juryman remarked that ‘‘the
man who made it ought to be hanged. ”
The mas who would invent such a state-
ment, must be a bad and heartless one,
but no juryman realisng his position,
ought to be too hasty in reaching a con-
clusion. Mr. Morrison’s error was in
saying the remark was made to the
doctor, but in other respects he was

correct. On Monday night we believed ;
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his statement to be incorrect, but after
receiving & letter from a thoroughly
r liahl h o COrr A3 t in
Bathurst, we made what enquiries we
could and regret that the results thereof
strengthen the presumption that the
poor fellows who paid the penalty of
their recklessness were not in the con-
dition their position of responsibility
required of them. Thereis a sentiment
which leads many persons to remain
silent respecting the dead, when what
may be said is not in their favor. The
application of that sentiment may,
howerver,be carried too far, to the mjury
of both dead and living, so whatever
may be said of the course which duty
poin‘s out tous as the proper vne to
take, we shall follow it.

We called upon a lady yesterdsy who
was in the first class car when Cross-
man was brought in suffering from his
scalds, and she said that asshe kneeled
to sooth him, and without any ques-
tioning on her part, he moaned,— *“ It
wis rum that did it all—weall had
mu\j.” Other exclamations of the same
tenor, which we do not think it neces-
l(ry to repeat, were made by the suf-
ferer and when he asked for water and
it was passed to him, mixed with a
little brandy, he said, ‘‘take it away, it
has rum in it, I want pure water,” and
ever when pure water was given to
him he seemed to fear it was mixed
with rum. Some who stood by said,
““he is wrong in his mind,” and the
lady said “I'll try him.” She then
asked him if he wanted to see his
mother, and he said, ‘*‘Oh, yes, take
me to my mother!”

‘‘among their employees.”

It is no pleasure to us to publish
such statements as these, ‘but we give
them, hoping they will be the means of
assisting those, buth on the road and
not connected therewith, who desire
to effect reform. We give the facts
as they have come to us, in good faith,
and are prepared to give names to the
railway authorities, to substautiate
what we publish, as soon as we are
convinced thac they are earnestly setting
about an enquiry. We have not space
to discuss the subject further this week,
but will, probably, return to it again.
We cannot close, however, without
making mention of the conduct of
Mrs. Hugh Marquis, sr. of Chatham, of
whom the passengers speak with the
highest respect and adwiration of
her noble conduct at the time of the
collision. Several friends and corres-
pondents have communicated with us
on the subject, but Dr. Smith, of New-
castle, who was one of the physicians
summoned tv the scene, perhaps best
expresses the feelings of those who
witnessed the conduct of this lady. He
says,- -

* The kindness shown to Crossman
“by Mrs. Marquis was touching. I
““overheard tae poor fellow ask, mn
‘¢ piteous tones, for his mother more
‘““than once. Although his mouther
‘“ could not be with him in that sad
* hour it may comfort her to know that
¢ Mrs. Marquis attended him with a
‘““mother’s "care and attention. Too
‘‘ much cannot be said in her praise.
‘“ The gentlemen in the cars seemed
‘‘ more than willing to render any pos-
‘““sible assistance to the dying man,
‘‘but the tenderness that a woman only
¢ can exhibit was singularly exemplitied
‘“in her solicitude for the suffering and
¢ dying fireman.”

Honored Warriors.

The total number of decorations pre-
sented by the Queen last week tothe
troops who had, distinguished them-
selves in Egypt, including those given
to the Indian contingent, was 370.
The Prince of Wales and nearly all the
members of the royal family were pres-
ent at the ceremony. The Queen, con.
ferring the decorations, said :—*I have
called you here to-day to express my
best thanks for the gallantry and devo-
tion you displayed in the short but de-
cisive campaign in Ezypt, and to say
how prond I am of my soldiers and
sailors who have added fresh laurels to
those already obtained in previous cam-
paigns, and of their devotion to their
Queen and country.” At the close of
the Queen’s address, which was deliver-
ed with beautiful emphasis, three lines
of men retired, leaving the Queen facing
the commander of the espedition and
the naval brigade. The conferring of
the decorations was then commenced.
Admiral Seymour and General Wolseley
have been gazetted peers.

Protection in the Census.

The meagre census returns thus far
published have, as may be naturally
supposed, upset some of the favorite
theuries of the Pennsylvania protection-
ists, and the charge is made by them
that the figures have been ‘‘doctored.”
General Walker answers this attack
with the declaration that the census
figures as now presented are accurate,
and that if they conflict with grevious
governmental statistics on the same
subject it is becauss the latter were
falsitied in the interest of the protection
school of politicians and manufacturers.
The cuntroversy which has arisen be-
tween the selfish orotectionists of our
sist r State and the head of the Census
Bureau recals a significant incident
which occurred some years ago with
respect to the Philadelphia reprint of
an English cyclopedia. 1t was discov-
ered after the work in question had
been put in type that all its articles
bearing on the question of protection
and free trade were gross heresies from
the Penusylvapia point of view, and
the book had to be altered or ““doctored”
80 a8 to meet the views of the states-
men, economists and manufacturers of
that State. The situation, then, is

this :—Protection has not a leg to stand
on wheu investigated in the cold light
of facts and figures. This is the expe-
rience of the whole world; but the light
has not yet dawned upon Pennsylvania.
—XN. Y. Herald.

