The End. of. wire Fence.

The illustration accompanying this s-how.- 
a drain entirely of home manufacture, 
which the writer remembers to have 
illustrated twenty years or so ago, but 
which many young farmers of to-day 
may never have seen descrilied or in prac­
tice. The ditch is dug with a flat bottom 
(flat from side to side), and of sufficient 
width to place three logs in it in the po­
sition shown in the cross-section. The 
two lower logs may well be pinned to­
gether, as suggested, for in such drains, 
and in stone drains, the tendency is for 
the sides to settle together by the pres­
sure of the earth above and at the side of 
them. Secured in this way the three logs 
must maintain the same relative posi­
tion, with reference to each other. If pos­
sible, let cedar logs, or rails, be used, 
but if these are not at hand, or if they 
are worth too much for such use, if at 
hand, then let the next most lasting 
wood be selected. Most kinds of wood 
prove very durable when placed in the 
earth at a depth where they are kept con­
stantly moist; so that such a drain will 
last and do good work for years. The 
logs should fit well together, so that the 
earth will not have large openings to sift 
down into, and the whole should be cov­
ered with hay, or some such material, 
before the loose earth is shoveled 
back into the drain. The earth will be­
come well packed before the hay decays. 
—Webb Donnell, in New York Tribune.

timber. There is no possible improvement 
on this plan for anchoring one end of the 
fence. The trench for the “deadman” 
should be about three feet deep.

Now the other end of the wires need 
ratchets to tighten them by, and it may 
be desired to hang a gate thereto. So the 
“deadman” is used, but the fastening is 
done by means of 6 
wire twisted into a cable and running to 
the second post at C. The horizontal 
brace D holds the main post E solidly in 
position. The wires pass through posts E 
C D. Ratchets at G take up slack in 
wires.

This is a brace that endures with no 
give or np-heaving of posts. There is no 
cheaper nor easier brace known. And, 
thank God, there is no patent on it I

Y- Control of Sex.

A practical farmer of thirty years’ ex­
perience, writing to the North British 
Agriculturist, on the subject, “Can 
Breeders Regulate the Sexes of Their 
Live Stock?” has some views that will 
be interesting even to those who do not 
accept them. His position is that while 
many theories have been advocated as to 
how the male or female offspring are pro­
duced, yet there is, after all, no theory 
about the matter, but simply a natural 
law, established from the beginning, 
based upon the necessity of maintaining 
the equilibrium of sex in the race. He 
holds that in the mating bf cattle, for 
example, where the bull and cow are of 
tm> same age, and of equal vigor, the 
produce may Jje of cither sex, but if the 
bull be old or weak or out of condition 
the calf will almost without exception be 
a male, the reason being that the bull, 
in its condition, is likely to die first, and 
therefore nature’s demand, as a rule, will 
be to replace him with a calf of the same 
sex. In short, the offspring, he thinks, 
will be of the same sex as the weaker of 
the two parents. He admits that this is 
contrary to the generally received opin­
ion, which tends to a belief that the sex 
is impressed by the stronger of the two 
parents, but he says that after a study 
of the matter for thirty-six years past he 
has found it to be true, not only in re­
gard to cattle, sheep and horses, but even 
human beings. When the British colonies 
were first settled, and quantity rather 
than quality of stock was the one thing 
desired, young spring rams were put to 
old, broken-mouthed ewes with the result 
that ewes were produced In numbers as 
eighty is to twenty ; but when the coun­
try had become fully stocked up and 
heavily fleeced wethers were wanted, old 
rams were then put to two-year-old ewes, 
and the result was that about three 
parts of the lambs were rams. In this 
connection he cites observations by Dr. 
Brooks, of Hopkins University, in this 
country, who came to the same conclu­
sion with respect to the human 

