Your committee would recommend
that a grant of say $00 be made to assist
in the coillection of these reports, to be used
as paymeént of subscription to an agricul-
tural paper” (say the Co-operative Farmer)
one copy for one year to be offered the sach
secretary of :school trustees who seat in the
crop report for his school district.

Your committee are assured that the .edu-
cetional work carried on by the department
of agriculture through the means of farm-
ers’ institutes is doing a great deal of good.
Seventy-three ‘of these meetings were held
during the past year and the total attend-
ance was 10,322 persons. These meetings
were addressed by experts in the several
lines of agricultural work. Your committee
Deartily agree with tue commissioner for
.agriculture in his intention to progure dur-
ing the present session such legislation as
will place this educational work om a firmer
.and broader hasis.

Your committee note with satisfaction the
large and continued increase in the amount
of cheese and butter manufactured in the
_province and the very satisfactory prices ob-
tained for these products last year. By the
instruction given to makers at the provin-
.cial dairy schoal, and the efferts of the tra-
welling instructars or dairy superintendents,
the quality of both cheese and butter manu-
factured in factories has been kept up to a
high standard, and consequently the product
has sold for top prices both in the local and
HEnglish market. The butter and cheese
unanufactured in the different -factories of
the province last year realized the handsome
sum of $284,324, being $68,325 in excess of the
jprevious year. Your committee feel that
the money spent .in encouraging this branch
of farming is producing good results. Your
committee is pleased to note that the recom-
anendation made last year regarding the sale
or dransfer of pure-bred stock throughout
‘the province has been carried out. The com-
missioner for agriculture having made an ar-

This
act, he said, had been introduced in
several of the United Stapes, in Brit-
ish Columbia, the Northwest Territor-
ies and in certain cities and sections
of Ontario.

JACK STANTON

Writes an Interésting' Letter
From South Africa.

—A Narrow Eseape—The
Elusive DeWet.

The following are extracts from a
letter received today by his father from
Jack Stanton of this city, who is with
the Leinster regiment. It has been
nearly four months in reaching St,
John:

VREDE, Orange River Colony, Dec.
15.—I had a ften days attack of dysent-
ery, but did not go into hospital. This
is a very unhealthy locality. 'We have
an average of one death a day in a
garrison of 1,300. There are 150 in
hospital now with dysentery and en-
teric, and the majority of them are
very bad cases. 4

‘We are all scattered about here, the
regiment being distributed around the
ihills surrounding the town. The town
is in a hollow, and is completely sur-
rounded by grassy. hills, so high that
you will get within a mile of the town
befope you see it. These hills are-of
iniform height, and are fine positions
for defence. In front.of our: pesition
lies a  valley about 3,400 yards wide,
just too far for a rifie to carry, but
right for the fleld guns, so they can’t
hurt us from the far ridge, and the
country is too open for them to ven-
ture across. ' There are about 400 Boers
reported to be lying about nine miles
distant toward Newcastle, and they
send small parties in to “snipe” us.
But I am glad to say they are having
poor luck." We have had several night
alarms, but nothing like an attack.
We had three turnouts this week, but
no one was hurt. One of these alarms
was caused by a fellow who was ‘‘sen-
try-go,” and however he managed it
he shot himself in the ankle.

A meet-
ing characteristic of Chatham was
held en Tuesday night at the Masonic
hall; his. worship the mayor in the
chair. Admission to the hall was by
ticket, only ratepayers whose taxes
had been paid being given tickets: A
ballot was then given in exchange for
the ticket, the presumable object of
whieh was to permit a secret vote be-
ing taken. Owing, however, to the
chaiFman being apparently under the
thrall of the company the meeting re-
solved itself into something like & beer
garden in its behavior, and despite
the remonstrance of several intelHl-
gent ratepayers the voting was con-
ducted viva voce, with the result that
the wighes of the company were met,
and indeed motre than met. The meet-

ing voted $20,000, instead of $15,000,-

whickh was the sum mentioned in the
public notice, and this departure drom
the ‘intention of the town counci, to-
gethew with the refusal of the chair-
man to allow the use of the ballots, is
said to afford good grounds for a quo-
waranto procéeding similar to the one
“which graced our first mayoralty elec-
tion. Wo one appears to know exact-
ly what is included in’ the “plant’’ of
the Mlectric Light company, but judg-
ing from the energy displayed by some
in the audience, who were evidently
acting as “jackals,” together with the
satisfaction exhibited by those pres-
ent in the interest of the company, it
is safe to conclude that the town has
not made a profitable deal. The chair-
man’s shilly-shallying has made him
more than ever a subject for sympa-
thetic head shaking among hisfriends,
and for more pronounced and emphatic
expressions from many who would like
to be still classed as his friends.

