British Agent Makes Serious Charges 

—Were no Japanese Upon Fishing 

[Boats,- Baron Taube’s Reply.

ТОКІО, Jan. 18.—The following re­
port has been received from Japanese 
Manchurian headquarters:

"In the recent engagements it be­
came evident that the Russians were 
being aided by many Chinese regu­
lars:

"A Japanese detachment surrounded 
Russian cavalry and Chinese soldiers 
in the vicinity of Sanchia, west of 
Newchwang, on Jan. 14, and dispersed 
them. The Russian casualties were 
over 300. The Japanese captured a 
quantity of arms.

■‘Meut. Gen. Mistchenko’s raiders 
were between 5,000 and 6,000 strong. 
After they were defeated at Ne-.v- 
chwang they retreated to the north, 
passing Laotunlulu.

"Japanese cavalry encountered the

exhausted Russians in the neighbor­
hood of Laohosho Monday evening, 
Jan. 16. They report that the Rus­
sians wore Chinese coats and caps, and 
that among- them were many entirely 
clothed in Chinese costumes and wear­
ing pigtails.”

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 18.—The 
foreign office expresses satisfaction at 
the action initiated by Secretary Hay 
at Pek'n regarding- the necessity for 
China’s adhering rigidly to neutrality 
and in communicating the action of 
the United States to the powers, in the 
hope of securing joint action, 
distinctly asserted here that Russia 
does not desire, unless "forced to do so, 
to extend the area of hostilities to 
China. According to Russian official 
reports both the Chinese government 
and people are falling more and more 
under Japanese influence, especially 
since the fall of Port Arthur.

ST. PETERSBURG, 
ceremony of the blessing of the waters 
this year was acccompanled by an 
event more mysterious, unprecedented 
and extraordinary than any afforded 
by the annals of Russian history. For 
a Russian sovereign to fall killed by 
the hand of an assassin is no new 
thing in Russian records, but that the 
emperor should narrowly escape death 
by a shot from his own artillery while 
he was engaged in a solemn religious 
rite, surrounded by priests of his 
church, is so difficult to realize as to be 
almost incredible, 
happened today and the Russian pub­
lic is left wondering and ms-stifled.

Performing the annually recurring 
blessing of the waters of the Neva 
with all the accustomed brilliant cere­
monial. Emperor Nicholas today wore 
the uniform of the famous Preobra- 
jensky regiment. He looked in excel­
lent health and walked with an elastic 
step and erect military bearing and 
greeted each regiment with the salu­
tation, "Good morning, my children,” 
to which the soldiers and sailors re­
plied in stentorian tones: “Good health 
to your majesty,” while the band play­
ed the national anthem.

At the conclusion of the solemn cere­
mony the metropolitan having dipped 
the cross into the water, the St. Peter 
and St. Paul fortress boomed a salute. 
Then came a crash of bullets- through 
the windows, but no panic occurred, 
and the metropolitan quickly proceed­
ed to bless the emperor1 and his entour­
age and consecrate the standards anew 
from the sanctified waters of the Neva.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 20, 4.-20 a. 
m.—In spite of the official statement 
that the cannon shot whitii yesterday 
might easily have wiped out the whole 
of the Romanoff family was the result 
of carelessness in leaving a shotted 
cartridge in the breach of a gun after 
target practice, the mysterious case is 
still under the combined investigation 
of the military and police, and the 
public seems as little inclined as, the 
authorities to accept the published'ver­
sion. The officers and men of the bat­
tery have not been arrested, but are 
confined to barracks, and by the mili­
tary regulations are so closely under 
restraint that It is impossible for the 
culprit or culprits to escape until the 
responsibility is determined.

PARIS, Jan. 19.—The international 
commission appointed to inquire into 
the North Sea incident began its pub­
lic sessions this afternoon. The meet­
ing was held in the state dining hall 
of .he D’Orsay Palace (foreign office), 
which was crowded with high officials, 
diplomats and representatives of the 
navies of the principal maritime 
powers. Several members of the staff 
of the Japanese legation were among 
the diplomats present.

Admiral Fournier (France), presided. 
Hugh O'Beime of the British em­

bassy, agent of Great Britain before 
the international commission, read the 
charges.

Baron Taube, the Russian- judicial 
adviser, read the Russian reply.

The principal charges of the British 
statement are:

On the night in question there were 
not any warships whatever in the 
neighborhood of the fishing fleet eir 
cept those of the Russian navy. No 
warships had been seen by the fishing 
boats since a long time previous.

None of the boats making up the 
fishing fleet carried any kind of ma­
terial of war.

No Japanese warship .of any kind 
whatever was at that moment in the 
North Sea.

There were not any Japanese upon 
the fishing boats.

The Russian fire continued after 
their searchlights clearly showed the 
vessels were peaceful fishing boats.

None of the Russian ships gave or 
even offered assistance.

The fire killed two men, wounded 
six, sank one boat and damaged five 
others.

The statement concludes that the at­
tack was without any provocation 
upon pacific fishing boats pursuing 
their usual and rightful avocation. 
The following are the principal points 
of the Russzian reply: “At about mid­
night the flagship Knlaz Suvarofl saw 
the outlines of two small boats which 
approached with great speed with all 
lights extinguished" directly 'toward 
the battleship.

“When the two suspicious boats 
came within range of the Russian 
searchlights they were recognized as 
torepdo boats. Thereupon the battle­
ships opened fire.

“Thereafter a number of small fish­
ing boats not showing the required 
lights were observed. Precautionary 
measures were adopted nevertheless. 
There was a strong feling of danger 
upon the battleships, and the imperi­
ous duty of protecting themselves 
against the attack of torpedo boats 
obliged a continuance of the fire de­
spite the evident risks of hitting not 
only the fishing boats but also the 
ships of the squadron Itself which had 
arrived within the zone of the fire.

