After testimony had been obtained
on those points the judee asked the
French woman for an explanation of
her appearance of calmness on the
day of the murder when she was only
two minutes with the victim.

How ‘permanent’ some of these bridges are is a matter
to be determined hereafter; but it a well-established fact
that this Government has been in the habit of charging to
permanent bridges much money that should be set down
as ordinary expenditure.”
The Telegraph has evidently not given very close
attention to the question and should have read the act of
1907, which distinctly sets out the class of bridges which
are to be classed as permanent and for which debentures
may be issued. “They shall have either masonry sub-
structures with wooden superstructures; or they shall
be of masonry sub-structures with steel super-structures;
or of covered wooden super-structures with wooden sub-
structures.” This is clear enough for anybody and as
the briges called permanent are certified by the Provincial
Engineer there is not much opportunity for the Govern-
ment to do as the Telegraph suggests,

At the morning ses
sion Captain Willlam J. McGiffin of
e Allan Line was charged with ob-
structing No, 6 shed at Sand Point
with dunnage. Capt. McGiffin admit-
ted that from Dec. 12 to Dec. 16th
three doofs of the shed had been ob-
structed.

John P, MoAndrews, the district en-
gineer of the fire department in the
West Side, gave evidence that he had
noticed the obstruction and had fre-
quently found it would be impossible
for the fire department apparatus to
get near this shed, It would be neces-
sary to stretch thirteen joints of hose,
and the hose cart could not get near
the shed. He had been informed that
the wharf there would be unsafe for
heavy vehicles.

Henry Lee, who was watchman at
this shed, testified that he saw the
shed obstructed.

John Kerr, chief of the fire depart-
ment, conducted the case for the pros-

tion and C issl McLellan,
who was present, pointed out that it
was the city’s intention to keep a clear
place so that there would be ample
room for the fire department to work
if necessary. If this was not done the
insurance companies would refuse to
fasue policles on the wharves, the
sheds and their contents. He asked
the court that the full penalty of $100
be imposed. As it was an error in the
printing of the byelaws had saved
the Allan Line the neat sum of $90.
For where it should have read $100 it
only read $10, and as this error had
not been corrected the magistrate
stated that he would not fine the com-
pany the $100 but imposed the fine of
ten dollars,

Thomas Wilson, charged with being
drunk and begging on Charlotte street

Afternoon Session.

The afternoon session of the court
commenced at two o'clock and the
first case taken up was that of theft
against Charles O’Brien. As the evi-
dence was all in the court heard the
addresses from E. S. Ritchie for the
defence and E. C. Weyman for the
prosecution. ~ Mr. Ritchie stated that
the evidence given showed that the
stolen articles were found in the pos-
session of the defendant. That the de-
fendant had left his work on a C.P.R.
steamer and came over to the east
side for a supply of liquor and had left
his overcoat on board the ship when
he was away. He could give no infor-
mation as to how the stolen articles
came in his possession. He claimed
that he was intoxicated at the time
and while that was no excuse in law
{it was at least an explanation.

Mr. Weyman summed up the evl-
dence and stated that this case was
worse than the ordinary theft as the
defendant was charged with stealing
from his employers. The goods h
been stolen from the hold of the ship
where the defendant had worked and
he had his overcoat there. Drunken-
ness was no excuse and he asked the,
court to Impose the full penalty.

In commenting on the case the ma-
gistrate stated that it was rather a
poor system where an employe could
be paid for working for the C PR,
and could leave his work on two oc-
casions and walk over to the east side
‘to procure liquor.

MORE IMMIGRANTS CAME
TO FARMS IN THE PROVINCE
THIS YEAR THAN BEFORE

Annual Report of Work of Provincial Immigration Depart-
ment Makes Interesting Reading == Good Demand for
Children on Our Farms,

In his report of the work of the
provincial immigration department for
the year, James Gilchrist says that
the number of immigrants placed in
the province during 1912 was in ex-
cess of the year 1911. The superintend-
ent informed The Standard that in
making up his report he only took ac-
count of the immigrants reported at
his office up to November, and that
there had been quite a number arriv-
ing since.

