There should be mo stinting in the re-
sources given {0 the Northwest as it would
never do to have it coming to Ottawa year
after year asking for additional assistance.

Coming to the question of trade, he
hoped that the government had mnot for-

gotten the tariff commisston. He regretted |

that there was no mention of a fast line
and no reference to the Intercolonial. The
deficit on the Intercolonial was because it
was managed under a vicious system. This
year it would have a $1,000,000 deficit.

Mr. Foster complained that there were
not enmough of guns at any mport nor
enough of rifles in the country for weason-
able defence. He asked the governmint to
see if we were not living in a fool’s para-
dise. In conclusion, he humorously re-
ferred to his being a young and untried
member of the house.

Mr. Foster concluded as follows:—

“Is ‘there today in this broad country
of ours one single port of entry with guns
sufticient to guard it against a marauding
gunboat of an cnemy?

“Is there in this country enough rifles to
be put into the hands of the strong and
adaptable men who are wiling to fight for
the defence of their country but who can-
not if they have no weapons?

“Have we today in this country, if dif-
ficuities should arise, any facilities for
manufacturing what would be necessary
in the form of ammunition and the imple-
ments of war that are necessary for even
a fair and reasonable defence? Now it i8
living in a fool’s paradise surely if we do
not. as*sensible men, knowing and feel-
ing the worth of our country, knowing
the virtue, the ability and the power oi
our citizens as individuals, place this coun-
try. in some reasonable fommn for its proper
defence and the maintenance of its self-
reapect as well.

“] think it is time for this pariiament
to give {his great question full and' serious
comsideration. No one more heartily sub-
scribes than myself to the idea that Can-
ada has not been creating the building up
of an important and great part of this
empire. lvery step we bave taken in our
provinces, every material development;
every mile of our railways, every step that
we have taken in material progress has
been & step towards strengthening the em-
pire. We -have been doing:our duty in
tiis respect and in this divection .but I

Ythink it is well to comsider the question

if the time has not come when something
more cannot be, done in order to maintain
the feeling of security and a proper feel-
ing of seli-respect which a country ke
this owes to itself, a country of so many
homes and of such rich resources.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who got a great
reception from the Liberals, paid a com-
pliment to the mover and seconder of tae
address and also said a word for the young
and untried member .for North Toronto.

He said Toronto was a peculiar city. 1t
was all vight in a literary, in a municipal
and in a military sense, but it was all
wrong po.itically, that was why- Mr. Foster
was elected there. He (Sir Wirid) re-
gretted that Mr. Foster’s absence from the
house was not of much benefit to him.
Instead of Mr. Foster using that four
years for profitable reflection they had
been lost upon him. Like the Bourbons,
he had learned mothing and forgot noth-
ing; the speech of today was exactly the
same a8 he delivered over and over agan
between 1896 and 1900.

The Conservative policy, in the hands of

PROTESTS NO USE

Evidence Given Before Commission
at Montreal by I. C. R. Officials
Shows They Refused to Quote
Through Rates Via This

Port.

Montreal, Jan. 16—(Special)—Evidence
showing Grand Trunk discrimination
against St. John and Halifax was given
before the commiasion inquiring into the
claim made by the Intercolonial.

L. D. Perry, chief clerk of the inter-
colonial, assistant freight agent at Mont-
real, said that he had made an agreement
with General Freight Agent Pullen, of
the Grand Trunk, that butter, cheese, eggs,
ete., from Omtario peints should be routed
to St. John and Halifax on the same terms
24 to Portland. Within a month Mr. Pul-
len telegraphed him that the Grand Trunk
wonld not carry out this darrangemeat.

E. Tiffin, general traffic manager of the
I. C. R., said he had had a conference with
. M. Hays, of the Grand Trunk, and
Hugh Allan, of the Allan line, re com-
plaints by the latter that they could not
seciire eufficient freight at St. John and
Halifax, and their ships had to leave light.

‘the AHan people complained that the
difficulty of securing sufficient cars and get-
ting through 'ln.l\s of lading from the
Grand Trutik was'the cause of ehortage of
freight. .

In reply to this, Mr. Hays said that the
Grand Trunk was under no obligation to
the I. C, R, in the matter of cars.

Mz, Tiffin said that the through rates
on butter, ete., from the west were higher
to St. John and Halifax than to Portland,
because present per cent. of éuch freight
had to be {ranshipped at refrigérator po.nts
and ‘the Grand Trunk charged two cents
per package for such trans-shipment when
the goods were.going hy the Ganadian port;
while they made no charge when their own
tg Portland was used, - This, Mr. Tif-
fin sa1d, made. a practical diserimination
against the I. . R. The Grand Trunk, he
said, absolutely refused to give throygh
bill of lading via St. John and Halifax, but
they did so via Portland.

Mr. Tiffin declared he had good reason
to believe that Grand Trunk agents at
Ontario points. réfused to quote through
rates via St. John and Halifax, but were
always ready to quote through rates via
Portland.

QUTOF NEWYORK

Jerome 'ShoWs Police How
Easily the Places Can Be
Closed

A BLOW AT TAMMANY

Present Move Against Vice Part of
the Programme to Oust Them
from Control of City—Hearst
Wants to Run for Mayor,
and is Hammering
McClellan.

DEFENCE OPENS
IN TUCKER TRIAL

Prisoner's Lawyer Tells Jury
About the Innocence of
~ Client

MRS. TUCKER TESTIFIES

Her Testimony Unimportant, and She
Will Be Called Again— Hand-
writing Experts on the Stand
for the Defendant—Vast
Crowd Present.

Cambnidge, Mass., Jan. 16.—"All we
ask of you, gentlemen of the jury, is fair
play. Give us that and we will prove be-
yond all reasonable doubt that Charles
L. Tucker is not the murderer of Mabel
Page.” :

With these words Attorney Thomas F.
Vahey opened the case for the defense at
the Tucker murder trial today. He told
the jury that the whereabouts of the de-
fendant would be accounted for from the
moment he left his house at noon on the
day of the murder until he returned to
his home the same afternoon. He would
prove that a knife other than Tucker’s
was the weapon used. The defense would
not attempt to account for all the blood-
stains found on Tucker’s clothing, but-if
the government wishes to prove Tucker
guilty it should have esiablished that the
blood was from the body of Miss Page.
The handwriting on the note addressed to
“J. L. Morton” would be shown to have
been written by Miss Page herself. The
stick pin found in Tucker's coat and said
to. be the property of Miss Page, was
owned by Tucker two years before the
murder., The testimony of the. medical
experts called by the commonwealth was
attacked by Mr. Vahey who said other ex-
perts would be called to ;disprove state-
ments made. $ 19 b

the objections - which have ‘been made by
the defense evéry -time Ticker’s. knife
waa shown in the’ court voom, being overs
ruled. . Judges Sherman and Sheldon ruled
that the introduction of the knife as evi-
dence was*¢ompetent and all evidence in
relation: o it brought out by the prosecu-
Yion - wenld stand. It hag-been the con-
tention of the defence that the knife was
secured in violation of the constitutional
rights of the defendant, in that -4t was
secured during a search of the Tucker
home on a search warrant which called for
a graphophone. : :

The appearance of Tucker’s mother on
the stand was a feature of the day. The
eyes of her accused boy remained riveted
on her from the moment she entered the
court room until she left the witness stand
twenty minutes later. When she took
the stand Mrs. Tucker was. composed and
smiled Teassuringly at her son, who lean-
ed forward in the cage to watch her. Mis.
Tucker, under cross-examination, became
somewhat ill at ease, observing which Mr.
Parker treated her with the greatest con-
sideration, at the same time insis.ing that
direct answers be given to his guestions.

