The river abounds in many beautiful 

islands and stately elms, with their lux­
uriant foliage,adding greatly to the beauty 
of the landscape.

The want of good roads and bridges 
and Postal accommodation are the great­
est drawbacks to this part of the country. 
A fair wagon road runs up the river about 
thirty miles; above that the road Is 
simply a bridle road and not passable, 
except in winter, for teams.
