Wreckage washed ashore on the 

rocky coast of southease Cape Breton 
indicates that still another tragedy of 
the sea was enacted in the gale that 
swept the North Atlantic Coast the 
first of the week. Portions of the 
bulwarks and deck evidently of a fair- 
ly large vessel were tossed on shore by 
the surf at Louisburg yesterday. More 
wreckage was also seen by the Keep- 
er of the Louisburg Light. From what 
ill-fated scraft this floatsam comes 
there is no means of knowing as yet. 
but it seems certain that at least one 
more craft must be added to the three 
already known to have been washed1 
on shore. No bodies have as yet been 
found, and there is a possibility that 
the men who manned the vessel have 
been taken off by another ship.

The Keeper of the Louisburg light 
on Thursday spied some wreckage, 
which he took to be a portion of a 
vessel's beam with parts of plank 
attached and also some other wreck- 
age which looked like the ends of two 
stanchions. He was unable to ascer- 
tain anything more of this wreck then, 
but yesterday morning more wreck- 
age drifted on. to the beach. Part of 
a heavy beam with pieces of decking 
attached, several pieces of ceiling a- 
bout three inches thick, two or three
