Mr. Chamberlain 
smiled the knowing smile of the man 
who is absolutely sure of his position 
and replied: ""That is impossible. We 
shall obtain a working Unionist ma­
jority in the new Parliament, but the 
Conservatives will be almost helpless 
without the Liberal-Unionist mem­
bers.”

The result proves chat Mr. Cham­
berlain is not better as a judge of the 
popular temper than are the Tory and 
Liberal leaders. He finds that he can 
take his followers, bag and baggage, 
over to the Opposition the first day 
Parliament shall meet, and the Con­
servatives still will be able to control 
the House of Commons. The problem 
which most interests English politi­
cians is whether Lord Salisbury will 
stand by the spirit as well as by the 
letter of his bargain with Mr. Cham­
berlain and the Duke of Devonshire.

Ic _luxury thanToronto, July 21.—Rev. Dr. Burns, of 
Hamilton, occupied the chair at the 
Pan-American Congress yesterday 
morning. Miss Jane Adams, of Hull 
House, Chicago, delivered an address 
upon the settlement idea. She explain­
ed that the term means a group cf 
persons in good circumstances who set­
tled in an industrial and depressed dis­
trict in a city and exert there all the 
good they can.

Rev. Dr. Morgan Wood, of Detroit, 
delivered an animated and vigorous 
address on “The Church in Modern 
Life.” He was heart and soul for the 
direction of Christian effort to social 
conditions.

Mrs. S. G. Wood, Dominion president 
of the Girls’ Friendly Societies, closed 
the programme with an interesting 
sketch of the movement for an en­
larged and purer womanhood, with 
which she has so long been identified.

Sectional meetings were held in the 
Metropolitan Methodist Church and St. 
James’ Square Presbyterian Church In 
the afternoon.

At the evening session of the con­
gress the programme was carried fully 
with the addition or an address from 
Rev. Father Ryan, rector of St. Mi­
chael’s Cathedral, on "Organization of 
Charity and the Catholic Church.” His 
remarks were characterized by the 
widest charity.

The next speaker was Mrs. Henry 
Wade Rogers, of Evanston, Ill., who 
spoke on the subject of “Recent Prog­
ress in Philanthropy.”

THE PORTE AND ARMENIA.
Constantinople, July 21.—The Porte 

has appointed Shakir Pasha to super­
vise the reforms in Armenia. This is 
regarded as a concession to the pow­
ers, which are still asking for a more 
definite statement as to what reforms 
the Porte proposes to carry out.

AN AWFUL DISASTER.
Spezzio, Italy, July 21.—A terrible ac­

cident occurred near the mouth of the 
Gulf of Spezzia today, the steamers 
Ortigia and Maria P. ran into each 
other, and the latter was so badly dam­
aged that she sank in a very short 
time. She had on board, in addition 
to her crew, 141 pasengers from Naples, 
all of whom were drowned. The scene 
on board the sinking steamer defies 
description. The passengers were 
panic-stricken and rushed hither and 
thither calling on the saints to save 
them. The steamer, it is said, filled so 
rapidly that it was impossible to cast 
free and launch the small boats on 
board of her or on the Ortigia.

A later dispatch says the accident 
resulted in the loss of 148 lives today. 
The Maria P. had on board, in addi­
tion to her crew, 178 passengers bound 
from Naples for the River Plate, by 
far the larger part of whom were immi­
grants. The night was pitch dark 
when the collision occurred and most 
of the passengers were asleep in the 
bunks at the time. From the reports 
received here it is impossible to de­
termine whether any attempt was 
made by the Maria P to launch her 
small boats, but judging from the ac­
counts given by the excited survivors 
it is surmised that the steamer went 
down too quickly to allow of this be­
ing done, though one boat got away.

The blackness of the night added 
to the terror of those on board, and it 
is added that some passengers, crazed 
with fear, jumped overboard.

The Ortiga on her previous voyage 
collided in the same spot with a French 
steamer, and this fact adds strength 
to the belief hat she was responsible 
for this morning’s disaster.

The Maria P. was a schooner-rigged 
iron screw steamer of 772 tons gross 
and 420 net tons. She was built in 
Sunderland in 1886, and was 175 feet 
long, 27 feet 1 inch beam and 19 feet 8 
Inches in depth of hold. She had five 
compartments. She was owned by 
Marini Brichetto and her hailing port 
was Genoa.

