The Young Martyr.

At the time of the severe persecution of
the Christians, in the reign of the Emperor
Diocletian, (about three bundred years af-
ter the birth of our Lord,) the saying of
King David was remarkably verified in a
circumstance that occurred in the martyr-
dom of a Christian deacon. *“ Out of the
mouth of babes and sucklings hast thou or-
dained strength, because of thine enemies,
that thou mightest still the enemy and the
avenger ;” and the history of the little mar-
tyr which I am about to relate, appears to
exemplfiy these words,

It was at Antioch, the eity where the dis-
ciples were first called Coristians, that a
deacon of the Church of Cafsarea—the place
from whence the devout centurion of the Ro-
man army sent for St. Peter—was subject
to the most cruel tortures, in order to try his
faith, and force him to deny the Lord who
bought him with his own precious blood.—
The martyr amidst his agonies, persisied in
declaring his belief that there is but one God,
and one Mediator between God and ‘man
the Man Christ Jesus.

His flesh was almost torn to pieces—the
Roman Emperor, Galerius, himself looked
on.

Romish Missions in China. |

GENTLEMEN,—] see that your Canton

Missions in Cbina. It may not be uninter-
esting to your numerous readers to have
also a brief sketch of the past history and |
present state of the Roman Catholic Mis- |
| sions in this country. The treaties recently
| signed at Tien-tsing open the whole country, |
| not only to Protesiant Missionaries, but to |
those of the Greek and Romish Charches
lalso. China is destined to become the thea-
tre of a protracted and earnest struggle be-
tween Greek and Romish superstition on |
lthe one hand, and Protestantism on the
The Romanists are already
strongly enirenched and fortified, possessing |

of any Protestant Mission in the field. The|

|

well prepared to contest the ground with any
Protestant Society. Both these Churches |
are better known to the Chinese Govern-
ment than any of the Protestant Societies ;
and their system of operations is better
adapted to captivate the popalace than any
form of Protestantism. We must come
more immediately into contact with these
powerful bodies in China than perhaps in
any other part of the world. It behooves
us, therefore, to prepare ourselves early and
thoroughly for the conflict. ¢ No Protestant
can entertain a doubt of the uliimate suc-
cess of pure Christianity, bat we should
not suffer those who * preach another Gos-
pel ” to' pre-occupy the ground while we
have it in our power to prevent them.

The history of Roman Catholic Missions
in China may bs divided into three periods
—1st. In the thirtcenth century. 2ad In
th® seventeenth century. 3:d. In the
eighteenth century.

The first period w=as introduced by the
labors of Jobn de Monte Carvino, who en-
tered India in 1201, and after preaching

From the expulsion of the Romish Mis-
sionaries in 1734, to the present time there |
have been Jesuits in China. They have |
adopted all manner of expedients to deceive
the jealous authorities. In most cases they |
bave succeeded, but they have their martyrs, |
men who wanted the canuing, or would not |
condescend to the mean stratagems by which
others succeeded in penetrating the interior.
To follow the history of Jesuitism through
the last century in China would require
more time than I can command at present,
and more space than you may have to give.
I shall, therefore,close this letter with a sum-
mary of the present state of the Romish
Missions in China. 1 may at some future
time trace the ogerations of the various
Orders in the eighteen Provinces. The

Matteo Ricci led the way, and not only es-
tablished Jesuitism in the “ Flowery Land,”
but made for Limself a name which the
atorms and munitions of time will not be ahle
to obliterate from the tablet of fa He
reached Macao in 1581, and by pe ing
effurts triumphed over every obstacle, and
finally made bis way to Peking, and into
the good graces of the reigning Emperor.—
Several high Mandarins were converted
through his efforts, chief among whom was
Sieu, a native of Shanghai, and at the time
of his conversion an cfiicer of tbe highest
rank, and of great personal influence.—
Ricci died in 1610 at the age of 80, and was
buried with great pomp and solemnity.~—
He was extolled by his own party as a man
of profound piety and learning, but severe-
ly, and perhaps unjustly, censured by his
enemies as a base time-serving hypocrite.—
Doubtless he did many things which none
but Jesuits could approve, and upon the
whole contributed as much to corrupt as to
propagate Christianity.

