SAYS PRUSSIAN WAR MINISTER

America’s Entry
Into War is Not a
Matter of Concern
to Hun Leaders

London, March 26-~-The possibil-
ity of American participation in the
war on the side of the Allies was dis-
missed as a minor matter by General
von Stein, Prussian minister of war,
in an interview with the Berlin cor-
respondent of the Budapest newspa-
per, A Zest,' according to a Berlin
despatch, to Reuter’s by way of Am-
sterdam. General von Stein said that
he did not know whether the Ameri-
can fleet would support the British
fleet, but that there could be no
question of an American continental
army in the near future. He added;

“Our military situation on all
fronts is good and justifies our best
hopes. It appears that the enemy is
preparing an offensive, but we shall
resist even a stronger attack, not on-
ly at the front, but also at home.
What may happen then we do not
know, but come what may, we shall
confront everything imperturably.
Our sufferings are great and our sac-
rifices gigantic, but it is just in these
things that the greatness of a nation
finds its expression.”

In discussing the battle of the
Somme, the minister said that the
Germans had no lack of supplies, but
that their guns, as compared with
those of the enemy, were insufficient.

Washington, March
recruiting officers throughout the
country, under orders from Presi-
dent Wiison to-day redoubled their
efforts to bring the navy up to its
full authorized strength of 87,000
enlisted men.

Meantime about. twelve regiments
of national guard troops in various
states were reassembling to act as
national police in important distriets.
Arrangements also were being made
to create on May 1, two new mili-
tary departments on the Atlantic
coast. All three steps were in ac-
cordance with orders issued yester-
day by the President to put the na-
tion on a war footing.

About 2,000 men will have to be
enrolled at once in order to bring
the navy up to the required
strength. The men will be used to
man the reserve ships.

The creation of the two new
military departments was ordered as
dividing the immense
responsibility now devolving on the
commander and staff of the eastern

Major-General Leonard Wood,
now in command of the department
of the east, is transferred to the
newly created southeastern depart-
ment with headquarters at Charles-
ton, S.C., and Major General J.
Franklin Bell in command of the
western depariment, is transferred
to the castern department with
headquarters at Governor’s Island.
Major-General Hunter Liggett, in
command of the denartment of the
Philippines, is transferred to the
western department with headquart-
ers at San Francisco, and Brigadier
General Clarence R. Edwards, in
command of the department of the
Panama canal zone to the northeast-
ern department with headquarcers
at Boston.

Major-Generals Barry and Persh-
ing will retain command of the Cen-
tral and Southern departments, res-
pectively.

National guard organizations will
be assigned to guard industrial
plants and other property, public or
private, in their respective states, in
case of war.

They were dis-
persed by our artillery fire.

He believes
they are only preliminaries to it.

Destruction Vain.

Hindenburg is misiaken, he says,
if he believes the destruction he has
wrought in the abandoned territory
will present insuperable obstacles to
the advance of the Frepch with com-
plete artillery and food supplies.

Why Retreat?

Lieut.-Col. Rousset says in
Petit Parisien:

“The manner in which the Ger-
mans are now disputing the ground
shows they are preparing to accept
battle, but why here rather than on
the abandoned front, why along the
Arras-St. Quentin-La Fere line when
they hold a formidable and much
better protected line at Bapaume-
Peronne-Ham-Noyon?”’

Col. Rousset finds evidence that
the Germans are acting under com-
pulsion. He dismisses as infantile
the theory that the withdrawal |is
meant to draw the Fremch into a
trap or to place an impassable
“glacis’” before the new positions.

The motives, he believes, are the
same as those which compelled the
abandonment of the attack on the
Sereth in Reumania and prevented
Mackensen from intervening as he
would have lked in Macedonia, as
well as redueing the Turks to diffi-
culties in Mesopotamia. Moral and
material exhaustion, according to
this critic, is forcing the abandon-
ment of the gigantic plams of the
Teutons.

Uprising in Russia Has
Tremendous Effeet Thru
Teuton Empire

“The stories circulated with such
persistence, that revolutionary out-
breaks occurred in various parts of
Germany, are untrue. This is prov-
ed by the statements made to me 0y
two Dutchmen who arrived here -
day from Berlin.

“At the same time the travellers
report that the Russian revolution
brought a tremendous change, o©s-
pecially in the southern states, in the
opinions of Prussia and Prussian
militarism. The Kaiser’s theatrical
message ol thanks to Hindenburg is
only one of the many Imperial man-
oeuvres to keep up public confid-
ence in the army’s victories, which
has been shaken by the great re-
treat.. The Kaiser’s congratulations
to the King and Crown Prince of
Bavaria are designed to quiet the
anti-Prussian feeling of the Bavar-
ian people.

