The resolution ased on Article 23 of
thé Covenant, which assures all states
eggitable treatment. It was
chiefly by Italy, Switzerland and other
coufitries not rich in raw materials.

George: Foster of Canada as one
of the strongest opponents of the resolut-
jon asserted that any attempt to exercise
such control would be regarded as inter-
fererice in internal affairs to which Cana-
da would never submit.
