We have no 
apology for it. It must speak for 
itself.

And now our- mission. There is 
an ideal press before whose shrine 
wo bow: what that ideal is, we 
Would have our readers know. It 
is that press wiich knows no private 
interest or patity weal that stands 
in the way of the public good. It 
is that press which marches on in 
advance of the people, thinking for 
the masses and moulding public 
opinion. It is not a press which lags 
in the tear, till the strongest pro­
claim their shibboleth, and then take 
up the chorus. The most sacred in­
stitution in any land is an intelligent, 
moral and free press, that sets up 
for its motto that written by Judge 
Story—a press
—‘ Unawed by influence and un 

bribed by gaia.”
We say wc'wotship at that shrine 

—and we do so; and it shallbe our 
constant aim to make a paper 
counterpart of the model wo have 
set up, caring less for the gains 
than the name, and finding a better 
reward in the praise of posterity 
than in the gold of the hour.

The duties and the responsibilties 
of the press are great and grave. 
Questions often arise suddenly that 
the public mind does not taxe the 
trouble to consider, but the news 
paper editor must always be pre­
pared to show some clue to the 
mystery or to put some interpréta 
lion upon the most involved circum­
stances. He must think more 
hastily than other men, and reach 
conclusions faster—then if bis judg 
men! be faulty, the public, which in 
the end is always right, will detect 
his shortcomings. The duty of 
thinking for one’s self is important 
enough, and the man who is able to 
do so is generally above the common 
but how much more important is 
the duty of him who thinks tor the 
thousands and fashions their opin­
ions after his own. If the sun be 
eclipsed the earth will be darkened 
if he whose doctrines may become 
the rule of the state should spread 
abroad insidious teachings through 
the press, many of the thousands 
who look upon him as a teacher 
will catch the infection.

The press is the first and greatest 
born of a free people. Before the 
days of the press superstition and 
ignorance held sway over men’s 
minds, tyranny lorded it over the 
land and bad kings sent innocent 
men to the block for a miserable 
whim. But when the press once 
began to breathe the spirit of the 
people through its columns, tyranny 
faltered and autocrats and evri com­
binations trembled before it. In 
Russia to-day there is no free press, 
but there ï» a rule of knout and iron 
—a galling tyranny that we free 
people cannot conceive of.

In countries blessed with the 
glorious boon of liberty, the press 
is to-day the greatest power upon, 
the face of the earth, and there is no 
man, no matter how high his station, 
that does not bend his knee before 
it. With such a conception of the 
press, and of the duties of those 
who control the press, we give this 
paper to our readers. And if we 
have faithfully portrayed our ideal 
newspaper, and the duties of a 
proper editor wo have stolen a 
march on our readers and given 
them our prospectus.

But these are only the general 
principles upon which a newspaper 
should be conducted, and while it 
shall be our constant aim and great­
est pains to conduct tbo Star upon 
the ideal we have set up, there re­
mains to he specified the special ob- 
ects it shall be our particular duty to 
achieve. First of all we shall sup­
port the liberal conservative party

parly, that moment we cut the tie 
that binds us and call for better 
men. We have bad no difficulty 
in concluding that the much abused 
National Policy, under all the circ­
umstances is by far the best for 
Canada. Our reasoning to this 
end we shall give in future issues of 
our paper, deeming such a subject 
as not belonging to this place.

We shall always to the ut­
most of our power oppose 
any measure having a 
tendency towards annexation or 
secession ; and with equal force shall 
we oppose any steps towards the 
disintegration of the Dominion, by 
a repeal cf the union. Both these 
are embryotic questions now ; but 
we see them in the future with many 
followers. It were well to educate 
the public mind to deal with them 
when they come. To do this shall 
be part of our mission.

The writer has of late been 
through Nova Scotia, and talking 
there with some of its leading men 
he has learnt that the sister province 
is looking forward at no distant 
day to a Maritime Union. We shall 
be in no huit'y about advocating 
any such a change believing 
that petty political nostrums, for 
a slate, goes as far towards better­
ing the condition of the people as 
the medicines of the mountebank 
goes to improving the human body.

