While the attack of
March 21st was on a 50 mile front,
and that of May 27th on a 25 mile
front, the last is on a front of only
20 miles.

of future development, both as re-
gards increased population, as also
industrial and merczantile progress,
overwhelms you wiemn yocu start
considering them. The fac: alone
that Canada is practically as large
as the whole of Europe, and that
hler population, were she as clos-
ely settled as Europe, would be
nearly four hundred millions, or
it as closely settled as England,
over one thousand millions—this
fact alone is enough to fascinate you
Coming from crowded or overcrowd-
ed Europe, ycu feel that you have
got elbow room, you get to feel by
degrees that you are part of these
vast poosibilities, you feel yourself
grow.

But all these wonderful advan-
tages belong to the outward crder
of things and are mora of a super-
ficial nature, and canaot, therefore,

; by themselves make a nation happy

and strong.

Before 1 go any farther I wish to
sav that 1 am in a fairly good posi-
tion to compare and judge about
the things ¢f higher values that are
to be found in the Iifc of this and
octher nations.

I was bern and bred in a country
which justly prides fitself on fits
high development, its splendid edu-
cational system, i's well oiled state
‘machinery, its clean politics. and
country then, ard naturally, I love
it still. With its most Southern
point still north of the 55th degree,
and stretching far above the Artic
circle, it is wonderfully beautiful in
the midsummer midnight Sun or in
the summer twilight when the sun.
for only a little while. dips down
below the lorizon. Add to this its
vigorous mnatona! life on esthetical,
religious, agricultural and industrial
lines and you will undersi~nd that
my appreclation of Canada has not
grown out of ignorance.

1 am familiar also, to a certain
extent. with social conditions among
other nations in Europe. When I
was a boy. British politics interest-
ed me considerably. Boys always
have heroes, and one -f my Leroes
at that time was Mr. Chamberlain,
not the present politician, of ‘ourso,
but his father, “hen secretary for
the Colonies. For some years I had
his photo standing on my writing
desk in my home, and it is, I believe
from this early admiration of British
Statosmen and British politics that
I have derived the doep regard I,
to-day, possess for the British
citizen papers I carry in my pocket.

Look, therefore, past the brilliant
material conditions under which we
live in this Country, in an endeavor
to approach and view wha: is in-
finitely more worth, mamely the
Soul of the mnation,—~What do we
fid¥ You remember fhe Saviour
sald once: “What will i¢ help a
man if he gains the whele world but
loses his Soul?’ We can say the
say theq same thing about a ‘whole
people. 1 must confess the: it took
me & long time, seveal years, in
fact, until I could truthfully admit
to myself that I had found in Canada
an internal beauty as attractive as
itsa external splendor. There were
80 many strange conditions to get
familiar with. There wetre a great
mamber of things in the public lfe
that did not appeal to me  They
do not appenal to me to-day, and they
do not appeal to you either. Those
bitter personal party fights, for in-
stance, none of us likes them. We
would be far betler off without
them. They drag our political life
down to a lower plane, than what it
ought to move on. PBat ‘mperiec-
“lons are to be found everywhere,
and one of our most imporant
taskx in Mfe is, to reduce that which
is imperfect to its proper dimen-
sions, and endeavor 20 grasp and
understand that which is essential.
And doing so, I have slowly but
surely come to the conclusion that
[y da P an internal, a

spiritual beauty, which well matches

Frederick Niqtzche says in ome
of his works: “There are only
three ways in which thie masses ap-
pear to- me to deserve & g'ance:—
First, as blurred copies of their

Nietzsche was fond of strong ex-
pressions and we should probably

scalg down towards /true democra-
cy, one having been able to advance
a step further than the other, and
my firm comviction is that in the
Canadian National Spirit we reach
the broad, all-human bise of per-
fect demecracy. In hardly any
other lan1 has the meajesty of the
individual been so completely re-
cognized, and in hardly any other
land on the globe flows the milk
of human kindness as freely as
here.

Add to this that the Canadiap
spirit is youthful, buoyant and
pure, and that it is free from many
of the ailments instant to old age
from which other nations, more or
less, suffer. This wonderfil demo-
cracy is, therefore, Canada’s great-
est treasure, much more worth than
the nichcs of flelds and mines and
forests, and to preserve same {n
the future will be the Couatry's
Herculcan tcsk. As tho Country
grows, as industries develop, things
are bound to change to some ex-
tent, but let us hope that it will
be possinle for Canada, even when
growing ‘and exsancing, to “main |
faithful to its present high ideals.

