Experience has shown, 
however, that should a mistake be 
made it will have no permanent 
effect upon the fortunes of the 
Catholic Church.”

- pension of the confirmation âf the 
contract until the transportation 
commission reports and members 
have a chance of consulting their 
constituents upon the terms of the 
proposed agreement. This also 
was defeated 70 to 117, Hon. A. G- 
Blair voting with the opposition.

On the main motion to endorse 
the contract the vote stood 117 to 
71 in favor. Hon. A. G. Blair, 
Hon. J. Israel Tarte and every in­
dependent member of the house 
voted against the government, 
whose majority of 46 was the 
smallest recorded for some time.

Mr. F. D. Monk, in behalf of 
Mr. R. L. Borden, gave notice of 
amendment embodying the Con­
servative policy of a railway 
owned by the people and operated 
for the people.

Toronto ; Mr. Seymour and E 
Gourley, Colchester.

The bill to provide for the cou- 
scruction of a National Transpor­
tation Railway was referred to 
the Committee of the whole house. 
The Opposition will offer a full 
and detailed criticism of the mea­
sure.

the postmaster general estimated 
that 360 miles of railway which 
the Conservative party propose to 
build in the settled portions of 
Ontario will cost $16,000,000. 
The government scheme which in 
part involves the laying of 1,826 
miles of railway through an al­
most impassable country is to cost 
$3,000,000 less than a road which 
will pass through an inhabited 
territory of 300 miles. The claim 
is so preposterous that it is not 
worthy of contradiction. It is 
useful, however, because it serves 
as a sample of the ridiculous criti­
cism of the opposition policy and 
the defence of the government 
policy adopted by the Liberal 
leaders and their supporters. 
When the railway question comes 
to be discussed in the country such 
stuff will be presented the electors 
for their consideration. It is, 
therefor, advisable to prepare the 
people for the insults to be offered 
to their intelligence.

It is Absolute Rot.
" Some advocates in parliament 

of the Grand Trunk Pacific scheme 
are making out that the cost of it 
to Canada will be about $13,000,- 
000 or so, while the cost of Mr. 
Borden’s scheme or of any other 
scheme looking to government 
ownership of a transcontinental 
railway would be anywhere from 
$100,000,001 to $200,000,000.”

“ Curious, isn’t it ?
” The government is going to 

build a railway from Moncton to 
Winnipeg, through very difficult 
country, and the scheme, accord­
ing to quite a number of eminent 
Liberal financiers, is going to cost 
only a few millions ; but if the 
same government buys a road 
from only Montreal to Winnipeg, 
the cost, according to the same 
financiers, would be ten or twenty 
times as much.’

“ Curious, isn’t it ?’’
“ How is it that the government 

will be able in one case to provide 
a railway route several hundred 
miles longer through a worse 
country for a hundred million 
dollars less ?’’

“ Can you imagine any but a 
political partisan talking such 
rot ?’’

The above is from the Ottawa 
Journal which was a constant 
supportez of the Liberal govern­
ment, until the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific was hatched.

•tructive attempt to solvf the trans­
portation commission is good evid­
ence of the hypocrisy which the 
government is practising. But it 
is the logical outcome of Sir Wil 
frid Liurier’s surrender to a group 
of capitalists, some of whom wish 
to recoup u themselves for losses 
met with in unlucky stock specula 
lions. Surely public life has come 
to a pretty pass, when the Prime 
Minister of Canada can be accused, 
without contradiction, of lending him 
self to such transactions.

Independence Opposed to it.
A peculiar feature of the Oppo 

sition offered to the Grand Trunk 
Pacific contract is, that not only 
is the independent press opposed 
to it, but every independent mem­
ber of parliament has recorded his 
vote against the scheme. Only 
where the party whip could be 
used to advantage has an apology 
been offered for the government’s 
policy. Newspapers in receipt of 
large subsidies have summoned 
sufficient courage to champion it. 
but it is only the organ class that 
is willing to take the responsibil 
ity for representing the scheme as 
one in the interests of the country. 
Wherever independence is to be 
found the Grand Trunk Pacific 
scheme is vigorously opposed.

