izn, which I mavte in L Independente.
The Duke of Sutherland bore wo illustri-
ous u name for we to dream of wking the
liberty o giving him a letter ot introduction
He, however, msisted upou it, as much, per
hups, to bave one of my wutographs us s let
ier of intreduction to Gant He in-
vited me 10 call on bim at the Victoria Hotel,
where be ludged as he wishad, so be said, to
present me to the Duchess. 1 gave him the
desired letter of introduction. It consisted
of two words and my siznature :—

¢ Amicus amico,
¢ Avexaxnin Duaas.”

I paid him a visite ard hed the honor tor
be presented 1o the Duchess of Suthesland,
The Duke travelied in & charmizg steam-
yacht, which paled with its juxury and hid
in its smoke my poor yackt Ewma, which
was lust some time afterwards.

‘Thie Duke of Sutherlaud's visite to Chi-
atamone Palace, aud my visite 1o Victoria
Hotel, made people belwve there was an
intimacy between his Grace and me whivh
aid not ‘exist, and lcd me to a dewund which
was indiserect, for it was refused.

Pudce Glovanui calieion me. lverybod
knows Padre Glovanni. He was and still
is Garibaidi's chaplin. He filled ncar Gan-
baldi the functions which Ugo Bassi dJis
charged during the campaign of Rume. 1
bope the former's end will nov prove so un-
fortunate as the Iatter’s. Padre Glovanni—
who bas been judged ina great many differ-
ent ways in France, and about whom I ecan
speak better thun unyhody else—h-d render-
ed great services to Garibaldi, and conse-
quently to the Italian cause duriog the cam-
paign of Siciiy and Galabriar,

This 1s the way Padre Glovauni and Gari-

the disemparkment of Marsala, and the first
day of the march on Palermo, while Gari-
buldi was letting kis borse drink at a foun-

a pussaze on bourd the yackt among the
Duise’s suite, I was sure the Duke of Suther-
land would be ‘delizhted to do this slight
favor for Garibaldi’s chaplain, and I gave
Padre Glovanui a letter of introduction 1o bis
Girace.

The Dake sent me word he would gladly
zive Padre Glovanni money enoush to er-
able the Iatter to go'to Caprera, but he could
not take him on bonrd his yuent.
