WEST HURON REFORMEES.

Speeches of the
Hurons,

Tfl)\fnlluwing is a brief synopsis of

ron Liberal convention. Our space will
not admit of a wmore extended report,
but a sufficient indication of what was
said is given, to set Reformers of the
riding thinking upon the present political
situation :—

M. C. Cameron, M. P., on coming for-
ward was enthusiastically received. He
was glad to see so many of the old Re-
formers present—the men who in years
gone by helped to win victories in Hu-
ron—but he could not close his eyes to
the fact that among the people there was
not that deep, earnest feeiing that should
obtain when questions of such moment
were before the country. A lethargy
seemed topermeatethe body politic,and it
was difficult to conceive why such a state
of chings should exist. It wasnot because
the country had been well governed dur-
ing the past seven years, it was not be-
cause we had confidence in the honor or
integrity of the men in power at Ottawa ;
then why was It ? A tide ¢f corruption
and political debauchery was rapidly
spreading over this land, and yet men
stood with folded arms and made no
effort to stem the tide. In the House of
Commons there were good men onm the
Opposition banches, and their leader was
a man of ability, integrity, and earnest-
ness. Yet they had been unable to
stem the corrapt tide, though they had
worked faithfully and well to do so.
Could it be that history was about to re-
peat itself, and that strength coold come
out of our weakness, as had been the
case when Toryism collapsed in 187317
In 1867 the Reform party went to Otta-
wa weak in numbers, and weaker in in-
tellect than it is today. At the end of
tive years we were only sixteen in the
minority, notwithstanding that

of 8ir Huogh Allan had been used against
the Reformers. In 1873 they succeeded
in breaking the Tory Government, and in
1874 the country sustained the Govern-
ment of the Hon. Alexander Mackenzie
by an overwhelming majority, and re-
turned the most honest Admnistration
that Canada has ever had. (Cheers.)
Then came 1878, and with it came a
curse upou the country, The Tory par-
y was successful in Zaining power, but
what has been the result? The past
seven years have not been more prosper-
ous than their predecessors, the crops
have not been more fruitful, prices of
produce have not advanced, and manu-
facturers have not arisen in our midst
to any great extent. Surely in seven
long years the efficacy of the N. P.
should make itself felt! (Laughter.)
Then the manner in which the public
debt had leaped up was a matter for con-
cern to the electors of this country. In
1867 the debt was $75,000,000; in 1878,
owing to the public improvements, it
had increased to $95,000,000; and today
it stood at the enormous figure of $295,-
000,200. In 1867 the expenditure wa

$13,600,000, and in 1878 $22,500,000.
Sir Lecnard Tilley believed the latter sum
was extravagant, and yet at the last
session of Parliament they were asked to
provide $35,000,000,

THE CONDITION OF AFFAIRS,

There was one other point upon which
he would touch before closing. At Con-
federation 1t was fondly hoped that the
binding togeéther of ‘the North American
Provinces would make cne of the finest
countries on the face of the earth, and
that hope would have been realized to-
day if the Dominion had been properly
wgoverned But what is the result?
There is a feeling of dissatisfaction in
the Maritime Provinces, Quebec is dis-
satisfied, unrest is the portion of Oanta-
rio, and the Northwest has been the
scene of open rebellion, rapine, and
slaughter. There were good reasons for
the feelings of unrest and dissatisfaction
that existed, and although he did not
favor armed rebellion, he believed that
the actior. of the Government in the
Northwest had been arbitrary and op-
pressive in the extreme. Petition after
petition had been presented without
avail, and as a last resort the half breeds
got behind their Winchesters with the
result that 200 were killed, 300 crippled,
hundreds of komes desolate, and mil-
lions of mcney wasted. Then, and not
until then, did the Government take ac-
tion. A commission of redress was
hurriedly appointed, and as hurriediy
set about settling claims. With such
celerity did they proceed that in an in-
credib{y short time they disposed of
2,000 cases to the satisfastion of the half
breeds in the troubled section. Had the
commission been appointed when the

GenTLrMEN,—I have the hcnor to
submit a report in reply to the charges
implied in your Inspector’s report, re-
ceived at the last meeting of your Board.
At the outset, I wish it to be distinctly
understood that I recognize the necessity
of having a report from your Inspector,
who has a legitimate right to report at
any time upon the condition of each and
every department of the schools under
his supervision.  What T objet tointhe
Inspector's report is, not so much his
statements of facts, as it is hLis unfair
mathods of eomparison and his unwar;
rantable deductions from those facts

