The experiments were carried out
by Dr. F. S. Toogood, M.D., London,
D.P.H., the Medical Supérintendent of |
the Infirmary, and the full report of
the experiments appeared in the Lon- {
don Medical Magazine, February 1911. |

The general conclusions arrived |
were as follows:—

(1) That both large and small
apartments which have normal
means of ventilation gas con- |
sumed in modern incandescent
burners can be used for light-
ing without any detriment to
health, being found, in fact, to
assist ventilation by the in-
creased circulation of the air.
That a gas fire, properly con-
structed and fixed, not only
does not vitiate the air, but is
a valuable adjunct to the ven-
tilation of the room. Its ad-
vantages in the sickroom in re-
spect of its reliabilty, avoid-
ance of noise, freedom _from
dust producing propensities,
and saving of both work and
anxiety, are obvious to every
professional man or woman.
That in large rooms, adequately
ventilated, flueless gas stoves
can be used for heating with-
out any hygienic disadvantages,
the heated products of com-
bustion (mainly C 02 and water
vapour) ascending quickly
above breathing - level. This
method of heating by rediation
and convection from ﬂuelessl
gas stoves, is economical, but |
proper ventilation of the build-[

ings in which it is adopted i ‘

essential, 'which, of course, is
also the case whatever means
of heating is adopted. A ward |
or other public building in |
which gas radiators cannot be
used with advantage is im-
properly ventilated.

It is a very desirable thing and unfor-
tunately the period for such is all too short in
this country.

Mr. Blackall’s Appeal

Editor Evening Telegram,

Dear Sir,—In last evening's
of your paper appeared an
from Mr. Blackall on behalf of the
destitute families on the Labrador
side of the Straits of Belle Isle. I am
glad that Mr. Blackall has brought
the condition of those people before
the notice of the public, as they are
in great straits and need immediate
relief, both in food and clothing.

I had occasion to travel through
that portion of the coast extending
from Blanc Sablon to East St. Mod-
€st, in August, doing Mission work.
The fishery was then practically over
—and I can at least corroborate the
statements contained in Mr. Blackall's
letter re destitution.

The fishery in the Straits of Belle
Isie and.especially on the Labrador
side, is the worst that has ever been
known, in the remembrance of the
oldest inhabitant. One man at East
$3.50, St. Modest having lf\'o traps set,
secured only four quintals for his
summer’'s catch. At Lanse au Loup,
where they fish with hook only, they
attribute the failure of the fishery,
chiefly, to the presence of so many
banking schooners which crowd into
the harbors while the caplin are land-
ed, and set out all the neighboring
fishing ground with trawls, while the
resident "fishermen are obliged to go
about six miles away from their
homes to use hook and line. These
people have petitioned the Govern-
ment asking that trawls be prohibited
on their fishing ground, but their ap-
peal has not been even acknowledged.
