Much applause greet­
ed him when, hinting at counter revo­
lutionary military conspiracy, he ex­
claimed: “Let them be warned who 
think the time has came when, rely­
ing on the bayonet, they can over­
throw our revolution.” The audience 
rose and cheered this expression for 
five minutes.

manslaughter and placed in a cell 
for the night.

Mr. Sullivan on his return to the 
city instructed Undertaker S. G. Col­
lier to proceed to the scene to bring 
in the remains of Mrs. Chafe, and 
while there the little boy passed 
away. Both were brought to the city 
and placed in the morgue at ten 
o’clock this morning.

POST MORTEM HELD.
At the morgue an examination was 

held this morning on the bodies. Dr. 
Tait, who examined the body of the 
woman, pronounced that she was

son examined the child and found 
death to be due to shock and a frac­
tured leg. ,

PARKER ADMITTED TO BAIL.
The accused was arraigned before 

Judge Morris this forenoon and char­
ged with manslaughter, His Honour 
intimating that the prisoner was not 
asked to plead, as a preliminary en­
quiry had yet to be conducted into 
the tragic affair. Deputy Minister of 
Justice Hutchings, K.C., on behalf of 
the prosecution stated that the 
Crown was not ready to proceed and 
asked /or the usual remand for eight 
days. Mr. Higgins, B.L., acting for 
the accused, asked for bail. Mr. 
Hutchings said that the question of 
bail was certainly one for His Hon­
our to consider and pointed out that 
the authorities had not completed 
their investigation. He hoped that 
the seriousness of the offence would 
be considered and that the bail would 
be a heavy one. Judge Morris in­
timated that nothing had been sub­
mitted to him as to the surrounding 
circumstances of the occurrence and 
as a citizen, he only became aware 
of the fact through the press. How­
ever, he said, there was no reason 
why he should refuse the application 
for bail. The bonds were made 
$20,000, the prisoner in his own re­
cognizance of $10,000 and two other 
sureties in $5,000 each. Mr. Jas. 
Power, of the firm of Parker & Mon­
roe, and Mr. A. E. Hickman, went 
bondsmen, and the prisoner was re­
leased.

Ijgglga there are light hearts at 
Allied headquarters to- 

IpfWfTl day. At every point of 
11 ™ contact along the great
Western front the armies of the En­
tente have the upper hand. Progress 
is slow but certain, slight set-backs 
at advanced posts here and there be­
ing but the little eddies and back­
washes of the surging tide. The valu­
able gains in Flanders have been fol­
lowed by the gradual investment of 
Lens, successful offensives at St. 
-Quentin and on the Chemin des 
Dames and a fine victory at Verdun. 
On the heels of these triumphs comes 
a more wonderful and greater victory 
on the Isonzo. North and south of 
Gorizia the Italians have broken the 
Austrian defences with a thorough­
ness attested by the captures of pris­
oners and material. North, the for­
midable Monte Santo has been en­
circled and cut off; south, the enemy 
is said to be retiring on the Carso. 
Not only is Trieste more clearly in 
sight and nearer grasp but the over­
running of Galicia, the puncturing of 
the Roumanian front, all the fine pro­
jects in the East, become the emptiest 
dreams. Italy has her own aims to 
achieve, but in achieving them she 
repays with interest the services 
Brusiloff rendered her last year.

These victories would be gratifying 
enough separately and in isolation, 
but they are doubly encouragirg as 
the result of the close co-operation • 
discernible in them. It is no exagger­
ation to say that the whole western 
front is active, the activity directed 
and varied by the Allies, and the en­
emy’s wasting reserves rushed hither 
and thither, checking one advance 
only tc see another threaten else­
where. Flanders and Verdun are two 
huge storm centres at either end of 
the long arc that is contracting into a 
straighter line, while it is significant I 
that St. Quentin, about the middle, ' 
is witnessing renewed activity of both j 
Allies. There remain nearly three 
months of good fighting weather be­
fore the winter. If the present pace 
can be maintained during that time 
it will be strange if some weak spot 
does not develop in the German de­
fence and his hold on France and 
Belgium be loos»d. It will be shaken 
almost as much bv the fall of Trieste 
as by defeat at Verdun or Lens.

War News.

ITALIANS’ GOOD WORK.

ROME, Aug. 26.
Italian /roops on the Isonzo front . 

are marching to complete victory. At 
Vdlne, Salvatore Barzilal, Civil Gov­
ernor of the Austrian territory occu­
pied by the Italian army, when in­
formed of the complete victory of the 
Italians exclaimed :* “At last our sol­
diers have achieved’this magnificent | 
tiling, they have freed our soil from * 
their ancient enêmy.” The final suc­
cess of the Italians in winning their 
greatest battle in this war is thrill­
ing the country as never before. Both 
the army and civilians now see the 
result of their two years’ suffering 
and economic hardship. The victory 
came unexpectedly notwithstanding 
the encouraging bulletins of the last 
fortnight. It is General Cadorna's 
rule never to announce an event un- I 
til certain that his troops are able to 
hold their new positions.

