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Why Not Preferential 
Tariff for Great Britain?
Newfoundland,, Unlike Canada, has 

never given the Mother Country pre­
ference under her Tariff, and Is now 
under present Exchange Situation, 
actually ghrtng a very great prefer­
ence to the United Slates.

Newfoundlanders ere pleased to 
designate their native land as “The 
Most Ancient and Loyal Colony," and 
are pleased to hear their Country SO 
designated. But there Is at least one 
point as regards patriotism. In which 
we may be blessed tor being lacking 
and the same Is accentuated to-day.

Other British Colonies and Dodtill- 
lons give Britain a preferential duty 
With regard to Imports. Canada does, 
ând It seems peculiar that we who 
Have followed Canadian systems so 
Closely and especially those at taxa­
tion and finance hare nAt With regard 
to this, and bearing In mind our proud 
title of “Loyal" alho dodo the same.

I consider that this is, at this time, 
a matter for public discussion and 
consideration and It may be that 
through the press wo may get some 
Opinions on the matter, which miig 
lead to something being done. Sotne 
time prior to this, I discussed the mat­
ter of iSpertal Preference witi^ tty 
friend Mr. Harold Mitchell and other 
officers of the earlier Veteran Execu­
tives. and members, and they thought 
something should certainly be dohe In 
the way of Empire Trade Preferences.

I am hopeful that Colonel Bernard 
and the present Executive) and menir 
bers of the O. W. V. A., In the present 
as In their past endeavours to keep 
the Empfire firmly knit together, will 
shortly take this matter Up, as they 
are qualified to speak to it and no 
doubt will. It Is also to be hoped that 
Influential bodies like the Board of 
Trade, the Men’s Patriotic Associa­
tion, our Societies and Labour Organi­
sations may discuss this matter and 
we should like to see the Varions Wo­
men's Patriotic Associations, continu­
ing the good work they have been 
doing, making themselves heard où ti.

We must build up the Pound Ster­
ling! It is a bit run down now 
through overwork and War efforts.

The Pound Sterling went out to 
gave the Empire when the Hun thun­
dered at our gates just the same as 
our hoys did. An inordinate desire 
for money may have been the curse of 
the world’s civilisation for hundreds 
of years, but Newfoundland and the 
Empire voted their money for the 
good of civilization as if it wkv* so 
much water, and seme time H will be 
seen that it did them good. But now 
we are nearly all a bit war wearied, 
and there is not the wine of excitement 
to stimulate and brace ns te further- 
efforts.

Still there le much to be done, many 
problems to be settled coincident with 
the ending of the war. There are 
many of the boys to be put upon their 
feet Now I come and say the good 
old Pound Sterling must be upon its 
feet and take the pre-emlcent place 
in trade and commerce which |t once 
proudly held. And the stronger the 
Pound Sterling becomes, the stronger 
the Empire will he found to be becom­
ing, and the stronger the Pound Ster­
ling becomes, the more It will pur­
chase and the more can be dads bf 
those in the Empire for whom flinch 
should be done. And the stronger the 
Pound Sterling becomes, the more you 
Will be able to buy for your money. 
A gbod many Pounds Sterling have 
gone East to Russia, and they will 
never como bach. This was one Of the 
big losses that Britain had and it use 
to bé made up.

Britain’s Super­
stitions Survival

As recently as Monday, March 26. 
1896, five men were tried on a charge 
of having in the British Isles burned 
to death a woman, because they believ­
ed her to he a witch, on the 15th of 
that month. Thle crime was Commit­
ted at Ballyvadlea, near Clonmel,' a 
market and assize town on thp bor­
ders of the counties Tipperary and 
Waterford, In Ireland. The Woman 
was Bridget Cleery, aged only twenty- 
seven, the wife of one of the mur­
derers, who were .pot, however, con­
demned to execution, but on July 5 
her husband was sentenced to twenty 
years Imprisonment, and the others 
to various terms of such confinement. 
On Sept 17, 1876, an old woman,
named Ann Turner, was killed as a 
witch at Long Compton, In Warwick­
shire, but in this case the murderer 
was half mad. But on August 4, 1863 
at Castle Hedingham, in Essex, a poor 
old deaf and dumb Frenchman was 
ducked as a wizard, having practised 
fortune-telling to a little extent but 
refusing to heal the ailments of his 
neighbours. A mob of small shopkeep­
ers and women, of whom two were 
tried as the ring-leaders, had half suf­
focated him in a ditch, and then struck 
him severely. In 1602, after the restor­
ation of Charles the 2nd, Sir Matthew 
Hale, the eminent barrister and judge, 
condemned for withcraft two women, 
who were therefore burned to death. 
About 1676 at least seventeen persons 
were thus burned at St. Osyth’s par­
ish in Essex, for this and other offen­
ces. In 1706 two pretended witches 
were executed at Northampton, and 
five others seven years afterwards, 
and in 1716, Mrs. Hicks and her 
daughter, aged nine years, were hang­
ed for witchcraft at Huntingdon. The 
law of Moses decreed “Thou Shalt not 
suffer a witch to lire” (Exodus xxii. 
18.) But when in 1736, during the 
reign of George the Second an old 
woman was accused of this crime, the 
British law was repealed and abolish­
ed.

