ACCUMULATION IN OILS.
Better Buying’ Than in- Some Months
Responsible for Movement Con-
trary to Remainder of List.

N.Y.—While general list of stocks
has suffered considerable irregularity
and reaction in past 10 days, oil se-
curities have displayed firmness and,
as a class, are at higher levels than a
week or two ago.

This contrary movement from the re-
mainder of the list can be attributed
to accumulation in oil shares by good
quarters, commission houses reporting
better buying of oils than for some
months past.

Several of the largest houses have
received and executed substantial buy-
ing ‘orders in oils in the last few days,
stocks like Standard Oil of California,

Ontario Votes Dry

BY GREATLY REDUCED MA-
JORITY.

According to the despatches
received last night the result of
the Liquor plebiscite in Ontario
is expected to give a majority of
about 35,000 in favour of the
Prohibition Act. The count so
far received from 5,863 sub-
divisions out of 7,332 shows
477,324 in favour of the Ontario
Temperance Act, and 447,157
for Government Control. An
 overwhelming vote in favour of
the latter was polled in the
cities. In view of the striking
difference between the sentiment
expressed in the urban and the
country districts, it is antici-
pated that demands will be made
for some measure of local op-
tion.

The remarkable change which
has taken place in public opinion
regarding this question is shown
by a comparison of the re-
sults of the present ballot with
that which was taken in 1919,
when the Province was asked to
vote for or against the continu-
ance of the Ontario Temperance
Act. (Reference is not made to
the vote taken in 1921, becausé
that was practically a referen-
dum by the Federal Gov-
ernment on the question of im-
portation of liquors by private
individuals, and is not therefore
analogous to the present pleb-
iscite.)

- On the question in 1919—
“Are you in favor of the repeal
of the O.T.A.” 370,248 votes
were cast in the affirmative and
777,537 against. Two other
questions, dealing with the sale
of light wines and. beers, were
answered in the negative by a
majority of approximately 350,

000 votes. On a fourth question,
dealing with government control
such as is proposed in this year’s
pallot, the same number of votes
were cast, but the majonty
against government control was
about 240,000, whereas the ma-

jority against the abolition of

the O.T.A. was 407,289. That is,
nearly 70,00 people who opposed
the repeal of the O.T.A. also
voted for some system of gov-
grnment control.

Two questions only were ask-
ed in Thursday’s plebiscide,
namely, for the continuance of
the O.T.A., or for the sale of
beverages under Government
gontrol.
