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SMITH AND JARVIS GUILTY.
TORONTO, Oct 24.

Peter Smith, former treasurer of 
the Province of Ontario, and Aemlllus 
Jarvis, er. head of the former Bond 
Brokerage firm of that name, were 
late this evening found guilty of con­
spiracy to defraud. Peter Smith was 
sentenced to serve three years In the 
Portsmouth penitentiary, and Jarvis 
to serve, six months in the county 
Jail. Each was also lined $6,000. The 
other accused men, Aemlllus Jarvis, 
Jr., and Harry Repall, both of the 
bond firm, were discharged. The 
theft charges against all four were 
also dismissed. An appeal will be 
entered both on behalf of Peter 
Smith and Aemlllus Jarvis, Sr-, 
against both the conviction and the 
sentence of the court. They were 
tried before Chief Justice Meredith 
and Jury In the criminal assize court, 
City Hall commencing last Monday 
and ending at 6.42 o’clock this after­
noon.

JUDGE’S SCATHING REMARKS TO 

FAITHLESS MINISTER.
TORONTO, Oct. 24.

In passing sentence upon Peter 
Smith, er-Financtal Secretary of On­
tario, the Chief Justice said.—“In or­
der that you may not think there Is 
any disproportion between the pen­
alty passed upon you and passed upon 
your co-consplrator, I may say that 
you were chosen by the people of this 
Municipality In which you lived to 
serve them and to serve this Province 
faithfully. Aemlllus Jarvis was not 
chosen. You were made a Minister of 
the Crown and were what Is common­
ly called the watchdog of tlie Treas­
ury. Aemlllus Jarvis was not. You 
made an oath which you violated, a 
solemn oath of office. Aemlllus did not. 
The Judgment of the Court upon yoq, 
Peter Smith, Is that you be Imprison­
ed In the penitentiary for three 
years." Addressing Mr. Jarvis, the 
Chief Justice said, “the judgment of 
the court upon you, Peter Smith, and 
upon you, Aemlllus Jarvis, Is that you 
and each of you pay a Hue of $<,000, 
and that you remain In Jail until it Is 
paid.”

He claimed that he was 
Indicted under a charge of larceny 
and under the common Larceny Act 
a finding of obtaining money under 
false pretences could not be brought 
In. He claimed there was no provis­
ion for the finding of a disagreement, 
and quoted a statuory law of 1916 
where It is provided that a verdict of 
guilty of false pretences may be 
brought In. The jury might say not 
guilty of larceny but might find a ver­
dict of guilty of false pretences and 
he argued that when the Jury, on the 
alternative of false pretences In the ! 
O’Reilly case disagreed the charge j 
ended there. In a case quoted, the 
prisoner was Indicted for larceny but 
was convicted on a charge of false 
pretences. The conviction, however, 
was quashed. The Indictment against 
O’Reilly was for larceny and had the 
jury found a verdict of obtaining 
money under false pretences he would 
have moved for the quashing of the 
verdict. He based his argument on 
the case of King V». Fisher, 86 jus­
tice peace, page 29. On the point of 
■larceny of money, Mr. Howley argu­
ed that the post office orders were not 
money He claimed that the order Is 
the representation of the official Is­
suing It and it is his representation to 
the bank, so that the first obtaining of 
money, the property of the King 
would occur when the Post Office pays 
the bank to reimburse It tor the 
cheque or cash that they gave against 
the Post Office order.

Mr. Emerson for the Crown argued 
that the court has accepted the ver­
dict of the Jury and it should not vary 
it without the consent of that Jury, 
and it Mr. Howley would move tor 
the discharge of the prisoner he 
would deal with It.

Possible Election AddressSaturday, October 25, 1924,
BY A FORMER ROAD ENTHUSIAST,

Ontario Votes Dry
BY GREATLY REDUCED MA­

JORITY.

According to the despatches 
received last night the result of 
the Liquor plebiscite in Ontario 
is expected to give a majority of 
about 35,000 in favour of the 
Prohibition Act. The count so 
far received from 5,863 sub­
divisions out of 7,382 shows 
477,324 in favour of the Ontario 
Temperance Act, and 447,157 
for Government Control. An 
overwhelming vote in favour of 
the latter was polled in the 
cities. In view of the striking 
difference between the sentiment 
expressed in the urban and the 
country districts, it is antici­
pated that demands will be made 
for some measure of local op­
tion.

The remarkable change which 
has taken place in public opinion 
regarding this question is shown 
by a Comparison of the re­
sults of the present ballot with 
that which was taken in 1919, 
when the Province was asked to 
vote for or against the continu­
ance of the Ontario Temperance 
Act. (Reference is not made to 
the vote taken in 1921, becausè 
that was practically a referen­
dum by the Federal Gov­
ernment on the question of im­
portation of liquors by private 
individuals, and is not therefore 
analogous to the present pleb­
iscite.)
• On the question in 1919— 
“Are you in favor of the repeal 
of the O.T.A.,” 370,248 votes 
were cast in the affirmative and 
777,537 against. Two other 
questions, dealing with the sale 
of light wines and beers, were 
answered in the negative by a 
majority of approximately 350,- 
000 votes. On a fourth question, 
dealing with government control 
such as is proposed in this year1 s 
ballot, the same number of votes 
were cast, but the majority 
against government control was 
about 240,000, whereas the ma­
jority against the abolition of 
the O.T.A. was 407,289. That is, 
nearly 70,00 people who opposed 
the repeal of the O.T.A. also 
voted for some system of gov­
ernment control.

Two questions only were ask­
ed in Thursday’s plebiscièe, 
namely, for the continuance of 
the O.T.A., or for the jiale of 
beverages under Government 
control.

A summary of the respective 
results in 1919 and 1924 may 
more plainly indicate the change 
of sentiment that has occurred 
throughout the Province, and of 
the turnover" that has taken 
place in Toronto.
