The Refined Oil Business.

The Free Press of Friday says:—“It is
well known to our readers that last Au-
gust an ggreement was made among the
refiners of Canada to close their works

| till December, in order that the surplus |

stocks of burning oils might be consum-
ed, and the trade placed on a more
heelthy basis. Concurrent with this ar-
rangement, several Canadian and Ameri-
can spceulators purchased large quanti-
ties of refined oil for a rige in the market,
but owing to the quantity held by deal-
ers in all parts of the Dominion, the
operation did not, we hear, turn out a
very lucrative one. Tempted by the rise
in the price, several refineries were con-
structed by new firms—two at Petrolea,
one at Wyoming, one at Sarnia, one at
Dundas, during last fall, for the express
purpose of competing with the older
houses. It appeared as if the public
woul
pusiiaa of the trade, on the termination
ol the leases in December. But this 2x-
pectation will not be realized, for,
if our information is correct, a re-
newal of the “monopoly” has taken
place. We understand that every
refinery
leased on the ‘mutual” system, and that
the combination will maintain, if not ad-
vance the present rates.  The total capa-
city of all the refiueries in the Province
is about 5,000 barrels per week, while
the consumption is not more than from
1,600 to 1,800 barrels per week, taking
tho average of the year. Rather than
commence & .new era of reckless and
ruinous competition, the refiners have
agreed to share the trade among them-
selves pro rata, according to the capa-
city of each, and keep the price to 35
cents per gallon wholesale. A conven-
tion of all the refineries in Canada will
be held in Londan to-day, to perfect the
arrangements for a renewal of the com-
bination.

There are in the Liberal ranks men of
¢ gentle blood,” who although they have
left many old ideas behind them are stid
inclined to turn up their noses at some
things plebeian,and who would no doubt
much rather have followed a titled leader
such as Lord Granville than plain Mr.
Gladstone, had it been possible for them
to enjoy under him the fruits of the vic-
tory they have achieved. But Mr. Glad-
stone has formed a ministry, and that,
too, apparently with such discrimination’
that every member has had the office as-
signed him for which his peculiar talents
qualified him.
