The Mayor 
has ordered that all public houses remain 
closed until Tuesday. The value of 
property destroyed by mobs is estimated

New York, August 26th.—A Geneva 
special to the Herald says that the bus­
iness of the Board of Arbitration is draw­
ing to a close and the work of the 
counsel is practically done,all arguments 
having been submitted. The "work now 
being done is actually in the hands of the 
accountants, who are calculating the 
exact amount of damages occasioned by 
the cruisers. When this is completed 
the arbitrators will render their decision: 
First whether England is responsible for 
each cruiser and being responsible as to 
the amount she should pay . There is an 
earnest contest regarding the Shenan­
doah, some fears being shown by the 
English as to the pertinence of the Am­
ericans in pressing the case and asking 
damages for the destruction of whaling 
ships. Some of the scenes before the 
court were exciting.

The Workingman’s Friend.
There was never a greater piece of bun- 

kuto than the cry got up by politicians on 
both sides,“We are the friends of thework- 
ingman.” No Government can befriend 
the workingman at the expense of others 
without injustice £and if he only gets the 
benefit of good laws in common with all 
others, where is the friendship? The 
term “workingman,” means usually 
mechanic or manufacturer—never farm­
ers or men in business, however hard they 
may work. And it would be a queer gov­
ernment that would favor one class at the 
expense of others. Workingmen, if they 
knew their own position, would jnst give 
the same answer to such politicians that 
French merchants gave to Colbert, when 
he asked what Government could do for 
them, and they replied, “Let us alone.”

The workingman has labor to sell—that 
is his stock-in-trade, the commodity in 
which he deals ; and he should dispose of it 
to the best advantage, as ajpy other trader 
does. When farmers, manufacturers, 
contractors, and other capitalists require 
labor, they hate to go into the labor mar­
ket and buy it, which they do at the cur­
rent rates. They offer more if hands are 
scarce, and less if they are abundant. 
The whole vast interests of employers and 
employed regulate themselve by beauti­
fully adapted but inexorable laws, which 
no government can interfere with without 
producing serious derangement. The 
only exception to this non-interference is 
in the case of children, who should be 
protected from undue toil. In all cases 
where individuals are competent to make 
contracts for themselves, much more 
harm than good will invariably result 
from any interference with their liberty 
to do so.—Montreal Witness.

The Death of the Late Rev. Dean 
Bethunb.—The death of this venerable 
and venerated cleryman occurred on 
Thursday morning at his residence Mc­
Gill College Avenue, Montreal. The Very 
Reverend gentleman was, by far, the oldest 
clergyman in that city, or, indeed, in the 
Trovince of Ontario, being at the time of 
his decease eighty-two years of age.

was established in the United States as a 
consequence of the revolution, left the 
homes they had made for themselves in 
the old thirteen colonies to continue their 
allegiance to the British Crown.

Bargain and Sale In Cardwell.
The hustings of the County of Card- 

well was, on Thursday, the scene of very 
extraordinary occurrences. Two conser­
vative candidates have been contending 
during the last few weeks—Mr. Harris 
and Mr. T. B. Ferguson—the latter the 
old member, and the former having re­
ceived the unanimous nomination of a 
Conservative convention, regularly called 
and representing a large piajority of the 
party in the county. Mr. Harris has 
frequently declared his determination to 
go to the poll at all hazards ; neither 
persuasion nor bribes, he averred, would 
induce him to betray the trust placed in 
him by his party. We have it on per­
fectly reliable authority that before the 
nomination on Thursday, Mr. Harris was 
offered by Mr. John Hillvard Cameron or 
his agent, the sum of §6,000 to induce 
him to leave the field, Mr. Ferguson 
having previously been rendered willing 
to do likewise by the same means. Mr. 
Harris refused the bribe ; he went on the 
hustings, was nominated along with Mr. 
Ferguson, made his speech and demand­
ed a poll. Mr. Cameron was also nomi­
nated, but did not demand a poll, evi­
dently considering that the attempt to 
get rid of Mr. Harris was hopeless, and 
that he had nothing to do but to return 
to Toronto after bis speech on behalf of 
the Government was finished. After the 
nomination was closed, however, the 
negotiations between Mr. Harris and Mr. 
Cameron—whose go-between, we believe, 
was Dr. Tapper, the hero of the McNab 
bargain, and the Spring Hill Mines job— 
and Mr. Harris was induced to retire. 
The sum is not ascertained, but the pop­
ular impression is that $8,000 was Mr. 
Harris’ price. He was virtuous while 
$6,000 was offered, being a wealthy man 
and childless, but $8,000 was too much 
for him.

Mr. Cameron did not demand a poll 
on the hustings, and it is a question for 
the lawyers to decide whether he can 
now present himself before the electors. 
Should, however, the Returning Officer 
decide to receive votes for him, there is 
nothing else to do but defeat him at the 
polls. We cannot leave the decision of 
any question to the chances of a partisan 
parliamentary committee.—Globe.
