(Special to The Evening Mercury).
OrTAwA, May 5, 2 p.m.
Sir George E. Cartier has taken his
passage for Canada, with the full asseng

of hus doctors. He is expected to arrive
in two or three weeks.

. Thereis a rumor abroad, based upon
apparently reliable authority, that orders
have been issued for a parade of the Ge-
vernor-General’s Foot Guards, on Satur-

day next, the 10th, on the occasion of
the prorogual of Parliament.

It seems, however, utterly impossible

that the Government business can be got
through by that time.

Some members from the Marine Pro-
vinces do not hesitate to say that Par-
liament wlll not be prorogued until the
20th, but 'will consummate the arrange-

ments for union with Prince Edward
Island before the closegof the sesgion,

A delegation from the New Govern-

ment of the Island is expected to-arrive
to-day.to arrange final terwms of union.

The Select Committee, on charges
made by Huntington in relation to the
Pacific Railway charter, met this morn-
ing and decided to adjourn to July.

Sir John Macdonald stated that Par,
liament would not now be prorogued but
would simply adjourn.
The Committee on re-assembling will
probably sit in Montreal.
In the Public Aceounts Commuttee this
morning the investigation into the irregn-
larities at the Levis Camp was proceeded
with, Col. Robson Ross, Adjutant-Gen.
eral, made a statement in which he gaid
he.was only responsible to the Governor-
General for hig conduct, and should de-
mand a full enquiry into his conduet ;
and repudiated certain allegations made
that he was the political tool of the Gov-
ernment.
The Senators and members of Parlia-
ment from New Brunswick have this
morning sent a message over the wires
to Sir H. Doyle, bidding him farewell, on
his leaving for England, on the expira-
tion of his term of office as Lieut.-Gover-
nor of Nova Scotia.

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Marine and Fisheries for 1872,

The annual report on the Marine
and Fisheries of the Dominion is a
valuable repertoire of information on

the various matters of which it treats, |,
‘and shows how the country in these

respects is making progress.

A large portion is occupied with
details concerning the lighthouses
of the Dominion which would not be
of interest to the general reader, we
may mention, however, the fact that
the Dominion owns about twenty
first-class costly lighthouses with
dioptric apparatus, the others are
less expensive structures, costing
about ¢8,000 each and are furnished
with catoptric lights, Our shipping
interests take a prominent place in
the Blue Book before us. We glean
a few interesting facts. The total
shipping registered in Canada in
1867 amounted to 776,343 tons. In
1871 this had risen to 857,203 tons.
This does not, however, represent

- the total tonnage of vessels owned by
Canadians,as & large amount of ship-
ping possessed by them, and trading
exclusively to Canada, is registered
at some British port. An important
increase in the number of steamers
owned in Canada, has taken place.
‘There were inspected in 1869, 401
steamers ; in *70, 403; in'71, 438} in
’72,473. The aggregate value of the
new steamers added in 1872 is est1-
mated at $1,420,000.

The Fishery season of 1872 was an
average one in point of quality but
above the average in money value.
There are one thousand decked ves-
rels and seventeen thousand open
boats engaged in fishiag, employing
forty-two thousand men. The total
number supported by this industry

ApvrreraTioN or Tea.—In the DBritish
journals there are constant complaints
about the adulteration of tea ; and while
there are gome substantiated cases, it
can sear doubted 8 great deal
of uufcundad suspicion exis to this
subjact. At the places of growih the
price of tea, as compared with other ar-
ticles of cornmerce that could be used for
parposes of adulteration, is €0 low tha;
few of these drticles could be 5o used with
any advantage to the producer or seller,
especially as his repatation is involved.
It is, however,s well-established fact that
groen tea is colored with a misture of
Prussian biue and gypsum, or some
gimilar compound. This does not 2dd to
the weight, but simply adaptsit to British
and American tastes, When the tea
trade with Japan was first opened, green
tea in its natural state was up«vrlcq, but
it proved a drug in the market; it had
pot the bright, coppery green, though
possessed of a fine and delicate flivor,
and the excellent defect of not being
painted prevented its sale. Japan tea
now mostly goes to China for the neces-
gary paint béfore coming to Europe and
America.

TaE census of St. Catharines has just
been taken by ihe assessors, and it has

been found that they hage now 8,800 in-
habitants, an increase of 400 over last
year.
