To Teamsters and Drivers General­
ly.—Frequently cases have come up be­
fore the police court of cab drivers and 
teamsters running into each other’s vehi­
cles, and very often such collisions are 
brought about through an opinion exist­
ing to a great extent when one has a load 
others must give the entire right of way. 
The spirit of the statute is that when two 
vehicles meet, one of them being loaded, 
tne driver or person in charge of the 
loaded vehicle, if he considers his load 
too heavy for him to turn ont, must stop 
until the other vehicle gets by, and, if 
required, assist in getting such vehicle 
by. Consequently a man in charge of a 
loaded wagon, no matter how heavy the 
load may be, if he does not stop, renders 
himself liable to damages, in event of a 
collision, if he fails to give half the way, 
from the centre of the road. In the cass 
of vehicles overtaking each other the 
person in charge of the vehicle overta­
ken shall quietly turn out to the right 
and let the other vehicle pass to the left. 
In towns when drivers are passing cros­
sings they must look out for foot passen­
gers, and slacken the speed of their vehi­
cles, if in ddtager of running over them.

County Council.
The Council met on Tuesday at two 

o’clock, the Warden in the chair. Pre­
sent, the members of the Council except 
Messrs. Kilgour, Miohie, Meiklejohn, and 
McCarthy.

treasurer’s rbpoIt.

The Warden read a report and state­
ment from the County Treasurer, which 
enclosed a return of auction licenses 
issued by him since June 1, lb follows :— 
Philip Spragge, for Guelph ; J. 0. Wilkes, 
for Mount Forest; W. Dalrymple, for 
Guelph ; John Sheppard, for the county;
E. B. Teevin, county ; George Ward, 
Pilkington ; Geo. Moore, county ; John 
Livingston, county ; George Mellis, Peel ; 
Geo. Gibbs and John Bishop, East 
Garafraxa. TheTreasnrer paid had in full 
for the new registry office at Arthur, a 
total of 83,885, being 8114 less than com­
mittee’s estimate. Certain work in the 
Guelph offices had been completed at a 
cost of 8491. The new office of the 
clerk of the County Court had been 
finished, and the contractor paid in full 
—81,588, being 888 in excess of the esti­
mated cost. 81,600 of this came ont of 
last half year’s surplus. The grants made 
in the last session had been paid, except 
those to the Gnelph Hospital, Erin and 
Caledon town line (balance) and the 
Wellington and Simcoe bridge—tetal 
81,675. Up to this time $2,088 had been 
expended on boundary line bridges, being 
888 in excess of Council appropriation. 
89,000 had been borrowed from the 
Ontario Bank to meet current expenses. 
Deducting the interest on this from the 
interest on certain invested county funds, 
left a balance of 892. The attention of 
the Reeves was drawn to the necessity 
for the collectors’ rolls being sent in to 
the Treasurer promptly by the 14th inet.

The report was referred to the Finance 
Committee.

Leslie,that the petition be laid over until 
the first meeting of the Council in 1874, 
when other oounty officials are ap 
pointed.—Can ied.

ASKING FOR PROHIBITION.
The Warden read a draft of a petition 

to the Legislature praying the passage of 
an act to prohibit the manufacture and 
sale of intoxicating liquors as beverages 
in the Dominion of Canada.

It was moved by Mr. Maseie, seconded 
by Mr. Stevenson, that the Warden and 
Clerk be instructed to sign this petition 
on behalf of the Council, and forward it 
to the Secretary of the League.

Mr. Chadwick said he did not intend 
to move an amendment, but he thought 
that the resolution was enacting a farce. 
If the County Council were polled, he did 
not think they would carry a prohibitory 
law. But it was getting towards 
January which accounted for it. (Langh- 
ter )

Mr. Stevenson thought the Deputy- 
Reeve of Guelph was judging other people 
by himself. (Laughter.)

The motion was then carried.
INCORPORATION OF CLIFFORD.

The report of Mr. D. Mattiion, census 
enumerator of Clifford, was read by the 
Warden. It reported that he had taken 
the census of the village, and fonnd that 
it contained 826.

On motion of Messrs. Patterson and 
Prain, 820 was ordered to be paid Mr. 
Mattison ; and the same gentlemen 
brought in a resolution granting leave 
for the introduction of a by-la"v incorpo­
rating Clifford as a village in accordance 
with Mr. Morrison’s description.

PAYMENT CE JURYMEN.
Mr. Rae called the attention of the 

Council to the insufficient payment of 
Jurymen, on both the Grand and Petit 
Juries. He thought it ought to be at 
least 81.50 a day.

Other members of tho Council con­
curred in this view, and after some con­
versation the matter was left over in 
order that the precise legal powers of the 
Council in ieferenoe to it might be ascer­
tained.

DIVISION COURT CLERKS.
Mr. Chadwick presented a petition from 

the Division Court Clerks of the county, 
asking that certain books and blanks be 
furnished by the county, as they had 
hitherto had to pay for them out of their 
own pockets.—Referred to the Finance 
Committee, after an amendment bed 
been put and lost which would have laid 
it over until next meeting. Mr. Leslie 
bad objected to its being referred to the 
Finance Committee because he was both 
a clerk of the Division Court and a mem­
ber of that committee.

