“Decisiye ‘War
Will Be On Land”

Interesting Statements By Un-
named Russian High' Officer
Regarding Crisis.

Says War is Inevitable No Mat-
ter What May Be Said
to Contrary.

St Petersburg, Jan, 8.—In an inter-
view with a well-known. general holding
@ high official position, and one of a
large number of military smen who do
not believe in war immediately, this
statement is made :

“War is ievitable. It does not
matter what the papers say. We be-
hind the scenee know better. This war
will be very Yufortunate for Russia, but
apparently the Japanese are determined
to fight us.” >

“Do you anticipate complications?’

“No,” he amswered. “It is claimed
the Japanese fleet is stro nger than
ours. Let admit that. Suppose they
wipé out Our fleet; that is nothing.
Don’t people remember how in 1834
we voluntarily sauk our own vessels to
protect them from the enemy and con-
timued to fight for five years? Also
our modern fleet will not go without
leaving its mark behind, The decisive
war will be em-lamd.. <Sup « even
that Japan gets our ‘coasts. %Et then?
‘We have V. divostock, Dalny amd Port
Arthur, which are impregnable.

“Japan’s ‘pretensions have ‘created a
situation such as would have been creat-
ed for England had Burmah 50 years
ago turned round and ordered England
ouit of India. Doés anyon 8
with the best will in the world Russia
can back out at the summons of Japan?
It s impossible. It is a horrible thing
for Russia, this war, but it is one of
those things which must be goue through
with. It may set us back sadly.

“In my opinjon. a soldier should be
Placed at the head of affairs. A sailor
cannot direct soldiers. 8o, doubtless one
wlil be appointed. Admiral Alexieff will
‘have his hands full arranging for a civil
government. People have no compre-
hension of the vastness of his task. That
of -the viceroy of India is a Tere noth-
ing in Compaxison ¥’ o . ¢

One of the most intelligemt diploma-
tists here said : ;

*All the diplomatic eorps here be-
lieve in peace, beecause mno one wants
war.  In our opimion there is no mne-
cessity for war. France has no desire
to draw her sword to aid Russia in this
matter. England has no money. Ameri-
ca has no supenfluous funds, and she will
not come in, I am econvineed Japan
won’t fight.” . gl

Earnets Counsel
To Workingmen

Mr. ‘0’Donoghue  Gives one of
His Characteristic Addresses
Last Night. -

Workingmen Must Be True to
Themselves and Their
Representatives.

(From Thursday’s Dafly.)

Mr. D. J. O’Donoghue, the well-
known Canadian labor unionist, deliv-
ered one of his interesting lectures to
'workingmen in_ Labor halll 'Dou lag
Street last evening. i . M. Wil
son. occupied the chair, and there was
present one of the largest and finest
gatuering of workingmen seen in this
city for some time. Mr. Ralph Smith,
M. P, Naunaimo, was present.
| ‘The first speaker was Mr. W. Me-
Kay, who is a candidate for school
trustee, He gave am interesting ad.
dress on  school matters. He wayg
strongly in favor of the establishment
of a thoroughly - equipped. technieal
school, and pointed out the great bene-
fit to be derived from such an instita-
tion. He was in favor of government
supplying all school books at cost. Mr.
McKay was also strong on the segrega-
tion of the ‘Chinese.. He then animad-
verted in very plain. terms apon the an-
safe and unsanitary condition of Vie-
toria West school and pointed out the
Iact that oune reason for the serious
overcrowding of the city echools was
the attendance at these schools of large
numbess of children residing in the
district, 'who should oroperly attend
their own well-equipped distriet schools,*
Lf elected, he promised he would give
these matters his earust attention. He
concluded by paying a high tribute to
the work of Mr. 0’Donoghue for labor’s
cause.

Mr. Johuson, president of the Labor-
ers’ Protective Union, next addressed
the meeting. He' urged the import-
ance of the workingmen having repre-
sentatives on all public bodies. The
workingmen had started well, and
should continue the agitation until they
had representatives at the council board
on the executive committee of every
public body in the country.

‘Mr. Sivertz, secretary of the Trades
and Labor Council, then spoke, and he,
too, earnestly impressed upon the work-
ingmen the "absolute necessity of pro-
tecting their own best interests by see-
ing to it that they had representatives
of their own on all public bodies. He
favored the election of Mr, MdKay.

The chairman ‘then introduced Mr.
O’Donoghue, saying that he had en-
joyed almost life-long acquaintance and
uriendship with this good oid champion
of labor’s rights; and that the very first
time he met him Mr. O’Donoghue was
strenuously battling for workingmen’s
rights, just as he was doing today.
IThe workingmen of Canada had good
reasou to be grateful to and proud of
Mr. O’Donoghue, who had never grown
weary in his well-doing for the work-
ingmen. - 3

Mr. O"Donoghue on risitig to address
the meeting was hailed with cheers.
He spoke cheeringly of the progress la-
bor was'making, and strongly advocat-
ed workingmen getting to the top. They
must - have representatives from their

life, otherwise how .could they secure
what was their due as #the toilers? He
was not a believer in classes, but he
was strongly in favor of workingmen
maintaining their rightful position in
public affairs.’ He then gave a most
interesting account of the Toronto
Technical school, and showed how that
&plendid, useful imstitution had growm
from its inception with 368 -pupils and
an appropriation of $6,000 in 1901, to
2,020 pupils and an appropriation of
$26,000 in 1908. It was working in-
calenlable benefit to Canada by turning
out hundreds of skilled, intelligent me-
chanics and workmen in all branches
of industry, young men who could work
alongside the best +workmen in the
world, earn the highest wages and de-
velop Canada’s industrial resources to
an enormous degree—as was needed in
these days of fierce competition in all
lines of trade and industry.

