There May Ne Worse News To Come,

NEw Yomk, Nov. 26.—This city and the
surrounding neighborhood are still suffering
under the storm which raged over almost the
entire country yesterday and more especially
last night. Until now it was drizzling and
blowing in New York and going about was
most disagreeable, The force of the storm
was shown this moruing by the number of
broken telegraph and telephone wires seen
everywhere and by the damage reported
along the river front. Telegraph and tele-
phone ecommunication with a great number of
places was entirely cus off this morning and
SYeleqrams were ouly received subject to in-
definite delsy. But according to Sergeant
Dunn, she officer in charge of the signal ser-
vice bureau in this city, the worst effects of
the storm may not yet have been reported.
He said this morning :

‘“Fhe storm is & very destructive and exten-
sive one. It 1s now clearing off, the storm
ocentre haviug pasved us in a northeusterly di-
rection, follewing the course of the steamer
line. Steamers coming from Rurove—those
which left the latter part of last week-—will
encounter it inits full strength, The steamers
leaving later were warued Ly this bureau from
Washington via Paris and London of the
sworm and its direction and were therefore
prepared in time to change their course, The
area of the trouble has besn a very extensive
one, covering the entire coust from Florida to

ava Seotia,”

Sag Harbor reports that a large number of
fishing sinacks and small craft were blown
fromn their anchoraze and driven ashore, Tlhie
southern stenmers due in this port lust week
have evidently encountered the gale, as some
of them have not airived.

The firm of Lowden, Paton & Co,, whole-
sale drugyists, is on the point of dissolution
and liquidation and a chequered career will be
closed.  Niue years ago the firm of Lowden,
Iugalls, Neill & Co. came from Montreal and
comiuenced business as wholesale druggists,
For a year or two the firm did a good ‘ trade
and theu dissolved, Jobn Lowden, the central
figure in the present difficulty, continuing
the business. ' But things did not continus to
thrive' and F. A, Despard, late manager of
the Bank of Montreal at London, ‘was taken
in and the firm ' became known
a8  Lowden &  Co This continu-
ed until over ‘a year ago, when
Mr. Despard severed his connection and in
October last year John. Paton, a yotng man
with money, was taken into the business and
the firn was re-constructed uuder the style of
Lowden, Paton & Co, The amount of money
Mr. Paton put up was $15,000, but as’ more
was afterwards required Mr. Paton borrowed
$10,000 from his wealthy relatives in the name
ot the firm.