The cyclopedia referred to above is
Chambers’, and the liberties taken with
the name of Messrs. W. & R. Chambers
of Edinburg, by the American publish-
ers are exposed in' the edition of this
year in a brief but canstic preface.
The action of the protectionists in the
matter has Jone much to render the
American edition of an otherwise in-
valuable work undesirable as a reliable
book of reference. Messrs. Chambers’
prompt action in exposing the fraud is
characteristic of them as intelli_ent and
honorable publishers.

Shocking Railway Accident.

The startling annouacement that three
men had been killed on the Intercolonial
Railway between Newcastle and Bathurst,
was mado on Saturday morning last, and
various reports of the circumstances attend-
ing the event were soon in circulation.
The fact that three men were killed under
peculiar circumstances, while the lives of
many more were preserved, although, ex-
posed to great danger, awakened public
enquiry to a greater extent, perhaps, than
any similar event that has happened for
a long time. Briefly stated, the main
facts are, the south-bound express from
Quebec, having started from Campbellion
with a freight engine to draw it, was be-
hind time, as steam could not be kept up.
When within a little more than a mile
of Beaver Brook, stesm was so low
that the train had to " be brought to a
stand-still for some time, variously
estimated at from a quarter to half an
hour. Just as the Exptess started again,
and had gone a hundred yardsorso, a
special consisting of an engine, conductor’s
van and two box cars—the engine running
tender foremost—ran into the Pullman
sleeping car which was on the rear end of
the train. The wheels and other heavy
under-gear of the tender passed under the
Pullman while its water-tauk portion was
driven in through the end, smashing the
wash room, smoking room, drawing room
and a portion of two herths, spreading the
sides and starting the roof upwards. The
Puliman coupling - bar penetrated the end
of the boiler aud steam und hot water,
mingled with cold water from the broken
tender went dashing and hissing into the
Pullman among the passengers,
of whom were asleep and some
awake, Then, there were cries of
agony heard in the wreck and those who
hastened to the point of collision realised,
though they could not see, that human
beings werc being scalded to death. In
response to their heart-rending appeals for
release, willing hands worked with all
despatch, but it was some time before
they could be reached, for the force of the

some

collision had driven the engine-cab and’

Pullman o cloely together that the Pull-
man had to be cut into in order to get at
them. The engineer of the special, Juhn
Brown, was first got out and laid on the
snow, his eyes su scalded as to present a
sicken ng spectacle, while the skin came
off his hands as he writhed in the intensity
of his sufferings. Two men next entered
the cab, one through an aperture made in
the Pullman and another through the cab
window from the engine foot-board,
and recovered two other men, Amos
Crossman, brakesman, and James
Fraser, fireman. These were scald-
ed to even a greater extent, apparent-
ly, than the engineer. Fortunately this
closed the list of casualties which were
evidently fatal. In the special train
auother man—su trackman it was said—
was badly burued and bruised by being
thrown down with the stove, while a score
or more of other men who were in the box
cars and were going to work next day at
or near Newcastle, escaped unhurt. On
the express train the porter, named
Duport, was thrown from the drawing
roown through the open door and slightly
injured, all others in the Pullman escaping
with slight scratches or contusions or with.
vut any injury whatever. The interior of
the Pullman presented a most confused
spectacle, however, as the rubbers, boots,
valises, clothing, ete., of some, or all, of
the nine passengers were thrown together
with broken portions of the woodwork,
the whole being saturated with water
from the tender and rendered even more
coufused by the escuping steam of the en-
gme. The engine that was to have
taken the express train from Newcastle to
Muncton being ready, Drs. Smith and
McLearn who were summoned by tele-
graph, were brought by - it to the scene as
quickly as possible, but they could do
httle for the suffering men, one of whom
died just as the train reached Newcastle
aud the other two shortly afterwards.
TEE INQUEST.

Hon.Allan A. Davidson, Q. C., Coroner,
held an iuquést,commencing on Saturday.
The jury selected was composed as fol-
lows,—

The jury, on being sworn, were taken
to view the remains, which werc after-
wards sent forward to the friends of the
deceased.