‘Brooks is quoted as saying: “Whenever 
we are surrounded with a favorable 
vlronment there is a tendency to an ex­
cess of females; unfavorable circum­
stances, on the other hand, tends to an 
excess of males.” By this he means that 
so long as a man has a good Income and 
can live well the female part of the pop­
ulation wTU go on increasing more rapidly, 
because these conditions tend to render 
the mothers relatively weaker and 
effeminate, 
have been civilized off the face of the 
oarth, because bad whiskey and worse 
rum have wrecked the constitution of 
the males so that their progeny are all 
of the male sex and in time the females 
gradually die out, and the males have 
only the poor satisfaction of following 
*utt. The theory is an interesting pne at 
all events, and has at least the advantage 
of stamping the production of sexes with 
a purpose, the purpose being to replace 
that parent which conditions show is 
likely to die soonest

The attention of all holders of Timber Licensee is 

ailed to Section 19 of the Timber Regulations, 
which reads as follows

‘19 No Spruce or Pire trees shall be cut 
by any Licensee under any License, not even 
for piling, which will not make a log at least 
18 feet in length and ten inches at the small

The Plant flour mills and the works of the 
Sc. Louie Iron and Steel Co. were destroyed 
and the big Cupple’s block of buildings was 
partly demolished. The dead and injured 
are being taken from the mine of the vari­
ous buildings and manufactories. The 
Watere-Pieroe Oil Works were destroyed 
by fire, and buildings in several parte of the 
oity have been horning all night.

H. 0. Rioe. the Manager of the Western 
Union at the relay depot, on the east aide, 
reporta a wreck of terrible proportions.

8T. JOHN. N. B- AN APPALLING RECORD,
Shortly after five o’clock last Wednes­

day afternoon the most appalling and 
disastrous storm that ever devastated 
any place in North America passed over 
the city of St. Louie, Missouri, carrying 
death and destruction along its pathway. 
It was a tornado of the moat violent 
kind, followed by a deluge of rain which 
flooded every avenue and 
torrents of the smaller streams and 
swelled the mighty Mississippi, in the 
murky waters of which humsn bodies 
were borne away, hundreds of vessels of 
all kinds wrecked and submerged, bridges 
of the most solid masonry, with iron 
superstructures wrenched and ruined, 
while in the.city and its environs the 
most solid buildings were blown down 
like houses of cards and cottages and 
other lighter structures blown so far 
away aa to have been entirely annihilated.

Following are portions of press des­
patches which will convey an idea of the 
magnitude of the disaster :—

The scene in Etat St. Louis is appalling. 
The tornado struck that oity with terrible 
effect, and» it is now estimated that 300 
persons are dead in that place alone as a 
result of

Neither the basement nor the top of a 
high house is the best place to live. A 
Budapest investigator has found the 
average life of dwellers in basement# to 
be 39 years 11 months ; on ground floors,
43 years 3 months ; on first and second 
floors, 44 years 2 months ; and on third 
and fourth floors only 42 years.

The “whale, cure for rheumatism” is. 
the novelty offered by a hotel in the 
Australian town of Eden. When a whale 
is towed into the bay, each patient is 
permitted to lie two hours in a cavity out 
in the body, a huge, poultice of decom­
posing blubber dosing about him.

A portable military crematory/' the in­
vention of a Polish engineer, is to be sup­
plied to each German army corps. It is to 
be used for disposing of the bodies of soldiers 
killed in battle, thus avoiding the risk of 
epidemics from the burial of so many men.
It resembles in appearance the army baking 
oven, but is larger and heavier, being drawn 
by eight horses.

The constituents of helium aro being 
sought by Prof. Ramsay, evidence that it is 
a mixture being quite strong. The density 
of the gas from cleveite is 2, 2. from 
sa mars kite 2, 12, from broggerite 2, 18, 
and from fergnsonite 2, 14 ; while consider­
able spectroscopic differences have been 
observed, and a difference in color is per­
ceptible to the unaided eye.

A non-poisonous match has been deviaed 
by a French chemist, potassium permanga­
nate and amyl acetate being among the 
inoffensive ingredients. The matches art 
made easily and without danger, ignite 
readily, are not liable to explosion whei 
stored in quantity, and have an odor said fee 
be positively agreeable.