“The Boers have been pretty active
lately, have blown up six trains be=
fween here and Pretoria within the
past two or three weeks.

call the high wveldt (5,000 feet) abeve-
sea level, so it is bound to be healthy.
There has been no sick people in this
place for a very long time, but from
Waterval Onder, next station east, to
Delagoa Bay the fever season is on
now. The country is low and malarial
down- that way; in some places thg

fever is very bad. The railway heére

drops down through a tunnel at a
gradient of one foot in every nineteen.’
Waterval Onder is eight mjles from
here, and is a thousand feet lower.
The railway staft in these fever places
is paid at double rate; three'men are
kept for one job. In some places one
on the job, one sick and one getting
better is the usual way. The health of
the troops is remarkably good in the
low country, but the cavalry and
mounted infantry corps are nearly all
dismounted, owing to horse sickness.
About three weeks ago I saw a regis
ment with splendid large horses go
down to Koomati Poort. Now I hear
that only fifteen per cent. of the

. horsés are "alive.  “The mnumber —~of

horses killed in this war has been
enormous. ‘I have seen hundreds upon
hundreds dead. Im most cases they
are ridden until they drop, and there
they die. The horse I had given to.
me in Halifax went all through the
war and was handed over to another
regiment when ours left for home.

I could do
nothing with her myself. She once ran
away ,with me ‘in Halifax and threw
me into a snow bank.

Then across the Channel, in the North of France also, chicken raising is carried on; so that in
the two parts of the European countries which are the richest we find chicken-fattening. = ‘The-business is not
for the' out-of-way farmer of Canada alome. I LEARN ALSO THAT THERE IS MONEY IN THE BUSI-
NESS, aud instead of reasoning that out in the abstract, 1et me tell you in simple narrative what I found
when last yesr I made the acquaintance of a chicken-fattener near Uckfleld, who is krown as one of the best
poultry-fatteners in Britain. I had got the name of Mr. Samuel Taylor from one of the leading poultry dealers
in London. When I got to his place I found Mr. Taylor was a suetessful farmer. FE HAD BEGUN LIFE AS
A FARM LABORBER WITHOUT CAPITAL. When I visited him 'he had a fine farm-steading and was doing
a prosperous business. I would mot like to say how much money the chicken-fattening business brought him in;
but I would not be surprised to learn that the anmual net balance was over 1,000 pounds (five thousand dollars
a year).. This man had begun life as a farm laborer, and by sticking to this business had made money out
of it. Chicken-fattening is mot to be sneered at as a small affair.” i

: 5 : SMALL CAPITAL REQUIRED.

The amount of ecapital<require d\by a.farmer will be very emall as he can begin raising them in as small
@ way as he likes, and as his profits grow he can increase the number , making this a grand investment for either
farmery or their wives, and those wha either cannot afford to keep up a large farm or who through some infirm-
ity or poor health are not able to.attend to the heavy duties of heavy fsrming.

Different sizes of tubes are used for chickens and turkeys,
When the cramming process is begun the hopper is filled. A boy hands out a chicken to the operator. He
opens the chicken’s beak with one hand, then slips the tube down the throat. The tube is moistened with the
food, the mixture being an oleaginous one. One stroke of his foot, with his hand across the chicken’s breast
glves the chicken its breakfast or its dinner as the case may be. An expert chicken man with a boy to help
him, and in some cases two boys, Will feed from 300 to 350 chickens an hour. There is nothing cruel or brutal
in the pmactice. % ;

The above table shows it pays better to fatten them, and the above memo. of sale shows it pays Dbest
to ship them to England. The shipment sent to Mr. James Ruddin, St. James market, Liverpool, above describ-
ed, brought one dollar and seventy-six cents per pair, the farmer sold them to the shipper for fifty-four cents
per pair, which is above the average price.