Meantime the two torpedo boats drew 
off and shortly after disappeared. 
Fearing that some of the fishing boats 
were damaged, yet being certain that 
all danger from the two torpedo boats 
or possibly others was not completely 
removed, Admiral Rojestvensky con­
sidered it indispensable for the entire 
squadron to continue its route without 
stopping.

Admiral Rojestvensky, while taking 
into account the damage caused to 
inoffensive subjects of a neutral 
power, was nevertheless compelled to 
use all the means In his power to de­
stroy the torpedo boats which attack­
ed his squadron.

Jan. 19.—The It cannot be said definitely whether 
the affair was an accident or the re­
sult of design. The general belief Ms 
that a widespread plot did not exist, 
but evidences of design are so appar­
ent that the statement attributing the 
presence of a loaded shell to previous 
target practice evoke smiles in many 
quarters. It is pointed out as being 
highly improbable that the gun had 
not been cleaned for two days, and It 
is impossible that a second cartridge 
could have been inserted for saluting 
purposes behind the first; and it is cer­
tainly a startling coincidence that the 
gun containing this missile should have 
been turned directly on the imperial 
pavilion.

Whatever may be the solution, it is 
a strange fact that the shot 
from the Bourse Esplanade, 
was stationed the First Horse Artillery 
of the Guard, the premier artillery 
ganization of the empire, and one of 
the most noted regiments 
Russian service.

But per­
sonally he gained the affection and es­
teem of hie follower» and the respect 
of every man on both sides. All re­
cognise him as a square man, a thou- 
oughly unselfish man, and an honor­
able gentleman; his own followers 
know him for a wise leader and a 
statesman, whose greatest fault is 
that his ideas have been a few years 
ahead of those of the honest and nom­
inally intelligent electorate.

Today, though the party has again 
been defeated, all this routine work 
of the past four years counts. Mr. 
Borden has the absolute allegiance and 
the hearty confidence of a party which, 
thanks largely to him, is solidly unit­
ed, and without a trace of dissension. 
And, at the caucus of yesterday, that 
party, in accepting with enthusiasm 
Mr. Borden's conditions, pledged itself 
to a scheme of systematic organiza­
tion which, if carried out with pro­
per spirit, means victory in the next 
campaign. If it 1» not carried out 
and if the party workers do not dis­
play the energy and enthusiasm Mr. 
Borden thinks they should, there will 
be another chance for any who aspire 
to the position of leader.

Mr. Borden personally is a clean poli­
tician. None who know him doubt that. 
In public and private he deprecates and 
condemns the use of illegal inducements 
to voters, not only from the moral 
standpoint, but from that of exped­
iency. Leaving ethics aside, he believes 
a given amount of money may be spent 
in any election to far better advantage 
in perfecting party organization than 
in purchasing votes. So it was natural 
that the main condition he imposed on 
the party in accepting the leadership 
was the immediate beginning of a plan 
of systematic, thorough, effective or­
ganization from the wards and muni­
cipal polling districts up through the 
cities and counties and provinces to the 
capital itself. In connection with this 
he advised the summoning, as soon as 
practicable, of a convention of the 
whole party to go over the whole politi­
cal field and definitely determine the 
position of the party with reference to 
all matters of policy. He made his 
acceptance of the leadership also condi­
tional upon the approval of this con­
vention. If the conservatives there as­
sembled should choose another man he 
promised his hearty agreement to their 
decision and his earnest support to 
the leader they chose. Further, and to 
make sure that the reforms which he 
iconsidered necessary for the welfare of 
the party should be carried out pro­
perly, he reserved to himself the right 
to resign the leadership at any time if 
he should Judge, from signs of laxity 
of organization and lack of interest 
within the party, that his usefulness as 
leader was past.

The enthusiastic acceptance of Mr. 
Borden under these wholesome condi­
tion augurs well. It means work, hard, 
earnest work, for those responsible for 
the direction of the work know that 
any relaxation means the retirement of 
Mr. Borden, whom they unanimously 
believe to be the only man who can lead 
the conservative party from its present 
bondage across to the sunny side of the 
house; it also means unanimity and co­
operation all along the line, for they 
know that Mr. Borden will interpret 
any dissension as a sign of his failure 
as a leader, and will not be slow to 
take the hint. Under these conditions 
the present opposition faces the next 
four year» full of courage and cheer­
fulness and confident that its course 
during the coming term will so impress 
the people of Canada that It will not 
be the opposition after next election.

Л YardMiOTTAWA, Jan. 12.—Outnumbered 
nearly two to one, almost surrounded, 
as they sit in the commons chambere, 
by their swarming opponents, the mem­
bers of His Majesty’s loyal and devoted 
opposition certainly do not look dis­
couraged and are very plainly unafraid. 
The disparity in numbers was vividly 
apparent yesterday when the members 
of the tenth parliament of Canada, not 
yet formally opened, took their seats 
for the first time. The conservatives 
sit almost in a solid square at the 
speaker's left, filling six rows of desks— 
counting away from the speaker—and 
the two front desks in the seventh row. 
And the liberals not only fill every seat 
on the favored side of the house, but 
crowd over and fill the two and two- 
thirds rows of desks over on the shady 
side; one hundred and forty of them 
all told against the saying remnant of 
seventy-four. But the minority are 
cheerful, heartily so, and not a bit 
doubtful of their ability to protect the 
'interests they represent and to hold 
their own in any emergency in the 
house—except, of course, a division.

The most notable feature of yester­
day’s assembly was the unusual num­
ber'of new members, eighty of them in 
all, or a change of over a third. And 
as there were only 172 members pre­
sent altogether-r-of course the new ones 
were all there—they were very much in 
evident^. You could tell them at a 
glance. How they settled themselves 
in their seats and tried to look con­
scious and proud; with what dignity 
they met the eye of the admiring gal­
leries ; what trouble they had in hold­
ing their heads and disposing their 
hands and feet as statesmen do In pic­
tures, and how diligently they figured 
out their mileage and calculated how 
much they could get from the govern­
ment more than their travelling ex­
penses had really been. Then, besides 
the wholly new men there were notably 
present and receiving warm greetings, 
such prominent men, who have been 
absent from the house for a time, as 
Hon. Geo. E. Foster, Hon. H. G. Ber­
geron and Mr. Martin of Prince Ed­
ward Island. For the return of the first 
two, especially, the opposition is heart­
ily thankful, and the debates of the 
coming cession will show the reason.