The report says there is a good de-
mand for children in the province, and
points out the posgibility of placing
orphans with the farmers and other
people of the province, Attention is
called to the advertisement the pro-
vince has received in England during
the past year, and the interest be-
ing displayed in the farm gettlement
scheme. The main features of the re-
port are printed below.

The number of immigrants placed
in this Province for the year 1912 was
slightly in excess of the figures for
1911,

Last year through the courteous as-
sistance of some French speaking
clergymen, this department had infor.
mation that showed an influx of 140
French settlers, which number swell-
ed the grand total for 1911 to 805, The
same information not being available
at the present time, I can only give
the actual numberg passing through
this office (which have been mostly
English) and which are as follows:
150 married people, who either brought
their familles with them or come out
later, 300 eingle men, 95 domestics,
g:l(;l 205 children, making a total of
o,

Out of the above large number of
immigrants coming to this province,
there hus only been one person de-
ported, and that on account of sick-
ness; and only two men who have giv-
en any trouble with regard to pas-
sage money.

The larger number of these arrived
during the spring months, but there
has been a good steady increate dur-
ing the summer and fall months over
previous years. t

There is a great demand for chil-
dren, and I trust the government will
take up this question and arrange for
a large number the coming year,

I wanted homes for two boys aged
11 and 7 respectively, so I ingerted an
advertisement of one inch for one week
in The Standard, from which I re-
ceived ten applications for the two
boys, and nearly every mail has an
‘mqulry for a boy or girl. 1 am confl
dent we could find homes for several
hundred boys and girls.

The class of settlers arriving this
vear has been first class. With one
or two exceptions they have been very
grateful for the assistance given them
and have been anxious to repay their
loans. Quite a number of married men
who came out in April have, repald
their loans and advanced half e
passage money for their wives and
children, and these people are helping
develop the province and adding to|

duce, and the only thing lack to make
farming a greater success is more help
and there is no other way to secure
this help except through immigration,
and in conversation with many farm-
ers they have expressed the opinion
that they did not know what they
would have done had it not been for
the work of this department,

I have always held the opinion that
it would be greatly to the advantage
of the farmers if they would build cot-
tages and employ married couples with
families, insuring a steady supply of
reliable help. The man's wife in most
cases ig willing to assist at busy sea-
sons about the house, and thie chid
dren are very useful and profitable
at different busy seasons of the year,
such as planting potatoes, thinning
turnips, picking berries and apples,
getting the cows, and a thousand light
jobs that they can do more quickly
and economically than a grown per-
son.

At certain seasons of the year there
is a great demand for help, which ecan-
not be supplied on the moment, where-
as if the majority of farmers had one
family by the year, they would be
sure of reliable help at the most criti.
cal times, and woyld not be subject to
as much loss by not being able to
properly attend to their work at the
proper time. It is absolutely neces-
sary to employ help sometimes when
you don't want them to be sure of
them when you want them, If this
plan were carried out, I am sure it
would result in greater success to the
farmer and fill our province with a

Oldest Son—Merely Rumor
in Actuality.

Berlin, Dec. 13— That family have
quarreled, from father to son, and al-
ways will.” This was said by an 18th
century English prime minister (the
Duke of Newcastle) of the House of
Hanover. His Grage was well acquaint-
ed with the family he spoke of. Had he
known otheér royal houses as well, he
might have extended the application
of hig remarks, for it is a fact that if
fathers and sons do not always quar-
rel, there is a tendency to frictiod
between monarchs and their immediate
helrs,

The House of Hohenzollern is no ex-
ception to the rule. The story of Fred-
erick the Great’s youth and his father’s
dealings with him is one of the com-
monplaces of history. The late Em-
peror Frederick as crown prince of
Prussia bitterly opposed the blood and
iron policy of Bismarck which finally
justified itself on the field of Koenig-
graetz, Readers of The Gedanken und
Erinnerungen will not have forgotten
the Dangig demonstration of the crown
prince against his father’s govepn«
ment, and the carriage drive during
which the old king and the iron chan-
cellor discussed the princely rebel—
“in French because of the servants
on the box”—and how Bismarck bade
the king deal gently with the young
man Absalom,

The Misunderstanding.