Mys. Tucker's testimiony referred only
to the visit of the officers to her house for
the purpose of searching it previous to
her sons’s arrest.

She will be called later to testify as to
the movements of her son on March 3lst.

The ordinary monotony of the testimony
of handwriting experts was relieved by
the.wordy battle between Attorney Gen-
eral Parker and Professor Fraser. Pro-
fessor Fraser admitted that he did not, in
testing the handwriting submitied to him,
use every means possible in his tests and
that insiead of being certain that Tucker
did not write the Morton address, it was
“only his belief.”

Edward B. Hay, another handwriting
expert, was the last witness of the day
and he bhad not finished his testimony
when court adjourned until fomorrow
morning.

The largest throng that has yet gather-
ed at the court house clamored for ad-
mittance this morning and hundreds re-
mained at the doors until late in the
afternoon awaiting a possible chance to
get inside.

Discharging Prisoner, Who

Says, “Thank You,” as His Honor Orders His .
Release---Last Day Occupied by Counsel

to the Jury.

Hampton, Jan. 16—(Special)—Oscar J.
Wright stands acquitted.

I’he man who, since Sept. 16, has been

under arrest, charged with being respon-
sible for the death of William McKnight,
of Havelock, and whe was placed on trial
on an indictment of manslaughter, is now
iree.
At 7 oclock: tonight the jury returned
into court and by their foreman, A. L.
Peatman, returned a verdict of “mot
guilty.” Attorney-General Pugsley moved
that the prigsoner be discharged; and Judge
MecLeod, addressing Wright, said: “Pris-
oner, you have been indicted and tried for
the manslaughter of William C. McKnight.
‘the jury have returned a verdict of mot
guilty, but I must say that in my opinion
the evidence was very strong against you.
I hope this will prove a warning to you
through life. You are discharged.”

The prisoner responded: “Thank you,”
and left the dock. i 5t

‘When the foreman announced the ver-
dict there was some sound of approval
among the large number of men and women
present, but it was immediately quelled
by the sheriff. Wright was heartily con-
gratulated upon his release. !

‘T'he sjury. was discharged and the court
adjourned: sine’ die.

This monung court proceedings began
with a brief quoting of the law by Dr.
Pugsley -and Mr. Currey, after which Mr.
Fowler delivered his speech-in defence 'of
the prisoner. . !

Mr. Fowler's Address. : e

Geo. W. Fowler, in his address, alluded
to the sympathy felt for the widow and
children, yet the “prisoner was also en-
titled ‘to comsidération. He was young,
hithento, of unblemishied character, and if
there had been any ¢ possible agaipst
him it would have been brought, for there
wag some hidden force ecalculated: bo injure
the prisoner. If he ‘had been of viplent,
quarelsome, criiel disposition, there -would
have been’ persons only' too anxions ‘to
have sworn so, but such charges could not
be made. No matter what verdict the jury
might bring, the prisoner’s life was prac-
tically ‘ruined. ‘Hé had shed blood—had
broken - down a temple of life, and the
knowledge of such would be to him a
source of life long regret.

The gist of the speaker's defence would
be justification. With the jury rested the
responsibility of adnsinistering -~ punish-
ment or granting freedom:.

Mr. Fowler then entered into an ex-
tensive resume of the evidence, comtend-
ing ¢hat it had been proved the prisoner
had legal right in tryihg to cobtain his
propenty from his own house, and in re-
ferring to the efforts to shake Ira Wright’s
testimony, paid a graceful tribute to Dr.
Pugsley’s ability as a‘ cross-examiner. He
described him as, one of the most astute
and learned lawyers, not only in New
Brunswick, but throughout the dominion.

Mr. Fowler drew attention to the evi-
dence of five witnesses who had sworn
McKnight used a club, and to the evi-
dence of Adam Steeves, who swore he
saw McKnight retreating to the shingle
pile without his hat on. From such evi-
dence it was reasonable, Le said, to be-
lieve that deceased was just in the act of
withdrawing from the melee. The two
Petersens, quite unprejudiced, swore Mec-
Knight used a siick. Both father and
son were reliable and respectable.

The evidence of Chas. Coates, said Mr.
Fowler, could hardly commend itself to
the jury. Personally, he discredited Mr.
(Coates’ testimony.

If the jury believed the general evidence
they must render a verdict of not guilty.
It was the glory of British law, that until
a prisoner was proven guilty he was sur-
mised to be innocent. All the defence wit-
nesses testified in such way as to convince
any reasonable man they were telling ab-
solutely the truth.

There were many men who would pre-
fer death to tmecarceration, and the prison-
er, as he gave his testimony, must have
felt the truth and spoken it. A solemn obli-
gation rested on the jury. Let justice be
done, though the heavens fall, but the
highest justice was that which felt the
softening influences of divine mercy. Life
could not be restored to the dead. The
husband could not be returned to the

Dr. Pugsley then entered into-a detail-
ed review of the evidence. The prisones
could not be allowed to excuse himself by
the plea that he was acting in self defence,
for it had been through his own conduct .

The ‘pniss
oner had admitted striking Samuel Keith,
but as regarded deceased, no ape
tell precisely what had happened. The
deceased had the right to go to Samuel
Kei.h’s assistance if he though a life was
being threatened.” No one could measure .
the force of the subsequent blows, but the
only safe course to adopt was; to refuse
permission to the prisomer to state thad
he had acted in self defence.

He had precipiiated the tragedy.. The
great majurity of the witnesses ewore vhat
Oscar Wright dealt the fatal blow. The
speaker had heard Mr. Fowler dilate upon
the number of witnesses eecured for the
crowu. 1t had been stated that the coun-
try had been raked for witnesses for 'the
prosecution. The attorney-general believd
that as prosecuting officer it was his duty
to present to the count every available
person who had witnessed the tragedy.
What would the people of the province
think had he deliberately overlooked im-
portant or even unimportant withesses.
He would not have been discharging his
duty properly had he shown any laxily in
the matter. He was the servant of the
people and he did not propose to spars
any expense or hesitate at any inconven-
ience that the fullest possible light might
be thrown on every phase of the tragedy.
He had brought to the court every wit-
ness whom he regarded as possessing re-
liable, truthful information. :

The crown did not demand a victim, but
it did demand the truth. A remark had
been made to the effect that the witnesses
for the prosecution had a prejudice against
the prisoner. The speaker’s impressiom
had been the very reverse. Even Mms.
Wright admitted that the prisoner. had
shown no inclination to harm her.