STAMBULOFF’S SENSATIONAL 
FUNERAL.

Sofia, July 20.—The funeral proces­
sion of M. Stambuloff started at 2 
o'clock for the cathedral, where ser­
vices were held. M. Stambuloff's 
mother and M. Petkoff, a political 
friend, followed the hearse. There 
were present all the foreign envoys 
with the exception of the representa­
tive of Belgium and 200 friends of the 
deceased. When the scene of the as­
sassination was reached the proces­
ston halted and M. Petkoff delivered an 
harangue. Suddenly a revolver was 
fired and somebody cried. “Run for 
your lives.” The onlookers were panic- 
stricken and rushed in all directions. 
Mounted gendarmes hurried up and 
quiet was restored. The diplomats 
withdrew and the gendarmes escorted. 
the remains to the cathedral. When 
the mourners and the others arrived at 
the cemetery they met an organized 
crowd of the friends of Major Panitza, 
who was accused of treason. This 
crowd had decked the graves of Major 
Panitza and his accomplices with flow­
ers and Bulgarian flags. They barred 
the passage of the hearse containing 
the remains of M. Stambuloff and 
threatened those accompanying it. A 
detachment of cavalry that was posted 
at the cemetery surrounded the two 
parties. The coffin was lowered into the 
the grave in silence. Very few of the 
mourners reached the grave. The city 
was much excited.

When called Rem- 
enyi came forward and said he was 
nervous and didn’t want to play.

According to advices from St. Pet­
ersburg, the Czar, upon hearing of the 
assassination of M. Stambuloff, sum­
moned the Bulgarian mission, which is 
now in St. Petersburg, and in a few 
fiercely uttered words, denounced them 
and their Government for the murder. 
The practical result of the mission is 
that Russia will appoint official agents 
in Sofia and Bourgas, but will refuse 
in the meantime to recognize Ferdin­
and as Prince of Bulgaria. Russia, how­
ever, officially recognizes the Govern­
ment of Bulgaria, as it is established, 
and resumes the relations with that 
country, which were broken off in 1886.

The Hamburger Nachrichten declines 
to join in the chorus of German news- 
papers, which are charging Russia 
with having incited and assisted the 
plotters against the life of M. Stam­
buloff. "What is the object," says 
Prince Bismarck’s organ and mouth­
piece, in an article praising Stambu­
loff, “of accusing Russia of complicity 
in the crime?

The Irish members 
of Parliament, though they hold in the 
greatest detestation the castle control, 
will vigorously resist a measure 1 ook- 
ing to the abolition of the vice-roya uty, 
as depriving the country of the last 
semblances of separate national ex ist- 
ence.

This dis­
patch would imply that Prince Ferdi­
nand of Bulgaria will have to go to 
make room for a successor satisfac­
tory to both Russia and England. It 
has been known for some time that 
Russia was disgusted with young Fer­
dinand and that he has made efforts 
to ingratiate himself in the Czar’s fa­
vor. In fact, some of his confidential 
men are in St. Petersburg now, osten­
sibly to offer at this late day Ferdi­
nand’s condolences on the death of the 
late Czar, but really, it is surmised, 
to ascertain, if possible, the real In­
tentions of Russia with regard to Bul­
garia.

Prince Ferdinand is now at Carlsbad, 
hiding himself from public places and 
in constant dread of assassination. 
Stambuloff’s death, which removes 
Russia’s most powerful barrier in deal- 
ing with Bulgaria, will tend to compli­
cate matters. Prince Adolphus has a 
powerful influence behind him in Eng- 

. land, and if Russia can be diplomati­
cally arranged with, his candidacy for 
the Bulgarian throne is sure to give 
Prince Ferdinand some uneasiness.

ARRIVAL OF THE PARISIAN.
The Allan liner Parisian, from Mon- 

treal and Quebec, arrived at the 
Prince’s Landing Stage on July 2 at i 
a.m., having on board 601 passengers 
of all classes, including 235 saloon, 172 
second cabin and 194 steerage, This is 
the largest number of passengers ever 
carried from Canada in one steamer.

train. The Liverpool correspondence 
was distributed by the deliveries com- 
mencing at 9:40 a.m. and 10 a.m. The 
voyage by the Parisian has been a very 
pleasant one. and she has fully sus- 
tained her high reputation, which is 
that of being the finest passenger 
steamer that has ever been employed