After the death of Ricci, no man of any
note appeared among the Jesuits in China,
oniil 1628, when Adam Schaal, a German
Jesuit arrived, acd through the inflaence of
Sieci was {avourably received Ly the Em-
peror.  His great talents and extensive ac-
quirements cavsed him to be ranked among
the first men of the empire.

In 1631, the Dominicans and Franciscans

t 4uy from the bative priesis, but from
t 0.t formidable enemies the Jesairs,
Their success in China has not been great. |
Tiue cau-= of Christianity suffered a great |
loss in 1032 in the death of Sieci. In 1644, |
the Tariars completed the conquest of Ching, |
and with tbe Ming dynasty, the Chnstian’
Missious almost expired.  Schaal, however,
by his genius, rose into favour with the new
dynasty, and by his influence obtained per-
mission for fourteen other Dlissionaries to
enter the - country, amcngz whom was the
celebrated Ferdinand Verbies. These men
laboured with moch success, especially in
the province of Shen-si. It was here that
Faber wrought his miracles, and preached
his powerful discourses.

The patron of Schasl died in 1662, and
the minor, Kanghi, ascended the thrope —

anticipate the recovery of their church pro-
perty, back to the days of Ricci. If they
should gain this, it will make them immense-
ly rich. They are certainly ““a wise gen-
eration.”

We bave uncommon plecasure in laying
the following letter befere the friends of our
Society. For many years we sustained a
M ssion in Sweden, where the law did not
permit Methodist Societies to be formed,
and ‘therefore denominational extension
couid not be attempted. 'I'ne object of that
Mission was to take care of the spiritual in-
terests of the English residents 1n Stock-
holm and its neighborhood, and at the same
time to revive religion in the churches of
the land. For that end the Rev. George
Scott steadfastly labored till his influence
became so considerable as to excite violent
animosity in all parties opposed to earnest
godliness, whether infidels or nominal Pro-
testants. This feeling at last inflamed the
press, excited the theatres, and disturbed
the public peace. Mr. Scott bimself, his
bouse, and his chapel were mnobbed ; and he
at length compelled to leave the country.
But bis spiritual children remained. They
bave labored and not fainted. Their efforts
have been attended with & remarkable mea-
sure of the blessing of God. Sixteen years
bave passed since the Mission was closed ; |
but in that interval the cause of religion bas
gained wuch in the kingdom of Sweden.
Many of its provinces have been visited by
extraordinary revivals, and the pious people,
once few and uninfluential, are now very
numerous. In fact, to a certain extent a
national quickening has taken place. In
this large result, from the labor of one Mis-
sionary, the Society is bound to acknow-
ledge and adore the great grace of God, and
to mark with special attention how striking-
ly an effort which some might have thought
not sufficiently denominational, has been
blessed. The spirit in which the letter of
Dr. Steane and Mr. Hinton is conceived
speaks for itself, and will be worthily appre-
ciated by our friends generally.

And tho:e who enjoyed
the privilege of meeting with bim will bear
their grateful testimony to the fidelity, simplicity,
and earpestness with which he conducted that
important portion of bis official work.

He was Circuit Steward of the St. Jobn South
Circuit an4 sustained tbat re'ation with s0 much
tact and efliciency, that his appointment to that
cflice was perpetuated for many years. Until
growing infirmities incapacitated bim, ho was al-
ways at bis post, and esteemed no labours too
toilsome to promote the comnfort of the ministers,
to secure the commendation of bhis Brethren, and
to contribute to the prosperity of the Society.