The fact that the kaiser has tak
en a personal hand in administer-
ing chloroform to his people shows
he is fully alive to the gravity of
the situation, not only for Germany,
but also for the Hohenzollern house.

“In order to prevent the estab-
lishment of a Russian Republiec, ii
possible, all German agents in neu-
tral countries, especially Scandin-
aria, have been ordered to do their
utmost to discredit the members of
the Russian Government, who are
believed to be Republican. The Ger-
man papers with suspicious unanim-
ity are starting a campaign against
Kerenski, the Russian minister cI
justice, and his supporters.

‘‘Many people in Germany Dbe-
lieve that if Russia becomes a repub-
lic a. revolution in Germany, -will ai-
most certainly be the result. This
opinion is shared by Maxmilian
Harden, who in to-days’ Zukumft,
warns his readers not to believe that
the Russian revolution will only
have an effect in Russia. The rev-
olution, he says, is not necessarily
directed against Imperial institu-
tions, nor would a German republic
be the aim of a revolution in Ger-
many. It would simply be directed
against Prussia and the Prussian
military clique who are leading thc
Germian Empire to misery, starva-
tion and disaster.

All civilians were
herded in certain buildings from
which they heard explosions and
saw the fires which testified that
their little homes were being des-
troved. The towns where the in-
habitants of the region- - were con-
centrated by the Germans were onlv
half razed, while the outlying vil-
lages were completely burned down
In this way about half of a town was
spared to about ten villages com-
pletely destroyed.

Enjoy New Liberty

Despite the devastation and ruin,
many French peasants returned to-
day to the sites of their former
bomes, seeking temporary shelters
and bringing bits of furniture with
which to begin life anew. They were
not downcast, but cheerful and al-
most gay in the enjoyment of their
new liberty. In Roye a triumphal
arch was constructed of-evergreens
and lavishly decorated with
colors as a welcome to the
comers.

Paris, March 26—R. Duecret; presi-
dent of the Beshncon prisoners of
war association, has forwarded to the
foreign office a declaration made by
A Besancon, a prisoner, who was
forced by the Germans to work with-
in the zone of fire, and who escaped.
The man alleges that he and his com-
panions were badly and insufficiently
fed, that they slept in hastily con-
structed sheds which were so small
that each of the 600 occupants had
to lie in a space 14 inches wide, that
the majority had no bedding and
were obliged to sleep in the mud,
and that all were forbidden to write
to their families or receive any let-
ters, money or parcels.

The prisoners cantonments were 6
miles from the front, and the fugi-
tives say they were made to work on
trenches or railways 1,400 yards
from the French lines. When he es-
caped, one of his comrades had been
killed and several wounded by
French shell fire. The refugee esti-
mated that 300,000 Frenchmen were
being forced to work on different
gections of the front under similar
conditions.

London, March 26.—Special de-
spatches from Petrograd dated ¥ri-
day, emphasize the seriousness of
the situabion arising from the Ger-
man concentration on the Riga-
Dvinsk front, with the apparently
centered intention of attempting to
break through to Petrograd. It is
argued that the shorteming of the
German front in Frence is purt of a
plan to overwhelm Russia by o sud-
den and tremendous blow before the
country can recover from the un-
settling effects of the revolution.

According to the accounts of these
correspondents, internal conditions
in' Russia, notwithstanding the de-
termination of the government and
responsible leaders to conduct the
war with energy, are disquieting.
They say that time is needed to re~
store the discipline of the army and
navy after the recent upheaval, and
they record incidents which are hin-
dering progress in this direction.
Among these is the movement of ex-
tremists to put the final overthrow
of the Romanoffs, the bureauocrats
and ruling classes generally in the
forefront of all national effort.

This movement is indicated by the
appearance in the Socialist newspa-
per Pravda, of a resolution of the
Social-Democratic partys’ central
committee, inviting the soldiers to
leave the trenches and go over to the
Germans. It is asserted that this, step
would immediately revoke a fraternal
response among the Germans, and
the war would probably collapse en-
abling the army and people to co-op-
erate in eoverthrowing the ruling
classes of Russia. Some soldiers in
Petrograd are said to have spent
days wrangling over the wonderful
promises held forth by the Socialist
propaganda, and to have stopped
thinking about the war, which they
believe to be over.

MOTOR TRACTION FOR FIRE
DEPARTMENTS

The present marvelous development
of motor traction is a matter of gen-
eral comment, yet there is no reason
to doubt that the thing its still only
in its infancy, robust though that un-
doubtedly is.