Great minds within dur Dominion, 
bursting with loyalty, thins we are 
too far from the throne to be happy,

Next to t he harvest of '.lie land, 
that of our fertile waters is most 
important to our people here. The 
question therefore of our fisheries 
and how that industry may best be 
perpetuated if not fostered, is one 
for grave consideration. It seems 
to ns that, in ilie past our dealings 
with this question have been more o1' 
less speculative and every process 
for the repopulation of our waters a 
mere trial one. We shall not only 
approve further expenditures in the 
search for success, but wo shall ask 
a much larger app irtioment for our 
Maritime seas and rivers than they 
nave received in the past, believing 
that at the present they receive far 
short of their share. Upon our fish­
eries here thousands of people are de­
pendent for support, while in other 
quarters where the fisheries never sail 
be to the inhabitants what ours are 
lo our people, lavish sums are expen­
ded with the most ridiculous results. 
There is a batch of useless officers in 
the Fishery Department that ought, to 
bo sent on ‘-long holidays’’ and better 
men be put in their places.

Upon this fishery question we 
shall be on Pe side where 
lie the interests of Miramichi 
and the North, and we shall insist on 
the laws relating to the protection of 
our fisheries being rigidly enforced.

If to the farmer or the lumberman 
what wo could say might ever be 
useful, let him depend upon our 
assistance: and much within news­
paper scope can he said in the in­
terest ofbotu.

A nation’s wealth consists 
in her natural agents, her 
resources ami her factories. The 
two funner this favored country has; 
it shall tie our constant task to show 
our people they should have more of 
the latter. For this we have a 
National Policy.

We think in the matter of costal 
telegraphic service, the important 
fishing settlements along the Mir* 

ieni and other parts ol the Northand are looking to the day which Lweteni and other parts ol the Atom 
will see a Federation of the EmX Slnire have been lelt.out in tho cold
pire. This is a no-party idea, and 
among the Liberals we believe Mr 
Blake is its greatest champion.
M at ters of this kind, like the estab­
lishment of the fulcrum at some 
point outside the world, whereon an 
Archimedes might place a lever and 
overturn our planet ; the conversion 
of the Sahara into an inland sea, 
and kindred other mighty enterprises 
we leave to otlieis, professing our­
selves unable to deal with them.

If our loyalty can only be pre­
served by crying Out for the federa­
tion of tiio empire^ then shall we 
have to sit and in despair watch its 
departure. This federation of the 
empire seems to us, from what we 
have read of it, like harnessing a 
horse in Fredericton to a rope 
attached to a log in some part of 
Chatham. The connexion is about 
as remote—or about as near, men 
of the Blake school will have it.

But charity ought to begin at 
home, and before we reached this 
point we should have said what our 
aim shall be in relation to the county 
whose bread we hope to eat for the 
next few years. We never ah ml I 
have come to Chatham but for the 
bright hopes we entertain of its near 
future. The grounds upon which 
we have based cur hopes are no rosy 
dream, but a probable possiuili ty to 
whose fulfilment we consider the 
Star substantially pledged.

We now refer to the important 
post between the Old World and tin- 
New, which we believe Chatham i> 
to be at a dale not far distant. It it 
known that Newfoundland is now 
engaged in building a road from St 
John’s to George’s Bay. This road 
will be part of the new high road 
from Queenstown lo America; At­
lantic steamers*during the summer 
months will discharge freight and 
passengers at St John’s; they will 
be re-shipped at George’s Bay ; and 
Chatham in our theory will he the 
entre-port, as well as the distribut­
ing port for the Dominion and New 
England States - This means that a 
road would he built—and in any 
ease the road will be built-up the 
M ramiehi, from Chatham, and down 
the Nash waak lo Fredericton. VVliat 
this would mean to Chatham, those 
who have some knowledge of the 
freight and travel by the steamers 
plying on this route, need not be 
told. We have already, by our

We 
believe there is no greater poltroon 
than the coward who sits at the edi­
torial desk amt is afraid l > speak his 
mind. If we are only to get hill 
heads and dodgers to print by smother 
ing our convictions,then we shall be- 
pleased to starve. Yet we also know of 
some men presiding over newspapers 
who are nothing if no' absuive ; and 
who unfortunately often please and 
carry the crowd as does tlie clever 
ruffian on the street corner, who is 
overflowing wi'li words and fertile 
in low smart retort. These vulgar 
persons degrade the press to the 
level ol those to whom they calet. 
Our face shall alwas be set against 
stieli characters.