To-day.is a time of many pro-
blems. Today all tho nations of
the world are face to face with
Hamlet's old words. “To be or not
to be, that is the quostion.” Some
nations will come cut of the fur-

Trading of Discarded Tins and Bottles
for Food Is Common in Thibet,
Explorer Reports.

Bringing with him an extensive cel-
lection of small mammals, reptiles and:
birds, Roy C. Andrews, head of the
Aslatic zoological expedition, has ar-
rived in New York, after a year and
a half in the remote provinces eof
China. s

The expedition spent much of the
time in the mpuntains of Yunnan and
Mr. An-
drews’ advertures included everything
trom hunting “blue” tigers to buyiag
chickens af the rate of two fer ome
empty condensed milk eam.

Politically China is in a chaotic
state, Mr. Andrews reports, as meost of
the provinces are so far removed from
the centtal govermment at Peking that
any change of authority dees  not
make itself felt. Soclally, he declaxes,
it is overrun with bandits, most of
whoni are recrults from the army. Ac-
cording to Mr. Andrews, there is no
great moral difference betweem a Chi-
uese common soldier and a8 bandit.

In many places he found trafic by
water impossible because the army has
a habit of using small river boats for
target practice.

The expedition found the border of
Thibet an ideal place to live in. Food
may be bought with old bottles and
cans. There are plenty of servants
and no rumor of the war has peneé-
trated that far.

18-Cylinder Engine.

By leaps and bounds the stationary
type airplane engines are Increasing
in power rating in the stern competi-
tion betweeen the central powers and
the allled nations. In England Louls
Coatalen has been doing commendable
work along these lines, and among his
latest products is the 18-cylinder Sum-
beam-Catalen engine, which develops
475 brake horse power, and has ne
fewer than half a dozen magunetos and
an equal number of carburetors, says
the Scieatific American. The arrange-
ment of the cylinders is interesting:
Twelve of the cylinders are arramged
as in the usual twin-slx practice, while
the remaining six are arranged in the
upper center, forming what is styled
the “broad arrew” type.

BUILD SHIP IN FIVE MONTHS

Others of British Standardized Type
to Be Turned Out In About
Sixteen Weeks Time.

The first of the standardized mer-
chant ships built to order for the Brit-
ish government recently went through
successful trials of a very exhaustive
character, says the Scientific Ameni-
can. The type has been designed o
provide a good cargo-carrier, In the
shortest time, and with the least ex-
penditure of material. The keel of
this trial ship was laid last February,
and In less than six months the ship
was completed, loaded and ready fer
trial.

The standardized vessels, which are
of 8,000 tons capacity, are bullt in two
types--one a single-deck for grala and

the other a two-deck ship fer gemeral

cargo. It is also intended to build two
similar types, each of 5,000 and 3,000
toms carrying capacity. Net oaly the
hulls but the engines are standardized.
They have extra large hatchways to
facllitate quick loading and discharg-
ing—a most Important feature. The
first vesse! wus bullt In five moanths’
time, and it is expected that fatmre
vessels will be turned out in frem
feur to four-and-one-half momths

COAL GAS FOR AUTOMOBILES

Fuel Cests Only Twelve Cents for
Charge Equal In Power to One
Gallen of Gasoline,

Arthur H. Jackson, an English me-
chanical engineer, who arrived in New
York frem Londoun on his way te Hong
Kong, sald that the high price of gaso-
line In England, where it sells at $1.10 |
a gallon, has caused moter power ex-
perts to experiment with compressed
coal gas for motor trucks and automo-
biles. The polnt in its favor is that
the gas fuel costs only 12 cents for a
charge equal in power to a gallon of
gasoline,

“The mipistry of munitions,” Mr,
Jackson sald, “favors the coal gas
fuel, as Its manufacture increases the
output of by-products needed for ex-
plosives. Tho Glasgow «Orporation”
has ben advised by a special comuils-
slen that coal gas Is practicable for
commercial motor vehl¢les. Any en-
gine can be fitted for its use in o few
hours without interfering with the use
of gadoline, sheuld any ehange be de-
sired. In closed cars and motor trucks
the gag is carried in containers on the
roofs, and in open cars it may be car
ried on canoples running the leagth