In the House of Commons two 
ex-Ministers of Railways, Hon. A. 
G. Blair and Hon. John G. Hag 
gart, and an ex-Minister of Public 
Works, Hon. J. Israel Tarte, will 
have none of it. All three men 
are transportation experts, who 
really want to see new trade 
channels opened up in Canada, 
but they have no faith in the new, 
transcontinental line accomplish­
ing that Likewise, Sir William 
Van Horne, the greatest authority 
on transportation in America, and 
the one man above all others 
whom the government most de­
sired to accept the chairmanship 
of the transportation commission, 
exposes the utter worthlessness of 
the new railway as a national 
highway from east to west. That 
it is an ill-advised project, is be­
coming more apparent at each 
meeting of parliament And the 
bad feature of it is, that $100,000,- 
000 at least is to be expended 
on it.

An Insult to Common Intelli­
gence

Some of the defences made of 
the government’s Grand Trunk 
Pacific scheme have been little 
short of insane. Sir William 
Mulock, for instance, accepted as 
true a statement made by W. S. 
Fielding, to the effect that the 
railway which the government 
proposes to partially construct 
and partially subsidize will cost 
the country $13,000,000. Some 
1,826 miles of road are to be built 
out and the bonds of another 
1,800 miles guaranteed out of such 
an amount. In the next breath

Thi Real “ Little Canada Party" 
Hon. Wm. Paterson has refer­

red to the great Conservative party 
as the “ Little Canada Party.” This 
is because the Opposition did their 
best to prevent Senator Cox and 
others from getting $100,000,000 as 
a present from Canada. The Con­
servatives instead of accepting the 
Liberal policy have offered another, 
which they are prepared to stand or 
fall by. Is that the attitude one 
would expect from a " little Canada 
party?’’ There was a time when 
this same Mr. Paterson was one of 
a group of Liberal politicians, who 
in order to win power, defamed their 
country. They made speeches—at 
home and abroad—describing Can­
ada as a land to be avoided. The 
United States immigration offices 
used the defamations with such tell­
ing effect, that thousands of immi­
grants were turned away from out 
shores, and our progress was retard­
ed for years. Nothing was too vile 
for Canada. And yet these are the 
men, who to-day accuse Conserv­
atives of being unpatriotic and nar 
row. The great West, which they 
are so anxious to serve, was declared 
by them to be worthless—a land of 
hills and lakes. Such was the pat­
riotism of Blake, Laurier, Mulock 
and Paterson. • Tc-day they pre 
side over the heritage built up for 
them by the Conservative party 
Could anything be more inappro­
priate than for such miserable re­
presentatives of Canadianism to re­
call their evil and traitorous deeds. 
The least said by Liberals of “ Little 
Canadianism” the best for them- 
selves.

Getting Ready to Divert traffic 
The Grand Trunk Railway is 

already preparing to divert the traffic 
of Western Canada to American 
ports. The Wisconsin Central, a 
line running from the ports of 
Duluth and Superior City on Lake 
Superior through Wisconsin and 
Minnesota, has been ^ acquired by 
Senator Cox and others representing 
the Grand Trunk. This railway 
has connection with the Northern 
Pacific and will gain entry to the 
Canadian west over its lines. Thus 
the Grand Trunk will be in a position 
to carry the freight originating on the 
western division of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific over American roads and to 
American ports on Lale Superior. 
At Duluth and Superior City termin­
als will be established to handle our 
grain. Once this is done it 
will be almost impossible for 
Canada to win back her trade. For 
ten years during which the Grand 
Trunk Pacific eastern section will be 
in course of construction, the United 
States railway companies will be in a 
position to build up their own centres 
at the expense of Canadian ports. 
The government has expreseed the 
belief that this will not mean a loss 
to the country, inasmuch as the pro­
duce of the west will be more readily 
handled. This view will hardly go 
down. If Canada is to spend millions 
of dollars on a new railway, Canada 
should reap the benefits thereof. 
This should be so even if Senator 
Cox and the Grand Trunk are to be 
disappointed. The Liberal party has 
done too much in the past to throw 
this country into the arms of the 
United States. The people demand 
a change.