In the first place, Mr. Miller makes
the statement that the percentages for
promotion should not be lowered at the
caprice of any teacher. This is equiva-
ent to saying that the assistant teachers
dictated to me my course in the matter.
It will be enough for me to say that they
did nothing of the kind. A® to my
taking the step without consulting Mr.
Miller, I have to say that his consent 18
not at all necessary--the linit table of
studiss is a matter to be arranged be-
tween the Principal and the Board, and
consequently all transfers from one class
to another are subject to the rules
governing such arrangement, T notified
the Board of my change in the per-
ceitages, and the Board adopted my
report after an explanation from me on
that point.  As to the expediency of
changing the percentages, I may offer
1y opinione, \\H\iuh are founded, not
upnn caprice, but upon my professional
oxperience, Firsr, a strict adherence to
a certain percentage would Invariably
deplete or overcrowd one or more de-
partinents.  Second, as a consequence
of such depletion or overcrowding,
*ghoving " has to take place at the be-
ginning of the ensuing term.  Third,
this gives parents an opportunity of
complainirg of partiality.  Fourth. it
Jdoes not secure the promotion of all the
best pupils. Now, ‘‘shoving” 18 a
lowening of percentaves, and I find by
looking over the promotion book that at
almost every examination conducted by
your Inspector, he has been compelled
to ‘‘shove” pupils, and in some cases
hae ‘‘shoved” undeserving ones. There-
fore both courses ave identical so far as
changing the percentages are concerned,
but the results are unequal ; and I claim
that adapting the percentages to the
wants of the schouis is the correct prin-
ciple. As to the difference of methods
in marking spelling in the Ward and
Central schools reepectively, I have to
say that the foundations of good spelling
are to be laid in the primary classes,
where the greatest degree of accuracy in
spelling should, if possible, be secured.

Prospeets for Wheat.

Bradstreet's givas a review of the grain
situation, from which it appears that the
experts of wheat, flour and corn from
the priucipal Atlantic ports have yreatly
decreased within the past few wescks.
A policy of holding on to the grain ap-
pears to have been practised by first
hands, speculators and middlemen gen-
erally. This means that higher prices
are expected, and probably accounts for
the advance in the price of wheat which
has been noted in the Hamilton market
within the past few days. But it is
doubtful if the price will go much higher
than the point now reached. The de-
mand from Europe can scarcely be larger
than that of last year, and after ail it is
by the price at Liverpool that our mark-
ety are ruled, Perhaps the partial fail-
ure of the potate crop in many parts of
the country may cause an abnormal de-
mand for flour, but that will prove a
mere bagatelle in the absence of good
foreign sales ; and as our ngighbors in
the United States will have cereals
enough and to spare in case there is for-
eign demand for them, so the Canadian
surplus wheat crop will have to take
chances in a fairly well supplied market.
The New York Sun, which has been
collecting information on the state of
the markets, which it publishes as reli-
able, takes the ground that wheat re-
mains as high as it is because the farmer
can put it in his store, and borrow mon-
ey on it, ‘‘or else can sell hay, oats,
cern, hogs, or any other produce of his
acres, and wait for a while for better
prices for wheat. But when Christmas
comes around, especially if the seeding
of winter wheat looks satiefactory, he
will be compelled to sell, and will pro-
bobly do so at from 3 to 5 cents below
the prices he can get to-day.”” Hereisa
possible danger which Canadian farmers
who are now storing up their giain may
encounter. Just at present, however,
there seems to be an impression that the
present low prices will not continue, and
many farmers, be they wise or foolish,
are prepared to take the risks of waiting
for a rice.— Hamilton Times.

| ately one of the most notable of the‘
small cir:le of priests who were then
gathering around the vigorous youug
bishop. He was appointed pastor of St.
Joseph’s church in Sixth Avenue. To
the duties of this post he added, in 1841,
the presidency of the newly rounded St.
John's College at Fordham, and the
rectorship of the new diocesan seminary
at the same place. What his standing
must have been among the clergy we may
judge from the faot that he had beeum
hardly six years in the active labors of
the miuistry, and was only thirty-thrée
years of age, when Bishop Hughes asked
for his appointment as coadjutor. He
was consecrated in St. Patrick’s Cathe-
dral on the 16th of March, 1844, That
was a period of great polemical bitter-
| ness, and Bishop Hughes was always in
| the thick of the fray, but we never find
the name of the coadjutor in the great
| controversies of the time. To him fell
the more ceongenial part of visiting the |
large diocese, then comprising the whole
State of New York aud a part of New [
Jersey, and attending to the spiritual ?
wants of a neglected Catholic population,
increasing much faster than the churches |
or the clergy. In 1847 the diocese was
divided, and Bishop McCloskey was
transferred to the new see at Albany,
where he remained, ruling a prosperous
and contented flock, until the death of |
Archbishop Hughes promoted him to the |
metropolitan see of New York. He|
beeame archbishop on the 6th of May, !
1864. i

Shrinking from unnecessary dxsputes'
i aud personal quarrels, he was especially |
fitted for the era of peace which followed |
the tizhting days of Archbishop Hughes. l
As u preacher he charmed his listeners
by the clearness and precision of his
| thouzht, the simplicity of his method,
the fluency and polish of his style, and
the grace of a natural and nfusical deliv-
ery. Asan ecclesiastical administrator
he gained the coufidence and affection of
both clergy and laity to a remarkable |
degree. In general society he presented |
a pleasing combination of the dignity be-
fitting his office with the suavity, tact,
and ease of a cultivated gentleman. Of
late years the gondition of his health,
which has been feeble ever since his boy-
hood, has contined him to the life of a
recluse.