The Italians have made a further 
advance on the Isonzo front, north 
of Gorizia, .closely pursuing the Aus­
trians. The war office announces 
that Austrian counter-attacks on the 
Carso have been repulsed and the 
number of prisoners has been in­
creased to more than 23,000, in addi­
tion to which a great amount of booty 
lias been captured. 'The statement 
follows: The action north of Gorizia 
from Aug. 19th onward, may tie sum­
marized as follows: Troops of tne 
Second Airmy, after having thrown 
1* bridges across the Isonzo under 
fire of the enemy, passed over the 
river on the night of August 19 and 
20, and proceeded to attack the Bain- 
sizza plateau. Directing themselves 
toward the Jelenik front they went 
around three enemy defensive lines, 
Sonner, Kobelik anil Madonl. They 
attacked the same lines from the 
front and broke through despite the 
enemy’s most stubborn defence. The 
consequence of this manoeuvre was 
the capture of Monte Santo. Our 
troops are now continuing their ad­
vance toward the eastern border of 
the Bainsizza plateau, hotly pursu­
ing the enemy, who is making vio­
lent resistance with large parties of 
machine gunners and with light ar­
tillery. On the Carso yesterday the 
battle came to a standstill tempor­
arily. Our small advances rectified 
the captured positions which were 
consolidated, and the enemy’s at­
tempted counter-attack failed under 
our fire. Prisoners thus far number 
600 officers and 23,000 men. We have 
captured 75 guns, including two 305

millimetres, numerous mortars and 
many guns of medium calibre, a great 
number of horses, an airplane in per­
fect order, many trench mortars, ma­
chine guns and all kinds of war ma­
terial including some mortar trac­
tors loaded with munitions. The 
enormous difficulty of sending 
supplies to our troops across a 
zone in which there are no roads, 
has been surmounted in part because 
of the large supply depots abandoned 
by the enemy during his retirement.

The battle between the Italians 
and Austrians still rages, with the 
Austrians stubbornly retreating at 
many points, including the Lower 
Carso. Numerous messages from the 
front received by ministers indicate 
that the Italians are making swift 
strides for victory. When asked for 
an expression of ills opinions on the 
result thus far achieved in the bat­
tle, Lieut.-Gen. Count Cadorna, Com- 
mander-in-Chief of the Italian forces 
smilingly replied, “we are doing nice­
ly.” The official statement on the re­
sult of the battle shows the demor­
alization of the Austrian troops is in 
part due to the extraordinary aerial 
and artillery work of the Italians 
which has destroyed not only the, 
lines of communication but has re­
sulted in the burning of all the main 
supply food stations of the Austrians, 
who for the past week have been star­
ving at many points between Tolmino 
and the sea. This accounts for the 
unusual number of prisoners and 
wounded prisoners taken on the left 
Austrians from all causes are reck­
oned at nearly 100,000, the most im­
portant of which, in the Carso region, 
have not yet been officially announ­
ced. It is said that among the loss­
es of the Austrians are many men of 
the famous 12th division, popularly 
known as the Iron Division.

CAPTURE OF HILL 304.
LONDON, Aug. 26.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.) 
Reuter’s representative at the French 
army headquarters telegraphing on 
Saturday says the attack yesterday 
morning which added Hill 304 to the 
list of positions captured on the left 
hank of the Meuse was over in less 
than two hours. The men had to 
charge through marshes in the valley 
of death in many places up to their 
waist in water, but neither water, gas 
nor high explosives could stop them. 
This advance brings our line up to 
the natural frontier on Norges Brook 
and deprives the enemy of what was 
practically his last effective observa­
tory point on the left bank of the 
river. It is symptomatic of the de­
termination of the Germans to hold

FRENCH VICTORY.
PARIS, Aug. 25.

The French scored a new victory 
on the Verdun front last night, north 
of Hill 304. The fortified works near 
Bethincourt were captured. The 
statement follows: In Belgium there 
were rather violent artillery engage­
ments In the region of Blxschoote. 
South of St. Quentin our detachments 
penetrated a German trench yester­
day evening, and brought back thirty- 
one prisoners. Another raid west of 
Pantheon also, resulted In the taking 
of prisoners. In the Champagne the 
artillery fighting became intense in 
the region of the heights. Enemy 
surprise attacks near Vauquos and 
northeast of Avocourt were com­
pletely repulsed. On the left bank 
of the Meuse, our troops made new 
progress north of Hill 304. In a bril­
liant action last night they carried 
three fortified works in the vicinity of 
Bethincourt. The number of un­
wounded prisoners takekn on the left 
bank of the river yesterday was 450. 
This brings up the total to 6,101. The 
night was calm on the remainder of 
the front.