A Famous
Victorian Soldier.

Field-Marshal Viscount Wolseley— 
the famous soldier who fought in 
many wars—died at Mentone, in his 
eightieth year, on March 25, 1913. 
The eldest son of Major G. L. Wolse­
ley, he was born in Dublin, June 4, 
1833, and before he was 19, Garnet 
Wolseley was an ensign in the 12th 
Regiment. Soon afterwards he 
-ansferred to the 80th. with which 

he served in the second Burmese war, 
where he was severely wounded, and 
invalided to England. On his recov­
ery he was promoted to lieutenant in 
the 90th Light Infantry, with which 
he served in the Crimean War, being 
wounded In the famous sortie of Aug­
ust 30, 1865, from Sebastopol, per­
manently losing the sight of one eye. 
Then came the Indian Mutiny, when 
Wolseley was present at the capture 
of Lucknow, and at the end of the 
war was a lieutenant-colonel. He 
took • part, under Sir Hope Grant, in 
the capture of the Taku Forts in 
I860, and at the end of 1861, when it 
was feared war wpnld break out with 
the United States, in consequence of 
the Trent affair, Wolseley was sent to 
help to organise the local forces In 
Canada, where he remained nearly 
ten years, the principal incident of 
which was the Red River Expedition 
to euppress the rebellion of the half- 
breed Louis Riel. He then came to 
the War Office as Assistant Adjustant- 
General, and had a deal to do with 
the working out of Mr.—afterwards 
Lord—Cardwell's army reforms. In 
1873, Sir Garnet was sent to the Gold 
Coast to lead an expedition against 
the King of Ashanti, for the success 
of which he received the thanks of 
Parlaiment, a grant of- £25,000, the 
freedom of the City of London, and 
was promoted Major-General. In 
1875, he went on a political mission 
to Natal, and In 1878 was High Com­
missioner of (he island of Cyprus. In 
1879 he was sent out to bring the 
Zulu war to a conclusion, and the fol­
lowing year he returned to the War 
Office to become successively Quarter­
master-General and Adjutant-General. 
In 1882 he was appointed to command 
the Egyptian Expedition and twenty 
five' days after the disembarkation of 
hie troops he smashed Arab! Pasha's 
forces at Tel-el-Kebir; for this he 
was created Baron Wolseley of Cairo, 
and promoted General. In 1884 he 
vas in command of the Nile Expedi­
tion, for the rescue of Gordon, but 
was unfortunately too late to reach 
Khartoum. This was his last active 
service, and In 1894, he became a 
Field-Marshal, succeeding in 1896, 
the Duke of Cambridge as Command­
er-In-Chief of the British Army from 
which he retired in 1900, when his 
public life came to an end. Lord. 
Wolseley had a phenomenally success­
ful career, and was so continually in 
the public eye that he was known as 
“Our only General." The phrase, 
"All Sir Garnet” originated out of his 
successes.

Judgment of

Mr. Justice Kent
IN THE CASE OF SOPER vs. 

BYRNE.

ALBERT SOPBB APPELLANT ye, 
JOHN BYRNE RESPONDENT.