THEMAmNEDÎSASTÉRr

Further Particulars.
London, Dec. 2.—Eleven of the survi­

vors from the Ville de Havre departed 
for Paris to-night. Daring their short 
stay in London everybody vied in com­
forting the survivors and marks of affeo- 
tio* were evinced. Store keepers re­
fused to accept payment, these offers 
were resisted with difficulty. The steamers 
agents provided funds, and White, 
Morgan, Brown and others, offered » 
home to all. This was unnecessary, as 
several of the surviving gentlemen saved 
a sufficiency of funds—Mr. Bishop had 
£300 in English notes and gold. It is » 
remarkable fact thst several others 
seemingly had ample time to dress com­
pletely. Bishop’s watch stopped at 28 
minutes after two, and Cramer’s watch 
stopped exactly at h^f-past two. This 
leads to the supposition that much valu­
able time was lost in lowering the boats, 
owing to the ntter absence of discipline. 
After the collision no orders were given, 
officers were distracted, each helped him­
self. This fact is undisputed.. The long 
boat contained no first-class passengers ; 
sailors and coal boys rushed and took 
possession, all rescues being effected 
subsequently. The Scotch ship was pre­
vented from preparing immediately for 
the rescue from its ignorance as to 
whether serious damage was done to the 
steamer. The Lockearn boats were not 
lowered until the steamer had gone 
down. No life preservers were in their 
proper place.

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A Chat About Fordwich,

This village was first settled in the 
winter of 1864-55, Josl Rogers being the 
first to take up his residence in the 
place. There was no clearing, so Joel 
pitched his house near a stream, one of 
the branches of the Maitland River. He 
kept tavern for some time, dealing out 
forty rod to the new settlers in Fordwich 
Township. In the spring of 1855 Mr. 
Arthur Mitchell moved his family into 
the place, built himself a house, and 
applied to the Government for a 
Post Ottioe, to ha called Lizadel, 
which was granted. As there was a fine 
water privilege the Government selected 
the place for a town plot, sent in sur­
veyors and laid out the village, giving it 
the name of Fordwich. Joel Rogers pur­
chased the water privilege, binding him­
self to have a grist mill in operation in 
two years. He fail-.-d to do this, and the 
Government gave him other two years. 
Still no mill was built. The Govern­
ment then offered it for sale by public 
auction in Goderich, when Messrs Mitch­
ell and Walker became the purchasers. 
Mr Mitchell got the water power into his 
own hands, and erected a Flour and Saw 
mill, but when ready to start a freshet 
took away the dam, throwing work back 
several months. After all being ' got 
ready the dam was taken away a second 
time, which made it up hill work for Mr 
Mitchell. The want of a flour mill was 
greatly felt by the new settlers, and other 
places began to spring up, owing to the 
delay in getting the mills working at the 
“ Plot.” Leeohville and Wroxeter both 
got up mills, and, of course, took the 
start, which injured the progress of the 
Government village, and has kept it back 
for years. There is a prospect ol its now 
being one of the finest villages in the 
County. It is improving gradually, but 
on a sure basis. Mr. Thos. Wilson pur­
chased the mills a few years ago. He 
leased the saw mill, which was burned 
down ; he replaced it with a new build­
ing, 30x50, at a cost of 82,800 for build­
ing and machinery. The new mid com­
menced to work in December 1872. Last 
summer, as Mr Wilson expected that the 
T. G. & B. R. would be completed and as 
he intended going into the grain business, 
he leased the flour mill to G. B. Craw­
ford, late head miller in Messrs. Leeche’s 
mill, Gorrie. (Jp te this time the village 
has been principally known as the Town 
Plot, and sometimes as Lisadel, the P.O. 
name. In July last the name of the 
Post office was changed to the same as 
that of the village—Fordwich.

The building of T. G. & B. Road has 
made very slow progress from Mt. Forest 
to Wroxeter ; it is over two years since 
the ratepayers 6f Minto voted a bonus 
for the road with the understanding that 
the road should be completed to Harris- 
ton during t jo winter of 1872-73. After 
being one year behind the time agreed 
upon. A regular train will ieive Harr ston 
for Minto this (Monday) morning, Deer. 
1st. It is now nearly two years since this 
Township (Howick) passed a by-law 
granting a bonus to the road, the Com­
pany binding themselves to have the 
road running to Wroxeter in June 1873. 
Mr. W. G. McKenzie was awarded the 
contract from Mt Forest to Wroxeter 
some eighteen months ago, and that sec 
tion—between Harriston and Wroxeter— 
is little more than half completed ; while 
the section between Wroxeter and Tees- 
water, which was awarded to Mr. Thos. 
Robinson, of Harriston, less than one 
year since, has been finished for some 
time. If the work on the Mount Forest 
and Wroxeter section had been pushed 
forward as vigorously the trains might 
have been running over tho whole length 
of the road.

Owing to the great length of our cor.