Mr. O'Donoghue gave many“interesting
illustrations and éxamples to prove his
contention that techmical schools were
what Canada now most urgently need-
ed. It was due to the intelligent efforts
of Toronto Trades and Labor Council
that that magnificent school had been
founded. He then gave a few words of
wise counsel to the workingmen regard-
ing politics, and asked them to remem-
per that amidst the wranglins and ri-
valries of parties there was one' party
above all others for the workingmen to
svnnort, and that was the labor party.
Let the workingmen elect workingmen
aid there would soon be an end to
many a grievance under which working-
men now struggled. The secret of the
whole business was united action. Noth-
ing was more deplorable than to &ee
workingmen wasting their votes on ar-
ties and candidates other than their
own. ‘When they had elected their men
iet them stand by them faithfully. He
instanced the c¢ase of Nanaimo where
the labor men had gone back on Ralph
Smith; they tried to knock him down
after raising him up. He pointed out
the dangers of disruption and waunt of
unity in foreible and eloquent terms.

-of . good firm shipping varleties that will
carry to the Northwest and to points In
the province. Yet with this -fact facing
us, strawherry growers are still planting
acres 'of .soft berries and making it almost
impossible to obtain the foothold that
should be ours in the Northwest market.
1 don’t mean that we should neglect the lo-
cal demand, but that a certain percentage
of berries grown should be of a firm va-
riety so that we are not entirely dependent
on a local market. As to varietles, for
local trade it is hard to beat the Improved
Sharplers.  Semple is also good, but soft;
Clyde is very productive, but too soft and
is off color in the middue of season. Wm.
Bell is a handsome berry, rich flavor, but
requires good treatment.  For shipping, so
far we have found the Magoon and Royal
Sovereign to be the best; we are experi-
menting with otller varleties, and may find
something that will beat them. Clark’s
Early, thd 'Wood River, Oregon, great ship-
ping berry, is a failure with growers here,
too small and unproductive. Coming to
treatment of fruiting beds, ‘we have found
it npecessary to mulch with straw as soon
as berries are forming; this‘keeps the fruit
clear and conserves molsture, besides mak-
ing it pleasanter for the pickers. The
straw should be spread-as loosely as pos-
sible, because if berries are allowed to get
too large . thev have to be lifted to allow
straw .to be placed under them, and this
work could be saved by mulching earlier.
Last fall as an experiment, a heavy mulch
of straw was put on a two-year-old frult-
ing bed, and will be allowed to stay till
fruit is picked in the ing The
Idea is that evaporation of moisture in the
soil will be lessened, and that the plants
can stand a dry spell much better than
those mulched in the spring. The results
will be glven jater on. .

After the frulting season we at once
clean up the beds, cut the tops off plants
and give frequent cultivation, and in three
weeks the.plants send out a new growth.
This treatment seemed a very harsh one,
but the ease and quickness with which the
Deds were cleaned and the- healthy after
appearance of the plants soon reconciled
us. The weeds and leaves can be. burn-
ed In the middle of row.

STRAWBERRY GROWING BY H. E.
TANNER. i

Mr. President,—In- taking up this sub-
ject I thought it best to discdss it from per-
sonal experience, giving our own methods
and the success attained. = There Is- no
doubt at all but that in strawberry growing
a8 ‘well as In all other pursuits, that a
person should not go-into the business, but
should grow into . = So many take in
thelr heads that they can be successful
fruit-grawers and set out several acres in
plants or trees and find by their lack of
experience that they have failed, whereas
had they first started in a moderate way,
studied the methods of others, the result
would have been different. But . financial
success must- not. be. the only alm; there
must also be enthusiasm and a ‘ove for the
work, and with this attitude towards his
calling, a fruit grower is never a drudge;
his work is instead oOne of pleasure, and
this pleasure is intensified by experimenting
with new varieties with a possibility o
finding a great prize, something that will
eclipse all others.

Now, as to the best soil for strawberries,
. while perhaps a fairly light loam with a
little sand, ‘is preferable, yet with good
drainage and good location, sucéess may
‘be obtained from the stlueut\lay, although
naturally the latter requires more careful
preparation, and a method of cultivation
that is not necessary In lighter soil. As
to location, I think a northern slope is best,
thus avolding the hot afternoon sun, which,
as most of us know, entalls a very great
loss in a warm spel'. It is not advisable
to grow strawberries in low land, that is,
land which 1s lower ‘than the surrounding
country, if you wish to avoid early spring
frosts. Our experience Is that the higher
land Is almost immuueé from this danger,
while lower down fully 75 per cent of the
blossoms were frozen and the fruit- was
‘much ‘inferior and .misshapen. Some wvari-
eties are hardler than others, and consider-