Witnesses were examined as follows, —

HENRY F. HINDS,

conductor of the Pullman car, deposed
that the express arrived behind time at
Bathurst and left there behind time.
After passing Bartibogue, when wvear
Beaver Brook, the train came to a staud-
still for want, as he understood, of sufli-
cieut steam; remained, perhaps, 15 or 20
minutes; was sitting in the forward part
of the pullman car when the train started
and four or five minutes afterwards hearu
Conductor Olive, who was in charge of
the express and the brakeman call out,
whereupon witness stood up to go to the
rear end of his car, when, almost imme-
diately, a crash came aud he was
thrown against the forward partition and
tne lights all went out ; upened the door
and ran into the lst class car, which was
next to the Pullman, asking for a lantern
aud returned to look after his passeng:rs.
There were nine passengers in the Pull-
man, who were all on the lower tier of
berthe. Some one had brought a lantern
in; got all the passengers out 1uto the first
class car; next heard & crying out of per-
sons as if in pain in the rear part of the
Pullman; went back as far as he could
ivside and found the tender of an engine
which was telescoped into the rear of the
Pullman; saw a mwan’s head through the
left hand side the Puliman, about eight
feet from the rear. He cried, *‘For God’s
sake, save me !” Witness broke the glass

WILLIAM HENRY DUPORT,

fied that the crash hurled him through the
drawing room into the body of the car; he
was thrown on the floor and delug-d with
cold water from the tender. None of the
Pullman passengers were injured.

OWEN M'GINTY.

I was driving engine No. 103, on the ex-

ress last night from Campb-llton to
‘L’iuncton. We left Campbellton 15 or 20
minutes behind time.
the way to Bathurst. - The engine would
not steam. She 18 a freight engine.
When I endeavored to rush her she did
uot give off steam, and after we left Bath-
urst we continued to lose time, and on the
up-grades we merely crawled. When we
got to the up grade about two miles north
of Beaver Brovk we stuck on the grade
and had to remain 10 or 15 minates to get
up steam. I heard conductor Oiive send
back his men with sivnals—a red lantern
and torpedves. When I got up steam I
gave the »signal—tive whistles—for the
man to come in, and on getting the signal
from the conductor I started the train,
Had not got more than two or three train
lengths before the engive of the working
train, coming tender first, ran into the
tail end of our train, which was the Pull-
man car. We had tive cams, viz.,, postal
and baggage cars, second class car. first
class car and Pullman. The shock pull-
ed the drawbar of the baggage car and
separated my engine from the train. The
train followed the engine until it was
brought up by the brakesmen with hand
brakes. There was no air brake on the
engine. The train was brought to a stand-
still at the south switch of Beaver Brook
station. Assoon as I stopped my engine
I went back to my train, when [ was in-
structed to take all the lights and assist to
get parties out of the train. I went back
with a lantern to the Pullman, where I
heard that the driver, tireman and brake-
man of the colliding engine were badly
hurt. I saw them after they had been re
moved to the cars, I examined the dis-
abled engire and found the fire was out,

I don’t know why my engine did not
give vufficient steam  Thegrade where we
stopped is not very heavy; had come over
heavier giades between that and Bathurst.
It was storming and snowing. We had
only just started and were going at the
rateof two or three miles. [ did not know
what tramn was coming behind us. We
had carried signals for another train follow
ing from Cawmpbeliton. The train which
ran into us was this working train. I be-
lieve she came from Bathurst and I knew
there was a special following. 1 did not
know it was the working train. If the
wotking train went north from Newcastle
cngine first to Bathurst it would have t»
returntender tirst.  Deceased, John Brown
was driver of the working train; Amos
Crossman was fireman, and James Fraser
brakeman. Brown had been driving two
or three months; Crossman had been fire
man about the same l=ngth of tume. I
don’t know how long Fraser had heen
brakeman. They were all young men.
Fraser I think was married. If we had
proper steam to have carried our train the
working train would not bave overtaken
us. My engine is not an engine usually
used for expresses, She is usually used
for freight. I was ordered to put this
engine on the train at Campbellton. The
round house foreman appoints the engine
for the several trains leaving Campbeliton,
I went up with a special freight. I gen-
erally run freight trains. I have been
driving since April, 1880. The locomotive
foreman was on the locomotive train with
me and knew the state of the engine. We
could have taken no other precautions to
protect our train than I understood our
conductor did. A train is not to follow
another train sooner than fifteen minutes,
We were about that length of time getting
up steam on the grade. I only kunew
there was a train following by carrying the
signal. I don’t know what was wrong
with my engine. I never saw an engine
work as she did. Our speed was very
slow—from fifteen to twenty miles per
honr.

CHAS. B. HUMPHREY.