A purely chemical method of purifying 
drioking water has been devised by M. L 
Altaic, of Marseilles. The purifying agenti 
are iodine, which is a powerful disinfectant 
and carbon. The iodine ia added to the 
water in the proportion of 1 part to 100,000^ 
and in most oases the bacilli are practically 
all destroyed in 15 minâtes. The iodine is 
then neutralized by sodium hyposulphite. 
The water is finally filtered through char­
coal, when it is found to be limpid, color­
less and tasteless.

From the well known fact that befit 
hastens the emission of light stored up in 
phosphorescent substances, M. Charles 
Henry has inferred that the emission must 
be prevented by cold. Experiment has 
proven the correctness of his theory. In­
tense cold exerts a powerful action in pre­
serving light in a latent condition in 
phosphorescent bodies, and open* up the 
marvellous possibility of keeping the 
absorbed sunlight stored up—as meat and 
vegetables are kept from decay—by refri­
geration, ready for use at night or when 
needed.

In a report to the Royal Geographical 
Society of an exploration of the Japanese 
Alps, Rev. Walter Weston mentions an 
extraordinary indulgence in bathing among 
the native peasants. Remarkable hot 
sulphur springe exist in the range, and ro 
one place, wiih water at abont blood heat, 
a man would remain iu the water practi­
cally a month at a time, simply taking the 
precaution to place a stone on his knees to" 
keep from floating or turning over in his 
sleep. A man of about 70, who haw charge 
of the bath-house at this place, himaelf 
remained in the bath the entire winter.

The construction of the Jungfrau railway 
will open a luxurious era in mountain-climb­
ing. The road ія to start from Scheidogg, 
and pass through the interior of the heights 
of the Eiger, Monoh and Jnngfran, where it 
will terminate in the heart of the mountain 
at the bottom of an immense pit, which will 
have elevators for lifting the passengers the 
remaining 216 feet to the summit and » 
spiral stairway for those who would walk. 
The railway will be more than eight miles 
long, rising to a height of 6890 feet with 
gradients varying from 1 to 26 per cent. 
All stations except that at the starting point 
- -six in number—will be bored from the 
solid rock, and they will have exits leading 
to paths by which travelers so desiring can 
finish the trip on foot, and wiil contain 
dining-rooms, miniature bed-rooms, and 
everything possible for the tourist’s comfort. 
Electric current for power, light and pro­
bably heat will be generated by water from 
Lake Luohinen.

A year or two ago attention was called in 
these notes to the prediction of an eminent 
authority that we were entering upon » 
.period of scientific activity that would far 
transcend any previous experience. The 
most indifferent observer cannot fail to be 
amazed at the manner in which this 
prophecy is being fulfilled. Chemists are 
astonished to find that the long familiar 
atmosphere contains a large proportion of 
a substance hitherto unknown—the atrange 
and inert argon; and helium, so long known 
in the spectrum of the eun, is discovered aa 
a terrestrial element With the liquefaction 
of air and hydrogen we are introduced to a 
new chemistry of cold. The development of 
the electric furnace brings great possibilities 
in the redaction of certain metals, and 
nmong its remarkable products yields 
calcium carbide, the source of acetylene, 
which is the first hydrocarbon to be produced 
artificially on a large scale, and a revolution­
ary achievement in chemical synthesis. 
Most surprising of all is the new form of 
radiant energy. Eager students everywhere 
have quickly begun experimenting with the 
mysterious X-raye, and in a few days we 
are given the new art of “ehsdowgraphy, ’ 
which promises, among other marvel#, that 
the sick can have their diseased organ# 
brought to view, while the on none can have

The detail# of this new photography 
are being improved daily. Other epoch- 
making discoveries are almost graeped, and 
it is clear that, with so many road# opened 
to peaceful conquest, our end-of-the-oentery 
days leave no time for demoralizing wars 
over political boundaries.

The tornado was followed by an outbreak of 
fire caused by lightning, and before the 
flames were got under control property to 
the value of nearly $3,000.000 was destroyed.