When it is said that he made this 
year’s speech from the throne sound 
eloquent and impressive you will, if 
you have read that speech, partly un­
derstand how impressive a presence 
and expressive a voice belong to the 
new governor general. When the 
speaker of the house of commons ap­
peared before the bar of the senate to 
claim from the representative of the 
King the ancient rights and privileges 
of the freedom of speech and freedom 
of access to the presence of the gov­
ernor general, you could hardly hear 
him a dozen rows of seats away.

The 
speaking of Lord Grey was in marked 
contrast to both .

Both in French and 
English he read with well modulated 
expression, bringing out every syllable 
and lending to the speech a dignity 
and, importance that certainly had no 
dwelling in the document in his hands.

OTTAWA, Jan. 15.—Like everything 

else rn connection with the opening of 
the tenth parliament and the com­
mencement of the Grey regime, the 
drawing room last night broke all re­
cords. Old-timers recollect that the 
first reception given by Lord Lome 
and Princess Louise resembled this 
in brilliancy and splendor, but ad­
mit that even that historic func­
tion is a poor second when the num­
bers attending are considered. For 
over two hours their excellencies stood 
on the dais- in the senate chamber 
and bowed about thirteen bow» a min­
ute in response to the obeisances and 
courtsies of the throng that marched 
in long single file past them. About 
1,600 in all were presented and when 
the ordeal was over, though the gover­
nor general was as erect and smiling 
as ever. Lady Grey was white with 
weariness and walked, as she went out 
with evident effort.

A SPLENDID SCENE.
The scene in the senate chamber 

during the ceremony, the writer finds 
It difficult to describe. He used up all 
his adjectives on the stately pomp 
that marked the formal opening of 
parliament in the same room on Thurs­
day and that function, elaborate and 
splendid as it was, was nothing to this. 
The soft light from the illuminated 
celling, the music of the band In the 
corridor, the perfume of thousands of 
flowers—almost every lady carried a 
huge bouquet—the glitter of scarlet 
and gold in hundreds of uniforms, the 
nodding feather head-dresses and the 
gleaming, rustling silks and satins of 
the gorgeously dressed ladles—whites 
and the paler shades of blue and pink 
and green and fawn predominating— 
the sustained, musical murmur of 
voices, the hypnotic bowing, bowing, 
and the monotonous resonance of the 
announcer’s voice as he called name 
after name—It is useless to attempt to 
Picture it all. It was very beautiful 
and grand and Intensely interesting 
for a yvhile and then, for the specta­
tors as well as for the two in front 
of the throne, rather wearisome.

THEIR EXCELLENCIES.
Their excellencies appeared prompt­

ly at nine o’clock and walked statellly 
up the long red room through a lane 
lined by the officers of the staff and 
the militia, taking their places on the 
step of the dale before the throne. His 
excellency wore correct costume—gold 
laced coat adorned .with orders and 
medals, among them the medal won 
during the Matabele campaign, silk 
knee breeches and stockings and white 
satin shoes. Lady Grey looked her 
vice-royal part in a rich costume of 
pale blue satin embroidered in gold, 
with court train of black lace over 
pale blue satin with bow knots and 
edging of fur.

THE PRESENTATIONS.

A man and two horses had, on Sat­
urday night, what appears to have 
been a most miraculous escape from 
death at Lawlor’s Lake. This is the 
little lake on the line of the I. C. R.

OTTAWA, Thursday Morning. — 

Though heavy skies and a bitter wind, 
which drove an icy drizzle over the 
Hill, conspired with Sir Elzear Tascher­
eau to mar the opening of the tenth 
parliament of Canada, the plot failed 
signally. In every way the ceremony 
was a success unprecedented, 
were such crowds; never so many 
charming women and beautiful cos­
tumes; never such a dazzle of scarlet 
and crimson and purple and gold, and 
never was the stately ritual that ac­
companies the comniencement of the 
deliberations of Canada’s legislators 
carried through with more impressive 
and unmarred dignity.

The grounds in front of the parlia­
ment buildings were drifted high, with 
only narrow passes splitting the moun­
tains of snow; but all the morning the 
eager people ploughed through, 
steps to the main entry were the spe­
cial target of the wind and the wet, 
but before noon they were packed with 
people patiently waiting for the big 
doors to open. The galleries and the

On the surface of the lake, Just be­
low the bank, the snow was deeply 
stained with blood, and there were 
foot marks of a man and two horses.

After the commonèrs had learned 
from the governor general the reason 
why they had been called together in 
parliament—and many were not slow 
to deride the sufficiency of those rea­
sons—they flocked back to their own 
chamber, there to go through those tra­
ditional ceremonies, as old as the wool­
sack Itself, and vindicate their right to 
do business before the speech from the 
throne had been officially received. This 
was done by the premier—in plain 
clothes this time, his elaborate uniform 
discarded after the lightning change 
artist style—who moved the old formal 
resolution that a bill be prepared con­
cerning the administration of the oaths 
of office. Thi* having passed and the 
undependence of the house maintained, 
adjournment was proceeded with, after 
the appointment of the usual committee 
to nominate the standing committees.

In connection with this occurred an 
incident showing that Mr. Foster has 
lost none of his old-time acuteness and 
is as keen a parliamentarian as ever. 
Sir Wilfrid moved that the house do 
now adjourn, and sat down to gather 
up his papers. Mr. Foster rose and 
quietly asked if the opposition were to 
have any intimation concerning the 
time when the house was to be called 
together again.