Whispers are abroad that there is
some such misunderstandings between
the Emperor and his eldest son as
then divided the Emperor's father and
grandfather. A provincial paper stat-
ed a few weeks ago that the Emperor
and the Crown Prince were not.on
speaking terms and a good deal of
gossip, much of it of a mischevious
kind, is current as to the relations
between the pair. For the statement
that the monarch and his heir are not
on speaking terms there is no warrant
The Crown Prince is in residence at
Danzig, where he commands the
Ziether Hussars. Father and son are
therefore not much thrown together.
Within the last six months the Km-
peror has twice visited Danzig and
associated publicly with the Prince,
and if the Prince’s numerous visits
to Berlin do not always include a call
at the paternal residence, he is always
present on necesEary occasions. When
the "Emperor arrived in Berlin after
his illness at Cassel in September,
the Crown Prince, who was heré to
the time, not only went to meet him
at the station, but took two of his
boys with him to greet their grand-
parents; nor has anything occurred
since then which could conceivably

Paris, Dec. 27.—The definite an-
nouncement that Premier Poincare will
be a candidate for the presidency of
the republic has created a profound
impression throughout France. The
newspapers of practically all shares
of political opinion, without commit-
ting themselves for or against M. Poin-
care's election, felicitate the premier
for frankly placing himself*on record
as an aspirant for the office of chief
executive, They expresg the opinion
that the attitude of M. Poincare shows
to the world that France is seeking
its greatest men for the presidency.

Judging frem Information Raceived by Police, Harry Gaynor
was Very Near to Death Last Night -- Three Men Arrest-| tees

ed for Creating Disturbance.

Harry Gaynor, boarding house mas-
ter, is alive today only through the
quick action and bravery of a Russian
who is boarding with him in his
house on North street. This man,
braving the insane rage of six of his
countrymen, warned Gaynor of a plot
to entice him into a room where he
would have met a violent death. On
learning the intentions of the men,
Mr. Gaynor called in Policemen
O'Neill and O'Leary who, after con-
siderable trouble, arrested three of
the company.

The would-be murderers arrived in
the city yesterday from Montreal and
intended to sail on the Allan liner
Hesperian this afternoon. Being fore-
ed to stay in the city over night they
put up at Gaynor's place with the
above result.

" All went well during the early part
of the’ evening but betwen nine and
ten o'clock the men who were al in
one room began to flourish their
knives, break the furniture and lamps
and to sing and shout in the most
blood-thirsty manner. Mr. Gaynor
then b e alarmed, and fearing
that the Russians would soon be be-
yond control, called in Officers O'Neill
and O'Ledry who speedily queiled the
disturbance, the'men promising to go

to bed, Shortly after the officers left
they repeated

the house, however,
their previous performance.

It was then that the plot to stab
Mr. Gaynor to death with their knives
was begun and would have been car-
ried to an awful end had not a Rus-
sian, trying to sleep in the next room,
heard with RHorror their fearful inten-
tions. The would-be murderers plan-
ned to entice Gaynor into the room in
which they were staying and to fas-
ten a quarrel upon him insthe midst
zi.w‘::lch he was to be stabbed to

th,

The man to whom Gaynor owes his
life then slipped out of his room and
boarding master of his
peril. Mr. Gaynor quickly rushed out
into the street and called in Officers
O'Leary and O'Neill to arrest the
plotters. The officers after entering
the house had almost to. force the
door to the bedroom. Mr. Gaynor then
gave three of them in charge for cre-
ating a disturbance in his house. The
boarding master feels-that as the men
are leaving the country it is unneces-
sary to add the charge of attempted