It would be the duty of the crown to
take up the evidence as adduced and give '
due attention to what had been said. The

The
law did not look for victims—it did not
seek vengeance, for a greater power had
said: “Vengeance is mine.” The jury wns‘
expected to do justice. If the members |

lave stricken by turberculosis. In conse-
quence it is largely a place of last resont to
which patients coms in an advanced stage
‘because their removal has been ordered by
the Board of Health, or because all other
/doors are closed to them.”

' 1t is mot possible, the Transcript adds,
6 provide a new hospital entirely for con-
sumpdives at the present time, owing to
the financial etatus of the city, but Dr.
Councilman, who has gone very thoroughly
iﬂto the subject, expresses the view that
the difficulty could be met by turning the
Liong Island Hospital into an institution
for the treatment of tuberculosis, and the
abute or chronic sick admitted as paupers.
Self-evidently the two groups would be
ﬁ!p.t separate. The plan involves the with-
drawal of all'paupers mot in need of hos-
pital treatment to some other place. By
utilizing the dormitories thus made vacant
the present bed capacity of three hundred
could be brotight up to seven hundred. Be-
sides there would be unlimited facilities for
ereoting inexpensive “shacks” for the hous-
ing of consumptives. Dr. Councilman sug-
gesty a comparatively inexpensive methced
of providing new and excelient accommoda-
dion for the paupers removed from the
hospital. The Transcript, discuseing the
question, sets forth the need of action in
this vigorous language:

To the inevitable question, can the city
afford such an enterprise? the answer is:
Tt cannot afford to let present conditions

. ¢The significant feature of this proposi-
tion is that it is a call to public authority |
to interest itself in this great problem of |
health ‘&nd give substantial support to the |
methods which science has suggested |
for its promotion, and whose efficacy it
has clearly demonstrated. Great advant-
age has been made in knowledge of the
pathology of tuberculosis. This is an ex-
ceedingly ‘hopeful and heartening fact. As
a consequence of ‘that better understand-
ing of the causes and processes of the dis-
ease public spirit and philanthropy have
done great things for ite relief and abate-
ment. But it still in a reduced degree re-
tains its grewsome primacy as the great
destroyer of life, reaping its richest barv-
est of victims among the poor.

For the direct handling of the problem
state and municipal governments bave
done compamatively little. Probably Bos-
ton is mo worse off than other cities;
nevertheless her condition is such as to
show the necessity of great improvement.
Future generations will look back upon
this indifference with as much wonder ae
we mnow regard fthe general hospital
methods of many years ago. It is an un-
doubted fact that the country is losing an-
nually not only thousands of lives but
millions -of dollars, because of the failure
of the states and cities to take concerted
action and put up an adequate defence
against ‘this insidious malady. There is
now knowledge enough to work with; but
we balk at the expense, though we spend
freely to keep within bounds diseases that
are not a tenth part as destructive of life.
It is a work for the public to take up, not
in the way of philanthropy but for self-
protection.

AN ASTONISHING STORY

Munrce & Munroe, the curbstone or
laundry brokers, whose recent. failure was
the sensation of New York, appear like
Mrs. Chadwick to have been Canadians.
At all events, these young men were run-
ning a emall etore in Montreal four years
ags. They went to New York, went into
businesss as Drokers, bloomed forth as
heaven-born financiers, and were 0 suc-
cuessful that they  secured enor-
mous credit at the National City Bank.
After their failure it came out in evidence
that from Nov. 28 till Dec. 7 they secured
$60,000 per day from this bank, on 35,000
shares of doubtful mining stock deposited
as collateral.

The story. of these young men, as told
by the Montreal Witness, is simply amaz-
ing, even in these days of clever crooked-
gess. The Witness says:

‘<¢The fact that Munrot & Munroe, two
young men whose capital is supposed to
have consisted of little more than what
is often’ called ‘gall,” could gain credit to
‘an almost unlimited extent is a revelation
to the whole financial world.- From hab-
érdaghery store to frientl of “banl ‘presi-
dents; from glove and collar manipulations

millions, in copper shares; from a posi-
tion of -extreme insignificance to @& ban-
quet at the Waldorf-Astoria, with Mr.
Loomis, of the National City Bank, on ‘the
right hand’ of Mr. George Munroe, and
Mr. Leach, of Fareon, Leach & Co., on
the left of that great magnate; with lead-
ing representatives of Stock Exchange
houses present, and also senators, politi-
cians and lawyers, the whole element bask-
ing in the brilliance of the dual stock:
washers—such is the astounding transform-
ation. About four years ago in a little
haberdashery shop on St. Catherine street,
Montreal, were two young men who were
devoted to ‘the business of haberdashery.
It waa always a matter of conjecture as
to whether the business was a paying one,
but one day it was announced that the
partners had sold out to McKerrow Broth-
ers. The mining craze being a¥ its height
in this country at the time, the enterpris-,
ing brothers opened an office in the fin-
ancial centre of the city, and put out a
sign, which read ‘Munroe & Munree, min-
ing brokers.’ They, however, labored un-
der the great disadvantage of thew pre-
vious business, as it ds difficult for the
average speculator to connect the haber-
dashery business with the mining business,
8o the brothers decided to go to New
York, and established themselves at 25
Broad street, in the very heart of the fin-
ancial district. The Marconi Wireless
Telegraph Company. of Canada, with which
the Munroes, in some unaccountable way,
had become connected, was Deing
organized, and the mining firm of Munroe
& Munrce were ‘the brokers for the issue
of the new stock, and by advertising ex-
tensively made the name of the late hab-
erdashery concern quite a houschold word
in the financial world. It is supposed that
the stock of Marconi wireless was taken
up extensively by Italians, who were 10
doubt attracted by the matiomality of the
inventor. The Munroes at the same time
became connected with the Boston Consoli-
dated Copper Company, which is one of
the features of the present situation. The
reorganization of Montreal and Boston was
the beginning of one of the biggest stock
market coups in the history of the curb.
The result is now matter of fame, with all
the detail of ‘washing’ and other fleecing |
practices. The surprising part of the,
swhole business is that two practically un- |
known men should be in such a short time |
in a position to draw unlimited amounts |
from one of the greatest banking institu-
tions in the United States ,with practi-
cally no security but a few stocks of an
uncertain copper tnvestment. Added to
the descriptive words in the financinl
world, such as Humbert, Hooley, Whita-
ker-Wright, Chadwick, will now be that
of Munroe. People have already been
heard to question as to whether or no the
two brothers could have ‘Munroed’ one
of our big banks as they did the City Bank
of New York.”

The faot that this firm could get un-
limited credit from so reputable a financial
institution as the Natiopal City Bank is
quoted by the Wall Street Journal as an
illustration of dangers connected with the
amalgamation of banks, such as has lately
been dicoussed in Canada. Tha Wall Streey
Journal says:

“When the banking power is diffused
among many institutions, it is of compara-
tively little comsequence if one of the
banks makes a mistake, even involving a

confidence in our credit institutions. A
great bank, like Caesar’s wife, must be
above suspicion.”