He
often thought he should like to see a report ol
the progress of Missions, drawn up by a compet
ent person, during that forty-five years. ‘What
would their fathers think of such a report?—
What woald Jobn Wesley, Fletcher, Romaine.
Venn, and otber boly men of their day, think of
such a report ? ‘Their very beart-striogs would
be- fit to break for joy. Such a report would
open a wide field of observation, and would em
brace a great number of topics. Such a report
would have to include in its compass the abolition
of idolatry, the communication of Christianity to
Pagan peoples, the alleviation of a vast amount
of misery, the preaching of the Gospel to numer
ous tribes of men, the conversion of sinners to
God, the translation and circulation of the Holy
Bcriptures ; Christian churches rising upon every
band, the discovery of islands, the reclaiming of
savages, the settlement of wandering people, the
progress of trade, commerce, shipping and agri-
cultare, and the abolition of slavery. In addition
to all this, there would be the effect produced by
Missionary efforts on the British Churches, a rich
baptiem of the spirit of prayer, and a greater zeal
and liberaliry. But a report of what bad not
been acbieved would be a much longer report
Here the Rev. speaker took a hasty glance of
vasigus parts of the woild, to show bow little had

; lished and bow much remained to
be dove. He bhed on Eagh .
and Germaoy, and sbowed that in thoce parte
which had been wisi'ed by the Reformation, there
were more people unconverted than there were
when the Relormation began, and that during
the last 1850 years, not ‘less than from 30 to 40
thousand millions of souls must have passed into
eternity.

sionaries, such as is imperatively demanded by
the overwhbelming extent of the field t ) be calti-
vated,” Mr. Robinsor’s speech wa:  detuiled
account of the attack on Mr. Jenkiu: "ouce, in
the Presidency of Madras, the par.. s of
which appeared in the Watchman a few weeks
ago.

The Rev. George Osborn then stood forward,
and said, that be had just received the last letter
trom Mr. Jenkins, in which he had stated that
on the Sunday previous the young Hindu con
vert had been baptised, haviog undergone an
examioation which was quite satisfactory, and
was admitted into the Church of Christ.

missioner, Inspector Stuart, and the dufladar,
were dismissed from the service, and the peons
were admonished. It iwas hoped that good would
come out of the sufferings and persecutions of
Mr. Jenkins.

The Rev. Luke Tyerman supported the motion
in an elcquent speech. He expressed bis attach-
ment to the Missionary cause, and alluded to the
progress made in Christian enterprise since the
Reformation—to the great increase in the circu-
fation of the Bible within recent years,—and fo
the claims upon their efforts and liberality as
Christians. His Resolution, be continued, refer-
ted to India. If they bad bad means to send
Bibles and Missionaries to India, for erecting
schools and Christian ssnctuaries there, they
would not have seen India in its present state-
Almost every Goveernor-General, from Lord
Clive down to Lord 1/albousie, had openly sup-
ported heathen temples and heathen gode, and
was that to be the future policy of the Governors-
General of India ? He trusted that there would
be an alteration, not only in this, but also with

reference to the (reatment of native Christians,
and the abolition of that system which excluded
tbe Bible from the Government schools. He

He concluded by an earnest appeal
lor increased support. y

We are glad to see that tbe new Postmaster
General has given a decided opinion in regard
to Sunday lsbor in the Post Office. He is prob-
ably aware that the magistrates, merchants and
traders, of this City, with only a few exceptions,
bave already signifisd their desire that the Post
office in this City, should be closed on the Lord’s
Day, and we, therefore, trust that be will lose no
time in taking the necessary steps to secure this
much needed reform. Mr. Connell, in his speech
on the day of nomination, said :—

In connection with the office at the head of
which I bave been placed, many abuses bave be-
come notoriously manifest ; and, should 1 be re-
elected by you, my best attention shall be given
to rectify the same. And in this connection I
may say that my earliest endeavors will be dir-
ected to putting a stop to the violation of the
sanctity of the Lord’s Day, so extensively encour-
aged under the present system. I do not con-
ceive that it is right to wish or allow the officers
of the postal department to perform that labor
on the Sabbath which we would not allow our
childrer, or would not want to do ourselves