Reliability is becoming more and
more assured, and in no quarter has a
recognition of that fact become more
marked than in connection with the
fire departments of this continent.
In this regard the “Fireman’s Herald”
of New York reports the result of a
recent census of American and Can-
adian fire departments togéther with
possible purchases during 1917.

This year’s enumeration includes
the cities of 5,000 population and
over. Of these cities the fire chiefs
of 890 have responded to requests for
information.

The rapid elimination of the horse-
drawn apparatus from the service is
strikingly shown by a comparison be-
tween this year’s census and that of
1914. In that year 315 cities were
represented with 7,059 fire vehicles
pulled by Dobbin. This year nearly
three times that number of depart-
ments, including the original 315, are
entered, and yet the number of horse-

drawn pieces of apparatus in service
and reserve is less than 1,725,

The fate that has befallen horse-
drawn apparatus in the fire service is
again shown by this year’s census of
possible purchasers. Of the automo-
biles, 1,045 are listed, while of the
horsedrawn the total stands at 18, of
which 8 are listed from Canadian
cities. When it is considered that for
obvious reasons the enumeration of
possible purchasers is not and can-
not be anywhere near complete so far
as motor apparatus is concerned,
while the departments that are con-
demned to horsed vehicles are not
likely to increase their purchases, it
is plain that in a year or two future
purchases will not mention the horse
at all.

Of the additions to be made this
year, chemical and hose cars are
again to the fore with 245. Pump-

Then again, how
could we do so without Canada
granting us the money? We simply
could not do anything. In other
words we should have to summol
parliament. The Government of
Canada is restricted in its powers.
It is responsible to Parliament and
can do very little without the per-
mission of Parliament. There is no
doubt as to the attitude of the Gov-
ernment on all questions that mean
menace to British interests, but in
this case our limitations are very
clearly defined. And so it is that
we have not offered a Canadian
contingent to the home authorities.”
As before related it was only when
public feeling over the apathy be-
came overwhelmingly strong that he
took any step.

MILITIA MEN T0 BE
CALLED FOR SOON

Four Brigadiers Appointed
at Conference With Gen.

Newburn

Toronto, March 26:—

The attempt to mobilize 50,000
men in Canada under the scheme of
the Canadian defence force, as out-
lined by the minister of militia
nearly two weeks ago, is to com-
mence within a few days. This is
the outcome of the conference held
at Exhibition camp on Saturday,
when Major-General S. C. Mewburn,
who went to Ottawa some time ago
to take charge of the militia organi-
zation, met the brigadiers and com-
manding officers of all the militia
infantry units in this district, and
went into the matter in detail, ex-
plaining what would be required of
each regiment and outlining the gens
eral organization. The plan of en-
listment is to be purely on the vol-
unteer basis, and this system will
have a fair tryout, to see just what
the district can do in the way of
furnishing its quota of men. As all
the infantry regiments in the cities
in the district are to have the first
trial before any of the rural regi-
ments are called upon, and as there
are eight such units, this means that
approximately 8,000 city men are
wanted to join the militia at once
for the defence of Canada.

The broad scheme provides for
subdividing the district into four
sections, with a brigadier at the
head of each, and while the units
are not yet detailed to the various
brigades, the brigadiers have already
been appointed: They are: Lieut.-
Col. P. L. Mason, Lieut.-Col. B. H.
Belson, Lieut.-Col. J. A Hendrie
and Lieut.-Col. J I. MacLaren, and
it is significant that these officers
are already the commanders of the
brigades in the overseas forces, but
who, owing to the general clearing
out of the overseas troops within the
next few weeks, will be left free to
devote their attention to the militia.

To Absorb Surplus Officers.

Following the appointment of the
brigadiers, instructions have Dbeen
issued for each of the militia regi-
ments to submit to headquaters by
Tuesday the name of the command-
ing officer, as well as a list of the
officers they wish to appoint for
their headquarters staff, which is
to consist of a major, a captain, and
two lieutenants, after which' therd
will be another conference. An at-
tempt is to be made to absorb the
officers who will of necessity be
cut off the strength of several bat-
talions warned for overseas, and to
use them for instructional purposes.
Since many of the battalions warned
have a strength of only a few hun-
dred men, with the full establish-
ment of officers, there will be a con-
siderable surplus of trained infantry
officers who will of necessity be
of April. Each battalion will also
leave behind 2 per cent of its - ser-
geants, in order to have enough drill
instructors left in the division to
handle the militiamen, no matter
how fast they decide to enlist. Open-
ings will also be made, wherever pos-
sible, for returned officers and non-
commissioned officers, as it is felt
that they will make just as capable
instructors as any others, and will
release some for overseas.