And now we have reached the stage 
whereat we cannot but express our 
wonder that an enterprising and an 
intclligigit people like those inhabit 
ing the sturdy towns of the Mirami­
chi should have remained so 
long without a newspaper 
I’liero is no other part 
ol tin; Dominion, that we are aware 
of, blessed with the natural resources, 
the wealth and the intelligeaco of 
Miramichi, that has not a newspaper, 
t’o till tlie jlaiik so long existing we 
nave come here, and to publish a pa­
per that may he worthy of the people 
among whom we have cast our lot 
shall he" our loftiest aim.

Then we shall publish the scini- 
wuekly Star on Wednesdays and 
Saturdays, and send it post-paid to 
any address for $2 per annum. The 
paper shall be sold on the-streets of 
all the Northern towns, outlie steam- 
noats and oil llie railways. The day 
is not tar, we hope, when Chatham 
and the North will be able to support 
a Hi weekly, may Imp a daily, news­
paper, upon which the people may' 
ri-1 y wit bom having Lo wait for tlie 
St John publications.

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OU a TIMBER LANDS.

We would suggest.to the L >cal 
Government of this Province or rather 
direct the attention of Surveyor Gen­
eral Adams to the above subject. We 
would do so because the subject is one 
well worthy of his consideration, and 
one in which the lumberers an 1 mill 
owners of this county, as well e>- those 
of Kent, Gloucester and Rcstigonche 
are much interested. The numerous 
and costly mills on this river and the 
number of persons who are dependent 
directly cr indirectly on these for 
support, cause us to enquire liarrowlv 
into how long our stock of growing 
lumber will last; and wliat will be 
the best means possible for us to adopt 
to continue the supply beyond I lie 
next few years.

The interest of the millowners and 
that of the settlers appear lobe clash­
ing, and the question now arises, Has 
not tjie time come when the matter 
should be settled, and lands which 
are better fitted for the uses of the 
lumberman than for those of the fm- 
mcr be reserved expressly for the 
purpose of stocking our mills, while 
those which arc better adapted for the 
settler should be reserved for his use? 
We have frequently thought IlmL the 
Free Grants and Labor Acts were 
defective in many important particu­
lars.' Thus, (or cx’mplc, A, B and C 
are allowed to pronounce upon where 
settlements should or should not he 
located, whereas some one skilled 
person should make these selections 
for the whole Province, for the very 
reason thaMand which a resident in 
one part of the Province would call 
very good a resident of another dis­
trict wonld pronounce worthless. 
Would it not then he better to send a 
competent and trustworthy man to 
select certain blocks for settlement, 
directing him to avoid lumber lands 

' and to take only such as were l-callv 
good for farming purposes? After the 
selection had been made, the Govern­
ment should advance sufficient to build 
good roads through such settlements 
—the making of such roads to be 
carefully supervised. When the same 
had been completed the Governmen t 
to place a cash value on each lot: 
such price to cover the expenses 
of survey, cost of road and sup­
ervision ; the purchase money payable 
in 10 years, first pay ment to commence 
say three years from date of settle­
ment. A man who could not pay- 
say $100 to $150 in 10 years for a farm 
had better not become a settler; for if 
lie cannot, either he or the land must 
be worthless.