Sib Wilfrid a Mere Tool.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has been re­

ferred to in Parliament as the victim 
of political friends, who have en 
gineered the Grand Trunk Pacific 
deal. In other words the Prime 
Minister had been made a tool of in 
this matter and has consented to a 
huge raid on the treasury. Sir 
Wilfrid has no information in his 
possession which justifies the reck, 
less haste with which he has fallen 
in with the suggestions of those who 
wish to get rich quick. The Prem 
ier has bee repeadedly challenged to 
produce the evidence of one com­
petent authority, who is willing to 
stake his reputation on the need of 
such a railway to be built at the 
expense of the country and handed 
over to private persons. The gov­
ernment has gone through 'the farce 
of appointing a Transportation Com 
mission to enquire into the practica­
bility of building a second trans-con­
tinental railway. But the absurdity 
of this move is rendered apparent by 
a counter move, by which the same 
administration proposes to sign a 
contract to construct a railway of the 
usefulness of which it is so much 
in doubt. This destructive—con-

Libsrals After Reciprocity; 
The Laurier government, according 
to advices from Washington* will 
again open up negotiations for reci­
procity between Canada and the 
United States. The meetings of 
the joint high commission will be 
held at Washington, and those 
Americans who favor reciprocity 
have every confidence that a treaty 
can be arranged if the United States 
will consent. Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
has assured the Americans that he is 
willing, and a prominet Canadian 
politician, probably Mr. John Charl­
ton, who is one of the jointers, is re­
sponsible for the statement that if a 
generous measure of free trade can 
not be agreed upon, Canada, in re­
turn for concession, will extend the 
British preference to United States 
manufactures. Only a few days ago 
Hon. Joseph Chamberlain announc 
ed that his new policy of inter-Em­
pire trade was forced because a cer­
tain colony contemplated a trade 
treaty with a foreign nation which 
would be prejudicial to Irtish trade. 
The Colonial Secretary is alarmed at 
the attempt of Canadian Liberals to 
throw this country into the arms of 
the United States. It means the de­
struction of Canadian industries, and 
may cost Canada her political inde­
pendence if allowed to proceed too 
far.

Bug 
land’s course lies in England’s politi­
cians, who cannot see into tbe future, 
and who think that England will alway 
be the manufacturing centre of the 
world, but do not understand what 
system of protection, coupled with re 
ciprocat relations among the different 
parts of the empire, means.

“ I have taken the liberty of writing 
to you. If yon honor me with a reply 
wi 1 write again.”

A postscript adds: “You may not 
know me. I am prime minister 
Cape Colony.”

Tbe letter was dated May 8, 1891.

The Church in Japan 
and China.

It is always interesting to learn 
about onr Catholic missions in far off 
lat.ds. The heroic work of the 
French Priests of the Missions Et­
rangères among the lepers of Japan 

/is described in a pamphlet printed 
in Tokio, and entitled "A Visit to 
the Gotcmba Leper Asylum.” The 
institution is situated in a beautiful 
country some thirty leagues from 
Tokio: Here, in a group of build­
ings of very rude construction, 75 
unfortunates find shelter. They are 
provided with such occupations as 
their conditions permit, and even the 
blind are employed in making straw 
sandals. Those in less advanced 
stages of the disease act as nurses to 
the more helpless, so that all the 
attendance on the sick is supplied 
within. It seems strange to talk of 
amusements in such a place, yet the 
lepers enter into them as well as they 
can in their tffiiolion. Not only are 
chess and similar games played with 
interest, but lotteries are organized, 
and even theatricals arranged and 
acted by the little settlement, and 
tew of its inmates fail to become 
Christians. The most tfSoacious 
form of treatment is found to con­
sist in injections of Chaulmooga oil, 
which gives groat relief, checking 
the progress and alleviating the 
symptoms of the disease, if it does 
not cure it permanently.