out on the line of heights captured on 
I the 20th and 21st that the propor­
tion of officers and prisoners is al­
most 50 per cent higher than usual. 
Among the 7,600 prisoners captured 
in the first two days there are 201 
officers. On the 16th of December 
when over 14,000 prisoners were made 
the haul included only 208 officers. 
The Brandenburg reserve division was 
practically wiped out as a fighting 
unit. Of its three regiments 69 offi­
cers and 2,794 men, well over one- 
third of its entire bayonet strength, 
were captured. A whole divisional 
organization with its cooks, cyclists 
and even its band, fell into our hands. 
The band had been sent into the front 
line on Goose Hill to take their part 
in the battle as fighting men and were 
captured on Monday morning with all 
that was left of the dlv*8*on- The 
long locks of the musicians distin­
guished them at 100 yards from the 
rank and file of German prisoners, 
whose heads are shaved like those of 
convicts in England, and it was their 
unwonted profusion of having adorn­
ment which led to the discovery of 
their real business as soldiers. In 
order to prevent a recurrence of the 
wholesale surrenders of the 15th De­
cember the German command had 
done their utmost to inspire their 
men with a dread of being made pris­
oners. A little brochure was distrl- j 
buteil among the men of the front 
line purporting to have been written j 
by a German captured on the 15th j 
December, giving the most horrifying ' 
accounts of the suffering of German 
prisoners of war in France, describ- ; 
ing imaginary wrongs and insults j 
heaped upon them by the French and 
the general state of starvation and 
misery in which they live. Some eight 
thousand of the enemy nevertheless 
preferred capture even on thes terms 
to a longer sojourn within the range 
of the French guns. Few of them in 
the crowded prisoners' camps behind 
the front seem to regret the change.

RELIEF FOR BELGIANS.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 25.

The Belgians will get food quickly 
and neutrals will have some of their 
wants supplied through an arrange­
ment entered into yesterday by the 
Food Commission and the govern­
ments of neutral countries. It was 
decided to let thirty or more Dutch 
ships sail at once from an Atlantic 
port, carrying grain owned by the 
Netherlands government, on the con­
dition that the greater part of the car­
goes shall be used for the relief of 
Belgians. It was also announced 
that the Swedlish mission had sold at 
cost 552,000 bushels of wheat in this 
country to Belgian relief. The wheat 
was bought by the Swedish govern­
ment last January, ana lias been held 
In elevators ever since. This will go 
forwardlmmediately in ships to be 
secured by the Belgian relief commis­
sion and will take cargo space of sev­
eral large freighters. In return the 
Swedish Government will be allowed 
to ship 270,000 bushels of rye, of the

INFORMATION FOR COMPETITORS
1. The memorial is to take the form 

of a bronze plaque, with an area of as 
near as possible 18 square inches; e. 
g„ it may be a circle of 4% inches in 
diameter, or a square of 4*4 inches, or 
a rectangle of 5 by 3 3|5 inches.

2. The plaque is to be produced by 
casting from a model, which should be 
finished with precision.

3. All designs submitted must be 
actual models in relief in wax or plas­
ter of the size indicated in paragraph 
1. No models on a larger scale will 
be considered, and no competitor may 
submit more than two models.

4. The design should comprehend a 
subject and a brief Inscription.

It is suggested that some symboli­
cal figure subject should be chosen, 
but the following inscription has 
been decided upon:—

He Died for Freedom and Honour.
and must form part of the design.

Since the surname of the person 
commemorated and the initials of his 
Christian names are to be engraved 
on the plaque, the design should be 
arranged so as to leave space for the 
name within the dimensions mention­
ed in paragraph 1. In the case of a 
rectangular design, this space should 
he left at the base; if thé design is 
circular, a margin surrounding or 
partially surrounding it should be 
left free.

Competitors are reminded that the 
design should be essentially simple 
and easily intelligible.

5. Prizes to an aggregate amount of 
£500 will be awarded (in proportions 
to be subsequently decided), for a 
limited number of the most successful 
models. The award of such prize 
may, if the Judges think fit, be made 
conditional on certain modifications 
being made in the design. If none of 
the models submitted is, in the opin­
ion of the Judges, of sufficient merit, 
no prize will be awarded. The names 
of competitors will not be revealed to 
the Judges, nor will the names of any 
but the premiated artist or artists be 
published.

6. All competitors must be British- 
born subjects.

7. No framed models can be accept­
ed, but each model should be packed 
in a small box and delivered to the 
Director, National Gallery, Trafalgar 
Square, W.C. 2, not later than 1st 
November, 1917. The model must not 
be signed, but should be marked on 
the back with a motto or pseudonym 
which should also be written on a 
sealed envelope containing the com­
petitor’s name and address. No oth­
er communication should be attached.

8. The models to which prizes are 
awarded shall be the sole property of 
the Government, who will arrange for 
the appearance of the artist’s signa­
ture or initials on the finished plaque.

9. Further copies of these instruc­
tions may be obtained on application 
in writing to the Secretary, War Of­
fice, or to the Secretary, Admiralty.