The appellant was convicted by His 
Honour Judge Morris, K.C. acting as 
Stipendiary Magistrate, ot a breach of 
section 4 of the Intoxicating Liquors 
Prohibition Act 1916 anils this appeal 
is brought by him against that convic­
tion. T,he appellant is a wholesale 
grocer who carries on business on 
New Gower Street in St John’s. On 
February 4th last he sold to Michael 
Byrne, a retail grocer and provision 
dealer, certain goods including two 
dozen 8 ounce bottles of Shirffs Im­
perial Quintessence of Vanilla. This 
article is one of the usual flavouring 
essences used in cooking, in the manu­
facture of ice creams and other such 
preparations. It is and has always 
been sold in the grocery business, as 
part of the ordinary stock in trade. 
It is made up in bottles of varions 
sizes but, until lately, generally In 
sizes varying from 1-2 to 4 ounces. 
The most usual was the 2 ounce bot­
tle, but lately the 8 ounce bottle is in 
common use. Before the Prohibition 
Act came into operation, these es­
sences were used, almost exclusively, 
for flavouring purposes. But after the 
sale of the usual alcoholic liquors was 
prohibited, ShlriflS essence, like sever­
al other such preparations, has been 
largely used instead of them as a bev­
erage. They are undoubtedly alcoho­
lic. A good essence takes about 60 per 
cent, of alcohol in its preparation hut 
with the other ingredients Its strength 
Is reduced to about 40 per cent, al­
cohol. The analysis by Mr. Davies, the 
Government analyst, of a bottle of 
Ehiriffs Vanilla, taken from those sold 
by the appellant to Byrne on the 4th 
of February, gave 19.4 per cent, of 
alcohol by volume. The learned Magis­
trate held, on tills afialysis, that this 
liquor and, therefore, one of those 
liquors absolutely prohibited by the 
Prohibition Acts. He says, "In my op­
inion, the words ‘spirituous liquor’ in 
the section, implies spirit» Of any des­
cription, and all liquors, mixtures, es­
sences and compounds made with

spirits. The compound labelled 
‘Shiriff’s Imperial Quintessence of 
Vanilla’ contains 39.4 p.c. by volume ; 
its sale, therefore, by the défendent, 
is a violation of the Prohibition Act” 
Upon this finding he convicted the ap­
pellant of an offence against section 
4 of the Act That section reads as 
follows:—"If any one not licensed in 
accordance with the provisions of the 
said Prohibition Plebiscite Act, sells, 
after the 1st of January 1917, any in­
toxicating liquors, he shall be liable 
to a penalty of not less than one hun­
dred dollars nor more than five hun­
dred dollars or, in default of payment, 
Imprisonment not exceeding three 
months. The appellant was not licens­
ed under the Prohibition Plebiscite 
Act. The question then to be decided 
on this appeal Is, .was the sale by the 
appellant to Michael Byrne of two dos- 
en bottles of Shiriffs Imperial Quintes­
sence of Vanilla on the 4th of Febru­
ary a sale of Intoxicating liquor with­
in thé meaning of section 4 of the Act 
The Court is bound to interpret the 
words of a Statute in the sense in 
which the Legislature directs. The 
Prohibition Acts define the term “In­
toxicating liquors" and wherever that 
term oecurs In the Acts it must be In­
terpreted in accordance with that de­
finition. The Prohibition législation 
consists of three Acta,—thé Prohibi­
tion Plebiscite Act 1915. The Intoxi­
cating Liquors Prohibition Act, 1916, 
and the Amending Act of 1917. The de­
finition of the term intoxicating liquor 
differs in each of these Acts. The 
latest, and that now binding, is Set 
out in section 1 of the Amending Act 
of 1917. It says “the term ‘intoxicating 
Liquors’ shall be construed to signify 
all ales, wines, malt, brewed or spiritu­
ous liquors, containing 2 per cent, or 
upward of alcohol by volume, and 
such medicinal, toilet and other pre­
parations containing two per cent, or 
upward Ot alcohol by volume, as may 
from time to time be directed by the 
Governor in Council, by proclamation, 
but not wines for Sacramental pur­
poses.” Section 1 of the Act of 1917 re­
pealed the definition of the term that 
had been given by 36 of the Prohibi­
tion Piebtectte Act 1915, and by sec­
tion 7 ot Prohibition Act, 1916. That 
in the Act of 1915 was “The term ‘In­
toxicating Liquors’ shall be construed 
to signify all ales, wines, malt, brewed 
or spirituous liquors containing two 
per cent, or upward of alcohol in vol-