I reside in Moneton and am a brakeman
on the I. C Was on Olive’'s tran
Friday night on the trip from Campbellton
to Moncton. We were late leaving Bath-
urst,—I think about an hour. We lost
time after leaving Charlo, until we reach-
ed Bithurst. 1 was on the rear end ot
the Pullman car. The train stopped about
one wile north of Beaver Brook station,
on an up grade, When the train stopped
I jumped off to go back to protect the
train. Conductor Olive told me to go
back and put plenty of torpedoes out. 1
went back about 800 yards, or about 16 or
17 telegraph poles. I put out five torpe-
does—one at every 200 yards, till I reach-
ed the outside or further point, where I
put two. I had a red signal lamp. |
could see between 200 and 300 yards off.
I bad only reached the farthest point
when the signal was given by the engineer
to come back. left two torpedves on
the track and fastened them. Another
brakeman, named Thompson, was seut
out after me to help take yp the other
three torpedves.  When I was out at the
farthest point I did not hear nor see any
engine coming toward me. I could have
heard one coming half a mile off We
hurried back to the train just as it was
starting. When our train had got a
couple of car lengths off, I heard the other
engine coming around the curve about a
quarter of a mile, or between that and a
half from us. There were two white
lamps showing. I gave the signal to the
driver with a red lamp to stop. I was on
the rear end of the platform of tae pull-
man car. The driver or his tireman could
have seen the signal it either had been
looking. Conductor Olive and brakeman
Thompson also gave signals to stop. I
don’t think there was anything to prevent
them from seeing the siguals. There was
not any attempt to stop. I think they
were running from 30 to 35 miles per hour,
1 remained on the pullmen car till the
approaching train was within 150 yards of
us, I then noticed the engine was tender
first. I jumped off the car and got clear
of the track. I saw the approaching
engine strike the pullman with great vio-
lence. I could not see anything else for
steam and smoke. The whole length of
the tender telescoped. The cars of the
colliding train stopped almust immediate-
iy after. The engine proceeded with our
train and shoved it along. When the
steam and smoke had passed away I look-
ed bat could not see our trdin. I followed
and found it on the south switch at Beaver
Brook. When I arrived Conductor Olive
sent me to signal another engine coming
from the south, The torpedoes muake
quite a sharp report, sufficient, I think, to
be heard by those on the engine. In my
opinion the approaching train was running
a little too fast. I saw the the three de-
ceased persons lying in' the aisle of the
car and they seemed to be suffering des-
perately, apparently, from scalded
wounds.

ALFRED E OLIVE,

Conductor of the Express :—We left
Campbellton at 8 o’cluck on Friday night.
The driver’s name is McGinty. We had
the usual number of cars on ; the Pullman
was on the rear end of the truin. The
engmne did not steam well, in consequence
of which, we lust some time. We were
one hour and fifteen minutes late leaving
Bathurst. We did not lose any time after
leaving Bathurst until we stopped, which
would be from a mile to a mileand a
half from Beaver Brook. We came to
an entire stand-still. I asked the driver,
when we stopped, how long we were
going to remain here, and he told me that
he bad no steam, but he would get ready
as soon as possible. The brakeman on
the rear end of the train. Charles Hum.
phrey went out with signals—torpedoes—
and a red lamp. T told him to go as fast
as possible. I could not say that he went
though he told me afterwards he did gn,
We stopped at Beaver Brook uutil 12 21
a m.

To a jurer :— !

1 was standing on the end of the Pull-
man when I gave the signal. The engine
of the other train I now noticed was
coming teuder first. Seeing my danger I
jumped off.  The smoking end of the
Pullman was in the rear, the diawing
room is next. The tender of the engine
ran into the Pullman as far as the draw-
ing room, any further I cannot say. The
collision sent our train ahead, and with
sufficient force to break the draw-bar of
our engine and free it from our train.
The train did not bring up until it reached
the south switch at teaver Brook on.
It would be between one mile afid a mile
and a half from the place of thé accident
to where the train stopped.

To a juror :—

The other train was running quite fast
at the time of the collision.

We had 10 air brakes on. It was about
ten minutes after the accident occurred
when 1 discovered that auy person was
killed. I walked and ran from where I
jumped off to Beaver Brovk station.
After hearing some persous were injured
from tiackmaster Patterson, I went to the
train and found the tender of the engme
had telescoped the pullman car as far as
the cab. The driver and tireman of the
colliding engine weie in the first-class car.
The driver’s name was John Brown, and
his firoman Amos Crossman. The brake-
man’s name is James Fraser. Fraser was
taken into the smoki'g car. They all
seemed to be in great agony. Biown
spoke to me when 1 went in.  Fiaser was
also conscious. I sent the signal meun out
to flag the train coming ahead. In the
meantime I started to telegraph to Mr.
Price my report of the accident. He was
at Campbellton. I understood when 1
reached the station that Mr. Patterson
had telegraphed the accident to Mr. Price.
On the arrival of an engine and two cars
from Newcastle we started back for New-
castle. Crossman, the fireman, died in
the car; the two others were removed
when we reached the station. I then pro
ceeded with my train to Morcton. My
instructions for protecting the train at
stopping on the track are to send the rear
brakeman back with signals 800 yaids or
16 tzlegraph poles. and until they have a
clear view of the track, They are alxo to
place torpedoes on tne rails—every 200
yards—on the way out. They leave a
torpedo on the furthest end and gather
the rest coming in. They are always
secured to the track and are exploded by
the first train passing over them. The only
protection after the signal men come in
is the one torpedo. These torpedoes make
quite & loud noise, How loud I cannot
ex:ctly say, but I have aiways heard them
when I have used them. I could not say
that they always explode, but during my
experience with them, they have, Idon’t
think they could be heard on the other
end of the train—that is, the rear. I
think this work:ny train had been working
at the wreck at Millstream above Bath-
urst, the previous day. If thé brakeman
had placed the torpedoes at 800 yards dis-
tance froni our train, it would be rufficient.
time to bring up without collision. I
could not say how long the driver and
fireman of the working train had been eme
ployed as such.