A VELOCITY OF 80 MILES AN HOUR, 
■weeping with it dense waves of rain. The 
highest speed of wind previously recorded 
here was 72 miles an hour in August, 1878.

cities, the destruction and extent of the 
appalling cyclone are shown. The storm 
began its work of devastation and death 
near Moberley, Randolph County, in the 
northeastern part of Missouri. It then 
passed southeast into Audrain County, 
where the school house at Rush Hill and its 
occupants were victims. The cyclone moved 
slightly north into Pike County, Mo., and 
then jumped the Mississippi River into 
Southern Illinois. The Ltaies' Seminary 
at Drak«, in . Green County, Ill., was 
stricken bv the tornado, which then passed, 
south ana eut, following the Illinois River 
Until it joined the Mississippi, the greatest, 
point of destruction being reached at St. 
Louie, East St. Louie, and East Carondelet.

SEVEN HUNDRED LIVES LOST.
Later news indicates that the great storm 

ia tearing a path through the heart of 
Indiana, in a southeasterly direction. The 
latest reports compiled from the scene of 
destruction in the three states point to the 
l ies of over seven hundred human lives, and

Messrs. Laurier, Cartwright & Co. 
took advantage of the time-limit of the 
late parliament’s existence to do many 
mean things. One of these was to pre­
vent the passage of the supplementary 
estimates, which contained the grants for 
certain railways in Northumberland, for 
the ferry wharves at Black Brook and 
Bartibogue, for our drill shed, the tele­
phone line to Tracadie, etc. Another 
grant was the usual one to pay the print­
ers working in the Government bureau, 
for they hoped to stop the printing of 
certain official documents which would 
let in light ou their campaign falsehoods, 
besides throwing about one hundred and 
fifty men out of employment. Premier 
Tupper, however, appears to have blocked 
the latter part of the Grit programme. 
An Ottawa despatch of 28th ulfc. says

“Holy Thursday saw a crisis in the 
affairs of the Printing Bureau. It will be 
remembered that no supply was voted for 
the bureau last session,and ae there has been 
considerable extra work the vote passed at 
the session of 1895 had become exhausted. 
This being so, Mr. McDougall, Auditor- 
General, wrote Mr. Dawson, the Queen’s 
Printer, pointing out that the vote being 
exhausted there was no money left to pay 
wages, and that no cheques would there­
fore be issued op account of the bureau. 
This letter w&ar 1forwarded by the Dominion 
Police Postal Service, the ordinary mode of 
communication between the departments, 
and reached Mr. Dawson early Thursday 
afternoon. The Queen’e Printer’s position 
was an awkward one. There are 150 hands 
employed in the bureau, and a good deal 
of work yet to be done, bat if the Auditor- 
General refused to sign any more cheques 
the only alternative was to dismiss the 
whole force.

Anxious to avoid this if possible Mr. 
Dawson at once harried to the Department 
of the Secretary of State, and wae fortunate 
in catching Sir Charles Tapper just ae he 
was leaving hie office to catch the C. P. R. 
train for Montreal en route for the Mari­
time Provinces. . The Auditor-General’s 
letter waa handed to the Premier, who 
hastily read it, and, ae ever, fertile in 
resource, made up hie mind instantly ae to 
the course he would pursue. He caused 
the railway authorities to be telephoned to 
that he might be a few minutes late and to 
hold the train. Then sitting down he hur­
riedly dashed off a letter to the Bank of 
Montreal, authorizing them to pay any 
dwqpee necessary for conducting the bqsi- 
■HAof the Printing Bureau. This letter, 
wMeh wee signed “Charles Tapper, Prime 
MinistM of Canada, personally responsible,” 
he handed to Dr. Dawson, and wishing him 
good-bye, hurried off to catch hie train and 
meet other difficulties in Nova Scotfa. 
Thia ended the crisis at the bureau, and the 
necessary work is going on.”