But, not­
withstanding this blot, the senate 
chamber yestesday afternoon made a 
picture of fair faces, beautiful gowns, 
white shoulders, and gleaming uni­
forms, altogether charming and not 
soon to be forgotten. Men who were 
there with memories of similar ' cere­
monies extending back to the very first 
federated parliament, say there never 
was anything like it.

It was sharp on the stroke of three 
when His Excellency, preceded by the 
red and white pennoned lances of hie 
escort, swung into the grounds and 
drew up in front of the main entrance, 
where a guard of honor received him, 
while a battery shouted the royal 
salute. At the door Earl Grey—who 
does not much resemble his newspaper 
pictures, by the way. He is a tall man, 
with a fine, expressive face and an air 
of happily blended dignity and genial­
ity—was received by Sir Wilfrid and 
the aged leader of the senate, Hon. Mr. 
Scott; the former in his rich Imperial 
privy councillor’s uniform, the same as 
worn by Lord Grey, the other in the 
quieter attire of a Canadian privy 
councillor. Ae the viceroy took hie seat 
on the throne, those who accompanied 
him took position to right or left, ac­
cording to long-established procedure. 
To the immediate right stood Sir Wil­
frid, as premier. With him were Lady 
Laurier, her guest, Mrs. Willard, wife 
of the lieutenant governor of Virginia; 
Mme. Parent, wife of the premier of 
Quebec; Lieut. Governor Snowball, 
with his wife and daughter»—and our 
own governor’s uniform didn’t take any 
back water from the giddiest one there 
—the Misses Emmerson, the Misses Bor­
den, daughters of Sir Frederick, and 
the brilliantly attired staff of His Ex­
cellency. To the left stood Sir Richard 
Cartwright, Lady Grey and her daugh­
ters, Mrs. George B. Foster and others.

Right in front of the throne sat four 
supreme court Judge*, Sedgewlck, 
Girouard, Davies and Killam, impos­
ing In their crimson robes. Below 
came, on one side the purple and 
black of the church dignitaries, • and 
on the other the glittering uniform» 
of the consuls general, the diminutive, 
natty Japanese representative, Hon. F. 
G. Mosse, seated beside the ponder­
ous Russian, de Struve. Below them 
again came the sober black of thet 
senators and the white and grey and 
gaiety of the swarm of ladies in' ele­
gant evening dress, 
to-be-forgotten words of St. John’s 
poet, laureate,, it was all grand to be 
seen.

Sir William Mulock, the stately, near­
ly got himself arrested at the opening 
of parliament on Thursday afternoon 
and generally succeeded in making a 
greater exhibition of himself than has 
been, at any rate during these cere­
monies—always, of course, excepting 
Sir Elzear Taachereau. Shortly before 
the arrival of the governor general at 
the parliament buildings the postmas­
ter general and a friend came up the 
walk and attempted to force their way 
through the ranks of the guard of 
honor drawn up in front of the en­
trance. It would have been easy 
enough to go around, but that would 
have been an admission that any man 
from Toronto, especially Sir William, 
would be loath to make. According to 
time-honored military rule such an un­
warranted move as breaking through 
the ranks is absolutely forbidden, and 
the attempt to pass the colors con­
sidered a greater offence. Not recog­
nizing the postmaster general, the 
color sergeants forced him and his 
friend back out of the ranks. Sir 
William thereupon waxed wrathy and 
created a scene. Calling the officer in 
charge of the colors, he demanded his 
name and the names of the color-ser­
geants.

"Do you not know who I am?” he 
asked In excited manner. “I’ll 
the three of you up on the carpet for 
this.”

The lieutenant In charge of the colors 
gave way without consulting his cap­
tain and allowed Sir William and his 
friend to pass through. The color-ser­
geants afterwards stated that they did 
not know who the intruders were when 
they first attempted to pass through 
the lines, but added that even If they 
had recognized Sir William they would 
not have allowed him to pass, as his 
action was In direct violation of the 
military law.

The other officers of the regiment 
uphold the lieutenant and the color- 
sergeants In their refusal to permit Sir 
William’s defiance of military eti­
quette, and the matter is expected to 
go farther before it is settled.

The jealousy of these upper Can­
adians concerning the maritime pro­
vinces Is notorious, and a distressing 
example of it has marked the news­
paper comment on the recent 
monies.

DRESS should ALWAYS be sent 
with the new one THE ONTARIO ELECTION.

The Toronto News made a pretty 
correct forecast of the late Dominion 
election when immediately after nomi­
nation it gave an estimate by constitu­
encies. If the News Is equally correct 
In its report of the Ontario situation 
the Ross government will be badly 
beaten next week. The estimate is 
that the conservatives will carry 58 
seats, the liberals 30, while 10 are 
doubtful. Giving the government all 
the doubtful seats there wHl still be 
an opposition majority of 18. Dividing 
the doubtful seats even, the result will 
be 63 to 35, or nearly a two-thirds 
majority for Mr. Whitney. But per­
haps the News is not making proper 
allowance for the work of the machine.

STEAMSHIP SUBVENTIONS. rel.

“Perhaps the trade would go on- just 
as well without subsidies," said the St. 
John Globe a week or two ago, after 
reviewing the statements of winter 
port tonnage at St. John for the last 
five years. In the opinion of the Globe 
the reeults were very small for the 
large amount annually paid in subsi­
dies.

The Globe’s statement leads the Win­
nipeg Telegram to some observations 
in the same direction, reaching the fol­
lowing conclusion:

“When so important a port as St. 
John appears skeptical as to the bene­
fits derived from these subsidies it is 
high time, not only to enquire closely 
into the incidence of the particular ex­
penditure, but to carefully reconsider 
the whole principle of steamship sub­
ventions for the purpose of discovering 
whether it is hot possible to get better 
value for the money expended."