WESTERN AMBITIONS

In the Manitoba legislature today, At-
torney-General Campbell will move, a reso-
lution praying the federal government to
extend the boundaries of Manitoba for-
ward to Hudson’s Bay and westward to
include a portion of East Assiniboia and
Saskatchewan. Among the rteasoms ad-
vanced in support of this is the limited
area of Manitoba, 60,000 square miles, com-
vared with millions in the Territories.

Laeti week, in 'Winnipeg, President Mac-
kenzie, of the Canadian Northern Rail-
way, announced that the line would be ex-
tended to Hudson’s Bay. “We are not in
such a hurry to get to the coast,” said
Mr. Mackenzie; “we will rather devote
our attention to a line to Hudson’s Bay.
It is the intention of the company to
strike Hudson’s Bay by a line starting
from the Prince Albert branch.”

‘I'he company sent out an exploring
party last spring, whose report must have
been favorable. It is stated that the line
will run northeasterly for about 500 miles
from the Prince Albert branch, and that
the Nelson river may be utilised in com-
pleting the route.

While Manitoba dreams of emlarged
boundaries and new lines of communica-
tion, the Territories demand automomy,
preferably as ome huge province. The
country is rapidly filling up, and the peo-
ple desire a larger measure of control of
affaire directly concerning them.

Parliament, at its present sessiom, will
hear much from the west, which has a
larger and no doubt more aggressive repre-
sentation than ever before. The demands
made do mot particularly affect the east,
except that whatever makes: for the
healthy development of the west is of ad-
vantage to the whole country. The time
s not so many years distant when the
voice of the country west of the great
lakes will be able, in a very large measure,
to dominate, if it choose to do so, the
policy of Canada. -

FEDERAL RELAT/ONS

- The Winnipeg Telégram produces some

evidence which .it. thinks indicates that the |

federal government may readjust the finan-
cial relations between  the dominion and
the ' provinces. It says' that when Mr.
Macphérson was nominated at Vancouver
(B. ), he said that a readjustment of the
tinaneial - arrangements between the prov-
mees and the federal government Wwas re-
quired, and that “he had every assurance
that such a néagjustmen;l\‘vquld take place
at no very distant date.” Premier Tweedie,
of New Brumswick, who was ‘in British
Columbia at the time, ipas, according to
the Telegram, even more explicit. He said
British Columbia 'was in a special position
and needed a readjustment of terms, and
declared : —

“And now I say to you what I have
never said before on a public platform—I
have Premier laurier's assurance that a
readjustment will be granted.”

From this it would appear, the Telegram

argues, as if assurances had been given by
the Laurier government with respect to
some provinees at least. Mr. Fitzpatrick’s
visit to Quebec is supposed to indicate that
assurances have been given to that prov-
ince.
Since parliament is mow in session, it
will soon appear whether there is to be a
readjustment with respect to any or all of
the provinces. There is no quesiion but
that an increased subsidy swould be cheer-
fully acoepted by the provincial govern-
ments, which find it somewhat difficult to
get along with their limited sources of
revenue and unlimited demand for expen-
diture.

ROOSEVELT AND RECIPROCITY

The New York Commercial believes that
President Roosevelt means business in cou-
nection with the effort to secure a reci-
procity treaty with Canada. 1t quotes
from the speech of Eugene N. Foss of Bos-
ton in Toronto last week, a report of
which appeared in The Telegraph, as fol-
lows:—

“I would say, rather, that you cannot
look far beyond the Wihite House for symp
toms of the change which is impending—
for the signs of a broader, a more toler-
ant, a more progreseive spirit in the con-
duct of our fiscal policy. {In Theodore
Roosevelt we have a state-man keenly re-
sponsive to the voice of the people, ready
to grasp opportunity svhen it comes. In
Roosevelt you have a better friend than
you know."”

Comumenting on this statement by Mr.
Foss, the Commercial says:—

“That does mot overstate the situation
in this country on tariff revision in gen-
eral or on Clanadian reciprocity in parti-
cular. The president is unquestionably far
in advance of the rank and file of his party
on both propositiors; and it is mvell for
our Canadign neighbors to have laid be-
fore them o-casionally facts that do mot
always stand out boldly in the columns of
the Yankee newspapers that cross “the
line.” The lack of accurate information
on reciprocity sentiment in the States has
probably had not a little to do with the
ofticial and popular apathy on the ques-
{ion recently in evidence in the Dominion.

“The plain truth is that Theodore Roose-

tion. The real conflict between him and
the heretofore leaders of his party—the
arrant ‘stand-patters’ in positions of in-
fluence—is deeper than it is open. "And
it would mot surprise the most exper-
jenced, observant and analytical among
American politicians very much were it to
result, before long, in a revolutionary shift
in party leadership.”

MIGHT IS RIGHT :

“With all. Russia I join in the belief
that the time is coming when God will
give etrength to our glorious army and
navy to arise and break the forces of the
enemy. Nicholas.”

This ‘pious and profound expression of
faith by the Emperor of Russia reminds
one of &imilar statements made by the late
Paul Kruger. It is quite easy to assert
that Providence is on this side or tnat,
but the result does not always justify the
assumption. Even the Emperor of Russia
will admit that Providence is found on the
side of right. Most people outside of Rus-
aia are of opinion that Japan has right
on her side in this war, and that Russia,
not Japan, is in need of a salutary lesson.
Moreover, she appears to be in a fair way
to get it.

KUROPATKINTELL
COSSACK RAID

Cut Railway in Two Places and
Set Fire to Japanese Stores
—Losses 300.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 16—General Kuro-
patkin, in a despatch to Emperor Nich-
olas, reporting the Russian cavalry raids
on Jan. 10 and 11, says:

“The Japanese suffered heavily. The
Russian losses during those two days were
three officers killed and ten wounded and
fifteen soldiers killed and forty-nine
wounded.”

The general adds that cavalry captured
a quantity of stores and prisoners and
says that the Japanese stores at Yinkow
were ablaze for nearly the whole might
of Jan. 12.

The text of General Kuropatkin’s re-
port is as follows: 3

“During the evening of Jan. 10 one antl
a half conpanies of Japanese and half a
squadron of Japanese dragoons were de-
fated with great loss.

“QOn .Jan. 11 a Japanese -company and
two squadrons, which were occupying
Newaliwang, was driven out by our Cos-
sacks, who occupied the place and after-
wards pursued the company, defeating it
and idflicting heavy loss. The same night
our patros damaged the railway line, a
train and two locomotives. During these
two days our cavalry defeated several
small detachments and captured one offi-
cer, 14 soldiers and 500 carts with stores.
Qur casualties were three officers killed
and ten wounded, and fifteen soldiers kill-
ed and forty-nine wounded.

“On Jan. 12 our patrols damaged the

Irailway six miles from Yinkow. Upon

Jan. 12 a Russian detachment reached 1.n-
kow.