1 am desirous that the first order I sign as
Posimaster General shall be to forbid post and
way-office keepers from delivering mails on Sun-
days, and no man there after found violating that
order shall be continued in office. It is also my
desire. and shall be my aim, to do away with the
carrying of mails on Sunday; and if I succeed
in accomplishing these two acts, I should then
feel satisfied 10 retire from politicel lite. drawing
‘rom a consideration of tbhese in my retirement a
consolation for all strife, abuse and diequietude
which bave marked my former life, and a satis-
faction which wou'd attend me to the grave.—

The English Mail

The following paragraphs are from the Lon-
don Beacon :

The subject of Christian education in India

man who saved India for the English. It is un
pecessary to recapitulate here the main views
of this eminent man—they may be all summed
up in one sentence, which descrves to b written
in letters of goid—* Sir Jotn Lawrence does
entertain the earnest beliet that all those mea-
sures which are realiy and truly Chrnistian, can
be carried out in Indsa, not ouly without danger
to British rule, but, on the contrary, with every
advantage to its stab:liry.  Chrisiian thiogs, done
in a Christian way, will never alienate the bea-
then” And farther, which brinzs the matter to
a practical 1est—* Sir Jobn Lawrence is satisfied
that within the territories commitied to bis
charge be can carry out all those matiers which
are real'y matters of Cbristian duty on the part
of the Government,” We are willing to accept
the publication of this important paper, whicb
seems 10 have been a voluotary act on 1bhe part
of Lord Stanley, as an ind:cation that be bas now
attained to clearer views.

There is a general feeling of uneasicess over
the eastern portion of Europe, as if the present
state of Lhings there could nut long continue —
The Sultan aud his advisers ure busily, and to all
appearance earnestly enzaged in the work of 1n-~
ternal reform ; but while they tighten the reins ol
government st the cenue, the extremities are
cver bursting out into irrepressible and nextrnca-
ble con‘usion Scarcely have the Principsies
been settled, even in theory, when ntelligence
arrives that the semi-independent province of
Servia is on the eve of rebellion, if indeed it 13
cot in total insurrection against the const tuled
authorities there, and all the labours of the diplo-
mists at Montenegro threaten by the course of
events to be wholly thrown away. The cond:
tion of the Sultan and his advieers, as advices of
these troubles‘come upon him from one quarter
afier another of his wide and disorganised domin-
1008, is not to be envied. Then, to come nearer
bome, there is a strange report that the various
Liberal parties throughout Italy, in whose dissen-
tions despotism has hitherto tound i1ts best ally,
ba ve at last seen the folly of their disputes, bave
agreed llur‘e their differences of opimion, and
10 march in a united band for the independence
of lialy under the presidency of Sardinia. We
are not without our suspicion °iat this report
owes ite origin to the z#al of some sanguine par
tisans of the Sardioian policy in [taly, 10 the hope
that the mere spreading of such aramour may
tend to realise i:s tulfilment. But that the mas.
ters of that tair land are not altogether at ease, 18
evident from the fact that France is increasing
her garrison in Rome, much, it is said, against
the wishes of the Pope; while Austria, who
seemed only a few months ago disposed to relax
her grasp from the throat ol Lombardy, and to
institute a milder and more constitut:onal system,
has now abandoned her half-formed intentions
and fallen back definitively on her ancient mili-
tary rigour. These are mere symptloms; but they
testily tothe powerful agencies that are working
underneath, and whieh may, at no distant period,
produce in Europe a wide explosion.