So long as our present policy 
is pursued—the vgiving away 
of our lands without asking payment 
tor the same,—so long will people 
irom abroad look upon our lands as 
worthless. And we may further re­
mark that the promisceons settlement 
of lands has been a decided injury to 
our river, not so much from the 
lands which are cleared by the settler 
as from the fires resulting from these 
clearings which have destroyed 
millions of feet of saw logs that 
would not only have given bread to 
the man who cut them down, but also 
have left probably $2.00 per thousand 
feet in the hands of our millmen and 
merchants.

In view of the foregoing "e wonld 
urge our lumbermen and millowners 
to interest themselves in this matter; 
we would also point out to the Gov­
ernment the absolute necessity of at 
once ascertaining where onr best 
timber lands are situate, the probable 
quantity and their value. To do this 
Mr. Eil ward Jack of the Cro vn land 
office could be chosen he being well 
acquainted with this subject. Let 
him travel and report upon the 
various woods which cover a large 
portion of the Province. When this 
information is obtained a map could 
be made of the same, for reference, 
and be open to the inspection of all. 
We hope the Surveyor General will 
give this matter some attention.

OUR LUMBER EXPORTS UNDER THE NATIONAL
POLICY.

When wo came over to Miraraiclii, we thought we had come to another 
Foryes, a country blasted not hv witches, but by the N. P. Wo thought 
indeed that every industry had gone to the dogs, that tha mill-whool no 
longer turned—that no ships rode upon that “ stately avenue of waters *’ 
in which a thousand homes of industry glass themselves. We thought 
iliât the only business now that paid here was that done by tha trains and 
steamboats raking the people out of the country. We wore “just dying ” 
to got the statistics of the lumber exports for the year so far, but we were 
alraiil that they would such “ a talc untold ” as would send the too anxious 
blood chilled back to its channels. We had hoard the N. P. had mine l the 
lumber industry with every other—and we could not muster courage enough 
to make the comparison between this year and last—the theory lining that 
we are going each year from bail to worse. Grit reading everywhere was 
full of dark pronheires of wli it the tate ofevery industry we fondly clung to 
wonld bo. There is one Grit politician whom the people ot Miramiclii all 
know. He was not content with being a good mill man and a poor politician 
without going into propheev. He foretold exhausted industries, and agréai 
outflowing ofour people. He prophesied tint onr lumbering too, influenced 
bv b'asied industries on eyerv hand, would each d ly become weaker ami 
eventually be wiped ont. He has only one speech lor every occasion, yet 
at various times and many places lie has repeated the prophecy. Aside —it 
s amusing to hear people who have attpudod this M. P. talk about tint 

speech ol his. [n Dorbv be makes irfiglit end first. At Gleoelg lie begins 
at the last, and ends with the first. At some other parishes lie sets out at 
a galloping pace from the middle- In the Gommons he lias also turned it 
“ end for etui.” , .

But though he has prophesied, and seems to lake an unpatriotic delight 
in his prophecy, the facts and the figures of trade are against him. From 
this very countv, which In says the N. P. is destroying and laying waste, 
'here is "a record to be obtained which must put to shame the slanderers of 
onr country, Wc now refer to the official figures, showhig a return of the 
exports of lumber from Miramiclii tor the season up to the 31st Angtvt. 
Wo know party is dearer to the faction wc oppose than the interests of the 
country, and we know such comparisons ot exports as we make today must 
lie hateful to the eyes of the Opposition. That is a serious charge, hut wc 
ti- inlv believe that the patronage of the country is so dear to our opponents 
Iliât they hail every story of evil times and mourn at every account of the 
country’s prosperity.

Tne law as it stands upon the book 
is made for all, and no legislature can 
please everybody. But it is enough 
in the eyes of all right thinking men, 
if it does the best that can be done, 
in the interests of all.

Firemen Attention.
The first firemen in New Brunswick 

were the members of thé “Union Fire 
Club,” of St. John whose existence 
dales so far back as 1796, By the 
rules of the club the members were re­
quired to keep constantly in good order, 
two good leather buckets or wooden 
ones, if leather buckets could not be 
procurred, containing two gallons each, 
and two bags, to contain four bushels, 
each to be numbered 1 and 2 and to be 
marked with the initials of the owner’s 
Christian name, surname to be in full. 
A penalty of 5 shillings was to be im­
posed in case of neglect, and no excuse 
was to be taken.