Turning now to Chins, a letter baa 
been received from the famous 
Bishop Von Anzer, Vicar Apostolic 
of South Shantong. It is thus re­
viewed by a publisher who has an 
intimate knowledge of the Bishop 
and his work :

“ This letter is of more than pri. 
vale interest, coming as it does from 
distant China so soon after the Boxer 
troubles. It gives the good news 
that the Bishop and his missionaries 
enjoy ‘ profound peace.’ Moreover, 
the Bishop is on confidential terms 
with the Viceroy of the province 
and the mandarins generally, with 
results most beneficent to the spread 
of the Catholic faith. It may be 
remarked that Mgr. Von Anzer was 
some time ago the recipient of one 
of the highest Chinese orders, and 
was thus . placed on a footing of 
equality with viceroys. Though 
only adout 50 years of age, he has 
been a Bishop for nearly 20 years 
He was on one occasion left for dead 
by heathen persecutors, but after­
wards recovered as if by a miracle. 
He was in Europe when two of his 
missionaries were murdered, which 
event led lo the occupation of Ky- 
anchsn by the Germans. The 
B -hop is a B.vaiian by birth,and a 
• porsoca grat,.’ at the Emperoi's 
Cut.

“The second item <■( revs is still 
more if ‘...resting. There is a eohool 
question even in China, and ae here, 
a q v's’ion cf religious instruction 
and religious practices in schools. 
The Bishop states that China is just 
now establishing schools in all towns 
after the European models. This 
will be news indeed to most people 
hero But in order to continue the 
old Chinese paganism and to exclude 
the influence of Christian mission 
aries, a regulation p-ovides for the 
worship of Confucius in all public 
State school?. The teachers have to 
take ail their pupils on the 1st and 
and 15 h of et.ch month to the pa- 
god*, whezr, both teachers and 
scholars have to prostrate them­
selves before the so-called ‘ tablet 
of the forefathers,' imploring Con­
fucius for wisdom—an act which the 
Bishop characterizes as idolatrous.

"Oilhclic teachers and pupils 
may not frequent these public 
school,. G nscquently Mgr. Von 
Anztr entered into negotiations with 
tb,o Vicctoy of Stulh Sbaotorg, 
residing at Teioanio, the p-ovincial 
capital, wi-.h the result that His 
Lordship b te now actually establish­
ed two G|rmar -Chinese schools, 
subsidized by the S ate, but dispet • 
sed from the worship of Confucius. 
On the other hand, no religions 
instruction may bo given in the* a 
schools, but fortunately no objec icn 
is raised to such instruction being 
given in some neighboring building.

The Maclennans were a small 
clan and had no lends of their own. 
They were tenants under Macken­
zie, of Kintail. Tbough not land­
lords, as several of the Mackenzie’s 
were, they were as brave and as 
valiant in fight as the Mackenzie's 
or any other clan. Kiry Maolennan 
was banner man to Mackenzie of 
Kintail, or Lord Siaforth, at the 
battle of Auldearn. When he saw 
those who should have followed the 
Maokeczie flag, in • full flight he 
fastened the staff of it in the ground 
and stood by it with his two 
handed sword, refusing to accept 
quarter or to permit any one to 
oome near him ; at last he was 
shot down. Of course he was a 
foolish man ; at the same time he 
was made of the bast fighting staff. 
John F. McLennan, LL. D., was a 
man of whom any clan might be 
prond. The Encyclopedia Britan­
nica describes him as “one of the 
most original of modern inquiries 
into the constitution of early so­
ciety.” He would never think of 
changing his name to Maclellin ; he 
knew perfectly well that that was 
not his name.

The Maolellan’s had their head- 
quarters at Bombiein Kircudbright- 
shire. They were an old and pro­
minent family. -Sir William Mao- 
lellan, of Bombje, was killed at the 
battle of Fiodden in 1513. His de­
scendant Sir Robert Maolellan was 
created Lord Kircudbright in 1633. 
Some of the Maolellan’s wandered 
to Argyleshire, Uist, and other parts 
of the Highlands. General Mac- 
lellan, who was a very able com­
mander, was of Islay origin. The 
ancestors of Oolin Maoliver, or Lord 
Clyde, also lived, in Islay.

The Gaelic of Maolennan is Mao- 
Gillinnein, and of Maclellin Mic- 
Gilleolain. The most accurate Aug. 
lioiz.-d form of the former would be 
MacGillinnan, and of the latter Mao- 
Gillellan. The district of Galloway 
includes the shires of Kirkcudbright 
and Wigton. The Galwegians, or 
people of this district, are of the 
eame mixed stock as the people of 
the Western Highlands and Islands. 
They spoke of Gaelic as their mother 
tongue in the time of George Buch­
anan, the celebrated scholar and his­
torian. They also spoke Gaelic in 
1672. Bat any parson who wants 
information about them can easily 
find it for himself in McKerlie’s 
“ Galloway, Ancient and Modern.”