purposes.” That In the Act of 1916 
was: "The term ‘Intoxicating Liquors’ 
shall be construed to signify all alee, 
wines, malt, brewed or spirituous 
liquors containing two per cent, or up­
ward of alcohol In volume, except 
such drugs and medicines as may be 
excepted by the Governor In Council 
and wines for Sacramental purposes.” 
It Will be noticed that the difference 
between these definitions of the term 
‘Intoxicating Liquor’ consists in the 
words that are added, in both the 1916 
and 1917 Act to those In which, the 
term is defined In the 1915 Act These 
additions are not the same in the two 
Acts. In the Act of 1916 after the words 
of the 1915 Act, it proceeds to say: 
“except such drugs, etc., as may be 
excepted by the Governor in Council, 
etc.” That of 1917, after the words of 
the 1916 Act says: “and such medicin­
al, toilet and other preparations, etc., 
as may be directed by the Governor in 
Council, etc.” This difference in word­
ing represents a substantial difference 
In the meaning of the phrase. In the 
1916 Act the articles over which the 
Governor In Council is given control 
are included in the prohibited articles 
unless and until they are excepted 
from them by him. In the Act of 1917, 
those preparations over the prohibition 
of which he is given control are not 
included in the prohibited articles 
until he so directs. This change Which 
is effected By excluding from the pro­
hibition act what had previously been 
included within It, was deliberately 
made by the Legislature and must 
be given effect to by the Courts. The 
Act of 1917 Is law to-day and the Court 
must interpret the words ‘Intoxicat­
ing Liquors’ in all three Acts as it ’s 
defined by that Act “Intoxicating 
Liquors,” the sale of which is now 
penalized by section 4 of the Act of 
1916, with a breech of which the ap­
pellant Is charged in this case, must 
be taken to be "fill alee, wines, malt 
brewed Or spirituous liquors, etc,, and 
such medicinal toilet and other pre­
parations, etc., as may from time to 
time be directed by the Governor in 
Council by proclamation, etc.” This 
definition Consists of two members, 
the first covers what Is forbidden, the 
second what is hot but may be. The 
first comprises articles usually com­
prehended by the words "ales, wines, 
man, ana brewed or spirituous liquors, 
containing two per cent, or upward 
of alcohol by volume," and the second 
"such medicinal, toilet and other pre­
parations containing two per cent or 
upward by volume,” as the Governor 
in Council may direct. The first named 
articles are absolutely prohibited ; 
the others are hot prohibited but the 
Governor in Council is given authority 
to prohibit them. A logical interpreta­
tion requires that these two clauses 
should be mutually exclusive—In the 
sense that the lame article, as such, 
cannot he In both at the same time. 
Does “ShirlftB Imperial Quintessence 
of Vanilla," which the appellant sold 
to Byrne, belong to the first or second 
Class of this division Of alcoholic 
liquors or is it eutMdo of both of 
them 1 The prosecution contended 
that it la n "spirituous liquor” which 
is one of the articles that are named 
in the definition ns absolutely pro­
hibited. None of the Prohibition Acts 
define the words “Spirituous Liquor,” 
but leevee it to the Court to interpret 
that term according to the context In 
which It is found. The general rule 
of interpretation, In such casas, is to 
give the words their popular meaning, 
unlele the context requires a differ­
ent interpretation. It seems to me 
that, by placing the words “sles,