T9 a juror--It would have heen better
to have got another engine when we
reached Bathurst if there was one to he
wot. 1 told Mr. Price, the snperintend-
ent, when I came to Campbellton, the
state of the engine.

'I'o the Coroner—I do not know why it
was that the tender was run first. It is
just assafe I think, except when there
might be ohstructions or cattle on the
track. The driver has not the same
facility for seeing ahead of him when the
tender is first, as he would have head
tirst,

He stopped at
Red Pine and Bartibogue, having crossing
orders for these places, and left Ba:ti-
bogu- about twenty mninutes bhehind the
express, as the station agent there told
him. Ot himeelf he did pot know what
time it was when he left Bartibogue.
His train consisted of two box carsand a
van, The box cars contained a number
of men who were at work on the wreck at
Millstream, and were to work next day
at Newcastle under Trackmaster McLel.
lan. The speed of his train was about
twenty miles »n hour, but slower at about
three and a half miles fiomn Beaver Brook.
where he put brakes on for a mile and
over, it being a down grade with a carve.
The engine, which was then some two
miles from Beaver Brook. was running
seventeen to eighteen miles .an hour.
Takiog off the brukes he went inside the
van, as it was now an up grade for a
mile or more to the brcok. He was
standing in the door of the van when the
train »truck the express. They were
then going not over twenty miles an hour.
The shock nearly stopped the train with
m its own length, He thought they
were off the tiack. and did not know at
the time what they bad struck, but
jumping off met Conductor O.ive of the
express who sa:d his train had run into
Lhim, The draw bars.of the two box cars
were broken Lut the cars were on the
track. The draw bar of the van was
not broken.

The collision occurred just on the other
side of the grade oron a down grade, o it
was all down hill to Beaver Brook. He at
vnce put out signals to warn a train com-
ing behind hin. One of his men in the
van had his hand cut in the collision by
window glass. He put hie torpedoes back
a mile and a halt. One man in the rear
tox car was burned about the hands and
face by the stove upsetting. He proceed-
ed to Beaver Bruok and les ned that the
train had gone on to Newcastle with the
injured men. He found his engine tele-
scoje . tender tirst, into the Pullman on
the rear of the express train. One box
car had its trocks forced back by the
engine, and had dropped down on the
track. An engine from Newcastle took
them in shortly afterwards. They could
not turn on the track hetween Campbell-
ton and Newcastle, which was the reason
they were runuicg tender foremost.

To Juror Harper—I was not informed
at Bathurst betore the collision that the
express engine could not make steam. If

1 District Superintendent between St. Flavie
| and Mencton, being sworn, deseribed hav
ing come down on the express the night of
the accident, from Bathurst, as far as Red
Pine. He knew at Bathnrst that the ex)
press engine was not steaming well, but
Olive remarked that M ‘Ginty would now
be able to make time as he had cleaned his
tire. Hehad, however, given orders to
have ansther engine waiting at Newcastle
so helid not change the order. While at
Red Pine he heird the operator at Parti-
bogue report that the express train had
passed that station, hut on inguiring at
Newecastle abont the time she was due
there, he learned of her non-armival. He
then heard of the collision by a message
of assistant track-master Patteison, ad-
dressed to him at Campbellton, and pro
ceeded on number thirty-six train to Barti-
bogue, that train being at Red Pine wait-
ing to proceed South. Thence he proceed-
ed to the wreck on the engine of Haines’
special. He found the van and two hox
cars, one of which was off the track.—
Une truck was knocked back from its po-
sition and the end of the car broken in.
Witness continued, —

I then walked to Beaver Brock station,
about a mile and a half distant, arviving
about t-n minutes after the express had
left with the doctors,as the agent imformed
me. The express had left. her Puliman
and McNutt’s engine near the south switch
points. The tender of the engine was
driven its full length into the rear of the
Pullmun, T waited at Beaver Braok until
an engine and the auxilliary car arrived
from Newcastle, when 1 proceeded with
them to where McNutt’s car was off th.
track. This car was dumped to the west
~side of the track. T then returned with
the train and McNutt's remaining car and
van to Beaver Brook. There the Pullman
and disabled engine were coupled on and
we proceeded to Newcastle, On my
arrival at Newcastle I was told that Driver
Brown had just died. I had previcusly
heard of the death of Crossman and
Fracer whilo at Beaver Brook.