A MASS OF RUINS.
A district in this city, bounded north by 

Chotean avenue, west by Grand avenue, 
extending sooth to the oity limits sind east 
to the river, ie virtually a mass of rams. 
Not an electric light has burned nor a car 
ran in that section, comprising 720 blocks, 
since 5.20 p. ra. yesterday. Within this 
territory scarcely a building has escaped 
njnry and thousands of them are ia rains. 
On surveying the desolate scene one marvels 
that the lose of life was not much greater. 
Beginning at the western boundary of the 
section is the handsome and exclusive resi­
dence quarter known ae Crompton Hill, the 
home of the fourth generation of the early 
French settlers of St Louis. The arietoora 
tie section ie strewn with debris. Just east 
lies Lafayette Park. „ There the trees, 
shrubbery, fountain! and stitnary that have 
been the pride of the city were caught by 
the wind, and the place is mowed bare ae 
with a giant toy the. Further east and 
south to the oity limits were the homes of 
thrifty German Americans, who have given 
a distinct character to the district. To-night 
thousands of them are homeless, many of 
them sharing the roofs of their hospitable 
and moreJorinnate neighbors. Interspersed 
in this latter section and on east to the 
river are mills, breweriewnd numberless 
manufacturing concerns. These were fair 
targets for the storm, and they suffered 
severely.

Forty-Two Years of Public Life-
id [farmouth Times.]

It was just forty-two years ago to-day 
that Sir Charles Tupper first entered 
public life as the representative of Cum­
berland county in the Nova Scotia 
Assembly.

A Constitutional Question.

HOUSEHOLD GOODS MARK THIS PLUNGE

LETTER WRITTEN BY ARCHBISHOP O’BRIEN—
AN APPEAL TO PROTESTANTS AND CATHO­
LICS TO GUARD THE CONSTITUTION—THE
PRINCIPLE OP JUSTICE IS BINDING ON ALL.

The following appears in the Ântigonish 
Casket :

Sir—On my arrival here from the Esst, a 
few daye ago, I learned from the reports of 
Parliament, as well as from newspapers, the 
fate of the Remedial Bill. I need eosroely 
say it waa a surprise to me, aa well aa a 
subject of regret. So strong was my faith 
in the good eenae of my countrymen, and in 
their spirit ot loyalty to our peerless Con­
stitution, to say nothing of their love of fair 
blay, that I felt it would be an insnlt to 
doubt the practical unanimity of the House 
in upholding that Constitution, and in 
deciding once forever that in Canada there 
is as little room for religious fire-brands as 
there ia use for political tricksters, The 
noble action of the Commons, on two 
previous occasions, had amply warranted 
this belief. Who could have imagined that 
public men in Canada, both within and 
without Parliament, should have turned a 
purely constitutional question into a partisan 
one, or should have sought to perpetuate an 
admitted injustice at the risk of an era of 
seneeleas sectarian strife, and of national 
retrogression. The worst enemy of onr 
country is the sower of religious discord and 
of racial enmity. There is po^laoe in our 
public life for nuch an one. He should be 
bound in a sheaf with the prophets of 
peoaimiam, and the wculd-be betrayers of 
our country, aud trampled under foot ou the 
threshing floor of public opinion.

A plain question is before the people of 
Cenada. Shall we, or shall we not, stand 

xtby our Constitutoa which ensures the 
rights uf all, but only inasmuch as they are 
guaranteed to each ? Or shall we, by strik­
ing at the rights of a few, be the motive 
what it may, weaken the safeguards of our 
own, engender a spirit of mutual distrust, 
and fan into a flame the fast expiring 
embers of former unworthy dissensions? 
Only a desperate professional politician 
could be guilty of such a crime against the 
social we l-being of our fair country. An 
honest mao, it is true, who dislikes the 
idea of separate eohools might, for a moment, 
be tempted t> pursue such a course of 
action, looking at the question from one 
point of view only ; but on reflection he 
would recognize that it is not whether the 
Constitution ahall be observed to-day in 
rcgçtrd to the rights of Smith, so that it 
may be invoked to-morrow to support those 
of Brown. Our rights must stand or fall 
together. Few, I trust, have any desire to 
infringe on those of their fellow countrymen. 
Our enlightened sense of true liberty, as 
well as the conditioue of our national life, 
woul 1 render impossible the gratification of 
such desire,

Havipg lately passed through various 
countries, and having attentively observed 
their social condition, the superiority of onr 
own Canada, as a home of peace and plenty, 
has been more fully than ever impressed on 
my mind. And yet we are unly at the 
starting point of our course. Mutual* trust, 
mutual respect for the convictions of others, 
a little bearing and forbearing, with » 
loyal devotion to the Constitution, even 
when it may run counter to some fad of our 
own, will ensure to Canada the future, in 
great part at least, of the world. It is 
simply wonderful what ehe haa accomplished 
during the past twenty-five yesrs. History 
affords no parallel to it. Grecian, or Roman 
legends of mythical greatness do not eqnal 
the sober facts of our short career. The