Our Winnipeg contemporary should 
understand that there is no skepticism 
in the port of St. John as to the bene­
fits derived from subsidies in the pre­
sent condition of the winter port busi­
ness. While it may be true that the 
increase in the tonnage of ships en­
gaged in the business is not so rapid 
as some expected, it is certain that 
there has been a large increase in the 
quantity and tonnage of western goods 
shipped from St. John, and of imports 
landed here for the west. Much busi­
ness has been done which under exist­
ing circumstances could not be done 
without steamship subvention. 
Canadian winter port business has had 
to fight against strong influences, of 
which the strongest and most effective 
was that of the Grand Trunk rail­
way, which is one of the most powerful 
transportation agencies in Canada, and 
has all Its interests in a competing 
United States port.—St. John Star.

apMR. STEAD AND THE THEATRE.

THE SEMI-WEEKLY SUN.
\ Mr. W. T. Stead, editor of the Re­

view of Reviews, abstained from play- 
going nearly his whole life. Now he 
has been to the theatre and advocates 
the endowment of the stage so that 
the people may have a free perform­
ance at least once a week. He favors 
an organised effort to make the thea­
tre a power for culture, refinement, 
morality and religion. In his usual Im­
petuous way, Mr. Stead says:

“I have not found the theatre abom­
inable. It is the good side of the 
theatre that saddens me, because the 
better the play the more monstrously 
wicked it Is to confine it to the hand­
ful alone who can afford to pay modem 
prices. The poor ought to have the 
theatre open to them. When I think of 
what the theatre could do as an agen­
cy of culture and civilization, and 
when I see this miserable derelict ves­
sel, ^rhlch might have been a verita­
ble ark, in which religion, morality 
and art have found refuge, converted 
into a mere haunt of selfish folk, In­
tent solely upon passing the time, my 
heart burns hot, and I could almost 
weep over such abominable neglect, 
such absolute sacrilege.—Star.
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• THE ESTIMATES.

As the business of parliament is now 
tnanaged the main estimates, so call­
ed, are brought down at the beginning 
of the session, to be followed by sev­
eral batches of supplementaries. Prac­
tically all the new items and thost 
out of the usual order are held over 
for the supplementary lists. The main 
estimates are before parliament foi 
several weeks, while the supplemen­
tary, which contain1 moat of the con­
troversial, doubtful or improper ap> 
propriations are allowed a few days, 
and the last list only a few hours.

The estimates brought down yester­
day included numerous revotes, that Is 
to say many appropriations Voted last 
session and not spent are to be revot­
ed. Others will lapse and be heard of 
no more until the session befqee the 
next election. Constituencies that 
were said to be bought with their own 
money were in many cases seduced 
with an unfulfilled promise of their 
own money. Some of these items will 
be voted over and over again for years 
and will perhaps be struck off the list 
In the end. There is for Instance the 
familiar vote for the St. John, drill 
shed- That was offered as an induce­
ment to the people of St. John. Not 
a dollar of it has been expended. The 
plans exhibited to persons politically 
interested are all that is tangible to 
show for the drill hall. So it is with 
appropriations voted for other con­
stituencies. The people of the locali­
ties interested know about these votes, 
and what came of them.

Parliament will proceed to the dis­
cussion of these estimates and the 
time on government days will be tak­
en up while the heads of departments 
are getting the business ready.
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WHAT SULPHUR DOES.The

For the Huommi Body in Health

The mention of sulphur will recall to 
many of us the early days when our 
mothers and grandmothers gave us our 
daily dose of sulphur and molasses ev­
ery spring and fall.

It was the universal spring and fall

mind you, this old-fashioned remedy 
was not without merit.

The idea was good, but the remedy 
was crude and unpalatable, and a large 
quantity had to be taken to get any 
effect.

THE INTERCOLONIAL RECORD.

Mr. Bmmerson and Mr. Fielding 
have made a great record in Intercol­
onial deficits. About last March we 
were told tha,t the adverse balance was 
over half a million, which .would be 
partly made good during the profitable 
spring months. This did not happen. 
When the fiscal year closed at the end 
of June the deficit wae said to be more 
than three-quarters of a million. When 
the statements were supposed to be 
made up the deficit wae increased to 
over $900,000. Now that the public 
counts are printed it is stated that the 
expenditure exceeds the revenue by 
$900,947. This is far and away the 
largest deficit ever produced on the 
government railway, and it follows 
enormous capital expenditure which 
was justified on the ground that it 
would enable the road to pay its way.

Millions were spent to get to Mont­
real. Other millions «were invested in 
heavy engines and large cars. These 
required the strengthening of the 
bridges at the cost of more millions, 
and still more have been paid'for 
laying the track with heavy rails.

Wholesale potato dealers in Toronto 

are much concerned over the despatch 
from St. John, N. B., quoting an ar­
ticle from a paper in that city ,and 
published in the Star of Friday last, 
In which the St. John paper alleged 
that a feeling of the bitterest hostility 
existed between eastern potato ship­
pers and Toronto wholesalers. The re­
port, it will be remembered, charged 
that 'ocal men on receiving a consign­
ment of potatoes from the east, were 
In the habit of making exorbitant 
claims for shortages, or inferiority, and 
the eastern shippers, rather than pay 
heavy demurrage toils on the ship­
ments, were forced to accept any terms 
offer ed.

A Star reporter, in company with J. 
J. Ryan, wholesale dealer, of 39 West 
Market street, went to the foot of 
Tonge street on Saturday afternoon, 
where a dozen or more cars of pota­
toes, shipped from points in New 
Brunswick, were being unloaded. The 
cars were consigned to various To­
ronto dealers, and representatives of 
most of the wholesalers were at work 
sorting out the potatoes by hand, and 
throwing aside those that were worth­
less. In front of nearly every car door 
waa a pile of potatoes which it could 
easily be seen were spoiled by black 
rot. Some of these piles of worthless 
potatoes must have contained at least 
•ten bags, and sleighs were busy cart­
ing them away to be used, the men 
declared, simply for pig feed.