“Qur artillery cannonaded the station,
set fire to the stores and later stormed
the station. The Japanese opened fire
with rifles and machine guns and our men
sought shelter in ditches and again at-
tacked until they reached the railway lne
when a strong column of Japanese in-
fantry appeared advancing from Tasu.sow.
Qur forees being inferior, retired, carrying
away nearly all the kilied and wounded.
The stores at Yinkow were ablaze the
whole night.

“It is now cold at might time but warm
and bright during the day.”

London, Jan. 17—The iatest news as to
the conditions of Port Arthur when it was
surrendered to the Japanese occasions
muesh discussion as to General Stoesel’s
reasons” for capitulaticn. Criticism, how-
ever, is generally lenient, there being a
tendency to rezard General Nogi's tributes
to General Stoessel's courageous defence
as much in fhis favor; and the inclination
is 'to’ credit General Stcessél with the
knowledge that the morale of his garrison
was shattered.

The Daily Telegraph’'s Kobo correspond-
ent gives a somewhat theatrical acceount. of
the final meeting between the generals at
Port Arthur prior to the surrender, which
was obtained from Russian generals at
Nagasaki, According to this account,
twelve generals assembled at General
Stoessel’s house. Being asked the reason
for two additional vacant chairs, General
Stoessel, bursting dnto tears, explained
that they formenly belonged to beloved
departed, and, having paid a tribute to
the gallant dead, General Stoessel abrupt-
ly exclaimed: ‘“Well, gentlemen, I pre-
sume we will fight till the end.”

The discussion which ensued showed that
the only alternatives were prompt surren-
der or speedy ahnihilation. Then cham-
pagne glasses wene filled, and the empercr’s
health was solemnly honored. Meanwhile
the artillery thundered outside, and as sev-
eral shells burst in the vicinity, General
Stoessel ordered the removal of the em-
peror’s photograph, the sole adornment of
the walls, remarking: —

“It isn't right that his majesty should

! witness such proceedings.”

The decision to capitulate being unani-
mously reached, each general signed the
record, many sobbing aloud. Finally Gen-
er:_ul Stoesscl stood at atbention, eilehtly
offered a prayer, brought his sword to
salute and shouted:—

“Long live the Czar,” which the others
repeated in chorus, and the council ended.

It is stated that Madam Stoesscl seemed
stunned and cried aloud when she heard
the decision.

. 1t is added that acute estrangement ex-
ists between General Stoessel and his men
owing to the arrangement of favorable
terms for the officers hut not for the men.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 16—A telegram from
Siakhotan states that General Mistchenko’s
raiding force, learning that five Japanese
battalions had appeared ncar Tashikio, re-
treated morthwards and succeeded in tre-
gaining the Russian lines. Their losses
were about 300 killed or wounded, all the
latter being brought away.

DRUNKENNESS N RUSSIA BEING
~ COMBATTED BY THE GOVERNMENT

(8peclal Correspondence of the)
7 elegraph~~Copyright, 1904, by
John Callan O’Laughlin.)

St. Petersburg, Dec. 22.—Russia is the
largest saloom keeper in the world. It
buys enormous quanties of spirits and re-
tails them through middlemen to the
people. The main spring of the enterprise
is philanthropy, not profit, but the rev-
enue from it is large, aggregating $250,-
000,000 annually. The monopoly of sale of
spirits which the government possesses
has resulted in a substantial decrease in
drunkenness and crimes resulting there-
from and insures for the consumer a stand-
ard of purity which was not possible to
obtain under the system of private manu-
tacture and sale.

The peasant grumbles because he cannot
linger over a glass of vodka as he could
in the old days, but he forgets his troubles
when up a little courtyard or in the shel-
ter of a friendly building, he puts a bottle
to his lips and drinks a pint of the white
spirits ' without a single grimace. The
chances are that a few minutes later he
will be literally dead to the world.

A Curse of the Country.

Drunkenness is ome of the curses of Rus-
sia. The government has officially eet its
face against it, but until eociety does so,
the extensive reform so necessary to the
future gredtness of the Russian people
will not be accomplished. I doubt if any-
thing h:s ever disgusted me more than
the intoxication that prevailed during the
week  following Kaster. Many peasants
were drunk, so drunk that they could
hardly reel along. Many women in a
cart, which was being hauled rather swift-
ly by a clean looking mare, were yelling
as if a band of Indians were in pursuit.
It is when the peasants are in this condi-
tion that such crimes as Kishnieff are
committed. The police are disinclined to
interfere because they may soon be on a
“tare” themselves.

I saw a drunken fellow attempting to
climb a ladder. A police officer went up
to him, tock him by the arm and led him
away. - As soon as the man was released,
he returned to the ladder. Again the
policeman gently grasped his arm and in-
duced him to ‘walk up’ the street. The
scene was repeated several times, the of-
ficer always using a persuasive tone and
treating the drunkard with consideration.
I could not but compare this with the at-
titude of the police towards intoxicated
persons in English speaking countries.

The government has recogmnized this
weakness of the Russian character, and
has sought to correct it. ‘The correction
applied is. an arbitrary one, which ‘only
an, autocracy could adopt. ‘Before 1804,
the whole vodka trade of Russia was in the
hands of the Jews. “It . was the effort of]
the persons controlling -this trade,” said
an official of the government; “to sell the
largest possible quantity of spirits amd
to produce only those spirits which would
give the most profit. The taverns estab-
lished were in excess of the needs of the
people, and their proprietors often sold
the stuff on credit~and charged exorbitant
interest on the bills. By establishing a
monopoly on the sale of spirits, the gov-
ernment has reduced the number of sales,
has done away with the taverns, which

were schoolg of drunkenness, has removed
the temptation offered by them, has made
it difficult to obtain epirits and has made
their use less enjoyable than was the caee
ten years ago. Even drinking from bot-
tles in the streets is subject to police su-
pervision, so that a man is less liable to
get drunk.

Find Results Satisfactory.

“Amother result of the monopoly is that
the vodka sold is pure. The results of the
reform are very satisfactory. The church-
es are more frequented, the people are
willing to make greater sacrifices to send
their children to school, family relations
are better, taxes are paid more promptly,
idleness has diminished,. and there hag
been an improvement in the work of
laborers generally. I may also add that
there have been fewer crimes and not so
many deaths from alcoholic poisoning; that
the people have saved money and that
their economic situation has improved.”

The government scught to replace the
village saloon by tea houses, where the
peasants could pass their spare hours, and
while officially the results are considered
excellent, I personally did not find very
much enthusiasm over the new reform.
The Russian wants the right to drink
vodka as much as the English or the
American to drink whiskey, and he is the
more anxious for it because he does not
possess it. The cities and villages elso
object to the government monopoly, for
the reason that in the “good old times,”
they licensed the taverns and received
considerable revenue therefrom. Besides
the tea houses, governmental and private
philanthropy have founded libraries, mus-
eums of natural history, and lecture cour-
ses, but there is the official or other su-
pervision which acts as a damper and
causes people to remain away.