Turning to other quarters there is not much
to reassure us. The high-banded sct of injus
tice and tyraony with which France threatened
Portugal, has this week been « ated.—

bas yielded under protest, and appesled ber
case to the nations of Europe. We do not an-
ticipate that her appeal will be taken up, ¢o far
as this particular case is concerned. Eogland
who was most directly intere both frem ber
interest in the suppression the slave trade,
and the old treaties of alliance she bas with Por-
tugal—England, whose prestige, some say, this
blow was specially aimed at—England remains
quiescent, or, if she bas interfered at all, her
interference bas been unsuccessful ; and none of
the other Powers will speak where we are silent.
But not the less the case wili make a strong im-
pression; for there is not a nation in Europe
which can for the time when the precedent
may n,ox,bc‘(u?l:d againgt itself. For yearsall
States, great and small, have reposed under the
shadow of asense of public right ; it is now
found that there is one Sovereign whom tbat in-
fluence cannot bind, who is prepared, where his
own interests are concerned, to commit acts of
as arbitrary violence as the partition of Poland
or the seizure and spoliation of Spain. Hence-
torth every country will feel that its security

must rest upon its power to repel assault, and

upon nothing else.  Upon our own Legislature

this one indication of French policy will create

an anxiety for the completion of our national

defences greater than the erection of ten Cher-

bourgs.

India.

By tbe Calcutta mail we learn that on the 23rd
of September the proclamation announcing the
abolition of the Company bad not then appeared,
Meantime orders had been issued to illuminate
all public buildings; and, if possible, all - towns,
and to prepare a grand show of fireworks. The
chiet topic of conversation was the mutiny at
Mooltan. From Oade and Shababad there was
nothing of importance. The field force ordered
by. Lord Clyde to clear Skababad had not yet
collected, and the rebels were taking advantage
of the pauge to fortity themselves in Jugdespore.
According to native report they numbered 15-
000 men; but native spies make little distinction
between camp followers and fighting men. Ac-
tive operations would scarcely recommence till
the 15th of October, the usual termination of the
rains. In Southern Oude, again, the rebels
driven from Sultanpore bad concentrated them
selves on Amethee, and were estimated by some
at 50,000. Toey were completely bemmed in,
baving two great rivers to the north and south,
Brigadier Grant on the east, and Lucknow on
tbe west. The railway between Allababad and
Cawnpore bas been comple ed, and it was ex-
pected the line would be thrown open to traffic
in the month ot September.

China.

Advices from Shangbai, under date the 3rd
September, mention the arriva! of Lord Eigin
there from Japan, where be bas succ eded 'n
arranging a satisfactory treaty. The North Chi-
na Herald states that ihe treaty is based very
much upon the one formed by the Unied States.
It provides for a resident Minister at Jeddo, and
the opening within a year of the ports of Kana
gawa, which is consideged the port of Jeddo, of
Nagasaki, and Hakodadi, and later two other
ports, one on the west coast, and anotbher on the
east coast. The cities of Jeddo and Obosaka
are also to be free 1o trade. Exports are to be
snbject to a duty of five per cent., and imports
are to be charged “twenty per cent., with some
exceptions, which include what may become the
most important articles—viz , cotton and woolen
goods, and on these it is understood a duty of
ouly five per cent., is to be levied. Tbe Dutch
bad not as yet succeeded in obtaining the privi
leges granted to other pations. The Eafl of
E'pin pushed boldly up tbe river pagt thé port of
Kanacawa, beyond which no forswg ships had
ever ventured, and presenter the Emperor yacht
at the Imperial city. The Japanese at first pro-
tested, but became very courteous when they
saw that the Ambassador remained firm.

Pain.

The Home Journal makes some interest-
ing extracts from an article in the last Lon-
don Quarterly, which we are sure our read-
ers will thank us for transferring to our
columns.

PAIN A BLESSING IN DISGUISE,

Sir Humphrey Davy, when a boy, with
the defiant constancy of youth which as yet
suffered nothing, held the opinion that pain
was no evil. He wae refuted by a crab who
bit his toe when he was in baihing, and
made him roar loud enough to be heard a
mile off. If he had maintained instead that
pain was good, his doctrine would have been
unimpeachable. Ualess the whole constitu-
tion of the world were altered, our very ex-
istence depends upon our sensibility to sul-
fering.