The Law’s Delays.
It seems that the Canada Temperance 

Act is not likely to go into effect on the 
30th. of January next. ‘ And for these 
reasons. The law provides that 60 days 
after the election the governors proclama­
tion shall be issued ; that 90 days after 
that the act shall go in fotce.

Destruction of the Extract Factory.

Factory at Derby was hopelessly in 
flamed* Later accounts told it had been 
burntffiP.be ground. Besides the valu­
able machinery and factory fittings, 
about 300 barrels of extract were burnt, 
nothing of any account being saved except 

i quantity of bark, which wa» preserved 
wit h difficult. Speculation is yet un­
decided at-to the origin of the fire. 
The flames were first seen bursting from 
the tower but too late to save ttlie 
factory. The property is insured in 
England, but for what sum we cannot 
say just now, no more than the loss by 
the fire. Mr. Miller was away from 
home when the fire occurred, but hasten­
ed back yesterday. It will be a sad 
loss to the people of Derby..

[Note.—The factory was built in 
1868. It was a building 200x 100 
feet. There were eight boilers 40 feet 
long of 3 feet diameter. The machin­
ery was of good make and driven by a 
100 horse power engine. The factory 
employed from 35 to 40 men in the 
manufacture of the extract, from hem 
lock bark. The expenditures of the 
Erin annually, embracing purchase of 
bark etc., the payment of wages and 
incidentals, reached $250,000. The 
quantity of stock exported, each year 
was between 7,000 and 8,000 barrels ; 
the markets chiefly in Great Britain.]

The Law’s'Del&ys.

It seems that the Canada Temperance 
Act is not likely to go into effect on the 
30th. of January next. ' And for these 
reasons. The law provides that 60 days 
after the election the governors proclama 
tion shall be issued ; that 90 days after 
that the . act shall go in foice. This 
would bring the time up to 30th. Jan­
uary. But the Council meets on the 18 
January, the time set apart by pioviucial 
statute for issuing licenses. The 
Council may refuse to grant license, 
but this would be unlawful, and the 
granting would be compelled by man- 
dumns. The Council cannot atop the 
side,—that is clear, else why a Canada 
Temperance Act—it can only regulate it.

Destruction of the Extract Factory.
Last evening the news reached towu 

that Messrs. J. A J. Miller’s Extract 
Factory at Derby was hopelessly in 
flamedA. Later accounts told it bad been 
burntpERhe ground. Besides the valu­
able machinery and factory fittings, 
about 300 barrels of extract were burnt, 
nothing of any account being saved except 
a quantity oTbark, which was preserved 
with difficult Speculation is yet un­
decided at,to the origin of the fire. 
The flames were first seen bursting from 
the tower but too late to save the 
factory. The property is insured in 
England, but for what sum we cannot 
say just now, no more than the loss by 
the fire. Mr. Miller was away from 
home when the fire occurred, but hasten 
ed back yesterday. It will be a sad 
loss to the people of Derby.

[Note.—The factory was built in 
1868. It was a building 200x 100 
feet. There were eight boilers 40 feet 
long of 3 feet diameter. The machin­
ery was of good make and driven by a 
100 horse power engine. Tbe factory 
employed from 35 to 40 men in the 
manufacture of the extract, from hem­
lock bark. The expenditures of the 
firm annually, embracing purchase of 
bark etc. , the payment of wages and 
incidentals, reached $250,000. The 
quantity of stock exported, each year 
was between 7,000 and 8,000 barrels 
the markets chiefly in Great Britain. ]

On 
leaving at port Hawksbury, we were 
s.urrottnded by a crowd of people 
ai d on all sides heatxl. the Gallic 
language spoken. The men were 
sturdy fellows, and such of the fair 
sex as had come dowu to sèe the 
landing looked powerful and vig­
orous if not handsome. On going 
up to the very rough little hotel 
which is not far from the steamboat 
wharf, we found Mr. Cameron’s 
stage ready tocairy us to West Bay. 
“ Bras d’or Lake,” distant about 14 
miles, where we arrived between 
eleven and twelve o’clock at night.