Gilleolain or Gille Faholain means 
servant of St. Fillan. Bat Faloan 
or Fillan means a little wolf. Any 
Maolellan, then, who would be anx­
ious to conceal bis Gaidelio origin, 
could with perfect accuracy call 
himself not Maolellan, but Wolf, 
and Wolf would be a much shorter 
name than Maolellan. But a Mac- 
lellan won’t change his name. There 
was never a genuine Galwegian who 
desired to make a Saxon of himself, 
or even an Anglo-Saxon, which is 
supposed to be an ethenolcgioal re­
ality and something very glorious.

I heard the late Principal Biss 
describe man as a lazy animal, and 
I think he was right. Max Muller 
in his Lectures on the Science of 
Language shows that man is to lazy 
to exert his vaoal organs as he 
should. There is lees effort required 
in saying Maolellan down in one’s 
throat than in saying Maolennan up 
in one’s nose; hence their is a ten­
dency to change Maolennan to Mao­
lellan. But the M oleor.an who

MISOBIalaA.ITBO'tTS

The changes in the world since the 
first conclave of the Ohurch was held 
ate wonderful to contemplate. To­
day the Sacred College numbers 
sixty-four Cardinals. The full Dum­
ber is seventy, and rarely did a con­
clave be held in which there was such 
an number of Cardinals as on this 
last occasion. Of these forty-two 
Italians and twenty-two are foreigners. 
There are two of Irish birth—Car­
dinals League and Moran—and one 
of Irish descent, Cardinal Gibbons. 
There is no English Cardinal alive to­
day. During the nineteenth cen­
tury there bad been five, but they 
have all passed away. They were 
Cardinal Weld, Cardinal Howard, 
and three Archbishops of West 
minster—Cardinals Wiseman, Man­
ning and Vaughan. In earlier limes 
the Pope was choosen by the entire 
body of priesthood. It was only 
when the Church came forth from 
the catacombs that the voting was 
confined to the “ Cardinals,” or 
parish priests of Rome. A very nice 
passage concerning the vast changes 
that have taken place in the world 
since the days when the first conclave 
was held down to the present, appear­
ed recently in an English paper 
Amongst other things it said :— 

Since that first Conclave met, the 
face of the world has been changed. 
When it assembled, a Caesar ruled 
the world. Paris was a Roman camp, 
London a few huts in the woods. 
The red man had before him four 
teen centuries of undisturbed oc­
cupation of America. In the Middle 
Ages the two institutions which rank­
ed next to the Papacy in antiquity 
were the Republic of Venice and the 
Kingdom of France. Both were 
modern, compared with the Papacy ; 
both are gone, but the Papacy re­
mains, not in decay, not a mere an­
tique, but full of youthful vigor. It 
has, indeed, lost provinces in the Old 
World, but acquisitions in the New 
World have more than compensated 
for this loss. If there are millions 
of dwellers by the Thames, the Elbe 
and the Volga who deny the Primacy 
of Rome, their place has been taken 
by other millions who dwell by the 
St. Liwrence, the Hudson and the 
Amazon. It was a great Protestant 
author who testified to the greatness 
of Rime in a passage hackneyed, but 
always full of a generous eloquence. 
“ The Roman Church,’’ wrote Macau­
lay, “ was great and respected be­
fore the Saxon bad set foot on Britain, 
before the Frank had passed the 
Rhine, when Grecian eloquence still 
flourished in Antioch, when idols 
were still worshiped in the Temple of 
Mecca. And she may still exist in 
undiminished vigor when some travel­
er from New Zealand shall in the 
midst of a vast solitude take his stand 
on a broken arch of London Bridge 
to sketch the ruins of St. Paul’s." 
It is to be wondered that Catholics 
believe that it was a Divine hand who 
protected the Papacy through nine­
teen troubled centuries ; that the 
choice at the sitting Conclave will be 
made, not by man, but by that Divine 
Spirit which from its manifestation on 
the first Pentecost has never deserted 
the Church of God. ’’