wihee, malt, brewed and spirituous 
liquors” In contradistinction to "med­
icinal, toilet and other preparations” 
containing two per cent. Or Upward 
Of alcohol, the Legislature Intended 
to use the first Set of words in their 
popular as distinct from their scien­
tific meaning. Any Other interpreta­
tion Would involve the difficulty that, 
scientifically, the term ‘spirituous 
liquor1 includes not only those liquids 
ordinarily and popularly comprehend­
ed by the phraSe, but other liquids 
containing two per cent, of alcohol 
by volume, including those In the sec­
ond das': tf the definition, but If a 
medicinal or toilet preparation le pro- ] 
hlblted because It it a spirituous 
liquor, the power to prohibit them 
given to the Governor in Council le j 
meaningless. The Intention of the 
Act Is clearly to prohibit the usual in­
toxicating ■ beverages and to enable 
the Governor in Council to prohibit i 
other alcoholl- liquids should he at j 
any time deem it desirable to do so.1 
ïn the case of the Attorney General 
vs. Bailey 17 L.J. fixch. 9, which was 
an information under the excise laws, 
the defendant, a wholesale druggist, 
purchased from à man, Who was not 
licensed as required by the Act, a 
quantity of spirits without a permit. 
Spirits ôî Nitre Was made by mixing 
nitric acid with spirits of wine. The 
spirits used in making the spirits of 
nitre was illegally distilled by the 
seller, which the defendant well 
knew. The spirits of nitre Were or­
dinary merchantile spirits of nitre 
such as were usuajly sold by Chemists 
and druggists. The defendant was 
convicted. He appealed, and the j 
question upon which the appeal was 1 
decided was whether the spirits of, 
nitre were "spirits” within the true 
intent of the 8tci*e Acts. In deliver­
ing the judgment of the Court, Pol­
lock C.B. said, "The section Is not 
an interpretation clause, explaining 
the meaning of the word ‘spirits,’ hut: 
an enactment as to what are to ha 
deemed to conatltute the different 
classes or denominations of ‘spirits.’ 
it assumes that ’spirits’ is a word of 
Known import and then proceeds to 
dsfine the different classes of spirits; 
so that it does not enable us to de­
termine the material point m this 
ease, namely, what Is the meaning of 
the word ’spirits.’ In the absence, 
therefore, of any Statutable definition, 
we mult assume that the word Is 
used In the Excise Acts in the sense 
In which it is ordinarily understood; 
and we do hot think that in common 
parlance the Word ‘spirits’ would be 
considered as comprehending a liquid 
like sweet spirits ot nitre, which is 
itself a known article of commerce 
not ordinarily passing under the name 
of Spirits. It U very true the case 
finds that ’spirits’ eater very largely 
into the composition of sweet spirits 
of nitre, but so they do with the ar­
ticle called Sll Volatile and into most 
it not into all, kinds of varnish, and 
to as to other fiuids, which certainly 
ho one in eoatnon parlance would 
speak of as ’spirits.’ And we think 
that nothing ean be taken to be 
’spirits’ within the meaning of 6 
Geo. 4 c. 80 which dose not come 
under the definition of an lnflammaé 
bio liquid groduoed by distillation 
either pure or mixed only with the in­
gredients whleh do not convert It Into 
some article of commerce not known 
in common parlance under the ap­
portion of spirits, Inasmuch, there­
fore, as sweet spirits of nitre is Itself 
a well-known article of commerce, 
not commonly known under the name 
of "spirits,” and not adapted Tor or­
dinary use as an Intoxicating bever­
age, We think It Is not ’spirits’ within

as a spirituous liquor. Spirits are 
used largely in ita manufacture, but 
they are also used in the composition 
of medicinal, toilet and other pre­
parations and many other articles 
which no one would speak of as 
spirituous liquors and which are not 
ordinarily used as intoxicating bever­
ages. In my opinion the phrase 'Spir­
ituous liquors,’ in the definition of 
‘intoxicating liquor’ in the Act of 1917, 
«ignifles those articles which are or­
dinarily spoken of as spirituuos liq­
uors and which in commerce are usu­
ally comprehended by that term. 
When, therefore, the appellant, a 
wholesale grocer, sold to Byrne, a re­
tail grocer, a quantity of Shlriff’s 
Vanilla as part of an order consisting 
of the usual grocer’s supplies, he sold 
him "an article of commerce not or­

dinarily passing under the name 
spirituous liquor»,’ but an article 
which is everywhere bought and euld 
as an essence, and forms part of the 
usual stock in trade in the grocery 
business. It was not the purpose of 
the Act to prohibit the Importation, 
manufacture or sale of alcoholic 
liquors except as used for beverages. 
This object is made clear by the form 
in which the question was submitted 
to the Electorate at the plebiscite 
held under the Act of 1915 which af­
fords a key to the general object 
and intention of the Legislature, 
and may be resorted to to fix 
the meaning of ambiguous words or 
phrases. The question to which the 
answer of the electors was given at 
the plebiscite was: "Are you in favor 
of prohibiting the importation, manu­
facture and sale of spirits, wine, ale, 
beer, cider and all other alcoholic liqu­
ors for^nse as beverages F The ob- 
object was to prevent the importation, 
manufacture and sale of intoxicaing 
drinks. Such articles as ales, wines 
and spirituous liquors, commonly so