To Juror Hirper— We had no express
engine at Campbellton to give to the ex
press that night ; the express engine was
delayed af the wreck which had taken
place at Millstream on the morning of the
same day, and we had to transfer bagcage,
passengers, etc. The express engine
could not reach Campheilton in time for
the express train coming sonth. We
don’t keep first class engines in reserve at
all making up stations. The spare ex
press engine was at Moncton, Three
“xXpress engines run the trains between
Campbellton and Moncton, and the lie-off
is always at Moncton,

Q. Would it not be better or necessary
to keep a spareexpress engine at Camp-
bellton to provide for anch contingencies ?

A. It is not often, that such con-
tingencies happen,

Q. Do you think the accident would
have occured had the engine been running
head foremoat ? A

A . Ithink it might have occurred under
ordinary circomstances ; a  driver can
under ordinary circumstances. see as well
when running tender tirst as the other
wav.

By Foreman Watt—Da vou think the ac-
cident would have ocenred had the Express'
engine been a pood one?

That would be a difficnlt guestion to
answer ; all engines are liable to accidents
and to give out. I would expect the driver
of this engine to run this train at the
usnal express train apeed.

Q. At what speed would you expect
McNutt’s train to run ?

A. His regulation time was 20 miles an
hour. The engines on the express and
McNutt’s train wereof the same character.
I donot know that McNutt was exceeding
ll;is regulation speed when he passed Red

ine,

To Inror Malthy--I saw something in
the Globe in reference te those men heing
intoxicated. T spoke to Driver Brown on
the Bathurst platform an hour or g0 be
fore he left and saw no lignor on  him. [
saw him also at Red Pine, where he
vigned a crossing order in my presence,
and he v as then apparently a'lvight. He
was an old railway man, but [ de not
know how long he was an engine driver,
I have known torpedoes to miss explod
ing, but where there were two, one if not
hoth, would he pretty sure to explo’e.
I would not say those on the engine wonld
hear them if they did explode. 1 consider
Diiver Brown and Conductor McNutt
capable men.

DR. M'LEARN,

who went from Newcastle to the wreck,
waid, in his evidence, that he went first
mnto the smoking-c r of the express train,
where he found the decessed, James
Fraser, in a semi conscious condition, suf-
fering from a severe shock. He examined
him aud found him badly scalded. He
administered an opiate and then gave him
a stimulant, - Then,going to the tirst c'a 8
car he saw Engineer Brown and Firemwn
Crossman, who were in abont the same
state as Fraser. He as-isted Dr. Smnth
to treat them in the same way as he had
treated Fraser. In about a quarter of an
hour the train started fir Newcastle, Dr.
Sinth and I doing what we could for the
men ou the way. Crossman ded in the
car, just as we arrived at Newcastle, and
the other two men were removed to Mr.
Grahaw’s hotel, near by. Dr. Smith and
1 tried to rouse the men by admuistering
stimulants, but without effect. Fr.ser
died about an hour after reaching the
hotel and Brown shoitly after. Thev all
died of the shock produced by a severe
scalding; one man refused any stimulant,
but ilid not say there had been too much
of that, or words to that effect. None of
the meu said, so far as [ heard, that
hquor did it, or that rum did it.

ALFRED C. SMITH, M. D.,
of Newcastle, sworn, said: I was called
last Friday vight to visit some men mjured
by an accident on the Intercolounial. 1
proceeded by special tiain to Beaver
Brook, I went first iuto the sm: king car,
where I found Fraser lying on the flior
suffering from a shock and breathing
heavily, his fice and hands scalded, and
apparently dying. I passed into the first-
class car, where | found Crossmau and
Brown lying on a kind of mattress or bed
from the Pullman car. Crossman ap
peared to be in about the sime ¢ ndi-
tion .as Fraser. He afterwards railied.
Brown was couscivus and seemed
to be suffering more than the others.
We adonmstered stimulants to rouse
them, as we could detect no pulse in the
case of any of them. Assoon as Cross-
man rallied he appeared to suffer, and we
administered morphine to relieve his paim.
Biown was ruffering 8o much at tirst that
we gave him morphine with stimulants.
As soon as we made them as comfortable
as we eould we requested that the train
should be taken on to Newcastle,
Brov'n complained ot feeling cold, though
we had him close to the stove ‘and well
covered. During the journey to New-
castle we administered stimulants to both
Brown and Crossman, but not much to
Fraser, as he was not in a fit state to take
much. When we reached Newacstle |
artanged at Grahan'’s for the men, and
returning to the car, found that Crossman
had died. The remains of Crossman and
the two survivors were conveyed to Gra-
ham’s, Fraser being then in a dyinyg condi-
tion. I remained in constant attendance
on Brown until about an hour before he
died, Dr. McLaren remaining until he
died. Having examined the 1emains of
Crossman and Brown we found almost
their entire bodies xcalded, in parts very
deeply. Even if they had raliied sutfici-
+ ently to admit of our detecting the pulse
the scalding would have caused death.
i We could not at any time feel any pul-e,
[ Death was caused by the shock of the
| severe scalding. I gave some stimulant

to a lady to give to Crossman but heard !