Bulletin 40 of the Utah Experiment 
Station givee detail* of hog-feeding experi­
ment* for three seasons. Some of the con- 
clnsions are noted below :

(1) Pige a lowed to run at large over 
eighteen acres of good pasture, and fed a 
full ration of grain, tpade the most rapid 
growth, and required the least grain for one 
pound of gain.

(2) Pigs confined in movable pens in the 
pasture grew more slowly than those run­
ning loose, and required an increase of 
twenty per cent, of grain t> make one 
pound of growth.

(3) Pigs at paeture, fed under three differ­
ent conditions gained 92 5 per cent, more 
and ate but two per cent, more than 
the pigs getting grass and otherwise similar 
ly fed, but confined in pern*.

(4) As nearly as can be judged, exercise 
alone increased the gain twenty two per 
cent., and the amount eaten but 15 per 
cent, but decreased the amount required for 
one pound of gain twenty-two per cent.

(5) Grass, when cut and fed green to 
pigs, whether fed in pens or yards, or with 
full or part grain ration, or without grain, 
proved to be of very little value.

(6) Pige confined in pens and fed on grass 
alone, mostly lucerne, for ninet}-one days, 
lost over a quarter of a pound per day.

(7) Pasturing, either with full or with 
part grain rations, appeared to be by far the 
cheapest and best way of making pork.

“HE LEARNED THE WAY# OF THE YANKEES”
—THE MARKETS—THE DAY’S NEWS, BTC.

Most of ns have known since our first 
essayât “potJweka^and hangers” that “evil 
communications corrupt*g£od manners,” for 
that waa the favorite “copy” of the old 
time pedagogue and I believe the words are 
to be found in some of the writing books of 
to day. More than fifty years ago, Samuel 
Belyea then a boy, left this province and 
went to Maine to carve out hie foitune where, 
ae a Boston paper patent, “he learned the 
ways of the Yankees in^ short time, and 
before he was 40 year * of age waa past 
master in many arte qÿéeoetl”. Still in the 
pursuit of wealth4$$n^a man who stands 
well in society has resorted to means quite 
as disreputable aa those that were adopted 
by onr New Brunawioker, who through all 
hie later years was known aa “Sarsaparilla, 
Sam.” It was about 40 years since, I think, 
that the Morns Multioantis, Rohan potato 
and ginseng craze spread all over New 
England. The ginseng was a sort of pasture 
weed that the farmers had succeeded pretty 
well in exterminating when it was found 
the Chinese attribnted wonderful virtues to 
its roots for which they were willing to pay 
their weight in- goid. Then the farmers 
wanted to cultivate ginseng for export, and 
Belyea determined to supply the demand for 
plants, which he advertised in the religious 
and agricultural papers “to be *ent to any 
address, postage paid, for $1 per dozen.” 
His mail was like that of the Louisiana 
lottery in magnitude and he had to employ 
two clerke to attend to his correspondence. 
But how about the ginseng? It was not to be 
had, hut there was a plant commonly called 
Sarsaparilla, growing all over his farm which 
•oiqewhat resembled it, and this was sent to 
His correspondents instead. In two years 
he made about $20,000 and then the bubble 
burst and he was prosecuted for fraud bat 
he escaped punishment on the plea that he 
did not know the difference between ginseng 
and sarsaparilla. “Sarsaparilla Sam” lost 
rapidly and retired to a hermitage of his 
own in the hemlick woods of Niotaux lake 
and when he died, less than two years ago, 
hie body was taken 150 miles farther into 
the wilderness and buried at a spot where 
he said he had oonoealed moat of his money, 
all searches for which have been uneuoeeea- 
fnl. The world measures a man by hie 
success. “Sarsiparilia Sam’! was successful 
and might have become a prominent man in 
society had he, instead of plunging into the 
woods, moved in another direction from the