“This,” Mr. Ryan explained to the 
Star, “is just an ordinary shipment of 
potatoes, and you can see for yourself 
the proportion of worthless stuff there 
is in it.”

"What amount of worthless stock 
floes the average car run?” Mr. Ryan 
was asked.

“All the way from ten bags per car 
up," was the reply. "I have unloaded 
cars that ran as high as 40 bags of 
bad potatoes, fit only for pig feed.

“At the same time,” Mr. Ryan con­
tinued, “I have never had the slight­
est disagreement with eastern ship­
pers. They have never hêsitated to al­
low riiy claim for bad stock."

Other dealers present corroborated 
Mr. Ryan’s statement; their relatione 
with the eastern men had always been 
most harmonious and without any 
friction whatever.

“The real trouble is,” Mr, Ryan ex­
plained, “that there are men in To­
ronto who are merely brokers, and 
who handle 
from the east 
They know i: 
ness, and it is from the operations of 
these men that complaint has arisen. 
I know personally of two dealers—J. 
E. Armstrong of Perth, N. B., and A. 
Hutchinson of Bath, N. B. — who have 
got the worst of it in deals of the kind 
with Toronto brokers.

"As far as the legitimate dealers are 
concerned,” Mr. Ryan concluded, 
“eastern men have no cause for com­
plaint I know ; but when they deal 
with outsiders who know nothing 
about potatoes, and who must get the 
long end of the bargain at all costs, 
they are sure to get pinched, and this 
is exactly what has happened.”

Appointment of an Auditor an Inter­

esting Task—Institution How­ ls THE GREAT SPECIFIC FOR

Diarrhoea, Dysentery, Cholera.NEWCASTLE, Jan. 17,—The Sun's 
correspondent, in conversation with one 
or two prominent liberals, learned that 
it was their intention to endeavor to 
have the government make Newcastle 
a divisional point on the I. C. R., and 
thereby establish a shorter run.

There have been a good many acci­
dents up this way of late years, and 
rallwiy men are of the opinion that 
they are entirely due to the long run. 
The men are overworked, and conse­
quently generally fagged out There is 
no other portion of the I. C. R. where 
there is such a long run as there is be­
tween Moncton and Campbellton. It Is 
felt that the present member for this 
eounty will do all in his power to bring 
about a shorter run.

Back in the eighties Newcastle was 
a divisional point. At that time over 
120 railway men were registered in the 
town. Today a divisional centre here 
would mean at least 200 men, and its 
adoption as great a boon to the town 
as the establishment of a factory.

The advisability of building the Ren­
oua bridge and connecting Indian town 
with Biackville will also be urged upon 
the government. This is something the 
present government urged the Canada 
Eastern Railway Company to do, and 
now that the government owns the road 
there is absolutely no reason why it 
should not be done. In fact, the Sun's 
correspondent learns that the minister 
of railways, Mr. Emmerson, promised 
the liberals of Newcastle previous to 
the last election that the work of 
building the bridge would be commenc­
ed ear'y next spring. Biackville has 
now a petition for the extension of the 
Indlmtown branch before the govern­
ment, and Newcastle presented a 
lengthy signed petition some time ago. 
The liberals want to see the town take 
hold of both these matters independent 
of politics, and are In favor of having 
the Board of Trade send a delegation 
to Ottawa.

"There is no time like the present to 
take up these matters,” said one pro­
minent liberal, “and if action is taken 
I feel confident that the result will be 
satisfactory.”

About twenty-five men in the em­
ploy of Everett Parker went out on 
strike Friday morning. Mr. Parker is 
engaged in getting out pulp wood at 
Bartlbogue, on the I. C. R., for the 
Miramlcbl Pulp and Paper Company, 
and every morning a train with crew 
of loaders leaves here for Bartlbogue. 
About a week ago the loaders asked 
Mr. Parker to increase their kages from 
$1.25 a day to $1.50. Mr. Parker de­
clined to accede to their request. Fri­
day morning, Just as the special train 
was ready to leave Newcastle, the load­
ers Jumped from the train without 
warning and then and there struck. 
The train was cancelled, and Mr. Par­
ker came to Newcastle. He reasoned 
with the strikers, with the result that 
they agreed to go up on Saturday and 
work pending a consideration of their 
demands by the Pulp Company. Mr. 
Parker sustained considerable loss 
through the action of his men, and the 
general opinion is that he was rather 
shabbily treated.

"If they had given me warning," he 
said in discussing the matter, “it would 
not -have been so bad. It took them 
less than five hours every day to com­
plete their task, and I consider they 
were well paid, especially at this sea­
son of the year, when they can get 
little or nothing else to do.”

“No, If there's anything at all I can 
do, I will stay here, for I can't afford 
to lose a day's pay,” Such was the 
plucky statement of an injured laborer 
when urged to return to Newcastle 
from Bartlbogue by his employer, Ev­
erett Parker.

The man was engaged in chopping, 
when he was struck on the head by a 
falling log and pretty badly hurt. Mr. 
Parker offered to send him home on 
the accommodation, but the man stayed 
and worked at odd choree, thus earn­
ing his day's pay. Mr. Parker is loud 
in his praise of the man’s conduct, and 
it is safe to assume that the workman 
will lose nothing by hià heroic beha­
vior.

COUN. BULLOCK CHARGES.

4 Coun. Bullock going back to the jail 
question, declared that in spite of the 
separate cell system, prisoners are 
huddled together in the Jail without 
any regard to class. First offenders, 
even when minors, are put in with 
hardened criminals. He has gone to 
see the magistrate and sheriff, but did 
not find them and as conditions should 
be Improved, he brought the matter 
before the council. In that jail today 
is a boy of twelve, who can neither 
read nor write, put there with two cri­
minals, while at the same time the 
greater number of cells in the Jail are 
empty. All other public institutions 
are under control of a commission, but 
there is nothing like this in the Jail.