How Vodka is Made. L

Vodka, which is the great nsfional
drink, is manufactured in the . ecountry,
and a vodka brewery is a feature of al-
most every large farm. A long tunnel is
built on a field not in cultivation. This
tunnel is lined with timber and covered
with earth and in the summer looks like
a long mound of wild flowers. Abotit the
end of the summer, the peasants shove,
immense quantities of potatces into ‘the
tunnel, and there théy ‘remain protected
from the frost. The potatoes are removed
during the wintér and passed through ma-
chinery, which extracts the juice, which
ferments. The residue is valuable as food
for cattle. The spirits which must be over
92 degrees pure; are ~old to the govern-
ment, and it, in furn, sells it to’ certain
persons, designated by the minister of fin-
ance to vend alechelyor to traktins (popu-
lar restaurants) and hotels and city res
taurants. Only hstdls and city restaur-
ants are allowed to ‘sell by the glass.

g Is there mo weciprocity in etiquette be-
tween kings? We arc led to ask this
question because of the painful experience
of Richard Croker, late of this city and
now of Wantage, England, with the Eng-
lish Jockey Club. As is well known, Mr.
Croker nvas astounded a few days ago,
when he sought to have his horses en-
tered for training at Newmarket Heath,
by having their admission refused flatly
and without explanation. Since then ex-
planation has been given, and it is to the
effect that Mr. Croker violated royal eti-
quette by bidding against the king’s repre-
sentative at a sa'e of yearlings. It is said
that he was dnformed that he was opposing
the king's representative, and ‘that when
this did not deter him ‘it was suggested
to him that if he persisted in competing
he would rot be ullowed to train this horses
at Newmarket.” Mr, Croker mpersisted,
claiming that he was guilty of mo act of
discourtesy in so doing.

‘That is tuc case, and i is not one for
ribald jest. A ruler in exile is still en-|
titled to Toyal courtesies. If it was royal
etiquette that he should not bid against
the king, was it not also moyal etiquette
ithat the king should not bid against him?
Is not our Richard I. in a sense a guest of
Edward VIL.? 1t is true that he owns
property in England and pays an income
and other taxes, but in a large sense he
is a guest within the realm, for every king
in exile must be a guest in the country of
another kmg in which he elects to make
his new home. King Croker carried into
England the noble fortune which he gath-
ered here as payment for his services a8
our ru'er. He has been spending that for-
tune freely in England and has devoted
handsome sums from it to the purchase
of blooded horses nwith which to compete
avith the nobility of England on the Brit-
ish turf.

While sperrding his money like a prince,
or a duke. or a king, he has asked 1o
favors of anybody. He has never eent
wword to the king's representative that
isince he, King Croker, was Lidding for a

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"WIFE N ST, JOHN; HUSBAND MADE A

PRISONER IN NEW YORK, SAYS HERALD

Charles Lawton Work Arrested in Luxurious Apartments on
a Five-year-old Charge—Paper Says His Wife, Who Was
Miss M. Frances Russell of This City, Came
Here Before the Arrest Was Made,

The arrest of Charles Lawton Work and
the statement that his wife is a St. John
woman now visiting relatives in St. John,
is told in Sunday’s New York Herald as
follows:

“Charles Lawton Work, a fugitive from
justice for five years, sought for as the
reputed head of the ‘Investors’ Trust’ of
Philadelphia, a ‘discretionary pool’ organ-
jzation which collapsed in 1889, closely
following the disruption of the celebrated
Franklin Syndicate in this city -was ar-
raigned before Commissioner Shields, of
the United States Circuit Court, yesterday.
With the debonair manner that once en-
listed interest in his financial scheme to
the extent of $150,000, he heard the indict-
ment against him in May, 1900, by the
federal grand jury read.

“Pursued by the long arms of the inspec-
tion department of the post office, Work
had been kept track of as he fled from
city to city in Europe, Canada and again
in Lurope, until within a few months he
was lost track of. By a clash with rela-
tives his whereabouts were made known
to the inspectors who have been seeking
him, and his arrest followed on Friday
evening at luxuriously furnishéd apari-
ments which had been rented by him at
No. 237 Weet End avenue. Work.who had
arrived in this country with his wife on
the steamship Deutschland on December
22, and had immediately taken rooms at
the Hotel Majestic, moved into the West
End avenue houee six days later.

“With the same lavish hand that he had
shown when in the height of his business
prosperity in Philadelphia, and with the
fearlessness that enabled the detectives to
follow him when in Furope, Work began
enteriaining immediately upon his instal-
lation in his New York home, publicly ap-
pearing as C. Lawton Work, making nc
pretence at concealment.

Spent*hw Night in Cell.

“‘Beore his arraignment yesterday Work
had spent the night at police headquarters,
having been unable ‘to furnish bail, and.
‘had he produced a proper amount, j.
would have been extremely doubtful if the
person qualified to admit to bail could
have been fo’:}nq, e arrest was made
by both the inspectors of the post office
department ax:;' detective sergeants . fro
police headquarters. ~The police jurisdic-
tion was d'smissed at once yesterday upon
taking Work into the Tombs court which
formally transferted him -to the United
States autharities.

“Carefully - dressed, Work, acesmpanied
by Mr. Lowenstein, of -the firm of Weant-
worth & Lowenstein, stcod. before Com-
missioner Shields and: listened intently to
the three counts ef the-indictment which
charged him:with: fdevising a scheme and
artifice to defraud by ‘the use of the post
office establishment.” John: J. :Geary, " of
Somerville (Mase.); H. W. A. Jones, of
Roxbury (Mass.); and John 8. Turner, of

. from

Huntington (Tenn.), who had each sworn
that they had deposited $50 with the ‘In-
vestors’ Trust.’

“Although- Post Office Inspector G. C.
Holden, of Philadelphia, who had hunted
Work for five years, asked the District
Attcrney’s office to fix the bail at not less
than $5,000, half that sum was agreed upon
by the opposing counhsel, and William
Nelson, of No. 370 Seventh avenue, ap-
peared as bondsman, offering real proper-
ty to the value of $70,000 as eecurity.

“Work pleaded ‘not guilly, and the
commissioner set the hearing for Janu-
ary 28, Work stating his desire that the
examination be made here and not in
Philadelphia, which is likely to lead to a
legal battle when the two weeks elapse.
The postal authorities wish Work to be ex-
amined in Philadelphia. J. Wells Leavitt,
alias FEugene Reynthaler, and who was
jointly indicted with Werk, the authori-
ties say, will be present when the examin-
ation takes place.

Mrs. Work Said to Be in St. John

“Mrs. Work, who left the city last
Thursday for a visit of several weeks to
her old home at St. John, New Bruns-
wick, was spared the ordeal of witnessing
the arrest, which was made by Pose Office
Inspectors Holden, of Philadelphia, and
Jeseph E. Jaccbs, of this city.

“First to Paris, then Berlin, Rome and
the south of France the inspecicrs have
traced Work eince the eventful day in
1899 when the ‘Investors’ Trust closed its
doors, and depositors, which they ascer-
tained clamored for the reiurn of at east
$150,000, fcund that there were no funds
upon which to realize. The moneys had
evidently come from small investors in
the West, South and towns in New Eng-
Jand.