An apecdote, which is quoted by Dr.
Carpenter in his “Priociples of Human
Physiology,” from the “ Journal of a Natar-
al:st,”” shows the fatal effects of a temporary
suspension of this law of our nature. A
drover went to sleep ob a winter’s evening
vpon the plaform of a lime-kiln, with one
leg resting upon the stones which had been
piled up 10 bura through the night, That
which was gentle wermith when he lay down
became a consuming fire before be ruse up.
His foot was cut off above the ankle, and
when, roused in the morning by the man
who superintended the lime-kiln, he put his
stamp, unconscious of his misfortune, to the
ground, the extremity crumb'ed into frag.
ments. Whe her he had been lulled into
torpor by the carbonic acid driven off from
the limestone, or whatever may have been
the cause of his inseosibility, he felt no paia
and through his very exempt.on trom this,
lIot of humanity, expired a foriight after-
ward in Brisiol Hospital.

Without the warning voice of pain, life
would bs a series of similar disasters. The
crab, to the lasting detriment of chemistry
might bave eaten off the fuiure Sir Humph-
rey's foot while he was swimming, wiibout
bis entertsining the shightesi susp:cion of |
the ravages which were going ou. IHad be |
survived the injuries of the crab, he wou'd
yet have been cut off in the morning of his
fzmous carcer, if, when experimenting uvp-
oa the gases, the ternible oppression at his
chest had pot warned humn to cesse inhaling
the carbureited bydrogen ; nor, alter a long
siruggle for hife, would he have recovered
to say to his alarmed assistanis, *“[ do noi
think [ shall die”” Wuhout physical pain
infancy would be maimed, or petish, before
experience could inform it of i1s dangers.—
Lord Kaimes advised parents to cut ihe fio-
gers of their children *‘ cunningly” with a
knife, that"the little innocents might associ-
ate suffering with the glittering blade before
they could do themselves a worse injury;
but if no smart accompanied the wound,
tiey would cut up their own fingers with
the same glee that they cut a stick, aud
burn lg_em in the caadle with the same de-
Jight tHat they burn a piece of paper in the
fire.  Without pain, we could not propoi- |
tioo our actions to the strength of ‘our frame, |

cord, which i familiar language is called
the epinal marrow, is the channel by which
this communication s kept up as to the
major part of them; and when a section of
what may be termed the great trunk-road
for the conveyance of our sensations is dis-
eased, and by the breach in its continuity
the cerves below the disordered part can
no longer send their accustomed ioteliigence
to the brain, the portion of the body which
thus becomes isolated may be burned or
hacked, and no more pain will result than if
it belonged to a dead carcass instead of a
jiving man. .

The brain, therefore, in subordination to
the mind, is the physical centre of all sen-
sation. Yet, sirange to say, it is itsell in-
sensible to the wounds whbich are torture to
the skin, and which wounds the brain alone
enabies us to feel. ¢ It is as inseneible,”
says Sir Chatles Bell, ** as the leather of
our shoe, and a piece may be cut off with-
out interrupting the patient in the sentence
he is uttering.”” Becauee the bone which
envelops it is its protection against injuries
from without, it bas no perception of them
when directed against its own fabric, al-
though it is at the same time the sole source
of the pain which those injuries inflict upon
the other portions of the system. But the
skull is no defence against the effects of in-
temperance, or a viiiated atmosphere, or 100
great mental toil. To those, consequently,
the same brain which has been created in-
sensible to the cut of the knife is rendered
fully alive,and giddiness, headaches, and
apoplectic oppression give ample notice 1o
us to stop, unless we are prepared to pay
the penaliy.