lately passed. There are no ao- 
swluxely bare cliffs no burnt lands 
here, for even the top of youde 
mountain has sprinkled over its 
summit clusters of bright green 
hardwood or p-alclies of formal 
spruce—nature’s hoquets scattered 
over its surface as If endeavoring in 
pity to conceal its incipient bald­
ness from view—or if we pass a 
cliff o’’ white and red piaster its 
steep sides are partially hidden by 
the foliage of the white birches or 
long waivy grass which shoots out 
from the crevices. Here the pas­
toral beauty of the surrounding hills 
wooes old Neptune: where dropping 
his dripping trident silencing his 
stormy waters he moves gently and 
lovingly to the feet of mother earth 
who quietly awaits Ills liquid em­
brace. Our boat- landed passengers 
or took them in at various pla ies on 
our route, until at last we stopped 
for a time at the ricketty wharf of 
Baddeck, a little town of about 
1,200 inhabitants, built on the shore 
of the lake where its t’.vo arms 
meet. The surrounding scenery is 
hero very beautiful, but we will 
want a further opportunity for its 
description.

NURVELL0Ü3 D.3J3VERY-
SOUND TRANSMITTED BY MEANS OF A RAY 

OF LIGHT.

A gentle in -tn resiling in Fredericton 
who attended the meeting of the associa­
tion for the advancement of science at 
Boston a few weeks sic ce, saws that one 
of the most wonderful exhibitions of the 
effect of sound on light, was that of 
Professor Graham Bell, inventor of the 
telephone.

After delivering a lecture in Hunt­
ingdon Hall, the Pro essor ascended to 
the roof of the Natural History Society 
building, where lie placed a mirror of 
a .out 18 inches in diameter for the pur­
pose of reflecting a ray of light. This 
mirror was plaqed so as to be very 
susceptible to tüe effects of sound. 
Standing behind this, he spoke through 
a trumpet shaped voice receiver. On 
speaking through this tube the position 
of the mirror was altered by the motion 
of the air acted upon by the voice.

At a distance of about 500 yards from 
this mirror on the roof of the institute 
of Technology was placed another, in 
the centre of which was a cell male from 
the rare metal selenium, the electrical 
conditions of which are very easily dis­
turbed by the action of light. The selenium 
is connected w in an orlinury bull tele­
phone.

A ray of light was th-vv.i from the 
first mirror to the surface of the "second. 
A person stood behind lue first mirror 
and spoke through the voice «receiver, 
thereby causing the ray of light to vibrate 
on the selenium of th; other, mirror: this 
effected the telephone, an 1 words spoken 
were repeated as if there had been the 
u mal copper wire commute 1, the ray of 
light answering the same pat-posé.

The 
root within is very white, without 
yellow it resembles a carrot but is not 
so large. It is gathered in Aug- st and 
September and dried in the shade: its 
virtues are said to be numerous; it is 
taken as an infusion, sweetend with a 
little sugar." In the yeat 1751 some 
merchants remarking the estimation in 
which Gin seng was hell in France, em 
ployed two Indians of Canada to gather 
it for them. These noticing the great 
price which it brought, took no pains to 
cure it properly, and even then readily 
disposed of it lor twenty francs a pound 
In 1752 it went up so high as twenty- 
four francs. The French East India 
Company soon obtained a monopoly of 
this trade, and established an office for 
the purchase of this plant in Canada. 
This monopoly together with the bad 
curing of the root, soon became the 
means however of killing the trade. 
The cyclopaedia Britannica says that the 
price of Gin-seng varies in China from 
12 cents to the enormous sum of 
3.00 or 4.00 dollars an ounce according 
to quality. It is not long since a large 
trade was carried on in the export of 
Gin-seng from the Mountains of Nesteou 
North Carolina to China. Its pro­
perties like these of the mandrake of 
scripture probably depend much upon 
the faith of the patient.