retailed, are primarily intoxicating 
drinks, but medicinal, toilet and other 
preparations are "not, but are capable 
of being diverted from their primary 
use and of being made into and used 
as beverages. The Legislature re­
cognizee this distinction and prohibits 
the first class of articles, but leaves 
it to the Governor tn Council to pro­
hibit the others should it become ne­
cessary to do so. It is presumed that 
a sale of the ordinary intoxicating 
liquors is for use as a beverage, but 
there is no such presumption in --ela­
tion to the other aticles. The evi­
dence shows that ShirtTs Vanilla, the 
subject of this appeal, and other es­
sences have been, since the sale of 
intoxicating liquors has been prohibit­
ed by law, used as a beverage by many 
people as a substitute for the ordinary 
intoxicating liquors, but the fact that 
they have been and are so. used does 
not in itself make their sale unlawful 
in the absence of any direction to that 
effect by the Governor in Council. 
The Governor in Council has not ex­
ercised his power to direct that pre-

partition should be an Intoxicating li­
quor under the Act It is unnecessary 
for the purposes of this appeal to de­
cide whether a sale of this article 
knowingly and wilfully for use as a 
beverage constitutes a violation of the 
Act. I don’t think the sale to Byrne, 
which is the subject of this prosecu­
tion, was of that character. It is true 
the appellant knew that, since the 
Prohibition Act became law, Shlriff’s 
Essence of Vanilla and other essences 
were being used ae beverages, but 
there is nothing in the evidence to 
show that he knew that Byrne intend­
ed to drink what he sold him, or that 
he would use it otherwise than for the 
legitimate purposes of his grocery 
business. The appellant is a whole­
sale grocer, and such essences as van­
illa is a legitimate and usual part of 
the stock of a wholesale grocer. His 
business is to sell the usual grocery 
supplies to retail grocers. Byrne was 
a retail grocer and a customer of the 
appellant There is nothing in this 
case to show that the appellant knew 
that Byrne would put the vanilla pur­
chased by him to an improper use. In 
fact because of his knowledge that 
these essences were being used as 

. beverages, he asked for and obtained 
from Byrne at the time of the sale 

! a promise that it would only be sold 
by him in his business for proper 
household purposes. The general 
knowledge that the article was in fact 
being improperly nsed by some as a 
beverage, though it should make a 
dealer cautious about those to whom 
he sold it, does not make its sale by 
him unlawful. It a wholesale grocer 
in tho ordinary coarse of his busi­
ness sells these preparations not com­
monly sold as intoxicating beverages, 
in a proper and legitimate way, that 
sale must be judged on its own merit 
and not by the use to which the pur­
chaser afterwards puts them. If he 
puts them to an improper and illegal 
use, the act of the seller, which ex- 
hypothesi was legal, does not thereby 
become illegal. Tho sale by Soper 
to Byrne, as I view it under the evid­
ence, was for the purpose of his gro­
cery trade and not as a beverage, and 
therefore a legal act If Byrne chose 
to drink It or sell it to other» to drink, 
the act is Byrne’s and not Soper’s. I 
have therefore come to the conclu­
sion in the absence of any direction 
to that effect by the Governor in Coun­
cil, that ShirfTs Imperial Quintes­
sence of Vanilla is not a spirituous 
liquor within the meaning of these 
Acts and that whether an intentional 
and wilful sale for use as a beverage 
of the preparations which the Gov­
ernor may publish by proclamation, 
is or is not prohibited, that the sale 
by the appellant was not a violation 
of the provisions of section 4 of the 
Act. I express —> opinion as to wheth­
er or not Shiril’s Vanilla is one of 
those articles which the Governor in 
Council may prohibit by proclamation 
or as to the character of a sale made 
wilfully and intentionally as a bever­
age. Other consider atlons than those, 
which, in my view decide the present 
case, may influence a decision, in 
other circumstances and in another 
set of facts under tho confused word­
ing of these badly drawn Statutes.
I regret to have to differ from the 
learned Magistrate, but on a very 
careful consideration of the Acts, I 
am of opinion that the conviction must 
be set aside and judgment entered for 
the appellant with costs.