1 got him up to the cab with
the assistance of another person who had
comein. [ then went to Beaver Brook
station and telegraphed the news to Dis-
trict Superintendent Price. I then went
al'ng the line about a guarter of a mile
and met Conduct v Olive and his two
hrakemen, who told me McNutt’s special
had one man who had one hand a little
buint, and that one car was off the track.

The inquest was adjourned until 10 a.
m. on Tuesday.

—and the condition-of the river did not
admit of his returning on Tuesday. The
inquest did not proceed, however, at 10
a. m. as per aljournment, because of the
non-arrival of Mr. Stevens, locomotive in-
spector, who however, we believe, gave
+vidence in fhe e\'ening, after which, the
jury returned a verdict of ‘‘accidental
death,”

Improv:ments in St Andrew's
Church, Chatham.

The most interesting local event of the
past week was the completion of improve-
ments that have been made in St. An
drew’s Church, Chatham, and an enter-
tainment coonected therewith, which
came off on Thursday evening last. The
congregation  decided, a few months
since, to improve the musical portion
of the services of the church by the
introduction of an organ, which was
ordered from the well-known estab.
lishment of Messrs. 8. R. Warren &
Son, of Toronto. Having takan this step
it became necessary to make a place in
which to put the instrument. the inte-
riof of the church being enclosed in four
rectangulsr walls without a break of any
kind. The al made isted of
the removal of the platform and Minister’s
desk from the south end of the church,
and of two windows, which were replaced
only a few feet from their original posi-
tons, but farther apart. Between these
windows the centre of the south wall was
cut through, and en addition twenty
feet wide, eight feet deep and extend-
ing npwards to the lower part of the

hit of the eutablature supporting
the cei ing, was built. This addition to
the church forms the organ-loft and has
an elliptic circular top- of perfectly plain
tinish, opening without obstruction or or,
uameutation of auy kiud mto the body of
the buiiding, its height above the tops of
the organ pipes rendering it quite per-
fect from an acoustic point of view,
Uesides having a good effect in relieviug
the large wall of the sameness of its for-
mer dead-flat surface aud rigidly rectangu
lar appearauce. The floor of the organ
lofs, which is about four and a half feet
above that of the main buildiog is cyma-
shaped in front from each side to the
ccntre, runs out beyoud the line of the
south wall aud is surrounded by a massive
rail staived in imitation of mahogany and
supported by turned balusters in imitation
of cherry. The loft is furnished with
chairs for the accommodation of the
choir, and nicely carpeted. It has a door
at the rear communicating with the Sab-
bath School Hall adjoining, and also a
side door opening into the outdoor passage
between the hall and the south end of the
church. The floor of the Miaister’s plat-
form is seventecn inches lower than
that of the organ-loft or about three
feet above the main floor. This platform
is in front of the organ-loft, so that the
organ, with its effective architectural set-
ting forme a back-ground for it. TheMin
ister’s desk is 8 new and very handsome
oue of cherry, embellished with ash—the
design being we believe exactly like that
in St. Andrew’s Church, St. John. There
1s also a new chair of gothic design,
which, though handsome of iteelf, is not
altogether in harmony with the general
design of the other improvements. This
platform is further furmished with a sofa
aud covered with a Brusseis carpet.

The new organ arrived about a month
ago and was followed by Mr. W, M. San,
born who was charged with the work of
setting it up. It is composed of three
departments, viz. the great, swell, and
pedal organe, containing eleven sets or
stops of pipes uumberiing from twelve to
tifty eight pipes each and one stop of
fifty-eight reeds, which are operated by
two manual claviers and one pedal clavier,
the latter ranging over two aund a third
and the former five and a half octaves
each. The specitication of the instrument
is as follows : —

Each of the above stops is operated by
the usual draw stops placed on each side
of the manuals, and there are also draw-
stops for the bellows signal, swell organ to
pedal organ coupler, great organ to pedal
organ coupler and swell organ to great
organ coupler, The tremulo and swell
mechanisms are operated by pedal levers.

The organ is built to full scale aud its
exturior finish, thungh plain, is rich rather
thau beilliavt, in coloring, and solid in
design It is encased in chestnut, with
the grain well filled and the surface oil-
polished, and a belting of cherry mould.
ing runs across the front above the
manuels and around on each side. The
chief feature of the front is the upper por-
tion, which is composed of nineteen pipes
—three on each side and thirteen in the
centre—the three divisions being separated
by two chestnut buttresses. The body
portion of the pipes is finished in corn
color and the foot and top portions are
done in maioon flock, relieved by bands
and quartrefoils of gold leaf, while the
flat surfaces above the mouths are also
done in gold leaf. Tbe organ cost $1.575,
which was paid in cash, while the altera
tions made in the church, etc., amonnted
to about six hundred dollars more. Pro-
fessor Gubb, of St. John, who was en-
gaged to test the organ pronounced it
an excellent one and assured the commit
tee that they had received good value for
the expenditure they had made. The
organ aud its surroundings —the alcove in
which it stands, the railed front of the
choir, the Minister’s platferm, with its hand-
some desk, and the combination of appro-
priate coloring and form—are very effec.
tive in improving the interior appearance
of the church, the design of the whole re-
flecting credit on those hy whose efforts
the changes have been effected, particu
larly on Mr. John McD mald, buil ler, of
Chatham.who planned the alterations. The
organ question was, of course, not a new
one in the church before the Rev. E:
Wallace Waits became pastor, but it ia,
no doubt, largely due to his efforts
and encouragement that tie good work
pow finished was undertaken. The young

Trinity Clock.