SUNDAY SERVICE QUESTION.

Agaip the Sunday services in jail 
have been discontinued. Loud talking 
goes on, the inmates smoke and plaÿ 
cards.

The whole thing is in the hands 
of the sheriff, and if the councillors 
are satisfied, well and good.

FREDERICTON, Jan. 18.—1The York 
County Council had a most lively and 
Interesting session today and one 
much enjoyed by the large number of 
spectators present. Three important 
matters were considered, the grant to 
the Victoria hospital, the appointment 
of an auditor and the grant to the 
Exhibition Association.

The first question taken up was the 
annual grant of $500 to the Victoria 
hospital. The councillors expressed 
very strong opinions against renewing 
such a grant and some of them told 
or made very strong statements 
against the institution and its man­
agement. A resolution was finally 
brought forward to the effect that the 
grant should only be made on condi­
tion that legislation be sought to charge 
the institution so that anybody giving 
$250 should have a right to elect a 
trustee. The discussion on this resolu­
tion had reached its highest point at 
11 o’clock, when lt was transferred un­
til the afternoon in order that the or­
der of the day should be taken up, 
namely the appointment of an auditor. 
This was a Jump from the frying pan 
to the fire. Two gentlemen were nom­
inated for the position, H. F. McLeod 
and F. H. Peters.

Before the vote. was taken the ques­
tion arose as to the qualification of ithe 
candidates and the secretary-treasurer 
gave the opinion that Mr. McLeod was 
not qualified. According to this ruling 
Mr. Peters was elected auditor, as he 
was the only qualified nominee, and 
the nominations had been closed. The 
councillors, however, were evidently 
not in favor of Mr. Peters and the ball 
was started. This was finally closed 
off by a motion to adjourn until two 
o’clock. On reassembling after dinner 
a motion was presented to the effect 
that the morning’s doings of the coun­
cil in respect to the auditorship be re­
scinded. The resolution was a little 
peculiar as it should have stated to 
be correct that Mr. Peters’ election be 
reconsidered. The motion was carried. 
Mr. Peters was then nominated and 
then Mr. MoCready, the present audi­
tor, and on the vote being taken Mr. 
MoCready was elected by a 2 to 1 vote. 
The secretary-treasurer gave the opin­
ion that the same gentleman may be 
a paid official of the county council 
and at the same time be the city clerk 
of Fredericton. This settled the audi­
torship and Mr. MoCready was de­
clared elected.

The grant to Victoria hospital was 
next considered. In the afternoon the 
hospital board was present and had as 
spokesmen T. C. Allen and Nathen 
Tennant. Mr. Allen made an admir­
able address In defence of the insti­
tution and it was plainly to be seen 
that his remarks made a deep impres­
sion on the council. He took up the 
charges one by one made against the 
institution and explained in a most 
thorough manner the workings of the 
whole institution. He invited the 
council to appoint a committee to ex­
amine the affairs with the greatest 
scrutiny. He had been a .trustee for 
eighteen years and though there might 
be some little faults as is natural with 
running such an institution, the trus­
tees tvere honorable and upright men 
and worked the best they could in be­
half of the public. Mr. Tennant cor­
roborated Mr. Allen’s remarks.

The council on motion gave the an­
nual grant to Victoria hospital with­
out any restrictions.

Mr. Campbell, Mr. Hilyard and Mr. 
Goodspeed were next heard in support 
of a grant of $500 to York Agricultural 
Society in aid of the Exhibition As­
sociation. These men guaranteed that 
the money should only be devoted in 
the interests of York Co. After they 
had retired the council discussed the 
request at some length and on the 
vote being taken the grant was r'e- 

W. T. Pettit, Freeman, fused by an overwhelming majority.
The council then adjourned until to­
morrow morning at ten o’clock.

The councillors have yet to consider 
some important matters, among them 
being the new highway act and the 
market law.

And we are almost ready to conclude 
that the men who have been leaders In 
the church have been great fools In­
stead of great thinkers. We must not 
draw any hasty conclusions, v Men are 
always and everywhere children of 
thelF time. The old times were cruel 
and men met argument with violence. 
You must remember that these men 
were only doing In religious things 
what ail the people about them are do­
ing In political things. Christianity 
did not blind their reason ; but their 
blind reason could not see Chrlstiahtty. 
This spirit of bigotry that meets ar­
gument with force is not the spirit of 
Christ. He thought and he bade oth­
ers think. There was nothing of . the 
priest about Him, claiming that the 
church should do a man’s thinking for 
him. There was nothing of the Con­
servative about Him teaching that the 
old creeds should do a man’s thinking 
for him. He was not afraid even to 
use His reason on His Bible. As Geo. 
Adam Smith said: “In His treatment 
of the Scriptures of His day, Jesus took 
every position that has been taken by 
the higher critics of our day.”

As a child He was marked for His 
knowledge. At 12 He was wise beyond 
His years. At 30 He became a preach­
er and teacher of His people. At 33 
He died, having made a mark upon the 
world deeper and more indelible than 
that ever made by human being. He 
was a teacher, a preacher and a think­
er. These are all Intellectual voca­
tions.

The Intellectuality of Christ as a 
teacher shines in this fact—He was 
clear. He put the greatest truths in­
to the simplest words. His intellec­
tuality is seen in the fact that He was 
an inspirer. He wrote never a book, 
but He has caused books to be written 
without end. He painted never a pic­
ture, and yet His face fills all the gal­
leries.