“With one Lipman Keene as president,
the ‘Trust’ had offices at No. 1221 Arch
street, Ph'ladelphia, and did a rushing
business until the Frank'in Syndicate and
other like concerns toppled over. The of-
fice of the ‘Trust’. closed. Some of the
bait held to the noses of the unwary was
like this excerpt from their circular:
“Those who jcined us three years ago and
have compounded their profits have now
$7.000 for each $100 invested’ In seven
years the table of ‘compounding’ shows a
profit of $30,000. Tnvestments of $500 will
yield regular income of $75 to 8100 a
month’ . was another interesting para-

graph. :

“When Work fled to. Europe he had a
wife and five daughters living, the wife
ineurably ill with pulmonary. tuberculosis
at the Greenwpod Inn;:Evansville (I1l.),
and 'the daughters in Albany, the eldest,
fifteen years old, in a private. school. At
the, time of his disapperance a Miss M.
Frances Russell, of St. John (N. B.) was
Living. at the same house, and she, too,

‘disappeared. It ds a peculiar coincidence

that the present Mrs. Work has her home
in the same city.” n

Canon DeVeber
Away Friday

Wife of Passed

Interesting Events in St. John's Life Told
in Connection With Her Family
History.

Mrs. DeVeber, wife of Rev. Canon De-
Veber, died Friday. She had not been
long ill and many friends were unaware
that she was confined to her home. Mrs.
DeVeber was a daughter of the late Dr.
Thomas Paddock, and is survived by two
sons, W. H. DaVeber, living at Wood-
stock, and Allyene DeVeber, in the United
States. She was a very estimable lady,
and in her more active days was a valnable
helpmeet to her husband, and was beloved
by all whom she knew. The older genera-
tion, particularly those who have been
identified, with St. Paul’s church, will miss
her.

Friday evening Rev. Dr. W. O. Raymond
spoke to The Telegraph respecting the
death of Mrs. DeVeber. He said:—

“In the early days of St. John names
now uncommon were then household words.

free from prejudice. Their manner, he
believed, had impressed the court favor-
ably. A remarkable amount of evidence
had been taken and the most of it was
to the effect that McKnight had not used
a club. Mr. Fowler’s action in asking the
jury to discredit the evidence of Mr.
Coafes was most unwarranted. There was
no Teason why the jury should discredit
the evidence. There was no fact or in-
fluence to justify the jury in branding Mr.
Coates as a perjurer. Mr. Coates’ evidence
had been stra‘ghtforward and not once did
he contradiet himself.
The court here adjourned for dinmer.

Before resuming after recess Dr. Pugs-
ley, in compliance with a request, drew
attention to the bad sanitary eondition of
the court house. There was no reason
why the count house should not be striet-
ly abreast of the times. The heating and
sanitary facilities were imperfeet, and
steps to effect improvement should be
taken,

Judge Meclecd heartily supperted Di.
Pugsley. He also pointed out that the
eourt house should be supplied with more
furniture.

All the jurf had from .the prisoner’s evi-
dence was that he did mot know what he
was doing at the time McKnight received
the fatal blow. This was no defence, for
manslaughter did not require malice afore-
thought, or premeditation. ~The speaker
would go back to the evidence of one wit-
ness, who ewore that he saw the prisoner
rush past him with uplifted club. The
witness was but four feet away, and saw
the fatal blow descend.

Havelock was known as a peaceful vil-
lage, and when it became known that
Oscar Wright was there for the purpose
of forcing Mrs. Wright to give up the
property, a general feeling of sympathy
went out to the old lady. The prisoner
went even to the extent of taking part of
a barrel of flour, but even if the commun-
ity was in sympathy with Mns. Wright
there was no reason why the jury should
rot believe that the truth had been told.

Dr. Pugsley read a part of Robert
Keith’s evidence, and said even though the
jury gave full effect to the evidence that
MeKnight did club the prisoner,, and even
thcugh due weight might be given to the
other testimony that he left his position
by the shingles to give a blow, yet, when
the prisoner did inflict fatal injuries he was
not, at the time, acting in self defence.

It was the burden of the crown to prove
that the prisoner did etrike -the blow
which resulted in the taking of human life.
Such a burden had been discharged, and
unless the jury could conclude that the
priscner, by his own explanation, had
made his case appear as excusable homi-
cide, the jury could mot fail to bring in a
verdict other than guilty.

Rev. Dr. Raymond’s Interesting Account of Establishment -

of Trading Post for Red Men--Treaty With the English
and Some Indian Interpretations Which Remain

THE 8T. JOHN'S RIVER SOOIETY.

Although the Indians, by the treaty they had just signed, ostensibly settled all
the differences between themselves and “King George’s men,” there were still cer-
tain functions dear to the savage heart to pe performed before the grand pow-wow

1

The oath of allegiance having been taken and the treaty duly signed, all the
chiefs and captains united with the English delegates in drinking the King’s health,

distributed to the other Indians a vamiety of clothing and presents. After this,
we are informed, “the might, altho’ rainy, was spent in the open air with great
mirth under the British Flag.” The next day the Indians went on board the ‘Albany
man-of-war, where they again very cheerfully drank the King’s good health, and
were presented with a pound of gunpowder each. They concluded the afternoon
and evening on shore “with grea! satisfaction and good humor.” Colonel Francklin
concludes his official report of the proceedings as follows:—

“The 26th September. the Indians, being on their departure, were saluted at 12
o’clock by the cannon of Fort Howe and his Majesty's ship Albany, and it was
returned by three Huzzas and an Indian Whoop. Then the Micmac Chief made a
handsome speech and delivered to the Superintendent [Francklin] a string of Wam-
pum on behalf of the whole Micmae nation, as their seal of approbation and agree-
ment to everything that had been transacted. This being finished, the Superin-
tendent, Major Studholme and Rev. ‘Mr. Bourg were desirad to seat themeelves,
when a Malecete captain began a song and dance in honor and praise of the Con-
ference and those concerned therein. On his finishing, a Micmac captain began
another song and dance to the same purpose. The Superintendent then, with
Major Studholme and the Rev. Mr. Bourg and the other Gentlemen, marched off
with the Indians to the portage above the falls of the River St. John and stayed
there until Mr. Bourg and the Indians embarked, when the Gentlemen on the
landing were saluted by the musquetry from the Indian canoes.” :

Did Not Spare the Money.