Early Rising,

Health and loog life are almost univer.
sally associated with early rising; and we
are pointed to countlegs old people, as
evidence of its good effects on the general
system.—Can aoy of you readers, on the
spur of the moment, give a good and con-
clusive reason why health should be attri-
buted to this habit? We know that old
people get up early; but it is simply be-
cause they can’t sleep. Moderate old age
does not require much cleep; bence, n
the aged, early rising is a necessity, or a
convenience, and is not a cause ¢f health
in iteelf There is a large class of early
risers, very early risers, who may be iruly
said wot to have a day’s health in a year—
the thirsty folk, tor example, who drink
hiquor unul mdaight, and rise early to get
more! One of our earliest recovilections
is, that of “old soakers” making their
‘ devious way” to the grog-shop or the
tavern bar-room, before esa-rise, for their
morning grog.  Esrly riving, (o be benefi-
cial, must have two concomitants: to retire
early, and on rising, 1o be property employ-
ed. Oae of the moet emineut divibes 10
this couotry rose by dayhght for many
years, and at the end of thai time became
an invalid—has traveled the world over for
health, sad has never regained it, nor ever
will. It is rather an early retiring that
does the goo’, by keeping prople out of
those mischievous praciices which darkness
favors, snd which need not here be more
particularly referred to.

Another imporant advantsge of retiring
€a'ly 1s, that the intease suilues of midnight
and the early mormng hours favor ihat uao-
oroken repose which 18 the all powerful
recovaor of the tried sysiem. Wihou,
then, the accompaniment of retiring early,
““ early rising” 18 worse thsn useless, and
and i¢ positively mischievous.  Iivery per-
son should be allowed to ** have his sieep
out;” otherwise, the duties of the day can-
uot be properly performed, will be neces-
sari'y siighied, even by the most conscien-
ttous.

To all young pereons, to students, to the
gedentary, and to invahids, the fullest sleep
that the system will take, without artifical
means, is the balm of lile—without it there
‘can be no resioration to health and activity
again. Never wake up the sick or infirm,
or young children of a morning—it isa
barbarny ; let them wake of themselves;
let the care rather be to establish an hour
for retiring so early, that their fullest sleep
may be out before sunrise.

Anpotier irem of very great importance,
ie, do not burry up the young aud the
weakly, It is no advantsge to pull them
out of bed as econ as their eyes sre opeo,

In the impetausity of youth we should sinke
blows that would crush our haunds and
bresk our arms ; we should tuke leaps that
would dislocate our limbs; and no longer
taught by fatigue that the muscles needed
repose, we should continue our sports and
our wa'king-tours till we hsd worn out the
living tissue with the same unconsciousness
that we now wear out our coats and our
shoes.

The very nutriment which is the support
of life would frequentiy prove our death.—
Mirabeau said of a man who was as idle as
he was corpulent, that his only use was 10
show how far the skin would streich with-
out bursting. Without paia, this limu
would be constantly exceeded, and epicures,
experiencing Do uneasy eensation, would
coatinue their festivities until they met with
the fate of the frog in the fable, who was
ambitious of emulating the size of the ox.
Sic Charles Bell mentions the case of a
patient who lost the sense of heat in his
right hand, and who, unconscious 1hat the
cover of a pan which bad failen 1ato the fire
was burning-ho:, took it out and deliberate-
ly reurned it to its proper place, to the de-
struction of the skin of the paima and fingers,
T'tis of itself wou'd be an accident of in
cessant occurrence if the monitor were
wanting which makes us drop such materi-
als more nastily thae we pick them up.—
Pain 15 the grand preserver of existence, the
sleepless sentinel that watches over our sale-
ty, and makes us both start away from the
injury that is present, and guard against it
carefully in time 10 come

THE SKIN IS A SENTINEL,

The skin is the advance-guard through
which every injury to the other parts must
make its way. T'he skin, therefore, is re-
quired to be the seat of a peculiar sensibili-
ty, both for its own security and 1o impel
us to flinch from the violence which wouid
burt ibe flesh beneath. Forming our no-
tions of pain from what we feel at the sur-
face, we imbibe the idea that the deeper the
wound, the more severe would be the suffer-
ing ; but this, says S.r Charles Bell, is de-
lusive, and coatrary 1o 1he faci. The sor-
gesn, be adds, who makes use of the knife,
soforms the patient that the worst is over

the well, who have passed an unususlly
fatiguing day, to jump out of bed the mno-
ment they wake up : let them remain, with-
out going to sleep again, until the sense of
weariness passes fiom the limbs.