Dear Sir.—A letter from Dr. Par- 

-eons has appeared In the papers, men­
tioning that there are fifty soldiers 
Buffering from pulmonary tubercul­
osis in hospital at present This is 
« great surprise to those connected 
with the two hospitals given up to 
-the special care and treatment of 
these cases, namely, the Jensen Camp 
and Escasoni. The Jensen Camp, 
which takes 27 patients, has not been 
filled for some mouths. In February 
the number became reduced to 17, and 
remained so till last Saturday, when 1 
more was added, so now there are J 
possible beds vacant. Escasoni, which 
was opened last spring for the over­
flow from the Jeusen Camp, has 16 
beds, but only 15 patients. In these 
two special T. B. Hospitals for sailors 
and soldiers there are only 33 pati­
ents, instead of 43. Why is thin, or 
where are the remaining 17 so Carers? 
Are they scattered through tho Con­
valescent Hemes ar.d the General Hos­
pital? We hear that the Latter place 
has only surgical cases. Where are 
they? To-day at the Military Hospi­
tal there are 6 patients, and at Water­
ford Hall there ni 11 be 11 to-mc.rrow—

there are 9 at present.
43 patients in the four hospitals, but 
surely they are not all suffering from 
pulmonary tuberculosis, and It so 
why are the 9 at Waterford Hall not 
filling the 9 empty beds at Jensen 
Camp? Many of the main expenses— 
heat, light, etc.,—remain the same 
whether a hospital is full or not, mak­
ing the expense per capita greater 
when tho number uf patients is re- 
dued. Is it fair to the taxpayer to 
have these patients scattered so that 
no place is full, but many are only 
partially filled?

Dr. Parsons mentions that there are 
177 ex-service men who have or have 
had pulmonary tuberculosis. One hun­
dred and forty-eight (144 soldiers and 
4 sailors) have been treated at the 
Jensen Camp since its opening In Oc­
tober, 1916, three and a half years ago. 
Of these, 16 were readmitted for sec­
ond treatment at the Camp, and I un­
derstand that a few more were read­
mitted at Escasoni during the past 
year. Ten have died, most of thorn 
being very advarxed cases when 
brought to the hospital. Of the 133 
remaining, only 18 are Sanitarium 
patients there now.

X will not enter inui the question re 
the $7,000 mentioned by Dr. Parsons 
for the Recreation Hut for the' Top­
sail Road Sanitarium, as that is left 
to a Committee to decide.

CANTILE MARINE.

Authority is hereby given for Chev­
rons to be worn by members of the 
Mercantile Marine arid others who 
have served at sea or have been cap­
tured or interned during the War, In 
accordance with the following Regu­
lations :—

1. One Chevron may be worn in re­
spect of sea-going service, or cap­
tivity or internment in an enemy 
country, daring the period from 
the 4th of August, 1914, to 31st 
December, 1914.

2. One Chevron may be worn in re­
spect of each or any of the three 
calendar years 1915, 1916 and 
1917, provided that at least three 
months of the year have been 
spent afloat in sea-going service, 
or in captivity in an enemy coun­
try or both.

3. One Chevron may he worn in re­
spect of the remainder of the war, 
when twelve months have been 
spent since 1st January, 1918. in 
sea-going service (with or with­
out a period of captivity in an 
enemy country), provided that 
the period of twelve months has 
commenced before 11th Novem­
ber, 1918, when the armistice was 
signed.

4. The Chevrons for 1914 are:—
(1) For Captains and Officers, 

silver.
(2) For men, red worsted.
The Chevrons for the other years, 
1915-1918:
(1) For Captains and Officers, 

gold.
(2) For men, bine worsted.

6. The Chevron shall be similar to 
those worn in the Royal Navy and 
shall be worn on the forearm of 
the right sleeve or uniform, sea- 
rig or shore-rig. The silver and 
red worsted chevrons respectively 
shall be worn below the others.

6. No permission to wear the Chev­
rons other than this general au­
thorization will be required. Chev­
rons will not be provided by the 
Government, but they should be 
purchased by those authorised to 
wear them.

7. No unauthorised 
wear a Chevron,

NOTE.—Chevrons earned for Ser­
vice in the Mercantile Marine in ac­
cordance with this authorization may 
be worn on Naval and Military uni­
form; when worn on Military uni­
form the Chevrons should he of the 
Army pattern.