The new clock for Trinity Church, St.
John, arrived at Halifax from England by
the “Sarmatian,” and was taken to St.
John by the I. C. R., last Friday morning.
The first clock put in the Trinity Church
tower was made by Barraud, of Cornhill,
London, G. B., and was set up in the
year 1812. It cost £221 19s., sterling.
The money for it was raised by subscrip-
tion. It was set up, and regulated by
Mr. Edward Taylor, until 1819, when it
was taken chirge of by Mr. Wm. Hutch-
inson, father of VIr. Geo. Hutchinson, jr.,
the present official time keeper of the city.
There was only one bell in the tower and
it was presented by the late Mr. William
Thomson. In about the year 1850 the
bell was found to b~ cracked and was
taken down and sent to England, where it
was re-cast and more metal added to it,
so that when it was brought back it
weighed 17 cwt. This bell remained in
service until the great fire of 1877. In
1855 Mr. William Hutchinson died, and
Mr. George Hutchinson. jr., took charge
of the ciock. 1In 1857 the cupola of Trin-
ity tower was burnt, having caught from
a spark, from the King street fire of that
date. After the fire Mi. Hutchinson
placed a fourth dial in the tower,
previously to that, there having been
but three. In 1877, as is gener-
ally known, Trnity Chureh was en-
tirely destroyed in the great fire. Oa
January 31st, 1880, Mr. Geo. Hutchinson,
jr., noticing the name of Barraud on a
chr ter, and r bering the name
as that of the manufacturers of the first
clock for Trinity, wrote to them, address
ing them by the ftirm name, which they
now bear, Barraud & Lunds. He told

TALEBEARERS ANDSCANDALMON SCATH-
INGLY DENOUNCED BY DR. TALMAGE.

Dr. Talmage took for the theme of his
sermon in the Brooklyn Tabernacle the
subject of slander, choosing for his text
one word from the twenty-ninth verse of
the First Epistle to the Romaus :2*Whis-
perers.” In calling the roll of the world’s
villany, said Dr. Talmage, Paunl puts in
the midst those persons knowa in all com"
muniti.s as whisperers. Whisperers are
always first-class liars. They are mascu-
line and f with a tendency to
majority on the side of those who are
called tne lord’s of creation.. These crea-
tures are so small that they escape the
tine-toothed comb of the law. They are
to be found everywhere, but their paradise
is a country village of about one or two
thousand people, where everybody knows
everybody. The world to them is a whis-
pering gallery. Oue man or woman set
on fire with this hellish spirit will keep a
whole neighborhood aboil. When two or
three of these whisperers get together they
stir a caldron of tronble which makes me
think of the three witches of Macbeth
daccing around a boiling caldron ina dark
cave. Here the preacher recited the
witches’ chorus, continuing : Oh, what a
caldron ! Would you like to have a taste
of it? (Laughter.) I have more respect
for a poor waif of the street that flats
down under the gaslight-—for she deceives
no one—than for the hags of respectable
society who cover their tiger claws with a
fine shawl and bolt the hell of their heart
with a diamond breastpin. (Applause.)

The work of masculine whisperers is

claimed to be due Shechan as an employee
of the Bishop. Sheehan, it seems, for
some reason or other, had disobeyed the
Bishop, and not receiving his salary had
sued for it, alleging a contract, which en-
abled him to recover. Judge Paxson, in
reversing the decision of the lower court,
which was favorable to Father Sheehan,
says :—*‘We are uf the opinion that there
was no such contract relation between
these parties as will sustain this action,”

The Marquis of Salisbury is, of course
not well pleased with Gladstone’s rule,
In an address before the Scottish Conser-
vative Club at Edinburgh, on last Thurs-
day night he taunted the Liberal Govern-
ment with having adopted its predeces-
sor's Egyptian policy. He strongly de-
nounced the action of the Government
toward Iréland and condemned the Arrears
of Rent Act. He had, he said, favored
the schemes of peasant proprietary that
were now impossible. as the church sur-
plus fund had been otherwise disposed of.
Stigmatizing the vagneness of Gladstone’s
itterances, he said : *‘I confess I do not
often envy the United States, but their
institutions possess one feature which ap
pears to me a subject for greatest envy—
namely, their magnificent institution of
Supreme Court. If their Parliament pass-
es a measure inconsistent with the Consti
tution of the country, there exists a conrt
that will negative it at once, thus giving
stability to the institutions of the country,
which, under the system of vague and
vain promises here we look for in vam.”