The intellectuality of Christ as a 
thinker appears in two things. His 
thought determines "His words; His 
words never, take His thought prison­
er; and He is creative. He took the 
old dead laws of the Pharisees, and 
when He had breathed into their let­
ter His great creative spirit they began 
to live. It has been said, and maybe 
truly said, that Jesus was not origin­
al; that almost everything He said had 
been said before. Even the Golden 
Rule Is over, and the Lord’s Prayer Is 
only a rabbi’s phrase simplified. Even 
so, the fact remains that when He had 
taken the old truths, which were dead, 
and had put Into them His vision and 
His heart, they became a gospel. Who­
ever discussed such immense themes 
as Jesus, and penetrated to such 
depths? Socrates stood before Im­
mortality and guessed profoundly. 
Wordsworth, standing before the same 
great mystery had "Intimations.” Je­
sus affirmed, proclaimed, demonstrat­
ed. To this hour the utterance of Je­
sus is high water mark of the world’s 
faith in after death.

When we see the intellectual meas­
ure of Jesus Christ, then we begin to 
understand the intellectual freedom 
and inheritance of a Christian m^h. All 
this effort of the priests to prevent a 
man from thinking ; all this ban upon 
books and new thought and libera] 
ideas, all this unwillingness to allow 
a man to studÿ the Bible and measure 
it as he studies and measures any oth­
er literature; all this unwillingness to 
admit that it is a literature rather than 
a book is not Christianity and has no 
part with Christ at all. It is man’s 
fear and man’s littleness and man’s 
ignorance. - Oh, Christ comes to bring 
the truth, and the truth shall make 
yoir free!
I. shall never forget the time When 

this new and great idea came to me, 
that in the church and as a humble 
member of it, I had a right to read all 
books, to pursue all studies, to ask ev­
ery question, to find opt the truth 
and stand by it. In that hour the Bi­
ble became for me a new book, 
other young men, I had not been able 
to reconcile what I learned in school 
and what I learned at my mother’s 
knee. I had read in Genesis that a 
man and a woman had done wrong. 
They went and hid themselves. They 
made themselves aprons of fig leaves. 
A serpent walked with them. And I 
saw and said that God was talking 
stories in the first part of Genesis. Now 
I open the pages of the wonderful hook 
and I findmnyself walking in a divine 
atmosphere, rare and clear, and in it 
there is the breath of the Eternal. As 
I bathe my soul In the billows of its 
Inspiration, I am no more in* danger of 
forgetting it for a moment, but I say, 
"How precious are Thy thoughts unto 
me, O God, and how great is the sum 
of them.” I compare the Bible with 
other books and then, like the English 
queen, I say, “There is but one book.” 
Handing its precious precepts to my 
children, I say, "It’s profitable for 
teaching, for reproof, for instruction In 
righteousness.” We have come out In 
this later day upon a new Bible, and 
it is grander than the old. All the 
bloodshed and all the heart aches were 
well worth the while, that our child­
ren should take God’s book of nature 
in one hand and God’s book of revela­
tion in the other, and whether . they 
turn to far-off boundaries of nature on 
the one hand or to the loftiest height 
of spirituality on the other, they can 
say with the old Psalmist, “Thou hast 
beset me behind and before and laid 
thine hand upon me." Never, no nev­
er, will we go back to the old notion 
of the Bible, if we could. The Bible 
says, “Come, let us reason together.” 
It encourages truth seeking and its 
Master puts- down intellectuality as a 
dimension of a full-grown man.

I am persuaded that few of us strive 
to overcome our little faults as much 
as we strive to correct faults In cur 
children. I do not find that people are 
as strenuous In pursuit of meekness 
andNpurity of heart and gentleness and 
loving kindness and tranquility of 
soul, and spiritual vision, as they are 
strenuous in the pursuit of knowledge 
and wealth. I do not believe that even 
Christian men and women are deeply 
in earnest about the fine art of living. 
And yet who would not a thousand 
fold rather be a saint than paint one? 
Is it not infinitely greater to live poetry 
than to write a poem? David wrote a 
psalm, and we remember him forever. 
But' how much greater than David is 
the man or womaji whose daily life is 
both psalm and benediction. Jesus 
never wrote any book-—He had not" 
time. He had more important work. 
He lived a life. His life will outlast 
all books.

•what He said and He said what He 
meant, when He called men the chil­
dren of God. The child is like the 
father. The child is the father at zero. 
Jesus meant that in every man there 
is somewhat of God—the possibility 
and potency of the divine. Men may 
be righteous. You and I may be good.
I go through the world and I see a 
palace, apd a cathedral, and the other 
buildings are all hovels, 
lives in the palace, the bishop In the 
cathedral, the people live In the hov­
els. I say unto them that every man 
may be his own priest before God, and 
every цап may be the ruler of his own 
political life. The haggard lips reply 
to me and say, “O, there is some- mis­
take about it. The king is king by 
divine right, and the bishop is bishop 
because he "is the vicar of God.”

Jesus Christ comeà to us and says that 
the crown of a man’s life is its good­
ness. We lisiteri to the sayings as to a 
poet's dream. When we hear him tell 
us that we may be absolutely good 
men and women, with a. goodness that 
has all the fullness of Christ’s own 
goodness, we halt, and are dumb. We 
believe it as a gospel, but we put it 
away from us as a practice. It is too 
high, we cannot attain into it. Such 
goodness is too wonderful for us. And 
when Christ Insists, then -ve, with 
shame, have to confess, “It is not for 
us, O Lord, it is not for us.” It may 
be for a few rare spirits of the world, 
one or two out of a century, but as for 
us frail children of the dust, we have 
sowed and we have not reaped. Our 
teachers have piped and we have not 
danced ; we have tried but we have, not 
achieved. Our tongue—It is a very lit­
tle member—but we have never been 
able to bridle It. Our selfishness—a 
hundred times we have tried to break 
its-cords, but by it we are bound hand 
and foot. Our love—it is so scant and 
so thin that sometimes there Is not 
enough of it even for our own house­
hold, to say nothing about the great 
world.
they set upon us unawares and drag 
us down to the level of the lowest. 
Again and again we have made resolu­
tions; again and again we have fallen 
back into our shame. We have become 
drunken with anger or wine. We have 
been foul In word, or In ’ thought, or 
deed. We have lied; we have stolen 
our neighbor’s property, or his good 
name.