During the continuance of the conference the Indians received every attention
on the part of Francklin, Studholme and the white inhabitants. Francklin kept
a table for. thejr entertainment which cost him £40, and the value of the presents
and supplies ished on the occasion amounted to £537 more. The goods re-
quired were mostly obtained from the store at Portland Point and the account
rendered to Francklin by Wiliam Hazen ie yet in existence. It contains some
curious and interesting items. The presents for the Indians included blankets, hats,
ribbons, gold and silver lace, intermixed with axes, pots, kettles, knives and tobacco.
Among- the more expensive presents were “] large Silver plated Cross with the
figure of our Saviour on it, £3 10 0,” and “1 small Gold plated Cross with the
figare of our Saviour.on it, £2 6 8.” The heading of the account reads: ‘The
Hon’ble Michael Francklin Eeq’r., Superintendent of Indians, to Wm. Hazen Dr.
for sundrys paid and supplies furnished by his order for the use of the Indians
assembled at Menaguashe, near Fort Howe, from tthe 13th September to 19th Oc-
tober, 17787 Some of the expenditures were evidently dictated by motives of policy;

Quite a number of the white settlers and eeveral Acadians were engaged by
Francklin in various capacities while the negotiations with the Indians were in
pregress. Gerves Say and Capt. Quinton received £7 for going to Aukpaque and
attending the Indians coming down to Fort Howe. Daniel Leavitt, Lewis Mitchel,
John Hartt, Louis Goodine, Augustin LeBlanc and Messrs. Peabody and Brawn
aeted as couriers, express messengers and negotiators under direction of Franeklin,
Studholme and James White.

Were Important Factors.

The gencral result of the grand pow-wow was considered exceedingly fortunate
for the Province of Nova Scotia under the circumstances then existing. Sir Richard
Hughes, the lieutenant-governor, writing to Lord (ermeaine, expresses his great
eatisfaction at the result of the comference and praises the talents, zeal and dili-
gence of Francklin “to whose discreet conduct and steady perseverance,”” he says,
“agsisted by Major Studholme and M. Bourg, the priest, we owe the success of
this treaty.” Francklin, on his part, seems disposed to award the meed of praise
to Studholme and writes Sir Henry Clinton: “In justice to Major Studholme, com-
manding at Fort Howe, I am obliged to say that his constant zeal and singular
address and prudence has been a great means of keeping the Indians near his post
quiet.” But while both Francklin and Studholme are deservedly entitled to credit
for the success of their negotiations, there is not the least doubt that the man to
whom even greater credt is due is James Wiite, the deputy agent of Indian affairs
at the River St. John. Mr. White, although acting in a subordinate capacity, was
in direct contact with the savages at the time they were most unfriendly, and it
was his tact and fearlessness that paved the way for the eubsequent negotiations.
For six months he devoted his time and energies to the task of conciliating the
Indians, receiving from government the modest sum of one doMar for each day he
was o employed.* Most potent of all perhaps in the ultimate result of the con-
ference, was the presence of the French missionary Bourg. It was this that in-
gpired the Indians with confidence in the good intentions of the government of
Nova Secotia, and when the missionary accompanied them on their return to
Aukpaque their satisfaction was unbounded.

The Indiane of the River St. John still pcssess a traditionary knowledge of the
treaty made at ¥ort Howe in September, 1778, and refer to it as the time when
the Indian and the Englishman became “all one brother.” Some of the Indians
claim that when the treaty was made it was understood that an Indian should al-
ways have the night to wander unmolested through the forest and to take the bgrk

£ the birch tree for his canoe or the splints of the ash tree for his basket-making

regardless of the rights of the white owner of the soil. In many parts of the
provinee there is an unwritten law to thig effect, and the Indian roams at p]e:asure
through the woods in quest of the materials for his simple avocations and pitches
his tent without let or hindrance.

The Foundation of ‘‘Indiantown’’

Tn order to cultivate friendly relations with L
she insrdious attempts of the pecple of Machias to wean them from their allegiance
it was decided to establish a trading house for their accommodation at the landing
place above the falls at the mouth of thé St. John. This locality still bears the
name of Indiantown, a mame derived from the Indian trading post established therf
in 1779. In old plans Main street, Portland, is called “Road to ye Indian House.

On the 8th of December, 1778, Colonel Francklin sent instructions to James
White to proceed with the building of the Indian House which was to cost only
£30. He says in his lelter, “The ground should be very well cleared all about or the
Brush will sooner or later most assuredly burn it. The* boards requed may be
sawed from the Spruces on the spot if you have a whipsaw. The Shmgle.s can be
made by any New England man in the neighborhood.” The house was built in the
course of the next few months by James Wocdman, who was by trade a ship-
wright. For some reason the sum of £30 voted by the Council of Nova Scotia
for the erection of the building was never paid. and it remained the property of
Hagen, Simonds and White. The three partners mnot long afterwards cleared a
road to the Indian House, the course of which was nearly identical with that of
the present “Main street.” They also built a wharf at the landing and a sn.}al.l
dwelling house which was occupied by one Andrew Lloyd, who has the distinction
of being the first settler at Indiantown.

Not many weeks after the signing of the treaty
of Machias sent Lieut. Gilman and a band of Penobscot Indians to make a demon-
stration at the River St. John. They captured a small vessel about sixty miles up

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RUSSIA SOUNDS

 NOTEOF WARNN

Says Japan's Violation of

Neutrality Has Gone
Too Far

St. Petersburg, Jan. 14215 a. m.—Rus-
sia’s formal motification to the powers of
ithe immunent danger of a general mprising
in China as the result of a Japanese pro-
paganda, which will threaten all foréign
interests, coupled with gemeral probest
against China's repeated violation of neu-
trality in conmection with Japan’s opera-
tions, is really a warming to the powers
that Rusvia regards the situation as ex-
tremey eerious and comsiders that the
time has come for joint action by the
powens for the protection of their own
interests. s

For herself, Russia considers that Japan
has broken the pledge she made with re-
spect to Secretary Hay’s note at the be-
ginning of the war, and further pensistence
in this course will, she considers, absolve
her from further observance and leave her
free to act for her own protection.

The present note followed two prelimin-
ary warnings addreesed to the powers, one
in October and the other in November,
“neither of which was heeded.” It has an
entirely different ring, setiting forth
breaches of Chincse neutrality, including
tine Reyshite'my case, and also the use of
the Miaotao Islands, belonging to China,
as a base for the Japanese fleet; the con-
stant despatch of conitraband from various
Chinese ports, the employment of Chinese
soldiers in the Japanese army, and the hir-
ing of Chinese bandits to attack Russian
communicatiicns.  Should General Ma or
any Chinese troops now move, Russia will
feel free herself to cross the Liao river
into the neutral zone. As for the powers,
Russia believes the situation has become
serious owing to the stimulus given anti-
foreign agitation in China by the fall of
Porty Arthur. §

In diplomatic circles considerable im-
portance is attached to the note, and in
the general opinion it is designed to induce
Secr¢tary Hay to initiate steps to bring
about pressure ito bear, in order to prevent
the extension of the zome of hostilities and

There has been a considerable increase in
the value of bonds, stocks, etc., all of
which are first class securities. Current
loams and discounts are larger than last
year. Overdue debts are 80O small as not
to require consideration. The branches
did as well' as expected, and it was de-
termined to open new branches in Grand
(Manan and Fairville. Mr. Stayert re-
ferred to the flegislation regarding taxes
last year, and showed that the bank’came
off very satisfactorily. The bank is in a
position now to increase its capital with-
out increased taxation. He advocated a
pension scheme for employes, based on a
scheme in operation in Scotland. The em-
ployes will contribute to the superannua-
The staff, he said, did gqod
work, and customers expressed satisfaction
at their treatment.
